Tbe weekly statement of me associateJ banks Is

unfavorable, showing as it does a losa In reserve of
nearly a million and a half of dollars. Tbe Treasury
movements during the week, which expired Friday
morning, go to account for a large portion of tbe de¬
crease In legal . tenders. Other things being equal,
this loss will be made up next week. Were the bank
statement made up each Monday morning the un¬
favorable features of this week would not appear.
The loss in legal tenders is over two and a half my-lions, owing partially to the factp above referred to,
and partially tpshipments to the West and Southwest.
An examination of the statement shows that the
banks have enlarged their loans to the extent of
nearly two millions. Now, as the deposits have been
at a standstill. It Is evident that the remittances
westward have been largely composed of these
Joans. In other words, the Western banks not
having funds here upou which to draw, Eastern
houses with Western connections havo shipped
currency to them. The last two statements contrail
as lollows:.

A brief computation of the figures will show that
tho banks hold nearly twenty -two millions reserve
In excess of the amount required by law.
The agitation of the question of snecle payments

led to considerable animation In the Ciold Room,
especially as all transactions might bo made through
tho Clearing House, the Gold Bank opening in that
capacity on Monday next. The price of gold declined
from 128% a 126%, when it encountered a deter¬
mined opposition on the part of those who are more
.conservative in tlielr views and became stcauy. Hie
Speculators seemed about evenly divided on the
¦object. When the "bears" sold down to 120% the
"bulls" took all that was offered. When tho "bulls"
told the price up to 128),; the "bears" sold them all
they wished.

The government market opened strong at the

highest llirures of yesterday, but under the influence
of the decline in gold and of free sales by the loreign
bankers gave way and slowly settled a half to three-
quarters per cent. The London market was contra¬
dictorily reported by the two cables, ap<l in the con¬
fusion there was a pressure to sell, especially as the
foreign bankers who bought yesterday were selling
to-day. The market closed steady after these move¬
ments, with the following quotations:.United
States currency sixes, 107% a 108; do. slxeB, 1881,
registered, li7%a 117%; do. coupon, 117% a 117%;

The money market was steady at six per cent as

the rate on call loan's with pledge of stock collate¬
rals aud live on government securities. A little
activity was reported about half-past two o'clock
and seven per cent was obtained in some portions
of the street, but the market became qnlet before
the close of banking hours at five to six per cent.
The lucreuse of discouut oporatlons by the banks
during the week has given paper more currency in
tho open market, and the raugc of street discounts
was from eight to fifteen per cent for all grades of
prime acceptances, long and short. Foreign ex¬

change was dull and steady at previously quoted
rates.
There was more animation in Southern bonds and

an irregular market. Tho new North caroilnas were

heavy and decllnod to 38, the special tax Issues
being steady in the vicinity of 40. The old Tonnes-
aces have been again subjected to a pressure of
¦ales owing to the impression that there Is too wide

a difference between their price and that of the new
bonds Binoe the official announcement that all
issues are equal )y binding upou the State. The Mis¬
souri sixes, continuing their upward movement, ad¬
vanced to 02 on the report that whatever the real
obligations of the State as to the coin redemption of
the principal the Interest will in future be paid in
gold.
