vocates of the institutions assert that their absence
in a great city like ours tends to an increase of
infanticide and nbortion, ami that their existence is

a powerful prevention of these two terrible crimes,
aim what is better than mere assertion, bring for¬ward facts to prove that they are right. Indeed, the
latter need only point to the statistics of Infanticide
in tills city for the past few years, which ha*
Increased with most appalling rapidity from year to
vear and then to a country like Russia, where the
..property devoted to the support, maintenance
and education of foundlings is said to amount

to $&co,oou,cot>, and where infanticide and abortion
are almost unknown." Almost every largo city in
Kurope has one or more hospitals of the Kind, and
.wherever they exist infanticide prevails In a far less
decree tnau where they are not tolerated. Estab¬
lishments lor foundlings existed as distinct institu¬
tions us carlv as ilia sixth century, and the first one
founded in Milan was in 787, by a priest, "in order
10 prevent infanticide." Now Milan has her Hospi¬

tal or the Uoiy lihost, Lyons her Hotel Dieu, Koine
her Santo Spinto, London her "Guardian' a,id
Moscow and St. Petersburg their Vospitateludl Dom,
and vet New York is the only city of importance in
ibe world which has .seen fit, up to the present time,
to shut us eyes to the advantages to be derived
from institutions of a similar character lu hei
midst.

TUe work begun
bytheSHter Irene is one that calls upon the chari¬
ty of every one who would wish 10 do good.

Althongn Colorado la uusurpassod by any other
Territory or uny Mute upou the Comment for tlie
sa.ubrit.y of its cilniaLe all tlio year, as well ad for tlie
beaut r of its mouutalu scenery, summer is the most
pleasant season In which to visit it. In that portion
of the leultory lying east of the Rocky Mountains
travelling 111 winter is exceedingly agreeable; but
westward tlie enow at times prevents convenient
transit b» the paths umong the hills and dales and
unimpeded or certain passage over th? great moun¬
tain lunges. Iroiu July to Octobor the peaks aud
passes of the mountains In this enchanting
section of the Western country are easiest
of access, and the plains aud park** and mountains
appear in their greatest glory. At whatever season
oi the year the visitor may come, however, ho can¬
not fail to see how rich Colorado is in valuable min¬
erals, in agricultural resources, in magnificent
mountain vtews, in curious aud suggestive geo¬
logical formations, in a pure, Invigorating atmo¬
sphere, which rejuvenates sinking Invalids; In
azure skies and splendid sunsets which rival any 1
have ever seen in Italy, lialiroad communication
with tho East and West.which will be secured nest
summer; safety from the Indians to travellers aud
trains distant from the railroads, more capital judi¬
ciously invested, more labor at reasonable yet re¬
munerative rates, with some economical process
for reducing ores, and a more extensive system of
irrigation, would speedily develop the latent mineral
nn<l agricultural wealth of Colorado to an extent of
which a prospective statement would appear extra¬
vagant or fabulous.
J*rom the line of the Cnion Pacific Railroad Denver

is s<.ui reached by stage coach from Cheyenne. The
road lies, apparently, within easy walking distance
from the baso of tho foot hills, beyond which rise
the snowy summits of the dividing' rauge; but the
foot hills are really a dozen mllos away, while some
of the snowy peaKs, which soom to clustor close
among the tops of tho lines of lower hills and to bo
little, tf any, higher than them, are subsequently
seen to tower thousands of reet above them, and to
stretch a.vay to a distance of fifty or sixty miles
from where the foot hills merge into the plains.
Such is especially the case with the lofty summit of
I.ong'a Peak, which, when yon seo it first, looks
like a portion of the nearest range, while, in
truth, it is over 14,000 feet high-one of' the
highest poluta among tho Rocky Mountains,
and a luug day's Journey from the eastern
base of the lowest range. , This magolllcent
Rocky Mountain system of tUo eastern slope, of

w liich you here obtain a glimpse, extends westward
from 500 to l,ooo miles in width, in a series of ranges
whose general trenu la northwest aud southeast,
with innumerable intervening valleys, irregular in¬
termediate elevations, great gulches, wild gorges
and rugged and romantic canyons. Scenes of uuiet
beauty aie brand everywhere among the mountain
valleys, and a magnificent panorama greets the gazo
lrom any of the lofty summits.
At some points the superficial deposits lmve been

swept away from certain slopes, arid there as well
as on Hie perpendicular cuts the solidified "ranitic
strata arc exposed; but generally the mountain sides
aru covered with sedimentary rocks and stones of
various sizes, intermingled with the most recent

At no great distant period
ot the past, looking back in the light of science

of fine sand ami soil. The beds of the streams
that issue irom among the mountains, tho conS
ration of the open country uear tho loot bills and
the materials of which the elevations of the rolling
lands are everywhere composed, clearly indicate
that great bodies of water swept swiftly down
where uow only shalluw streams descend or where
oven nothing more is left to mark tho highway o f
once powerful currents than drv beds or sand The
surface of the country along the base or the moun¬
tains is extremely unuulatinir, presenting a surces-
sion or valley, ridge and rounded butte generally
decreasing in prominence of outline the further
irom the mountains, and clothed with tho nutritious
grass which is so well known and so highly prized
lor stock laislng by people m the West.
At a reitsonabio distance irom the mountain baso

and nearly parallel with it iiows Box Elder creek
which waters a delightful littlo va ley about two
miles wide, which is comparatively well settled from
near its source to where it mingle? with the Cache
ia l'oudre, below the village of U Porte! Abundant
crops have been rinse I there this year without resort
to irrigation. Southward on to Denver the road
crosses nearly at right angles the courses ol' several
sti earns which come down into the open coifntrv
till0?? "le }^eeP declivities in tho eastern flank of
the Rocky Mouutatns.

