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A GENUINE CHARITY,

The Home for l?epeuhbla Aged and Indi.
geni. Foiuises—How the Tnsttation
was Founded, Its Struggles
for Existenee and Its
Final Snccess.

Among the many charitabie Instisutions with
which this city abounds there is pone that com-
mends iself more to public fayor for the good work
& has already accomplisbed o ita particnlar splere,
as well as for the objects it has in view, than the
lostitute  for Respectable Aged and Indigent
Females.« Like many other jnstitutions of charity
In the metropolis which were started without a
single moneyed backer, to speak, this one began
life under very poor circumstances, and, ke all
poverty-stricken things, was forced to struggle
1hrough an wmiancy thet was [raught witn sullerings
and bardsbips, untd st last, when ai the polot of
plnking beneath 1te trials, it was glven a heiping
hund by men whose sirength lay 1o their riches and
the abundance of \helr charity.

Yeard ago, when the publie and private charities
of New York were confingd to very parrow limils
compared with what they are now, the almshopse—
& polished name for the workhouse—was regarded
by @il good and plons persons a8 the right place for
all men and women who were Lo poor Lo support
themselves. It was no coneern of anybouy's—who
could affurd Lo sympatlnze In o formal sort of
way with the sgnlerings of the poor with-
wot  undergolng soy  of  the pangs to
wmhoh poverty gives birth f—=that many of the
smiricken cnes bad been swept from comforiable
bomes and firesides by the sea of adversity when all
looked blighted around them, when the sun was
shining on their woll-tilled avres, and their every
surrounding betokened o long life of happiness un-
tainted by mught that could give pain to the heart or
esogalah to the mind, Indeed, it was all the same to
tham whether the poor who craved for help, or who
i pot eruve for i, belonged to the cluss of tudk
gents who come to griel by thelr own bad sots, or
the oMspring of the once vich wiho had seen better
days, but who had been leveiled with the lowest of
the peor by the sudden swoop of a tinanclul paide or
the tmprudence of a tather, who died after gumbling
away lis children's foriune; they all had to go bo the
auimshouse. It was the jdes that some provision
should be made for aged females who had been well
off in their younger days, or who 8t best had alwiys
enjoyed o comforiable bome, and to whom the alins.
house appuared asa living tomb, that moved the
promolers of the asylum of which this article treats
to action m the matter—of establlshing an instita-
tion of s0 benelleent a charkeler a3 the Institute for
Aged and lodigent Fewnles.

ORIGIN OF THHE ASYLUM.

To have knggested the estaphishment of sach an
asylum ffty years ago Was in itself a' courageous
thing, but to oviain the means necessary to carry
out thelr cherished plans wus 8 thing of no small
difculiy for Its promoters. But toe charitable
ladies who had getermined to make thelr enterprise
& Buccess were nouing dannted by the discourag-
Ing counsels they received from almost every side
they surped, and o 10 the summer of 1818 an agsockn-

tion called “A Soviety for the Relief of Aged and
Indigent Femates! was formed. The sssoviation
did pov meet wilth much suceesd at the swacl, aod
subscribers to the lund wera for o long time few
and far between, Tune wore on alowly, however,
and at the end ol a year the subscriptions were
such a8 Lo warrani the pr ters of the aton
o meking exieasive prepurations for an enterprise
oD @ large senle.  On the it of Febroary, 1564, the
