The manifesto of the French "Left".already pub¬

lished In the Herald.has been well received by the
Paris press, even by the semi-official organs. The
.voir, the Ihitrie, the Montlew and the Public speak
favorably of it, and even the republican organ, the
Hijuniu1, accords it a iiualllied praise. The J'utrie
considers that the document throws a new light on

the state of affairs. "It must, however, be admit¬
ted," it says, "that it is a sign of a very confused
situation when we Una ourselves compelled to regis¬
ter the maniiesto of the Left as a relatively mode¬
rate document." In the Dt bats. Temps, Steele and
Avenir National the manifesto receives high praise.
The Temps says that ' the reforms claimed by the I.eit
are practical and necessary."

A correspondent at St. Petersburg says:.
The Jews here have at length, alter much negotia¬

tion with the government, obtained permission to
erect a synagogue. This will tie the tlrst bui.cling of
the kind that uas ever existed in Russia. Hitherto
the Jews hava legally had no right to reside in the
empire, and were consequently obliged lo account
for tueir presence under various pretexts, for tne
admission oi which by the authorities thev had to
pay large sums, and they were not allowed to build
any permanent house of prayer. A committee, con¬
sisting ol the wealthiest Jews or St. l'etersoorg, has
now been forme fi to collect iunds for the new build¬
ing, which is to be got up on a scale of maun i li¬
cence.

.The international world" reigns at Paris. In

wealth, high position and talent It surpasses the
native element. As for the Parisians thoy have their
Kingdom, too, but the tendencies of the modern age
arc rapidly undermining It, ae It is based only on
invonues and gayellei no longer in season except
for minors. The latest fashion.*, purple and fine
knen, the linett residences and equipages, the best
«r the market, operas, balls anil grand .iflea are ail
for the foreigners, the natives talcing their share in
laughter, merriment ami witticisms. The rormer
have a capital of hard cash; the latter enjoy a capital
of txm mult, which, at the rate things are uow going,
win soon no longer be bankable.
So stands the ledger. Of course that portion of the

native population which receives the dollars and
cents brought here by foreigr ers never on c dreams
of attempting to rule the roast; no, they are content
with being well paid underlings. I do not mean to
say that there are no Parisians making a big turn¬
out in the capital, or In the enjoywem of riches;
but It Is their own fault that they do not
nam) a more advantageous comparison with the
outside barbarians flocking here from eveiy nation
and corner of the globe and forming Uie said "inter¬
national world," The barbarian works day and
night in Kamtschatka or »itka, wherever he
inay be, until be collects a good-sized bag of
j(oid; then lie says unto himself, "Let us go
to Pails." To Paris he comes alone or with
all Lis family and his '-wile's relations," and
bcre the money Is spent. The bag of gold astonishes
all eyes, (in the other hand, a great many of the
Parisians.those who are not paid by foreign gold.
still follow an old custom in use bcre of idling awa.v
their days without work of any kind. They parade
the boulevards, throwing puns or peals of laughter
at each other during the day, and at night frequent
the theatres, to be amused by or to amuse "the gal¬
lery." In this way their revenues, far from increas¬
ing, have dwindled or are dwindling so rapidly that It
Is no longer their privilege to take rank side by side
with tho Americans, English, Oermans and Russians
congregated here in such respectable unmix rs in- to
form each a colon.v for the mother country. Now
and then, however, the natives so eclipsed have an
occasion afforded them to take a little revenge. I .an
month, on account of a certain demonstration
threatened by them on or about the 26tU of October,
it is estimated on all sides that they frightened
90,000 "internatlonaiers"' outside of tho city walla,
scattering them in every direction. A good many
of these, from tear of other like manifestations, are
¦till kept away, and assert that, they will remain
abeent all the winter. Now, the estimation has also
been agreed to on all sides that these 30,000 persona
of the foreign floating population yield to the inhabi¬
tants of Paris a revenue of 0u,000,000 francs per
month; so, faking thpui only Into eaicuVation, every
day of their absence costs the city 2, 000,mo fran> ¦».
This state of things, in a great measure due to the
uproar of citizen Kochefort and tne republican oppo-
aitlon, is not or cannot be satisfactory to the city,
and in fact Pans is grumbling about the winter
prospects.
Undoubtedly the largest of the foreign colonies

nestling here is the American. Americans never
cease from coming; they go and come, come and go,
all the year round. T hey are the great travellers of
the day. Yet the colony of them resident here is

