122H- The downward tendency, which had been
partially interrupted in the beginning of the week by
fears of trouble with Spain concerning the fleet of
gunboats now building In American waters for thai
nation, was moat marked on Saturday, when, upon
the publication of the bank statement, it way dis¬
covered that the banks held nearly thirty mil¬
lions in specie. In looking for the causo of
this sadden accumulation of coin we snail
find thai the growing credit of tiic rrovernment under
the system Inaugurated by General Grunt, In enforc¬
ing honesty in the revenue department, aua by Sec¬
retary Boutwell, in,bu}lDg In the national debt, was

originally the cause of widespread expectation in
the mercantile community that gold was destined to
lower prices. Ileace the Imports have been grad¬
ually falling off. Importers have t'ooii afraid to lay
In heavy slocks, and have conducted their business,
particularly during tlie past yc.tr, with great con¬
servatism. Gold has thus had douole reasons for Its
decline. It has not been in demand for
export and has accumulated In the country.
To what extent the decline ln« gold is going
to affect the values of commodities in general is an
open question. It is to De hoped, of course, that
there will bo a general cheapening of all products;
but it remains to be seen, whether, with so ex¬

panded a paper circulation, we can attain lo old
time prices. Indeed, with specie payments to-mor¬
row we should have a total circulation of a thou-
sand millions, while with the premium on gold thai
total is confined to the eight hundred millions or
currency. The fall in nreaustuils bus been due not
so much to the decline In gold as to the
enormous abundance of the crops, and the de-
OUne m cotton to the prospect of a yield
this year twenty per cent larger tnan last year. We
ttiluk the merchants whose business Is confined to
domestic goods have little cause to fear the effects
of the decline in gold. While paper money is so
plentiful there can be little shrinkage lu the value or
the articles which they deal in. indeed, greenback
prices have changed very little for other things than
produce and cotton. There is an inelasticity in
greenback values which Is strikingly In contrast to
gold values. Unless the volume of the currency is
reduced (and it is hardly proimolo that Congress
will attempt so dangerous a measure) there
can be no serious or sudden decline. The
paper circulation before the war was less than
tiree hundred millions. With the wonderful pro¬
gress which has been made in developing the coun¬
try since the war Is It not reasonable to infer that
Within a few years we shall grow up to a condition
of business activity that will employ every dollar of
paper now in circulation f In lact, the West is now

calling tor more currency, but the demand Is an un¬
healthy one, its object being to iuilate prices, which
have been gradually failing as the greenback
currency has been growing more, reliable
and the crops more abundant. As to the
Importing interest, the decline la gold will
carry its owu remedy. The hesitation and
caution of merchants lu buying will lighten the
stocks of foroign goods hero and so sustaiu their
price by their scarcity. Unless business aiTords a
margin of profit larger than the premium on gold
there will always be danger of io« In the importing
business until there is a resumption of specie pay¬
ments or a more steady mariret for gold.
The money market during tlio week was easy at

flvo to seven per cent, and sotae of tue government
dealers were offered balances at as low as four per
cent. The weekly statement of the associated banks
of this city is quite lavorable, contrary to the general
expectation that tue shipments of currency to the
West and Southwest this week would be reflected
In a heavy loss of reserve. Tue decrease In legal
tenders Is less than three hundred thousand dollars;
but as t.hc banks entered on the week with a balance
In their lavor from last week, and as the Sub-Trea¬
sury operations duriug the curieut week haver also
been in their favor, the actual withdrawal of legal
tenders was from two to three millions of dollars.
However, the specie item is largely increased.by
Dearly two millions.aud as the deposits have been
drawn down there is an actual gain lu reserve of
over a million and a half of dollars.

Denver Is advantageously located la u slight de¬

pression In the plain, nearly midway between the
Territorial boundary lines frotn cast to west, and
about one-third or the distance across from uortli to
south. The eapltal of tlie Territory, It must bo tho
metropolis of the future State. Eastward the plains
roll away in successive billows toward the imperial
valley of the Continent; westward tho mountains riso
in majestic elevations to tho great divide, whence all
unite in the general slopo of the Pacific.
TUe courses of two streams pass through tho
city limits.Cherry crock, whoso bed here Is dry,
and South Platte river, which has an unfailing flow
of water. Denver is tho central mart for the trade
both of the plains and mountains. Through U pass up
to the mining regions the agricultural productions of
the plains, and down through it in return come the
precious motals from the mines. And from here
necessities of the people in tho rich Arkausas valley,
the South Pork mining regions and tho valley of tho
lioulder arc supplied. Bo intimately la the city asso¬
ciated with the present and prospective develop¬
ment ol tlie Territory that a rapid glauce at the
whole seems to be appropriate.
Tho agricultural and pastoral peoploof Colorado

already raise more than suillcieut or tho staple arti¬
cles ol food to supply the present population. Cold
aud silver ure tho chief articles or export; arid ma¬
chinery and miscellaneous manufactures are tho
principal articles of Import from tha States. Event¬
ually Colotado must establish and maintain within
her borders a great number and variety or manu¬
factories aud export a largo amount of surplus sup¬
plies to less tavored localities, lier principal sources
ol wealth and ^rcatuess lie as yet comparativelyundeveloped.
The mountain regions, as well as the plains, are

wouuerfuiiy grassed. Tae roots of tuc grass sink
deep into the ground, aud give perpetual Ilie to the
blade independent ol moisture ou the surface. Cat¬
tle live ou it all tlie year wiiuout any oilier food.
lie<*f is latter at Christmas than at any otuer period,
i'robabiy no similar area of wild lands m the world
is capable of sustaining more animal liie. it is esti¬
mated mat over u.uou.uoo ncad of stock can be sus¬
tained at ouce on these proiltable pasture lauds. The
cattle produce the besi of beef, tlie sheep the choicest
mutton and the llncat fleece. Heel can be kUled aud
cooled here a mouth earlier than in Kansas or
Slates further to tho east; aud the inhabitants claim
that wiin thu companion of their railroads, now
soon to tie acco npusiied, they wlil be able to supply
the Chicago market with meal.
The soil in the valleys is rich and fertile, similar to

that on the bottom lands nearer ihe Missouri, it is
a light loam, p rfeeuy porous aud easily worked.

The soli ou the uplands is similar in character, but
warmer, and where irrigated yields even
larger and earlier crops than that of the river bot¬
toms. Seed is sown iu February aud March, aud
the grain is gatnered in August und September.Small grams a.id vegetables atford the largest yield,
but the nigliis are too cold lor corn. Still, lair
crops of corn nro grown. The i>esc brands ot ht.
Louis flour would not find a ready market here, be¬
cause the native brands aro better, and every one in
Colorado is somewtiai of an epicure.
The discovered coal lands lie all along the base of

the eastern chain of mountains for more thuu a
hundred miles, and Iroin the base or the mountains
eastward for mor 1 than seventy miles, in some
places single veins ore eighteen leet, and In others,
wnere several ov -Hup each other, there is an aggre¬
gate of Utty feet in tl.ickuess. 'ihe coal is lignite,
seml-bitumiuoiH. it has no destructive elements,
erosive properties or offensive odors. It is clean,
burns and bl.izjs like dry luckory wood, leaves little
ash and has no kinking qualities. Agassi/ und llay-
den, both or w hom have been here, place it next to
the reuusyivauia anthracite for general aud uouies-
tic purposes. And as to the extent ot the deposits
tlie geologists bewilder one by their calculations
and deductions.
