The week opensd with grest excliement in toe Gold
Hoom, where the announcement of the programine
of beoretary Boutwell for themonth of December
wd to & decline In gold to 1214, the lowest point
atimned sloce Soptember, 15862, when it was on the
asceniding scale tn the earlier days of the war. The
weakness of the market ever sinee the culmination
of the “corner,” two mouths ago, has been the oceca-
slon of great upeasiness In meércantie circles, par-
uenlarly smong the importers, o whom the fuola.
tons of gold are of #o vital unportance. The Gold
Hoom was therefore the scene of grest atiraction
this moruing, and the same clags of business men
who before were interested in the fell maching-
tions of the cligue that carried the premiom beyond
all reasonabie bounds were agan watching the
revolutions of the polnter on the gold index. Then
they were concerned because n maklog payment
for goods oought cariler in the season they were
forced to buy gold at an Immense advance upon he
price when their purchases were made. Now they
were eqoally concerned because the deciine in gold
not ouly obliterated all margn of proflt but en-
croached upon the original price so far as to threaten
serious loas if not bankruptoy., The opening price
i ihe Goid Room waes 123, from which 1t ran down
rapidiy to 121'. Here 1t tnrned upon the repors that
Mr, Stewart aud other prowminent merchantd had
wlegraphed to Secretary Boutwell that If he
dla pot  cesse his  gold &ales  therd would
be @& panlc which would rain the importers,
We give the report for what 1t 18 worth.
Ko one in Wall street seemed capable of verilying it,
Lut probably our Washington despatches to-night
will give the result of auy such application o the
Becretary of the Treasury shouid it have been made,
Atibe same tme there was a duiposition to buy
goid for the purchase of exchapge, the comblned
effecs of which wus to cause a reactlon o 1223,
There Was also some covering by the “shorts,™ the
statement of the Gold Bunk showing a toial of over
twenty-one mwillions of gold cleared on Saturday.
The market closed strong &t 122% @ 122% at half-
past five o'clock this evening; but holders are still
very sensitive as to the foture. The programme of
Secretury Boutwell contemplates the sale of eleven
willions during the month of December, and as the
disbursements of the Treasury on the 1st ol Junuary
in the paymentof the coln interest on the public
debt will be about thirty-ive miillons, awnd as
the banks inthia eity now hold thirty millons of
gold, the prospect |s that there will be a glut of the
precious metal al the beginnng of the new year.
The speculanive feeling for a rise i8 & very tame one,
and usthe same time few huve the courage to sell
gold “short™ after so great o decline. Looking at
the market from the Wall street standpoint, it 18
really weaker than if the speculation was as actlve
when the “bulls” inaugarated heir campalgn laat
summer, for the reason that the diminished volume
of operations creates less demand for goid. The

The excitement and dechine in the gold market I.ed
W heaviness and o decline In the stock market,
bolders being greatly perplexed as o the effect
Wwhich lower gold will have upop thelr investments,
and being wnclined to dispose of them, while those
who are not nterested efther way preferred await-
iog developments. At the opening prices were not
very ditferent from the closing guolations on Satur-
day except for the stocks whica are more lmme-
digtely the sobject of speclal clique manipulation,
Thus Northwest common ross to 765 and Rock
Isinnd to 106%, out eventually went off with the
whole market when the gold excitement waa at Its
hignest.
