having made them.
Several wttneaaas were called on behalf of the co¬

respondent, and nia Lordship held that tbe ease for
the petitioner had not t>eca made out and dismissed
the petition, with costs.

It is quite poseib.e
that, according to the law of Parliament, he
may be disqualified for the seat, but never
can It be denied that the people who elected him re¬
garded lain as the true exponent of their feelings
uud their prmciplea, and that they lguommlouaiy
rejected another candidate simply because be ap-.
neuled to them aa a supporter of the governmont
winch Incarcerated and uow tortures tils "felon"
rivaL Let those who deal iu deducing morale from
poiitioal events draw any other iniereuce. They are
weleouio to it. Certain it is the English press, which
has lately taunted the Emperor o! the French on ac¬
count of the return of some of his "irreconcilable*,"
must use all their avahabie Ingenuity to get rid of
the ugly and darumug fact of the Impracticable and
irreooucilabie Kossa's elecUou by "gallant Tip-
peiary."

Messages from India to L>ondon<

The following relates to tlis present state of tho

telegraphic service with India:.

1 tuluk you will agree that the East India mer¬

chant* have just cause to complain of the condition
oi telegrapnic communication with tho East. For
many woeks past messages have been comiug with
tho most titful Irregularity, varying from nine to
lliteen days and more, aud, us long as we believed
all were in the same boat, we have borne the lucon-
venieuee witu only grumbling; but when we see that
the Indian Council got messages through from Bom¬
bay III about thirty-six hours (vide the Time* of to-day
and the welcome telegram concerning Dr. Li'-itig-
stoue) we feel Inclined to do more than grumble aud
to lUHUlre when matters are to Improve. As au
instance (one iu many) of the present condition of
the line, 1 may name that last Monday's mail from
Bombay, with letters dated the Sjth of October,
brought my hrni copy ot a message of the 2JOof
October, the original of whiclf has never reached us,
uud is probably '-delayed iu Turkey" or elsewhere.
Meanwhile the oQloiaia at each eud receive our mes¬
sages and money, but the telegrams themselves con¬
stitute a living example ol a leap lu the dark, aa
there Is no possibility of obtaining any assurance
that they will reach their dusliuatiou at all. Your
obedient servant, A MERCHANT.

quire. (Session laiws of 1857, chapter J 1.)
You will, therefore, maintain lu each "place of

the poll," where alone the canvass cau proceed, and
until its completion, a sufficient force to preserve
order aud the public peace, and in no case allow
any jwsou to Interfere witn the canvassers in ihe
performance of their clntr; nor allow auy personagainst his will to bo removed from tne room in
which tlie canvass Is proceeding except lor dis¬
orderly conduct or unduo iii.crlcienco with the cau-
Ta«pers.
Tue canvass mist be conducted pnblldy, and

Coou order must be preserved.
