REPORT OF THE GENERAL OF THR ANMY.

This repors gives a clear view of the admumistra.
tion of the army and 18 very full, both Im the state.
ment of ity present condition and recommendations
for its future organization, Its Importance 18 such
that a synopsis cannot justly be given, and 1t is sub-
wited with the following remurks:—

Tuere are twelve departments and three disiriots,
sauh nnder the command of a &eneral oilcer, and
the departaenis are formed into four milwary divi-
mlons, commanded by the four genarals next in rank
to tho CGeneral of the Arny. The regular army con-
siats of tive regimenta of arullery, ten of eavalry,
twenly-five of tnfantry, the baitallon of engineera
and the corps of cadets, the laiter undergoing in
struction at the Munury Academy, AM the 1=
ments are on doty, and the General refers to the
manner in which their work hns been doune,
under the e siare to which they were subjected,
a2 meriting the commendation of the country. In
eonformity with shenet of July 235, 1500, aud by the
directing Of the Secretary of \var, u board of ofilcers
prepared o new code of the arctleles of war, wihich
was, ou Pebroary 1, 1508, trapsmitied 1o Congress,
A gystem of regulions wis ulso complled, both code
and regalalions recgiving the approval of the thea
genoral of the Army, sud on June 12, 1504, Secretary
Behotlold asked the adoption of the new articles of
war and the repeal of 80 moch of the ket 88 directa
“ihe ex@Edug regojations fo remaln in force until
Qongress sihall fuve actod on ssd report. it i8
very desrable that Jeplsiation be had enpeting the
roles and articles of war and approving the new
rexulgtions.

After the consolidation made in accordance with
the act of Mareh &, 1860, there rémaingd, cn Novoemn-
ver 1, 59 unattached oflecrs. All of these have
peen assianed o duly excepoinge 1568, whoare “nwall-

orders,! 1L seems equiteble and st should a
reduction bo mude, thac oilicers awaiting oraers by
thelr own reguest, and prelerring that to gotive duty,
should nave teas elam for reélenton than those who
applied for assigument,  OF this class there are Lio
oficers, Soma of them, however, had speclal rop.

eavalry, artdiery and infamery, and, should Cou-

The health of the troopd hnd been good. Yellow
fever has appeared at hey West only, and at tius
point there were forey-lhree casea and twenty-ong
deaths; but by w2 prompt removal of the troops w
 Dew Elition the ravages of the digease were at
ouce stopped. The total number of cases on the
alek st Jlurmn' the year was 104,20 The averago
number constantly on sick report waa 2,307, or about
8.5 per cent.  ‘The number of deathis was 544, of dis-
chargos ror disabllity 1,128,

The pumber of commissioned medical oMeera for

Report of General William T.
Sherman,

HEADQUARTERS O THR .lll‘l.i
Wasnisuron, D, O., Nov. 20, 1500,

GENERAL—! have now the honor to submil my
report of the army for the pressat year. AL the
tume of the inset annual report General U, 8. Grans
was ln command of the army sud remained until
the 4th of Mareh, 1869, when he became President of
the United Stales, and [ succeoded him as Qeneral-
In-Cluef. The confirmation of my commisilon Wis
announced on the 5th day of March and 1 was or-
dered Lo assnme commund March 8, whlch Idid.

At that ume Major General J, M. Schofleld was
Secretary of War and contlnued in that cspacity
untll March 13, when General John A. Rawling was
duly commissioned and entered un his duties asSs0-
retary of War—a posi he filed unui his death, Bep-
tember 6, when tho Presilent conlorred on me the
commission, with ttie underatandiog that 15 was fo
be held only sl he could select & successor, and It
afforded me great pleasure on the 13t instant to give
pluce to yourself, General W, W. Dolknap.

As these changes have, in & measwe, affected the
course of evenis, I beliove that you will be pleased
that 1 take a wider view of the isory and condition
of the army and lts adminstration then 9 cusloms-
ary for the Communder-i-Chist.

LINE OF THE ARMY.

For the purpose of milltary responsipliity and gov
ernment the domain of the Uniled Biates s divided
Into twelve depariments and three disiriots, each
under the command of an experienced general ofl-
cer, who by law 18 invested with all the powers of
the commanding general of an army in the flald, and

| 15 hald responsible for the discipline and mainte-

nance of the troops, the preservation of good order
80 far a8 the mlitary authority extends, and for the
care of wll public property that belongs to the aArmy.
The limits and boundaries of these departments are
better described by the map and tabular statements
herewlith than by any mers words 1 could give,

In order to prompt action In case of need nnd o
place similar territory and almilar intéresis under &
common commander, these departments are again
grouped 1nto four military divisions, which are com-
manded by the four generals next ln rank to the
Commander-in-Ohlef,

By the organic law of July 28, 1308, 08 modified by
that of March 3, 1860, the regular aArmy now counsists
of five regiments of artillery, ten of cavalry, swanty-
five of infantry, a battallion of engineers and the
cadets of the Military Academv, These are all
assigned 1o the geveral departments by regimenta or
companies, but ench division commander ¢an relos
force any point witlun Lis command by transfor
ring the troops from one of his deparimenw to
another,

As o general rale the ardillery companies are dis-
tributed in the permanent forts along our seaboard
irom Eastport, Maine, to the mouth of tue Rio
Grande, and from San Diego, Ualifornia, to Alaska,
gerving on foot. One company of each regiment Is
mounted and equipped as light artillery; one of
these compantes I8 stationed at Washington and the
other four at Fort Iiley, Kansas, a8 o school ol 1n-
gtruction, Anpotuer colupany of cach regunent [lll_
wli five) is statioued at Qi Polnt Cowfort, a8 a school
of jusiruction o HeAVy or sea coast artiliery.

All the ten regimenid uf cavairy are serving o
Texas, the Indisn couniry and Pacitle Territories,
witlh the exception of & siugle company here In
Waeahington, wiich 18 the oaly cavalry east of the
Missisappt river.

The tl‘l\rnnq-nva regiments of lofantry are distri-

buted:;—One regiment along the norihern froutioe
wie in Virgnia, one in Migssaippt aud thres thée
Departoient of the Soutk. The remauing n
are in Texas, the Indian couniry uwod
W estern Statoa nod Terntories,
Turee companies of eogineer troops are ab Wil-
lett's Point, New York naroor; one ol Jefferson bar-
racks, Missouri, and pue at Yerba Bueua Island, San
Francisce barbor, doing garvison duty and more
eapeclally aesigned to preserve thy practionl Koow-
1u5’°§ of field tortincanon, of mines and of poutoon
bridging.
