TUB SOLUTION OP TUB UOItMON PKOHLKM.
For the last quarter of a ccniury the civilized

world has been anxiously looking for the solution of
the Mormon problem in au acceptable lorm. At
length a report of a great schism in Mormondom
sped through tne States, east and west; but the
exact lore© of tne movement is not clearly seon,
nor is it Knowu whether the solution is practical
or not. And ii practical, the question comes, will
the solution be acceptable to the nation ? What is
the programme of the leaders of this sp culled
schism 1 In the first place, let lue assure the coun¬

try that tlio so.ution is practicable. The government
in hostile intensions could not grapple with the
Mormons and their lalth; this ha* been aban-
danuy seen. You cannot send lfto.ooo devoted reli¬
gionists to the slaughter homo; auj tue more fanati¬
cal thoy are, it known to be conscientious and ad-
nurablo on the whole, tJio more they are preserved
by the very goacroslties of the nation. And thus has
the case stood between the civilized world and the
Mormons.
la the meantime our leaders have reduced the

psopie to an absolute temporal bondage, and tne
genius of a prophetic and spiritual work has died
out of their administration. Here, then. In this very
fact you tlnd the opporttin ty lor a solution; lor
it may be readily appreciated that the people
who have been deemed a nation pf fanatics
can never be reduced to a mare socialistic state
and the priesthood retain their power. To that
state ttiey have been brougnt and the Churoh winch
once boasted or Its prophets and seers, Its visions
and its angels, is now given over to temporalities
and governed according to the commercial policies
of its leaders. Now, (hose policies uid not tend to
absolutism, but rather to individualism and per¬
sonal enterprise. Did not tne Mormon priesthood
persist In forcing upon the people a temporal theo¬
cracy in tue very heart of a republican nation we
could, perhaps, In time irunsiorin ourselves into a
mere body of socialists, with practical inildeiuj as
