Proceedings of the Woman's Convention
at Newark, N. J., Yesterday.Interest¬
ing Addresses and a Spicy Discu;-
sion.The Venerable Lncretia Mott
on the Qui Vive.Resolutions

r id Election of Officers.

Yester'a?'he New Jersey state Woman Snffiajo
Association resumed the proceedlugs commemora¬
tive ol the third anniversary of the association's in¬
auguration which were commenced at tho Opera
House, Newark, on the preceding evening. Tnero
were tnree sessions yesterday-In the loxe-
noon, afternoon aud in the evening. Tne
attendances at the day's sessions were
railier slender, the nfternoon one being, however, a
vast improvement on ub predecessor. At the alter-
noon meeting It was remarked that quite a consider¬
able portion o( tiie audience consisted of certain
stuud by laimlies. who are always iuentified with
any new movement, be It progressive or retrograde.
So anxious to be present were a few members of this
clais that nothing would do but tliev must bring
their babies along, and as a consequence there was
now aua then, in the forenoon us la tho aiternoon.
Infantile opiniouative expressions were given in a
style ami manner "more honored in the breach tuan
the observance." What the meeting lacked in num¬
bers was iuliy pompensated lor In tho harmony
which prevailed, as well as the highly interesting
aud iu many respects instructive character of the
proceedings.

wns commenced shortly after ten o'clock, tho Pre-
Ulentof the association, Mrs. Lucy atone, bo:ng in
the chair. After prayer by the Kev. Oscar
Clute, of Vmelaiid, Mrs. Stone explained the
order in which business should be conducted.
A committee of Blx on oalters, nominations ttud
business was appointed on motion of Mr. Ciute as
lollovvs:.U. 1J. Blackwcll. Uosevllle; George l'ear-
son, Vineland: Mrs. Collins Huzzy, Oranse; Mis.
W. C. Ravenhlll, Newark; A. J. Davis, Orar.ge; John
Whitehead, Morristown.
Mrs. Stone then addressed tho meeting. She said

it was no child's p.ay.tins work of woman
suffr.ure. She believed that the great body
of intelligent people who were present la-K
night felt that tho sense of the meeting, as

expressed by t!ie speakers, was Just. She
called tho attention of those present to a num¬
ber of petitions which would be submitted. First,
it was asked that woman should vote; second, that
the law of the State should be chaugeJ so as to
give women tbe right to make a will, the same as
men now did; third, that the widow should be
allowed to inherit her husband's real and
personal estate, the same as a husband now did
that of his deceased wife; fourth, that women shall
have an equal rignt In ttie possession of her children.
i lie presoui law, Mrs. Stowe said, was unspeakably
crncl and wicked in the premises; thai womau
should have a right to U3e her earnings as she
deemed best, not as tho caprice or will
of her husband suggested. These Bamo peti¬
tions were submitted two years ago
to our Legislature, but, as the signature of
two w. inen only were appended, that body rhll-
cnied tne whole subject. She. tne speaker, now de-
ulrej that every woman in the State, it necessary,
should sign the petltiou, ami exhorted those present
to circulate tho u and obtain signatures. In the
opinion or tha amiable speaker there was to-tiay
ub question of greater importance than the
woman que tion. She wanted mat a woman should
bo enabled, without let or hindrance, legal, social or
conventional, to enter any fle d 01 labor that was
open to her. »nd that she who.iid have equal rights
with men. She spoke of herselt how that jears a^o
when u school teacher, sue only receive I a dollar a
week. Her brother in the same seho'U got sick ami
she took his place an! did his work natisluc-
torilv, but, bum* a woman, stie coud only obtain
one du.lur per week, wnile uer brotner had received a
much larger remuneration. Tnlngs were changing,
lmpplly. Now we Had women printers, ami she was
Happy to pay that they received in some pia'-es equal
rates ol waiies for the same number of ems as old
men. 'lltere wero women telegraphers, women
artists and women physicians. There was now a
lad* doc tor In Hrookiyn. she was rejoiced to state.
who had a practice of littecn inoiisand dollars a
year. K rejoiced her lcart to see that the prc a hmtr
held had been opened lor women. Kliteen years
ago tiie 3rsi woman preacher, outside the Friends,
enteied tne lleld, and now there were mam. A
selioolinaio of hers, the now Hcv. Aiitoinutc 1..
Ii.'own. made up her mind that tne worid was out
of joint 0:1 religion, and leolmg tnat tn'ere was a
place for her in tho preaching of the Uospci sno en¬
tered, ami was now settled over a parish in Cen¬
tral New \ ork. She commenced ut a time when peo¬
ple seemed willing 10 go to hell rather nun be saved
ova woman's preaching. And now there were ivo-
uien sea captains too: and she cited instances in
which a woman, the wire or a sea captain, who in
consequence of the death of her husband on the
pa-^ageto ;-au Francisco from noston. was leit in
cuarge of the vessel called all tho crew art, and
naked t'lem if they were willing iliat sno should take
command and tliey all said yes. She brougnt tne
vessel s.ifc to lios.on and was Handsomely and sub¬
stantially complimented by the underwriters, lu

Did tlios? wo ncn or intelligence
education aud wealth who abound in the lund
know that these poor creatures from tnelr Infancy
wei«4(olng down and dowu aud dowu until the.,
were lost in tne ocean of Infamy f Ah, no, surely
not. else would thousands of saving hands be pur
forth. Likewise wero there lu the same cKv
lllty thousand voung women who go lortu to their
daiiy labor, pale-faced, with blooding hearts and
bleeding feat, and who obiain the merest pittance
lor the most toilsome and weariest of work, oh!
could Ihe veil hut ba lifted and the
naked, gloomy, awful trutn be exposed, how
many hearts that now are glad would be
wrung with sorrow and compassionate fellow feel¬
ing.
