Owing tc the rapid arrival of troops we are hav¬
ing our prolonged gala ilay, ana Viva iCupatui and
red and yellow banting rule the hour. Whatever
the virtues «r vices of the Spaniards in Cuba, they
are uot alow or lacking in enthusiasm while yel-
comlng t'nelr broihers from the Peninsula who come
bere to defend t'aem. On Satu rday last arrived id
the harbor the mall steamer Espana, having on board
h regimeut of voluuteers of Sanlander, composed of
i wo onlefs, forty-tnree officers, thirty sergeants and
1,000 men. Owing to the fact that the triumphal
avtlies f/ere not completed and the bunting not all
bung out they ware detained on board until the fol¬
lowing (Sunday) morning. At eleven o'clock the
iispana moved np from the nuardship at the
entrance of the harbor, surrounded by
.amall steamers and other boats, carrying
bauds of music and bedecked with flags. Sb# was

moored to tho Custom House wharf, which bad been
beautifully adorned with flowers auu evergreens.
Among tho chief objects of interest bere was a inm
lature castle chained to a rook, moving toward
wukb was a snip under full sail, constituting the
arm* of r-aiuai.der. Tti« dtsemnarkatUm was quickly
accomplished. mid the regiment liaving formed
were treated to au address from a grave lookiu"
gentleman m black. The vo unteers just arrived
being assigned ihelr due positions of hoaor the
procesalon tiled through some oi trio priuclpal
streets. wnich were profusely hnng with red
ami and yellow. Following the parade me new
comers were assigned quarters and allowed perfect
latitude for three aays, during which time the fes¬
tivities continued, on Monday evening a grand
banquet was given at the Tacou theatre to the chiefs
and officers of the regiment. The boxes were filled
with the beauty and (We of the oity as spectators.
I ollowing the supper speeches were mude. in which
much good feeling was dispiaved, as is the eastern.
An impromptu dunce wound up the affair, in which
it was demonstrated that the gentlemen had supped
W itu iaxt evening ended the festivi.ies oi tais occa¬
sion. other irooim are expecteu, however, when
Hie same thing will be repeated. It i.s stated that
au uuiikiial demonstration is to follow the arrival oi
the expected gunboats from the North.

T iiih morning tlte steamer Clenfuegos arrival here,
having on board too volunteers, known as tiio

insurgents at Mogote. The Spaniards already have
2.0 o troops employed tn that section wfthout having
gained a toot of territory and have lost during their
iterations I2r> killed and wounded and 376 sick, who
liave returned to tnle city. A severe engagement
took place on the 6th, lasting all day, and yesterday
over flity wounded arrived heie from the battle tleld.
A company of colored lirewen of thlsiAiy, who en¬

listed for active service, lost half of its number by
fit'Stfrtion during a skirmish with tbe insurgents.
1 lie Spaniards have entirely abandoned tnetr camp
at Bcviila ou account of sickness. It was formerly
occupied fey white troops, who suffered *<> much
that iney were replaced by negroes; tne latter lost
I weutr.tive in ten days, anil tDeoth«r« weie in such
a dopnr*«tOle condition that the complete abaudou-
gjictit of itie plsce was nccessary.

The insurgents in great force are lutreiiclied in u

Until now (bey bave not been molested at
that point by the troops, although 11 has been an¬
nounced that they would be attacked wheu the Mo.
gote was cleared. The latter place has l>een rein¬
forced by 2,000 insurgents and a supply of munition**
froua Mayan aud vioiuity, and nnder command of
Generals Douato del Marniol aud l.oflo. They brought
a convoy or provisions and powder, of which the
Cubans were in irreat need. They arilved at Mogote
wlthoui living tlm<i a shot, the Spanish troops who
Wtue operating there having retired.(Jamana to La
Victoria and Colonel Alieru towards ralma (iorlano.
Another laiuiinj; |of ariua and umtnuutrion took

place at the uiouiii of the Uacouao river, on the
uiglit of the oth. Information reached here soon
alter, an>l a war steamer was despatched to ttie
point, hut without discovering anything, as all signs
ol it had been removed.

I he condition of the Spanish forces here Is not lin-
proMiitf. It is stated ou good anthorny that Vai-
uiaxcda had sent a communication to the Captain
Geae-al, m which he shys tnat If reinforcements ate
uoi seut hnn he will be compelled to resign tils coui-
tnauii, as u is impossible for him to carry on the
campaign with the 3,000 men under his command,
one-third of whom are aid. In the military uos-
liitais nere there enter on an average twelve each
day of sick ana wounded, without coumiug those
who remain in the provisional hospitals in tue coun¬
try. tine ol them established on the embargoed estate
Sauta Isabel has In 11 I2n met and seventy wounded,
more or le<s severely.

THE CUBAN REVOLUTION.

Cenvsiwudence |of the State Depart incut in
Uelutiou to the KctoIuUm In Cuba.AUf®-
ritir* of tUe Kjiuiuh Soldiery.Murder of
Aiuerl.an Citizens by Volunteers.Spain
liuRtantCH Kfform* When the Kcroluiiou
Is Quelled.'Tbe 4 ^unbouts Needed to Sup¬
press Piracy.

