
Qi ftport, which cannot be noticed now, and,
apart from certain impracticable theories and
a few inconsistencies, the report is well and
carefully made up.

The Public Moral* of the Day.
Our columns for the past few days have

reflected, in the history of the hour, as repre¬
sented chiefly in our law courts, a very
lamentable condition of the public morals of
the day. We know not where we live if it be
not in the midst of crime. We know not what
air we breathe if it be not outside the
atmosphere of Christianity. Murders, homi¬
cides, government frauds, bond robberies,
divorces and political corruption till up the
measure of the day's news. In our issue of
yesterday, for instance, wo had to chronicle,
first, that atrocious case of wife murder at
Bombay Hook, in New Jersey.a murder
heralded a long time ago by the throat of the
accused husband, "I'll get rid of ye yet."
Then follows the case of Eckerson, utllacken-
sack, for the murder of Peter Stokum. The
case of the condemned convijt Real, for toe
murder of olllcer Suiedick, still keeps thai
bloody story alive in our courts. It was sup¬
posed that the question was settled by the
decision of the Supreme Court; but it appears
that there is still some technical ilaw by which
the case is to be prolonged, and possibly jus¬
tice is to be cheated. In another court the
lottery business, which is not only unlawful,
but infamous, involving, as it does, the ruin
of thousands, presents some curious phases of
our social life. Men notoriously engaged in
illegal transactions come before the courts to
demand an adjustment of their quarrels, and
they find judges willing to come into conflict
with each other, one judicial oflicial appoint¬
ing a certain receiver in the affairs of a gam¬
bling concern, and another ofUciai appointing
a different one, thus turning our courts into
ridiculo and contempt, recognizing gam¬
bling as within the pale of the law, like
any other legitimate business. One of
the parties in action in this lottery
business dnrc9 to threaten a judge of the
Supreme Court with public charges of perjury,
drunkenness, corruption and general malfea¬
sance in ollice. Some people might ask, can
the judge so threatened dare to hold his seut
on the bench while such serious charges are

pending? Should the threat be carried out
the judge will doubtless exercise his best judg¬
ment in the matter, not uninfluenced, of course,
by public opinion.

Passing this slimy piece of business' con¬

cerning the lotteries, we And a perfect
mountain of government frauds growing up
around us. The Custom House furnishes
its share, and it is a very ugly contribu¬
tion.for instance, frauds in drawbacks, frauds
in sugar, frauds in the storage and warehouse
system. The Internal Revenue Department
also presents its claim to public attention in
the shape of whiskey and tobacco frauds, by
means of illicit distillation and the use of false
stamps. These dishonest transactions are

brought before us every day. The meanest,
yet most ingenious, of all these devices to cheat
the government was the counterfeiting of two-
cent Treasury stamps on bank checks by
Kautzer the other day. Boud robberies have
become so familiar that it requires a caso like
that developed in the Tombs Court on Mon¬
day to revive a little interest in them. Alto¬
gether, public morals at the present time are

in a most degraded condition. It may bo very
well to attribute the fact to the consequences
of our late war and the demoralization
which followed it in many classes of the
community. To a certain extent this
may be true, but it happens that
this demoralization exists among classes who
might be deemed superior to such influences.
It is not in low places altogether thai, we have
to look for the prevalent vices of the day. We
can And them among the so-called intellectual
classes, and even in thechurchmcn and church
devotoes. Witness the weekly effusions from
some of our pulpils; the eagerness with which
the congregations seek for everything that can

minister to u morbid appetite, and swallow it
In the name of religion, and how disappointed
they are If the preacher only (ouches the mar¬

gin, without going into th< centre and heart of
an indelicate subject, which even a sensational
preacher sometimes has not the effrontery to
penetrate. Witness the Woman's Equal Rights
and Woman's Suffrage meetings, at which
some of the.sj clergymen are more bold than in
the pulpit, and proclaim opinions that strike
at the root of society, scoff at mariyxge ties and
all domes ic relations, flattered and petted as

these orators are by a few foolish women, who,
like crowing hens, know not whereof they
speak. For twenty years we hare bc.?n accus¬

tomed to laugh at the woman's rights move¬

ments, but the mischief is being developed
now.

In our columns of one day's news yesterday
we gave, side by side, one greai, cause of the
present condition of the public morals of the
day, in the vices expressed at a woman's equal
rights meeting.which is only one oxample
in a hundred.and wo gave the result in the
low morality evinced in the cases of wife mur¬

der, divorce, seduction, abduction and public
and private frauds which are developed in the
courts and police reports. The prevalence of
loose New England opinions upon questions of
morality, marriage, free love and family rela¬
tions.tho sweetest bond which holds society
together.is dragging us down into a gulf
deeper, perhaps, than we think of.

