Testcrday was the two hundred and loi^y-nnitti
return of the >'.ay when the New Kuguui/t Fathers
landed and gave thanks to God for their y ac landing
on the celebrated Plymouth Rock and inaugurated
tuo Imperishable history of New Kut;' and, and laid
the foiindat.on oi tnat which the President of the
New York Society of Now Eugiaty'iers said at their
anniversary dinner at Delmonlco^s last night is now
-.glorious Massachusetts, whlctv is the imperishable
monument of the Pilirrlms 01 to-day."

Ttie spacious timing roam, of Deimmilco's was

crowded with about 250 gentlemen aud a circle of
ladies, who met together to diue and eloquently
-poiuay the glorious inheritance of liberty and
national greatness shown to all the nations by the
Called states of to-day.

Henry Ward Ceecher, in his letter of apology,

aa'd:.
That he had an address to deliver id Brooklyn,

and therefore could not be present. He did not
wish to hide himself Irotu a proper share of those
*uiieruiirs which taey would undergo in memory of
the Pinrrini Fathers. "1 should refuse to sit shiver¬
ing with you around the bleak table of Delmoulco'a,
in memory ot Plymouth Rock, to gnaw the crust
and sup the cold water as our ancestors
aid. It does one good in tli^se degene¬
rate times occasionally to practice th se
self denials which assimilate him to the primitne
men of lierotc history. Your crowd to-night will
come into my memory as a nooie uaint ol uicu will¬
ing to suffer lor a principle and boldly to lace the
trials and seventies of a dinner at Di'linuuieo's,
winch 1 solemnly believe would have tried the eou-
.tancy ot even the Pilgrims. What an encourage¬
ment to virtue that we can tell our children, "It you
endure Ply month Hock you shall be rewarded wi.u
Deliuonico s."

THE COURSE OF EMPIRE.

Stock liaising In the West.Necessity for
Cheap Kood and Clothing lor the People.

Of the three great resources of the West.min¬
eral, agricultural and pastoral.the lost is perhaps
the chief. One-half the vast area of land Is specially
adapted to grazing purposes. The Northwestern
States have been considered the linest stock raising
States; they have been supposed to possess peculiar
facilities tor producing cheap beer, mutton uuU
wool; out, tu tue broad application of tue term, Hie
States east ol tlie Missouri arc not, nor will tliey
ever be, superior grazing state-!. Even lu the
newest or tueiu. where laud Is comparatively pleuti-
lul and cheap, horsea. cattle ana sheep are grazed
upou uuus A llich arc worth to tlie larmer fllty dol¬
lars per acre; hay has to be cut upou lands of
equal value, labor to cut It costs J- 50 or f\ per day,
aud, besides, stock requires to be fed ou an average
half the year. The cousequencc Is that beef and
mutton command high prices, and a pientuul
supply Is beyond the uieaus oi the poorer people.
The necessity of furnishing plenty of cheap, strength¬
ening food aud good doming to the laboring classes
is a mallei of paramount importance. They sl'ould
have an abundant supply of animal as well us vege¬
table fooo. The men who have carried the standard
of empire over Europe and the men who success*
lully bore tlie Dag of irecdom over the batt.e Held*
oi the rebellion were irecly furnished wuh rations of
meat. The UritiMi lion is a symbol of strength.
John Hull savors strongly of beef, ttcef and ale won
tlie great river race for the oxrord oarsmen, and
berries and mil It, some people say, lost It to our
Harvard crew. Hi. I'aul suggests tnat while milk is
very suitable for babes, men require strong meat.
During our late war tue Southern soldiers sintered
most from lusuntcicut clothing, and "shoddy" was,
I think, the only cause of complaint among the
Northern troops. Hioper food and clothing are
essential to any dominant race. Our people must
have both if they are to conduct the civilization of
the ag>* In the course of empire, liog and hominy
are very good, but beef aud bread are better.
Cotton clothing u warm euough in sum¬
mer, but wooden wear is requisite in winter.
The Decc*t>ity lor cueap meat and wool being
coucencd, tue question I lien arises, how can
they be secured/ lis solution must be found
in extensive pa-toral regions, where little capital
need be invested In grazing lauds, and where stock
can thrtve without expensive winter feeding. In
other words we must have winter grazing; and
tbat Is famished everywhere west of tne Missouri.
The rain fall Is ilgut and is principally conilued to
the last or spring or the lirst of summer. Alter
that showers are only occasional and electrical. The
grass is everywhere green aud luxuriant in May and
June. Afterwards, bjr reason of the absence of mois¬
ture In tne soil and atmosphere, it begins to dry, and
by the time that trust appears, which Is usually late
lu September or early in October, tne innumerable
unbroken acres of the plains and valleys and moun¬
tain slopes have assumed a mellow autumnal ap¬
pearance, the grass being perlectly cured standing
in tbe ground. While ordinary hay is subject to
decomposition by natural heat or moisture, mere is
no danger oi this perlectly cured uncut, hay in lug
injured by exposure, lu the curing process it ie-
tjius all lis nutritious properties, aud the curing is
im- complete as It is gradual. These splendid pas¬
ture lands are similar t>> those whicu animals have
grazed upou ior so many jears iu the Steppes of
Asia, tne plains ol A Trim mm Australia, and
tue tablelands of South America. In liuenos Ay res

