On the application of Mr. David D. Phillips a
writ of bauoas corpus was granted yesterday by
Ju 1.'0 Troy, ol Hrookiyn, in the caso of Mit's
lfcutus llarootuma, who bad been sent to tbo Peni¬
tentiary for the term of two nionins by Justice
Lynch on a chargc of molioiouCtrespass. The lady,
who Is a native of Turkev, llnely educated and
highly accomplished, Is about twenty Qve years of
Bgo and very prcposicsinj. was brought Into tbe
court of Sessions yesterday, when Mr. A. Redros-
slna, who appeared on belts if of Mr. C. Oscanyan,
th>! Turkish Consul, octed as Interpreter for the
lady and stated h-:r case to the Court. From
bar s'ory u vronld appear tnat she was tbe
victim of (.Hie most despicable outrage. A
year or so ago sua says a man named
0. II. Christian, a confectioner on Fulton
avenue, formed her si'iiuauuauce in Turkey
und induced her to elope with him to this couutry.
She hail considerable mo.iey at this time, amounting
to S'lmutbtng liko £400 st.-ring, and on uis promming
to mane iter his wi;e an soon ns they reached this
cmntry the gave her mono loliiin, eloped from her
home and followed him to America.

(in ranching this country lumian established the
confe* tionery store with ihe money he had
obtained iroin her. but refus«d to marry her, and
receutiy wlien slio askod him for some money
he acted *eiy violently toward hor. on the 6tii
itist. ho had her arrested, taken before Justice
Lynch and sent to the jail in Raymond street ror ton
days, on the day of Iter release sne again returned
to tbe house ol her betrayer and rang tue door bell.
Christian appeared at tucooor, she says, and ordere d
her away. Having no bonieand not knowing wnere
to go, Hhe reln.ed to leave the house, and
he n:ain caused her arrest.

By mail from Earopo we hive tbe following .pe¬

dal correspondence from Home, dated on the 4th
and 5tb of Decernt>er, illustrative of tue social aitua-
atlon which exlata In Italy outside the Holy city,
and deecriptlve of tbe Initiatory ceremonial* lor the
organization of the Ecumenical OounoU. Tbe com¬
munications are in continuation of tne chain of onr
special narrative from the Eternal uity, commenced
Immediately after tne first arrival of the prelates.