The vallev
of the Cache la Poudre forms a fine agricultural
region along ira course of over thirty miles. The
valley or the Big Thompson possesses equal agricul¬
tural advantage-), and Is somewhat similar in ap-
pearance ana la size, roe Lime Thompson, which
in tributary to Its bigger brother, show*
along us beil and borders a Urge amount of
gravel, often coarse. Its supplv or water is
liable to fall. The stretch of land between these
two creeks la quite wild and rugged. For obvi¬
ous reasons the region of the Little Thompson is
better adapted 10 stock raising than to general agri¬
cultural cultivation. Approaching the St. Vralu
taere h a full uour's rido down a very gentle slopo
to the margin of the stream; but on the south aide
tbo banks are quite abrupt, increasing in height
toward the mountains, but diminishing eastward on
the plain*. Uy this natural configuration the valley
on the north side spreads out to an extent of many
miles, and a rich productive soil underlies tlio com¬
paratively smooth and even surface, au extensivo
plateau divides the St. Vralu irom Left Hand creek,
which U tributary to it. lietweeu the plateau
und the the foot hnis lies a luveiy lime
valley, which nestles under tiie shadow ol the
mountains. Further soutn liotilder creek makes
Its appearance, and runs for nearly twunty
miles, otHore it empties into the St Vraln* Somij
Boulder flows down another gorge, and soon min¬
ifies with the parent stream. Boulder city is located
hi the base or the range where the creek debouches
from the mountains. 1 lie county is rich In agricul¬
tural and pastoral rcsourcrs, in coal, iron and cop¬
per, and iu cold and sliver mines. The agricultural
and mineral wealth will lie more and more de-
veloped in proportion to the greater abundance ol
labor and the demands of the increasing population.
The agricultural and pastoral productions of tn«
county lor the present year will exceed <300,000.
Five coal beds are already being worked, and there
are now In operation two flour mills, several saw
mills, and a large number ol stamp mill* for re¬
ducing gold and silver ores. The mining
ami miscellaneous productions will be about

i),ooo. it is estimated that lor tho
present year the aggregate earnings of this
immediate region, with a population 01 not much
above 'i,oo«, will lie over hall a million dollars, rtie

Coolie immigration.Convict Labor.
Kingston, Ja., Nov. 8, 1809.

A correspondent writing from Georgetown on the
27th ult. says:.
Mr. Jeffrey, the Immigration agent resident at

Calcutta, has purchased a steamer for about £20,000.
She Is called The Far East, which he has freighted
for Europe, ana laden with coolie immigrants for
Pemarara. Mr. Jeffrey considers that the colony
will gala £13,000 per annum Dy an arrangement of
this kind. The scheme has fallen to the ground in
consequence of not a voice being raised in favor of
it throughout alt British Guiana. The Far East
arrived after a passage of 86 days, wltn 475 coolies,
the cost of importation being £15 10s. per head. The
schema lias been pronounced a complete failure and
a great loss.
Applications had been received from the Gover¬

nors of Bermuda, Barbados, aua Jamaica, asking
the government to receive convicts from these
Islands during periods of sentence, the government
of Demarara having the benefit;of their labors, in
the ease of Barbados (Upv asked for an exchange of
convicts, but the government declined all three ap¬
plications, because it would give the colony a bad
uurne.

Kingston, Ja, Nov. 7, I860.

Wo have advices from St. Johns to the 27th ult.:.
An important quarantine law had been passed, In
which it is provided that all vessels reporting sick¬
ness or death from any infectious disease shall ride
quarantine for fourteen days, dating from the cessa¬
tion or such sickness or the death of such pationt,
and that all vessels having touched at an Infected
port shall ride quarantine for not less than two davs,
nor exceeding loiirieeu days, to bo decided by t'ne
Quarantine Board alter investigation.

A PRIZE F1CIIT IS KAMI*.

Walker v*. IS'oInn.Six Rounds for 8500.
Tins Farmer Vietorloas.

[From the Leavenworth (Kansas) Commercial,
Nov. 17.]