always kept an comjtM; and I have just been in¬
formed at the offices of the American bankers that
this winter the American world would tie roller
and gayer than ever. Another item, which some-
what consoles the hearts of the unfortunate trades
people, now so cast down. Is the fact that the Ameri¬
cans in Paris are first clasa spendthrifts, lavishing
money on anything and everything that comes in
their path. Reliable persons estimate that there Is
an average American population of 10,000 in the
citv throughout the year, which throws Into Parisian
coffers a round hundred million of dollars.
The American families live here In the
costly style of the aristocracy that they see
in vogue . style, by the way, which they not unfre-
quentiy raise upon or increase. Indeed, the aristo¬
crats say OMnly that Americans have spoiledthings by paioUng the Illy a little more gorgeouslythan necessary or natural. The market prices are
.ent up beyond their doc limits. Not only is this
complaint to be heard, but the other day no less a
paper than tie LVxrtf., generally fa»orable to
America and Americans, asserted that Americans by
Uteu titravagauf, last au4 revkiess living la Paru,

faraway from the restram ta of home influences,
were the first to crcaus ttio order of cocodettes In

high society. The Journal of M. de Girardm Intended
the assertion to be complimentary.
American residents are to be found in all the most

fashionable quarters of the city. The I'namps
Klysies and the avenues in its neighbor¬
hood, the new Boulevards Honsamann, Maiesherbes,
Ao.. are their favorite resorts. A great
many also reside in boarding houses and

private families, where they enjoy some of tho

pleasures of homelike society and are enabled to

learn the language. Of course the transient travel¬

ling colony register at the hotels. At the Grand

Hotel, the Louvre, Maurice, itristol, Westminster,
on the first class order, Americans are always to be
found. Besides these there are fifty other respect¬
able hotels wuere tlioy '-put up." (Sot to speak of
that infinite number of "gargottes" for man and
beast, where no American would thluk of going.)
The (iraud Hotel Is the centre of the United States
of America In Paris, the general point ol rendezvous
lor all our countrymen in the city.it is almost an

"American club." In visiting the establishment
the other day, and while procuring a few details
from "the oitice," the Jaunty little Frenchman who
oftlciates In the corps ol clerks (oy the way, not such
grim and awful peisonagcs as tuose on your side) ln-
lonned me that It deserved that title.
Ci.kkk.All the Americans come here. The peo¬

ple who go to the l.ouvre are travellers tnrough
necessity; it is true the Louvre is a tirbt c.ass hotel:
that and this aie the two ilrst. Over one-third of
our boarders are always of American nationality.
To the Grand Hotel come all the wealthy travellers.
voyaoeurs de luxe. We always have .uo Americans
on hand, winter or summer; our departiug custom¬
ers are dally replaced by new arrivals. Every
steamer that leaves Is compensated by the arrival
of one rroin New York. The Pereire arrived .yester¬
day at Brest with 197 passengers. To-night we will
have two-thirds, or, at least, half of them in our
rooms. Go across the courtway over to the cafe
and you will find there out of a lot o t iliirty twenty-
eight Americans, llalf of our table d'/idte guests
are at tins moment Americans. There are tew Russian
travellers now. We nave at present ouly one family
ol Uiat nation. Most of our guests are Americans
aad English, the latter being renewed very oiten
alter a night or two 01 stoppage. The Wjyaqeurs de
luxe ol ail other nationalities form say one-third
of our gucets. AH the employes can speak English,
and the Americans finding English spoken oil all
Bides prefer not to speak French. They can speak
It, however.
Leaving M r. Clerk l went over to thecal, and

sure euougn tne first words that struck uiy enrs
told nie that Americans were about. The following
is a stenographic report ol the same:."He made
$26,000 . * t hey failed * * I read the Hkkald » *"

smoking, newspaper read tut?, billiards and the
language of les gomg on in the cate. Outside, sitting
on the peristyle ol the hotel, weio ladies taking
their alter breuklast chat wall the young gentle¬
men, and rolling in and out ol the vast glass-roofed
courtyard, liveried equipages, modest juicres with
red numbers and hotel omnibuses.
Going to the Hotel du Louvre 1 found the sccne

far leas auluiated. 1 also met with a surprise, in
answer to my inqniries for information the clerk
said that he had on hand not more than btty
Americans, most of his customers being English.
He also said that most of the Americans arriving in
Tails go lo the Grand Hotel. This was a sbop-over-
the-way piece of liberality for which 1 was unpre,
pared.
Two or three little American papers are published

here weekly as organs ol the colony, and there are
live American b.miiiug houses lor me accommoda¬
tion of the transient and resident members ol the
colony, vi/.:.Muaroe A t o., Howies Brothel* A Co.,
i>rexel, lUrjes A to.; Tucker A Co.; Lherbette,
Kane s Co.
The legation Is now at No. 95 Rue de Chatlloi