WAilllN'OTON, Dec. 20. 1869.
The President to-day transmitted to the senate a

voluminous document in reply to tne resolution
calling for Information witti regard to Cuba.
Vice Consul General Mall. In a letter to Secretary

Seward, November 18, 1868, Quoted tbc view* of a
conservative Cuban.namely, tbe news of the Spanish
revolution 1? enthusiastically received In Cuba.and
stating the views of the Cubans as to slavery are
diverse. Some desire Immediate and others the
gradual abolition of slavery, while not a few de¬
sire tbe coutlnuance of the institution. The
insurrection in the Eastern and Central Depart¬
ments is represented to be formidable.
Mr. Hall adds that good order prevails
In tils department. In another letter dated Decem¬
ber 17. letis, He savstuat the insurrection is framing
t-trength. rue condition at Maianzas 1- general dis¬
trust and paralysis. In February, ii6J, 1m trans¬
mitted a letter from the consular ageni Sagua la
tirande; the state of things there is much exagge¬
rated and he sends pat titulars. Mr. Hall transmits
to the Secretary of State, Mr. Wathbiirne March 11,
lKtSa, what purports to he a decree of the Insurgents'
assembly, abolishing slavery. Mr. Hall. March 27,
186#. transmits to the Second Assistant Secretary of
Mate. .Mr. Hunter, tua decree or the Captain Gene¬
ral. dated Marcn 24, authorizing captures on the
uigh sons of vessels carrying men, arms, munitions
or off- u in aid of the insurgents and directing tile
execution, as ui rates, of persous so captured.

Secretary i'tsh informs Minister Roberta that
United .states citizens bare the r:ght to carry ou the
high seas ai ricles destined for tho enemies of Spain,
subject io seizure of such as may be contraband of
war or to rapture for a violation ol a lawluUy e«lao-
linhed blockade. It la consequently hope l t he pro¬
clamation will ne recalled, or such instructions
given as will prevent its Illegal application to
citizens of tbe Untied States or their property.
A contrary course might endanger tlie friendly and
cordial relations between the two governments,
winch it is the sincerc desire of the 1'residem ahouui
be maintained.
Mr. Hall, under date of April 2,1S69, transmits a

letter Irom Kemedios. and says tmt majority ol
American merchants agree with tbe writer, who
state.* tbat American born citizens were well treated
by the Spanish authorities.

Minister Roberts addresses Secretary Pish on the
6th of April, lie says:."Attempts are made by
false and exaggerated statements and public meet¬
ings lo create seotmient in favor of Cuna. Persons
in New 1'ork style themselves -the Independent gov¬
ernment of t una.' and despatch expeditious and
arms iu aid of lue insurgents."
Secretary Fish, in rep.y to Mr. Koijerta, April 17,

i,t> s be does not perceive ihe necessity or proprlety
of issoing such proclamation. When President
Fillmore's proclaroatiou was issued peace prevailed
In Cuba, but an armed invasion was titreateued from
the United States. Now a portion or tbe people ol
Cuba aro in insurrection to redress alleged wrongs,
and no expeditious are h-aviug the United States. '

Mr. Roberts, he adds, admits that whenever called
upon the o(Boers ol the United Mates have Interfered
eift-ctually to prevent violations ol law. The United
Stales are stili sintering trom the effects of precipitate
recognition of belligerent rights, which was done by
Joru'go nations a little more than two months after
the outbreak of Insurrection in this country. This
government, from its very origin, ha* been lore-
must in the assertion of neutral rights and in setting
me example of enforcing a strict neutrality, lhls
government does not Intend, at present, to oepart
from its traditional policy, but will execute in good
faith the wise aud efficient laws turn have been
enacted for the observance or its International
duties ofnctitralliy and inendsuip. I be sympathy
of tue united Mates is with people arriving
to sccuro the rlgtit of self-government
and with all efforts to free this continent from
transatlantic control: bnt incy uesire to maintain
friendly relations with governments still claiming
control over neighboring posses-tons. '1 hoy will
not abridge the right of free discussion, buL will
limit tbeir luteriereuce to preventing the unlawful
a'-ts in infraction of their obligations to Spain and
oiher lrlendiy powers.

Tne liberal party in Spain i)udB itself, t<) its
own Infinite reuret, iorce<l to a seeming sympathy
witn the revolutionary party of Cuba, and the lib¬
erals oi Cuba wno ought to be us rtrui frleude are
converted by tue latality of the situation into its biu
teiest enemies, lhere is no sentiment dearer to
the hearts of the liberal leaders than that
oi "irtedom to all men;" yet iliey showed Defore the
world in tnis Cuban conflict as opposed to self-gov-
erimunt and resisting the abolition of slavery, lie
considered the Inaurrectlon as a most deplorable
misfortune and mistake both for Cuba and bpalu.
if a way could be tound to settle all these questions
In such a mauuer as to do justicc to Cuba without m-
liinmug upon the honor of Spain the government
would be great.y gratified. There Is no intention
anain to work the island of Cuba on tho old
or desire among the liberals of Spam ever
slavery system, it has been their constant wtsu
to m ant the Cubans the administration of their own
aiiaus and the iuil favor of their own liberty, pre¬
serving their commercial connection and some
shadow of tueir political relations.