ENGLAND.

The American Naturalization Question.
London, Dec. 21. 1889.

Jotm Arthur Otway, Under Secretary for the
Foreign Department and member or the House of
Commons for Chatham, made a speech to his con¬
stituents in that city last evening.
He expressed his hearty satisfaction on the settle¬

ment of the American naturalization question. He
stated that ail act had been drafted, which would bt
brought before Furliameut at its next session, ena¬
bling British subjects m that coautry to divest them¬
selves of their nationality wheuevcr they see fit to
do so.

The British Government lleport on Emigrant
. Naturalization Abroad.

The Intelligence which is conveyed in the above
cable telegram, to the effect that a British Minister
has offlclally announced that England is about to
abandon by legislative act her long contested claim
to tho absolute allegiance of those born under her
rule, even when in voluntary exile, and also to fore¬
go her cherished theory of hereditary duty, and
thus obliterate the stalo maxim of "once a subject
alwayB a subject," la of such direct interest to thj
many thousands of emigrants from Great Britain
who have sought shelter and homes in the United
Stutes, and to their descendants, that we to-day
recapitulate the facts and arguments on which Pre¬
mier Gladstone will base his new bill:.
The RojbI topipjlsslon on tbe Laws of Naturaliza¬

tion and Alleglimce, which was appointed in May.
1868, and completed Us Inquiry within nine months,
reporting In ISM), was constituted or the Karl or Cla¬
rendon, Mr. Cardvrcll, %. P.; Sir K. J. Pniiiimore,
Judge of the Admiralty Oofln; Mr. Baron lJramw#il;
the theu Attorney General. Sir J. Karsiake; tke
Queen's Advocate, Sir Travers' Twist: Sir Rounded
i'ulmor, Mr. W. K. Forscer, M. P.; Mr. W. Vernon
Harcourt, Q. C, ami Mr. Montague Bernard.
Although the Commission did not escape a raisfor-
tune wluch has befallen many recent British cotu-
mlnslons.u disagreement amonir itn members upon
some points.all ten agreed in the essential recom¬
mendation or the report and aitlxed their signatures
to It. The Commissioners begin wltlt a definition of
natural born British suojccts.viz., those who are
such because born within the Queen's dominions,
ami ihose Who are declared t<o be such by various
general acts o! I'arllauient. though born out
or the dominion of the British Crown. By
the common law of England the allegiance or natural
boru Uritisii subjects is Inueiible. The Commission¬
ers stato at once that they are of opinion that this
doctrine Is nelt her reasonable nor convenient. It Is
at variance with those principles on which the rights
aud duties Of a subject should be deemed to rest; it
conflicts wltn that freedom of action which is now
recognized as most conducive to the general good
as well as to individual happiness and prosperity,
aud it is especially Incomistent with the practice
or a State whicn allows to its subjects absolute
freedom of emigration. It it inexpedient that
British law should maintain In theory, or
should by lort'ien nations be supposed to maintain
m practice, any obligations which it cannot enforce,
and ought not to enforce if It could; and It is unfit
that a country should remain subject to claimB for
protection on the part or persons who, so lar as in
them lies, have severed their connection wltn It.
The Commissioners accordingly submitted the fal¬
lowing recommendations lor an amendment of the
law:.

1. Any British subject who, being resident tn a foreign
country, shall bo naturalized therein noil shall undertake,
acooriling to Its laws, the duty of allegiance to the foreign
Stale an a subject or citizen thereof, should, upon such
naturalization, cease to be a British lubject.

2. The principle of this rule should be applied to a woman
who, being a British subject, shall become by marriage with
an alien the subject or citizen of a foreign State.

3. The wife of a British subject who shall becomo natural¬
ized abroad, and his children, If under the age of twenty-one
yours at the date of his naturalization, sh ould likewise cease
t o be British subjects from that date; but this rule should not
Include a wife or child who has not emigrated to the country
of naturalization, nor should It operate unless, according to
the loc.il law, tlx: naturalization of the husband or father has
naturalized also the wife or child.

4. Naturalization 111 a foreign country, though operating
from the time of its completion as an extinguishment of the
original citizenship, should not carry with It discharge from
responsibility for acts done before the new allegiance wan
acquired.
provision should be made for applying the same princi¬

ples to the case of British subjects who have become so bynaturalization.
The Commissioners observe that the removal of

the difficulties arising from a double allegiance can¬
not be entirely accomplished without the co-opera¬
tion of other countries, and they say:.