F.xporlence in wintering uomesiic stock in this
Western country has not been limited. since tna
commencement of tbe Mormon pilgrimage across
the plains toward their earthly /.ion up to the pre¬
sent time.a period of twenty-two years.cattle,
horses and mules have been wintered on the plainsand in the mountain valleys all tne way across the
Coutluout, from tbe ini Idle of Nebraska to the Pacific
coast, w hen the great overland wagou trattlc was at
its height, before the Trans continental Railroad was
completed, teua of thousands of oxen and mules
were annually wintered on the native grasses, witn-
out shelter,. and with complete success. It is the
universal testimony of ranchmen Hinl trad' rs that
not ooiy were ibe stock wiul'ved well, Liu* that

The oeef raNed in tins coun¬
try is of excellent qualiiy. No fatal dis¬
temper exists here (as lu rvxas) among tue stock.
Herds ol cattle, large and small, aie gru/aug now on
the gramma grass in different portions of tlte West;
ami tills is December. Soutnern sections are most
Ueslraoie, of course; but th^ WeBtern wiuicri aro
sucli tuat cattle and slieep will turive everywhere.
A man who is engaireu in the slock busmen, who
lias spent several years in going irom place to place,
and whom 1 met iu several places, sum to me, '1
have travelled al> over the West many times, aud 1
don't believe tnere Is a liner stock-raislug country
on ttie eai ili: ami yet stock raising here is only in its
infancy." liut it soon promises to be a very exten¬
sive as it Is proved to be a most proOtable business.
Alter the siock is on the grouud tne only furtuer out¬
lay necessary is ihe wages ol the herders. Mexicans
are adepts at the business, and their wages are
quite reasonable. 'Ilie value ol the uaturai uicreaso
ol ouo bead in live years amounts to a handsome in¬
dependence. Altnough many wild iexas cattle are
dnven North their appearance out of Texas is gene¬
rally discouraged by people In these Western .-tales
and 1 erritories. Texas cattle are prohibited by law
from being Drought into Colorado. Tne finest breeds
ol cattle and ol sheep are being imported into the
West lor the improvement of the native stock. The
production oi butter and cheese, oi superior quality,
lias already become a large and lucrative branch of
tue pastoral business. i.urgu Shipment^ have beeu
made to assist in supplying the estimated demand
lor 5o,ooo tons of butter und cnecse by China and
Japan.
The satlsiactory experience of men engaged in