The little steamer Zephyr bore a large crowd from
the levee at Kansas v'lty and Wyandotte to the scene
of u sanguinary conillct between two candidates for
pugilistic honors, Nolan aud Walker. The spot
selected was a sandbar in the river near Parkvllle.
The boat rounded to, the stakes were driven
and the ropes adjusted. The two combatants
were nearly matched as to size, the ad¬
vantage In weight, wo should say, being
with Walker. Nolan was the favorite of the
crowd, aud seamed to strangers as capable ol" win¬
ning the light, from an apparent superiority of
wirinoss. The crowd, numbering some 200, crowded
aboutthe ropes, aud tlio preliminaries were arranged.
Stakes, £250 a side. Ed. Mctiraun, stakeholder; Pan
Ward, referee.
On the first round both seemed at first to display

their knowledge of the art rather tliau to do auy
liard work. Several scientific passes aud parries
were made, Nolan showing the greater skill, lixcept

a blow on the cranium, Nolan got no touch. Clinch¬
ing. Nolan brought Walker to the ground. Betting
at tills time was largely in favor of Nolan.
The second round was not sanguinary, little hard

hitting being done, but on a clinch both were
thrown, lading simultaneously.
The third round was a well contested one. The

advantage appeared to be with Nolan, notwithstand¬
ing his shortness of wind. Walker on this round
got tho severest punishment. Nolan got in a left
hander on the ribs and was following his advantage
when Walker clinched and both fell.

in the fourth round Nolan's eye was closed by a
terrible blow, which really decided the light.both
men were knocked down. Nolan was brought in
puiling from exhaustion.
On the fifth round Nolan fought wildly, his closed

eye affecting the sight or the other; he could not see
where to strike, nor did he have the strength to
combat successfully further. Walker's superior en¬
durance began to tell; still Nolan was pluck to the
lust, and with more strength in his arms than in his
legs he succeeded lu netting In a powerful blow ou
Walker's breast that caiuo near finishing the fight,
knocking Walker ugainst the ropes, which saved
him. Itecovenug, Walker hit Nolan some telling
blows, hurting him badly, and finally throwing him.
It was evident that Nolan had but little
further endurpnee left. Ills nose and mouth
were tilled with blood and respiration was
difficult. The sixth round finished the contest,
Nolan having no show. J/ts blindness aud weakness
gave Walker the chance to strike where lie pleassd.
Nolan was knocked down and carried to his corner
in a limp condition, on time being called ou the
seventh round Noian, with true grit, tried to ad¬
vance, but fell almost senseless by his chair, when
the sponge was thrown up.
The crowd, many under the impression that Nolan

was morta'ly injured, mindly dispersed, Walker
walking to the boat and Nolan being carried by his
seconds senseless to his stateroom.
Everything connected with the brutal transaction

was conducted In an orderly manner. As usual
after a fight a collection was taken up for the van¬
quished, Walker carrying around the hat himself.

THE LAST OF THE BOSTON COLISEUM.
The (irrai Oale Finlnhes the (treat Bore.
[From the Boston Evening Transcript. Nov. 20.]
rue storm of tiiia morning culminated m a gale

that was scarcely eclipsed in fury by the memorable
gale of September last. For about twenty minutes,
between half-pant eight and nine o'clock, the wind
was at Its height.
The Coliseum received Its finishing stroke. For

several weeks workmen havo been busily engaged
in taking it to pieces and assorting the mass of
valuable lumber lor sale. Their progress at best
has been slow, and up to trii.s morning they had
succeeded In removing only the roof covering, floor
and minor details or interior construction. The
building was tint* leit without those safeguard to
an erect position that would have probably rendered
the work undertaken by the contractor lor lis remo¬
val an unprofitable job.
At eight o'clock irom fifteen to twenty men were

at work within the wails, but were compelled to
desist just beloro the fall by the torrents of rain
that poured dowa upon them, and took
refuge in a separate building, used as a lumber
oitlce, near by. Tne contractor did not follow
them, but sought, shei'er for a few moments beneath
one of the galleries. Finding his position an uncom¬
fortable one, lie leit the structure for his overcoat,
which he had left In the oiTlco before mentioned.
He was bardlv clear or the entrance on the outside,
when a violent gust of wind luted the roof trusses
aud Uiev came crushing down on to thocutro floor,
closely followed by the huge columns that were the
main support of the roar.
The side walls were not materially aiTccted by this

blow, butOfteen minutes later anotuer violent squall
sent tho west wall and gallery in with tremendous
force, splintering bounts, shivering timbers and
breaking the lumber badly. The southerly end next
succumbed to the force or the gnle, succeeded by the
falling outward of two-thirds of the easterly side
and about the same proportion of the northerly end.
All that remains standing of the once proud pile is
about 100 feet of the northeasterly corner wall, the
largest portion maintaining its perpendicular, being
011 the caster^ side.
The scene ot destruction presented Is almost Inde¬

scribable. Tlfr ends of the ponderous columns are
badly shattered, the jagged extremities of beams
aud broken kuecs protrude in every direction from
the mass of slivered chips into which the boarding
lins been so summarily converted. The damage to
the lumber thus broken cannot fall far short of
$6,000, which is a severe reduction 011 the great
expectations of the fortunate chance proprietor of
the colossal structure, though it nas relieved the
individual who contracted to take it down of what
threatened to prove serious embarrassment.