The Cmttaolir Church Council*.Onr Special
Mislory of the l.igbteen Papal Anst-ini>liu{C«.
The "leading" I.ondon Pres* and Its
Opinion.Hierarchical Travel Through the
City.The Infallibility ((nestlon.

London, Nov. 16, 1869.
In my last letter I finished, as you may remem¬

ber, the slight history sketch of the eighteen gene¬
ral councils which have been held In the catholic
Church, commencing with the llrst council of Nice,
which began its sittings in the year A. D. 325, and
ending with the Council of Trent, which begau In
A. 1). 1546. This brings me down to the prospects
of the Council about, to be held in Home, of which
nothing cua be Known positively respecting Its
workings or decisions, inasmuch as it Is yet a mat¬
ter entirely of the luture. But Btill I believe that
what wiil be brought before the assembly is in Bome

respects prelty correctly surmised at, In any case as
regards one topic of interest among Catholics, and
that Is the question of the personal infallibility of
the Pope when speaking what we should term offl-
cialiy, or, as the Catholic Churcli call it, ex cat/wdn-a,
upon all matters of faith.
And llrst let us observe that in all matters

respecting Rome, Roman matters, the Council
a; Rome, and all kindred subjects, let Amer¬
icans take one rule, and that u never to believe a
single word of what they read either in the Ttmn
of London or any other Kngllsh papers. The
British prt=s is treating the subject of the General
Council exactly as it treated that of the American
war. It will not allow those most concerned in the
matter to liavo the rating of their own affairs, for
intiAnce. the I.ondon T rues of this morning has a
leader on the subject which is a* utterly false in its
premises as it is illogical in Its inferences on the
subject of the General CouncV. The writer first
attempts to prove that what he is pleased to call
the bishops of the Latin race will outnumber the
German or Teutonic element, and that therefore
whatever Rome and the Papal court have already
d" ided upon with respect to the personal infalli¬
bility of the l'ope will be ugrecd npon at once,
even without discussion. Of course his objei t
lk to condemn the action of the General Council be¬
fore that CoutKil shall have even commenced to
work, just a* m American quesiion* the same paper
go often predetermined that measures would be
taken or that battles would be fhught, condemning
them beforehand, veiy much to it* own satisfac¬
tion.
Now, here in London we see a great many persons

passing through this great "Babylon of bricks" on
their way to various parts of the world, and among
others not a few Catholics from the Kast as well as
the West have been, during the last month or two,
passenger* to Rom* by way of i.ondon. Having
taken the subject in hand, and being anxioni to
master it throughout, I have made it my business to
question every bishop, priest or layman 1 have come
across on the subject. Among many men there are,
of course, mauy opinions, but the final result of the
whole Inquiry is Onlforai almost to a letter. One
and AH say that if the General Council does decide
In favor of the infallibility of the l'ope, when speak¬ing officially on matteri of t*lth, they aotl the Whole
Church wtii be bouud, and taey will reccive the defi¬
nition as a dogma.
Nyt iweutj-tyor hours ago I wm »pe*k>8« «n tbe

subject with a venerable English Catholic priest,
who is very much against the doctrine oi tne infalli¬
bility of the Pope, looking upon It as both anii-Mcrip-
turai, anil-Catholic and utterly at variance with the
tradition* ol "the fathers" of the Church, lie hopes
and trusts mom fervently that It will not be declared
as ol faith by the Ecumt nicul Council. He toUl me
thai a large body of tut* German bishops are opposed
to it, and that the Hishop of Mayence lias declared
that, as far he Is concerned, tne Council shall last
twenty years before he will allow u to pass. He be¬
lieves, does tins priest, that 11 the doctrine or dogma
was promulgated it would be found not only to work
badly, but lhat the Pope himself would have to de-
line, of his own oiilce, many huudreds of questions
that might lie submitted to him, and that his author¬
ity would, lu consequence, be infinitely lessened in
tne eyes of the Catholic and the non-Catholic world,
lu a word, nothing could lie stronger than the way
tin* clergyman spoke on the subject, and his hopes
that It would not be passed were expressed lu
warm and most urgent words, iiut then I asked
hliu the question, "What will you do it it is passed,
and if the present idea or opinion becomes $ matter
oi faith, ad so deliued by tne Council?" His answer
was, "in that case, I shall accept It. A general
Council of the Church cannot err; and therelore
what it decrees we must ml accept, or wo cease to
be Catholics."
on the other hand, I have seen a great many Catho¬