If Great Britain renounces the doctrine of Indelible alle¬
giance and acknowledges that British subjects can direst
tuemsolres of their nationality by foreign naturalization,
it may be hoped that the same principles will be recog¬
nised by other countries with respect to alleni naturalized
within the British dominions; and we accordingly recom¬
mend that etioru should be made to procure that reciprocity,
at. well as to secure to the children of British subjects born
abroad the same pownr of choosinj their nationality which
it is nroposed to confer on the children horn of alien parentswithin British territory. This might he effected by agree¬
ments or contentions concluded with different States sepa¬
rately, or better, ptrhai s, by means of a general understand¬
ing arrived at, In coniercnce or otherwue, by the Towers
most Interested In tho subject.
The report concludes by recommending the aboli¬

tion of the mixed jury system. It was instituted by
Edward III. as an encouragement to loreign woollen
merchants to resort to the English market. The
foreigners on a mixed jury are not reauired to be of
the same nationality as the alien; they may all speak
different languages. The system "is inconvenient
and presents no advantages."

Republican Manifestation)*.
Madrid, Dec. 21,1800.

A crowd gathered yesterday in the streets of Pa-
radas, a town in the province of Seville, and gave
cheers for the republic.

An immense republican meeting was held In Cadiz

to-day. Perfect order prevailed, and there was no

Interference on the part of the authorities.

I'rcuch Reports from Madrid.TUo Throne
Question and Crown Prospect*.

Paris, Dec. 21.Evening.
The following despatch has been received from a

well lnlormed source in Madrid:.
It Is asserted that the provisional government at

the next sitting of the Cortes will flx a period of de¬
lay beyond which It will not persist In advocating
the candidature of the Duke of Genoa, if before the
expiration of that time the King of Italy does not
officially accept the crown for the Prince.
A rumor la abroad that a reconciliation has taken

place between the Montpenslers and Queen Isabella.
The son of tne Duke of Montpensler was 111, which
gave occasion for an exchange of despatches be¬
tween Isabella and the Duchess, and a reconciliation
followed. This rnmor gives rise to much specula¬
tion, and should it prove true new political combina¬
tions may be looked for. A plan is already talked o(
for placing the Prince of Asturlas on the throne
under the regency of the Duke of Montpensler.

It Is generally believed that the unionists will
coalesce again with the progressists should this
news be confirmed.

ROME.

Tlie Ecumenical Council Committees.Faith
and Ecclesiastical Discipline.A Papal Bull.

Roue, Dec. 21, 1869.
The third congregation of the Council was held

to-day. The formation of the committees was the
only business transacted.

Notification was given of the result of the voting
for fourteen out of twenty-rour members who are
to compose the Committee on Questions of Faith.
Among the fathers elected to this committee are the
Bishop of Poictlers, the Archbishops of Posen, Ma-
llnes, Baltimore and Westminster, and the Bishops
of Caen, sion and Panderborn, the Archbishop of
Cambral, the Primate of Hungary, tho Archbishop
of Utrecht ana the Armenian Patriarch.
The Council then proceeded to the election of

twenty-rour members of the Committee on Ques¬
tions of Ecclesiastical Discipline, and at the conclu¬
sion of which the congregation was adjourned.
A Ball of the Apostolical See, dated the 10th day

of December, has just been published, which re¬
stricts, on account of the spirits of the epoch, the
number of cases roserved from ecclesiastical cen¬
sure.

CHICAGO, Dec. 21, 1869.
A Hpeclal despatch from Si. raui, Minn., nays:.

News has just oeen received that a company of
mounted insurgents appeared at the Hudson Bay
Company's fort, near Pembina, on the night of tho
9th lust., and took possession. The greater part of
Governor McDougali's agents and emissaries, Includ¬
ing Schultz, Cowan and Hatch, have been captured.
Colonel Dennis is skulking about until he can reach
the American territory. Governor McDougall is ab¬
solutely without even a faction, save some fifty
Swamp Indians. The balance have deserted him.

THE INDIANS.

Trouble Anticipated In New Mexico.'The
Indians Opposed to Occupying Reservation.