raising catt e is akin to that of men employed in
raising sheep. Indeed, a largo portion of the coun¬
try is peculiarly adapted to the wants oi the sheep,
t nc configuration ol ilie country and the character
of the climate are both favoiaole lor them. The dry
rolling lauds and mouiitaiu slopes are the natural
heritage of tlocks. Here there is immunity from the
destructive diseases of the leet which utllict the
(locks on lower lands. No dew or excessive mois¬
ture induces the fatal "scab." The dry, crystal snow
has no uniuity lor tne wool. A run or a passing
breeze will snake or blow It off. The short, sweet
giass is highly relished oy the sheep. The salubrious
ciiniate is a lioon as well to the brute creation as to
man. Tne sacred calling of the shepherd seems
hero to be a most fascinating one. Here, verity
..clod tempers the winds to the shorn latnb." In
tact, the West lias been the home of our native
mountain sheep. I have lately seen two splendid
specimens of this royal animal. One of them
weighed 250 pounds. Beneatn the outer coat of hair
there is an inner coat of wooL 1 piuckeu apiece
and found it of the liuest texture. X'Qe subject of
sheep raisiug is beginning to attract a good deal of
attention in the West. One man in New Mexico
owns 2.>.ooo head. Many men In Colorado have from
6,ooo to lo.oovt. 1 met a large nock iroiug northward,
on my way to Deuver. Falling to count them I
asked the Mexican lu charge of them how many
sneep tuerc were in it, and he said 3,ooo. At another
place 1 saw a smaller (lock quietly grazing, aud two
laitnful dogs were their ouiy shepherds. On the
l.aramie plains this season 1 saw a nock numbering
68m, whicn were wintered there last year lu the open
Hirat an altitude exceeding l,ooo feet above the sum¬
mit ol Mount Washington. It was their lirst winter
nortu of Mew Mexico, and one might naturally sup¬
pose they would suffer much irom tne suddeu change
of temperature. But with snow to the right of them
und snow to the leit oi mem only one had died of
..the ouo." Tnere are 10,000 head of stock now on
the plains of Laramie, within the compass of the
eye irom the railroad line, ami oue-tiilrd of them are
sheep. Considering tne illimitable pasture lands of
the West, one is tempted to predict that instead of
importing every year from .-loulii America, Airlca
aud Ausuaiia more than $.30,000,ooo worth of wool
we must soon supply all our own manufactories,
wnile we could, if required, furnish the raw material
for the world.
The Territories of New Mexico, Colorado, Utah,

Dac.otau. Wyoming, Idaho aud Montana are all pro¬
ducing their own beet and mutton, aud some of
t.hem. especially New Mexico aud Colorado, are an¬
nually raising a large surplus ooyoud the w ants of
i heir own people, in many instances, by reason of
the rapid increase, owners do not know the nuinner
ot their sheep ana cattle, home stock raisers in tne
West have made arrangements with the Union
i'ai'iflc Kaiiroad Company lor transportation, which
will enable beef to be delivered in Chicago durum
the present winter at a cost not exceeding e'even
cents per pound, it is believed that meat can be
sent to ibe Kant in summer by means ot refrigerator
cars, li the experiment prove successful, beef and
mutton can soon be sold in all onr Kastern cities at
one-half the present prices. Ju short, the most fertile
luiagination would not be likely to over-estimate
the extent and variety of the advantages that can
accrue to our people by reason of tne countless
Hocks and herds wntclt may Und iree subsistence on
these extensive plains ami in the lovely little valleys
ol the uocky Mountain*.

The opinion of
ilits oflieer is of weight, because 1 know that he wan
Held lti high esteem r>y one of the ablest military
men our country has produced, Major General Philip
Kearny.
Since the appearance of the article In the maga¬

zine Ontcard, 10 which 11 is presumed General
Revere'* letter refers, various opinions have been
expressed on this .subject. In thero attributing tne
killing ol the greatest Southern General to the First
Massachusetts regiment no prejudice or partiality
entered Into the consideration. The statement was

merely a quotation from a work published
In 1HC0, and u reierence to my article will
prove that it was put forth as a view which
could be honestly received In the North until
rebutted by opposing testimony. That Jackson was
killed by Northern missiles Is likewise claimed for
1'leunautou's artillery, and almost coincident with
the appearance of General Revere's letter a commu¬
nication was received by me from Brevet Colonel
Clifford Thomson and to Major General l'leasanton
stating most emphatically that such was the case.
This letter converts the antagonism of claim be¬
tween the Confederate authorities and the chaplain
oi the First Masiucbusetis into a sort of triangular
contest, as will make iteeif evident by the following
extract from Colonel Thomson's letter:.

THE PALISADES MURDER.

Dickey Fou&J aamy or MWKf fo (to
First Degree.

'The Last Acts in tlie Tragedy.Summing
Up of Counsel and the Judge's
Charge.Theory of the Defence.
The Verdict . Mociiqs About

the Court Ko.m.