lics who wish that the infallibility of the i'ope should
be declared a matter of luith. They urge lhat if the
episcopate, the clergy and the people arc, with very
few exceptions, unanimous in receiving with snt>-
mission and assent the acts or decisions of the I'ope
there can be no risk or promulgating the doctrine as
one of laith. The i'ope, as they urge, is the head of
the Church; aud when he speaks 11 u in the name of
that Church which they all consider Infallible.
Therefore, as they declare, the mouthpiece
of the Church ought to be considered as
Infallible as the body for which he speaks.
Erroneous or doubtful opinions, they argue,
give rise to complications j but once de¬
clare a doctrine to bo true, and all doubt and
absurdity is e.icluded from the quw<9n. The only
hope, so they say. of reuniting the Eastern with
the Western Church is to be found In the explicit
declaration that the Pope, when speaking as chief
pastor of the Church, is infallioie, for as now some
declare him to be only infallible when speaking in
the words of whuta General Council has promul¬
gate J, aud others assert him to be infallible when¬
ever he speaks ex cathedra; that the dltTerence of
opinion, where there should only bo one doctrine,
causes the orientals, to say nothing of the Protest¬
ants, to hold more aloof lrom Catholic.
On thlB point Archnlshop Manning is very decided

and strong 011 the pastoral, to winch 1 have beioro
alluded. "Tne return oi Protestants," he writes,

" to tne Church la more retarded now by the appar¬
ent contradiction among Catholics on the subject of
inlnllitiiiity than it could be by the definition ol the
infallibility of t ho Pope. They now reject the Infal¬
libility of the Church altogether, because they be¬
lieve wo are divided, and therefore in douot about
it. What we seem to doubt they are encouraged to
deny. We seeui to be in doubt, because we are di¬
vided; not about the infallibility of the Church, but
about the Infallibility of its head. They (Protestants)
believe this answer to be a subterfuge. So long as
the infallibility of the Pope is not authoritatively
declared tliey cover themselves under the shelter of
those Catholics who deny it."
Aud 111 another part of the same pastoral letter I

read;."Where this Church has spoken lis faithful
are not oijen to Heductton. While tne Church Is
silent the spirits of error are clamorous and plausi¬
ble. A detlmiion would silence all voices but the
voice of the Church."
Prom these extracts von will perceive at once how

strong Archnlshop Manning is upon this question,
and how Strongly he liguts lhat the doctrine of the
infallibility should be declared to be an article of
faith. And yet even he.as he told a friend of mine
not long ago.would, In the event 01 a decision being
arrived at that was adverse to his views bow In
obedience to the General Council and the decision
thereof.
And now we come to tlie two questions.that la an

Ecumenical or General Council t and will the Coun¬
cil of t lie Vatican prove itself to be one.that Is to
say. will It have thoae special peculiarities about it
which in the eyes of Catholics constitute a General
Council 1
a French author, from whose works I quoted in a

previous letter, the Abbe Jaugey, thus defines what
is meant by a General Council:."It is," he says,
"«n assembly of bishops, of all bishops belonging to
the Church, convoked together by the Pope, as head
bishop of that Church, who alone lias tlie light or
the power to call the episcopate together."