Washington, Dec. 21,1S09.
The Superintendent of Indian Affairs for New

Mexico reports, under date of Cimarron, New
Mcxico. December 7, that the Indians are almost all
out on the hunt, and that they are said to be unani¬
mously opposed to going on the reservation. Their
agent thinks they will not, unless forced to. It is
thought that the Apaches, who are also on the hunt,
will make trouble whea they return by stealing
stock, clothing, Ac. The citizens of Cimarron feel
insecure In consequence ol this impression, and have
asKed Tor a company of troops. There are several
reports of depredations by the Apaches last month.
Lieutenant llansou, from the Abiquin agency of

New Mexico, reports that on the 'id and 3d of
November he distributed annuity goods to the 1'tos,
about 700of whom were present at tlie distribution.
All were well nleased. This oiilcer also reports that
the L ies are decidedly opposed to going on the re¬
servations.
Agent raiding, of the Hoopa vallev reservation,

California, reports that the Indians are engaged In
ploughing and sowing. Their condition is one of
pericct content.

Beguili de Ht. Jean d'Augcly, Marshal of

Franc*.
Id the death of this distinguished man another of

the old omcera or tuo great Napoleon has passed
away. A cable telegram trom Carta Informs us that
reaterday Augnate Micliel Marte Etienno, Comte de
Kegnault de SL Jean d'AngiSly, Marshal of France,
died In that city tu the aeventy-slxtli year of his
age. He waa the son of the celebrated general of
the same name, waa horn on the 29th of July, 1794,
aud in March, 1811, entered the Military school of St.
Germain. During the year following he was com¬
missioned a sub-lieutenant, took the Held for actlvo
service and participated in the disastrous campaignIn Russia. Prom that time until tue abdication of
the Emperor ha waa constantly in the fl<*id aud fre¬
quently distinguished liiuiacir for ga.iautry and
capacity. ai the battle or Leipsic, where
nia regtmeut w;is frighuullv cut up, ho
tought with great courage, on the return
of the Bourbons ho accepted aervico under
them, but immediately upon Napoleon landing
in France ne attached himself to the (oriuncH ot the
great Coreicau, and on tue lleld of Waterloo waa
promoted to the rank of chefd'emidro/i for tidfilny,gailuntry aud military ability. In 1825 lie partlcUpaled in tho campaign in Greece, which resulted in
the Independence or that country, and some time
alter was mud ; a general and 'placed in command
oi the department or Meurtbe. Upon the expul¬
sion of the "Napoleon of I'eace," General
Ktienne waa made a general of division ana
piaced tu command or the ariajr of
the Alps. In the following year he waa elected
a member oi the French Legislature and provedhimself irom the atari a strong partisan o: Napoleon.For a tew days in January. 1851. he aotcd aa Minister
or War. Ou the restoration ol the empire be was
appointed f»enatoi oi France and Uoloue; of the im¬
perial (iuard. In 1859 ue was created a marshal of
France, aud In isu2 Vice President or the senate.
In addition to those Honors t.ne deceased Marshal
was naineu Crand Otllcer of the legion of Honor in
lb4u, and Urand cross a tew months later.

Claude Alplionsc Dclanvle.
This distinguished FrencM jurist diod in Paris yes¬

terday, In the seventy-third year of his age. ile was
born at Varsay in 1707, adopteu the law for a profes¬
sion, and soon rose to distinction. In 1840 be was
made Advocate General to the Court or cassa¬
tion, and in 1847 I'rocureur-Gencrat of the
Koyal Court of I'arls. Iu 1840 he was
elected to the French legislature for Cosue,
but alter the revolution of lS4s reined Ironi office
and resumed the practice ol law. M. Dclanglo early
became a warm supporter ol Louis Napoleon, by
whom he wo.?, iu 18&U, appointed President of tue
bureau de 1'Assistance Judlciairede la Cour de Cas¬
sation, ana In Decem'^r, 14&L promoted to the posi¬
tion or President or the Seot;J5 St ;J,f '"tctwr Tor
Publio lnstryctioii and Worship in the Councii o*
State. He ropiesentou the government in the senate
deliberations on the proposition to re-establish the
«mplie. he subsequently became successively I'ro-
cureur-Generft! <4 tliQ Court ot Cassation, Chier
President or the Imperial COffrt ol Paris, and Sena¬
tor of France. In 1S58 lie succeeded General Espi-
nasse as Minister ot the interior; in 1869 he waa ap¬
pointed Minister of Justice; during the same year
lie was elected a member of the Academy of Moral
and Political bcience and in 1863 became First \ ice
President or the Henaie. M. Delaugle was also a
Grjnd Cross or the Legion or Honor aud the author
of several works.