The entire morning and won of the afternoon of
yesterday was taken up by counsel on the
part of the dcfence and the prosecution in snmmlng
np or addressing the jury, who have been so patient
since last Thursday as to evoke general comment,
lu the case oi John Dickey on trial lor the murder of
his wife, Mary Ann Dickey, In the Dergen County
Court of Oyer and Terminer, at llackensack, N. J.
Crowds thronged the room, and made Ingress and
egress a matter of impossibility, and among these,
although the day was very stormy, wore many la¬
dles, who listened to the arguments with evident
Interest.
Ex-judge Charles II. Voorhles, who has displayed

signal ability In the discharge of a duty assigned
him by the Court in the dcfcnce ol Dickey, proceeded
at nine o'clock to address the jury and consumed
thv. entire morning. He was Ingenious, elaborate
and eloquent, holding tnar, from circumstances and
facts deduced, the principal witnesses of the
State.William J. Moouey and Margaret Jane
Dickey, the prisoner's daughter.could not be be¬
lieved; in a word, their statements were manufac¬
tured for ttie occasion and that the wounds received
by Colin Colquhun and Mary Ann Dickey, from
which they died, were given them while they were
in the commission or about to commit the act of
adultery. This theory the counsel clalmeu that the
testimony of Dr. Crary established without a doubt
to be the truth, in conclusion he asked for a verdict
of acquittal or one of minslaaghter.
M. M. Kuapp, of HackensacK, for the State, then

followed aud occupied the attention of the jury for
two hours and a half. Step by step, piece by piece,
he reviewed the testimony adduced during the trial,
and held up the statements of the witnesses Mooney
and the prisoner's daughter to them in every aspect,
lie reviewed the character* or Dickey as established
by the evidence, and characterized the attempt of
counsel on the oilier side to besmatter ttie dead
with scandal, to blacken virtue that u murderer
might go free, as infamous, disgraceful and fear¬
ful, and calculated to wreck society. This gentle-
man's argument was listened to with breathless
interest, dnd his allusions at times to the sacredness
or family obligations, the tyrauny of husbands, the
heroic girl, Margaret, and her murdered mother,
brought tears to many eyes. It was an argument
logical, conclusive and eloquent, and seemingly
mode a grea; impression npon the Jury.
Judge Redle then commenced to charge the Jury

npon the law and evidence in the case, alluding to
every portion of the incidents of the crime, as de¬
veloped. aud at live o'clock the jury retired to
deliberate upon a verdict, scores being about the
court room at that hour, hoping to soon be able to
know the last act of this fearful tragedy.

The Bcenes in the court room aftei the jury retired
were Impressive and suggestive. Men of gray nalrs
and yuars threescore and ten, with youths or
tender age, remained, hoping to soon know the
fate of the man whose crime lias made them for the
past week to shudder. At six o'clock Judge Bedle
adjourned the court nntll the Jury should agree, aud
that Important event in the trlul to be lntliuatcd to
the villagers by i*e ringing or the court house bell.
Supper had hardly been eaten at the neighboring
hotels before messengers and the solei u tones of
toe bell announced that the fate or John Dickey had
been decided upon. At twenty-live minutes past six
o'clock the Court room, crowiled in every nook and
corner, with District Attorney Ackerson and M. M.
Knapp. representing the Statu, and the counsel for
the defeuco present, the jury, one by on j, with
solemn luces aud measured steps, took the places
tiiat sluce last Thursday they have so patiently
filled. Judge Hedlc, in a Kinuly voice,
told the Sheriff to bring up the defendant Dickey.
The venerable clerk or Cue court, Mr. Biauvult, stood
at his desk, serious and contemplative. Dickey
came np in n minute and took his accustomed place,
and. for tne flrat time during the serious ordeal,manifested nts nervousness by excessive twltchmgs
ol ilia face. The jury were called, when again tno
Court spoke, advising "the defendant to stand up."
Dickey obeyed the order, and tne Jury arising to
their feet, Clerk lilauvelt put the question, "Aud
now find you, gentlemen of the Jury, Is the prisoner
guilty or not guilty >"

"Guilty of murder In the first degree," came from
the forcniau, (iarrett A. Herring, amid a silence in¬
dicative or the interest that had been excited aud
maintained during tlic entire trial. The convicted
murderer was remanded at once, and in the act of
his leaving the room in charge of Sheriff Van Blar-
com and an otllcer; manifested soine emotion and
extreme seriousness. The sickly smile and meagre
tears told more of the workings of his heart than
human foresight had yet before the Ingenuity to
conjecture.
The Court then, In a few expressive sentences,

again thauked tne jurors lor their patience, care and
attention, and dlsctuuswl them.
Bergen county never la its experience has known

a trial that revealed so much or heartlessnesa, so
much of cruelty aud iriiamy.the infamy after a wile
ha* been slum by the hand of her husband lo at¬
tempt to hide the crime behind a foul smirch upon
lhe (air Dama of An wife 01 his boson aud the
mother of his children.