American bishops are now flocking into Komc in

considerable numbers for the approaching Council.
Since my last letter the following arrivals from
your aide of the Atlantic have to be registered.
Monsignors Macrarland, Bishop of Ilartiord, Conn.;
llenry, Bishop of Milwaukee, Wis.; (quintan, Bishop
of Mobile, Ala. The ecclesiastical element is de¬
cidedly developing its Importance among the popu¬
lation of the Eternal City, but the expectcd
crush of lay visitors has not yet commenced,
and of "distinguished foreigners' we liavo
only the Queen of Wurtcmbcrg to boast of hitherto,
licr Majesty bad an audience of the Pope on Mon¬
day morning. But we are assured that Home Is to
overflow with all sorts of co lebruies in the course of
tho winter, and the last number of the Corre-
tponOance C>' Home contains the following announce¬
ment on this subject:."Oreat personages front vari¬
ous parts of KuroDe have ordered apartments to be
engaged for them, and visits from several sovereigns
arc spoken of in the course of the winter and spring.
A letter written by a missionary informs us that
several Indian princes, accompanied by rich lords,
propose visiting Home. There is no point of the
globe which the Council does not agitate in oppo¬
site senses, Everywhere men declare themselves
enemies to it.everywhere men are influenced with
holy love towards tuls Church."
The French Ambassador has returned to Home, ac¬

companied by the French Commissary, M. Sheureux,
charged with regulating the outstanding financial
differences between the Papal and Italian govern¬
ments. ihs latter gentleman has already com¬
menced his conferences on this subject with tue
Italian Commissary, Signor Monoanli.
The \ustrian Ambassador, Count TrantmansdorfT,

has also returned to his cost and WM present his
credentials officially to the l'ope and hold nis lirst
state evening reception at the Palazza Ue Veuezia
towardi the and or this mouth.
The Peruvian Minister, Baron Blgmond, has been

recalled by his government aud transferred to tue
Hague, In consequence, it is said, or a request of the
Papal government, who considered the Baron too
zealous a propagator of Prince tlohenlohe's princi¬
ples. lie will be succeeded here by Count Tauf-
kirchen, hitherto Bavarian Minister at .St. Peters¬
burg.
Tne King of Italy's dangerous illness has cxclted

various conflicting sentiments here as well as in his
own dominion, aud pious people have been deploring
the met ot his Majesty's possibly dying out of tho pale
ol the Church, his auuexatiou of ner dominions hav¬
ing brought htm|ipso facto under the heav iest ecclesi-
usilcal censures, aud even excommunication. But
wo know that hu confessed on the itn instant, anil
received the holy sacrament, which ho could not
have done without absolution having been conferred
upon him, so that it is to bo interred that iho Pope
especially authorized his Majesty's chaplain, the
Abbe stellardl, to exercise that act of Indulgence,prnfmtHyWtQonMttotlM rrtMMMMA that is to say,
mat lr a person laboring under ecclesiastical censure
should recover, instead of dying, after receiving the
eucharist, the absolution conterred is null aud void,
and he returns into his state ol excommunication as
before.
The Pope wont in gala train to the Church of San

Carlo, accorditiK to annual custom, on the 4th lnst,
it being the festival of that saint. The Quceu of
Wurtomberg was present at the ceremony, and it
was currently reported, and indeed aunounced by
the oorrmpoiulatwe Ue koine, that a very excommu¬
nicated person indeed, uo other than the annexing
(leneral, Enrico Cialdinl, was among the spectators
In plain clothes.he being on his way through Koine
at the time. It being considered rather troyfort for
this uncompromising odlcer, the conqueror atCastel
Pid&rdo, to be gazing quietly at the despoiled Pon¬
tiff.

truth of mis saying made more apparent than on
Saturday at tho Lyceum theatre, whea and where an
English version of M. Kmlie Auglcr's rauious comedy
called "Paui Forestier" was produced under the
title of . Forbidden Fruit," and put a crowded
audience Into tho dumps. Stolen kisses, they say,
are sweet, and the flavor or forbidden rrult is sup¬
posed to rssido mainly In the interdiotlou; but this
play is not likely to tempt the public to violate any
law of abstention. Forbidden the lrult Is; forbidden
let It be. on the first night or representation every¬
body looked miserable and malignant, as though
they could have round It In their hearts to wreak
bodily vengeance upon the author If he had
but fallen into their hands. Nor is It to bo
wondered at; for with much experience of
bad plays I never saw a worse. The fault is in the
translator, even as the fault of a iisd dinner often¬
times dwells with the cook. The French pveee, writ¬
ten In majestic verse, which sounded most melodi¬
ously upon the stage of the TheAtre Fran<;al\ has
bven transformed lot* tht thinnest, coarsest, moat

Inelegant prose, and In order to adjust the piece to
oar national sense of decorum (uowuere so visible
as at tbe play) the plot bas been changed in a man¬
ner not only destructive of dramatic interest, but
subversive of common| sense. Never was there such

a kettle ol flsb. An adulterous intercourse.that Is
tbe Anglo-Saxon of It.between Forestler, a young
painter, and Lea, a married woman Uvliig apart
Irora ber husband, and her character Is the very
backbone of M. Augler's comedy, la the English
dr.tum this wicked liaison is toned down to an Inno¬
cent courtship, both parties being unmarried at the
opening of the play.the artist a bachelor and the
lady a widow. This change, nowever commendable
In point of morality, is the utter ruin of the play; ior
the translator not having the skill to remould the
subsequent sccnes and situations of the drama
bo as to adapt them to the prodigious alteration
In the moral attitude of (he chief person¬
ages, nothing can be more motiveless and
inconsistent than the whole tone and tenor of the
piece. The cause 1b eradicated, but the effect re¬
mains. Tho tree Is torn up by the root, but tbe
foliage goes on bloomlQK in rank luxuriance. Tne
woniau wlio has beeu regenerated irom a faithless
wile Into a chaste widow goes on talking and acting
us If she retained her former character. She is madly
in love with the artist after ho is married to another
woman, and though she would have us believe that
she is pure as unsunned snow, she keeps tearing her
hair and wringing her bands as though she were
no better than she should lie. She would puss jor
Lucreua. yet she behaves like a conscience-stricken
Lais. Altogether the play is simply nonseuslcul, uud
though there was no storm of howls unci hisses at
the close the sulky silence of the audience was
ounuousiy significant ol the doom of the ilrauia, in¬
timating as plainly as in the lauguage of Launcelot
to Jessica, "He or good cheer; for verily I believe
thou ari damned." No one bus profited by the piece
except Mr. C. (Joghlan, who by Lis excellent acting
raises au liisignlilcunt character to importance.
Mr. Allertou, uie present lessee of the Lyceum, co

whom belongs the responsibility of having brought
out his ponderous play, attempts to impersonate Uie
seutimeniai painter, but only succeeds in proving
taut, however learned upon other points, lie knows
nothing about acting. lie is a stage-struck aristo¬
crat.me sou of a lady of title. Allerton is only a
twin tie guerre, tils manners are easy and gent le .

man-like, aud you may see at a glance that lie has
bocu accustomed to gooa society ; but of histrionic
talent he has not a panicle, or il he has lie keeps it
to himself. His laitu in himself, however, la un¬
bounded. Last season he took uie Princess' theatre,
aud every night for six mortal weeks demonstrated
to the eutlre satisfaction of the town thut lie could
not pluy iiaimer. Nothing daunted, ho has now
taken the Lyceum; but he will purchase ins whistle
at rather too dear a price, for the oost of keeping up
such au establishment must be enormous, one
cannot but wish that his enthusiasm hud
taken a direction more profitable both 10
himself and the public. Mr. Allerton is not the
only person upon the London stage who is con¬
nected with the titled orders. Mrs. Fltz Henry, as
she is kuown in the prolession, is Lady Smith, i lie
widow of a military kiilght; aud Lady lion, now
playing in tho provinces, is relict of Sir William
Don, an eccentric baronet of gigantic stature, who
commenced lift as an oitlcer 01 dragoons aud ended
it us the tallest, and by no means the least amusing,
of low comedians. His greatest character was pro¬
bably Toodies, wnlcn Mr. J. s. Ciarko Is now iier-
lortning with such signal success at the Strand
theatre.

dience of Ins fellow men." i'retty "Hot" that, aud
rich in virtuous vehemence. Nevertheless, the au¬
thor of "Formosa" is, bevond all comparison, mc
best of our playwriters.

Hpeddlng. the author of the present extravaganza,
has chose* for his theme the story of the famous
daughter of Cadmus and Hermolne who became the
second wlie of the Theban King Atbauiaa, and who
was ultimately transformed by Neptune into a sea
goddess. Mr. Spedding has of course turned this
veracious story "the seawy side out," even as lovo
turned Rodrlgo, copiously lnterpersing the narrative
as he goes along with puns which sound the lowest
depths of verbal turpitude; but the day lor such
conceits is gono. Tho highest compliment that can
be paid to a pun Is to hoot or groan at it, and tnow
tributes used to be paid to Mr. PlanchC' and the eariy
masters of tbe art of burlesque punning, out
tlie public has lmd a surfeit ol their attempts
to palter with them, and the mo.it execraole
puns tnat ever sinned against sound and
sense now pass wituout the distinction of
a reproof. For the rest, Mr. ttyedding's inn Is
none of the raciest, nor is his wit either affluent or
refined, but there are In his burlesque some laugh¬able 'topic songs," some grotesque breakdowns and
one or two passable parodies, and as the piece is
well danced, richly costumed and picturesquelyillustrated, it gives entire satisfaction to the
audience, whoscem to think it very excellent fooling.Mr. Thorne, whose strange proiessional fate it is
always to appear In petticoats, cuts a ridiculous
llguro as the domineering queen oi Thebes; Mr.
David James, the nest of tbe Htrand comedians,plays the hen-pecked King with lugubrious humor;little Miss Newton dances ana acts oharmtugly tn
the character of Jason, and Mr. Turner turns to
comic account the amiable peculiarities of the
asssassln Dionergos.
The Koyal Italian Opera has opened for a short

(Jeorge Vlnlng has tiled his own petition of Insol¬
vency, setting down his debts at about £6,ooo. ilia
fait tire is greatly to be regretted, for though not au
ai torof any great note he was au enterprising man¬
ager and deserved well of the play -going public. Ha
was understood to have made u lot of monoy a few
years ago by Mr. Boucicault's melodrama of "The
Streets of London," but his later piecos were rarely
wuccesstul. He lost Immensely by "Acta and
Galatea," and "Kscaped from Portland" proved an
utter tlxisoo.
The spectacular burlesque of "Columbus" has

been revived for a few nlguts at the Gaiety , previous
to removing the dresses and seeaery Urst to Liver¬
pool and then to New York.

Messrs. Taylor aud Dubourg'a drama, "Mew Men
and Old Acres," has proved exceedingly attractive
at tite Haymarfcet, ami deservedly so, for it is a
really good play of its class, and were the captious
critic mentioned in tno "Tale of a Tub," who, while
admitting that Homer was a man or some ability,
reproached him, nevertheless, for iiis gross ignorance
of the doctrine and discipline of the Church of Eng¬
land, would be puzzled to llud a serious fault in thla
pleasant little comedy. Mr. Chippendale, one of the
best of our stock comedians, and, as it appears, an
American by birth, Is provided in this piece with »
character well suited for his powers, and be plays It
to perfection.

It says little for the taste of the times that Gold¬
smith's admirable comedy, "She Stoops to Con¬
quer," though played eileetivcly in one of the pret¬
tiest and most comlortable theatres In Europe, does
not draw good houses at St. James1, if Tony Lump¬
kin wore represented as lying across the rails of the
Underground Railway at tuat time the train is ap¬
proaching, or if Miss llardoastie were to leap from
the roof o( a burning house into the sea, Mrs. Joan
Wood would probably And her beautiful theatre be»
ter attended.
The Adelphl continues the run of Messrs. Bond-

cault and Byron's drama "Lost at Sea,", but the
attendance is not so numerous as It might bo.

"The Turn of tlie Tide." The Globe Is doing well,
w.th Mr. U. J. Byron's new plav, "Not Such a Foei
As lie Looks," iu which the author impersonates
the hero. Tho Prlnoe of alea still prospers with
Mr. Robertson's comedy or ' school," which, tnough
so long on the boards, looks nothing the worse for
tue wear.
At the Uolborn Edward Moore's dolornl tragedy

of "The Gamester," with Mr. Harry SalUvan and
Mrs. Hermann Veyin in the chief characters, has

Blondln is at the Agricultural Hall, where he rides

along a tight rope on a velocipede at a stupendous
heinnt. Sometimes he varies his performance by
discarding the velocipede and walking along the
rope with bis bead In a bag and a gentleman upon
his shoulders, "piggy back," as the children say. A
tew nights ago a iearful accident seemed inevitable,
but Blondln showed marvellous pluck and nerve
aud passed triumphantly through au awlul ordeal.
The affair escaped the notice or the ixmdon journals,
but a local newspaper describes a scene which must
Indeed have rnaue "the boldest hold his breath lor
a while." The description is well worth reading,
thus:.
There win a large audience, who welcomed tho li«ro of Ni¬

agara with great warmth, an I loudly applauded hit various
performances. Alter lie bad crossed lu the sack, stood on a
chair, aud had done tome of bis uiluor feats, It was found
that the rope, which la a new ono, had i.acKeued so conside¬
rably that It would be necessary to tighten It lu order to
allow of hla performing hi* new and extraordinary feat of
crossing It on a "bicycle, and be was therefore compelled to
appeal to the audience for time to tighten the rope. Half an
hour was asked for and cheerfully granted, some of the vela-
clpede races being run in the Interim; but alter the "guy"
ropes had been loosened and the rope tightened tip, soma
dilllculty was found In reflxlnz the pole to which the "guys"
were attached, In convenience of the tension or tha
rope havini dragged them forcibly out of the ground.
Quit* three-qiiarter» of an hour elapsed before thla waa done,
and then Hlondln appeared again, and starting from tha
west end of tho bunulug, earned bis assistant over ou bis
back. It was evident. Irom the lowering of some ballast
bags on tha ''guy" point, mat 'luring this passage across tha
rope slackened a great deal, but Blon tin either did not ob¬
serve this or did not tlilnk it lmpoi taut, foi after a short In¬
terval, during which lie changed his dress, he appeared ou hla
byclcle and, amldtherUecrsof tha spectators, ataried on what
seemed an awtully fierilous journey. He bad not gone fav
when It became apparent from the decline of the ropa that It
had slackened very mue.h, and people who understood tha
nature of byclcles and the impossibility of propelling It up
hill began to speculate on ilio probabilities 01 his getting up
the Incline he must inevitably meet at the other mid or tha
rope, but Hlondln looked extremely cool and confident aud no
fears forMa safety seemed to be entertained till after stop-

Fiiig cleverly about midway, ho began to traverse the Incline.
I than became apparent, from the gradual slacking In hla

speed, that he was doing soira hard work, and murmurs be-
can to rise from the audience. When about twenty yarus
fiorn the landing stage lie came to a dead stop and appeared
to rest, balancing himself cautiously with the great pole ba
earned. He then made another effort and got a lew yarda
fiinher, when he stopped again. It then became very appa¬
rent that he coutu not get further, as, although to tba
danger of disturbing hla equilibrium, be tried to jerk tba
machine forward, it refused to more. The scene that then
ensued was most exciting. People left their seats ; ladles,
with frightened faces, made for the doors, and the general
niaaa of tho peoole at the east end of the building made .
rush to the west end, hundreds jumping Into the arena.
When the rush and noise had subsided, a marvellous stlllnesa
succeeded. The crowds on the door beneath the rope, and In
tha galleries nearest the apot, scorned to bu hushed in eater
expectation of something unp:«ainnt, gazing, soma with
horror stricken faces on the performer, who aat m itlenlaaa
as a statue on the rope, about six yards from the landing
place, whllo his asilutant leant over the stage and appeared
to be speaking to him, hut looked helpless In the emergency.
After tne delay of two or three minutes, which seemed an
age, the assistant, evidently by Bloudln'a directions, procured

a rope, and thla he threw out cautiously. It fall ou the per*
former'a shoulders, and he, with some dllUculy, sustained
the pole with one hand, while, with the other, he tied the ropa
round his waist. The assistant then gently pulled him In.
Kvcry move of the wheels was watcboa by the audience la
silent terror till the machine ran on to tho landwig stage,
when the suppressed excitement culminated in one great
shout of joy, succeeded by the wildest demonstration!.
t;beer after cbeer ran through the building, while Hlondln,
who did uot eetiin at all disconcerted, bowed nil acknowledge¬
ments. ,

With the Joy with which we hall the escape of a
bravo man from ton-Hlo peril must be mingled a feel¬
ing of profound regret tnat courage and composure,
wnlch in another age would have been sufficient to
raise a man to the ulgbest rank of heroism, should
In then* sensational days be employed In irivolouo
and unmeaning achievements, which do no good
either to the rnun wno performs them or to tha
world at large. Hlondln is Indeed lo be pitied. Ho
ha<l made a fortuuo by his marvellous leafs, bnt ho
risked It in a commercial speculation and lost it all,
and now, poor fellow, he Is compelled to return to .
pursuit which becomes more dangerous with ln«
creasing years. Meantime tho morbid curiosity of
the public grows more exacting, ami rents which aro
applauded as wonderful to-day will be deemed tamo
and uninteresting to-morrow. So true is the saying
of a French moralist, "111 betide the man who only
attempts to astonish the world, (or the world will
not be astonished twine."
