The Spnnish Aruij in the Antilles.An

Havana, Dec. 29, 1809.
By far the greater part if not all of the anticipated

reinforcement* from Spain have arrived. They have
been received und feasted by tho Spaniards of
Havana, and have Koue to tho field to play their part
tn suppressing the insurrection. The triumphal
arches are down, the ilasfu and other ornaments

w nich bedecked the streets are folded. The merry¬
makings are over and "griin-vlsagad war rears it*
horrid trout," facing tho preservers of the national
integrity. Not far from lT.oou men have landed
here aince October, an 1 In realization of
the i; importance ol finisnlng the insurrection
In tho one or two healthy months which remain
to the season, nave been afforded scarc ; a breathing
spell beiore being hurried to the field. Tlie Third
battalion of volunteers or Barcelona, -the last ar¬
rived, took the cars last evening for Batabauo,
wi'ence they will procued to Las Tunas, in Santl
Bspintu.
From every point of the insurrection comes re¬

ports of great activity in the movement of troops.
As to the result it would seem to be, like the wear¬
ing or stone by water, a tedious process but certain
of success If the wator holds, out. Commencing in
the Eastern department. In the jurisdiction of Santi¬
ago de Cuba, we and no additional lighting re¬
ported. Tne columns under Cainara aud Abreu were
at Paima Gorlana op the 22d. A small encounter took
place in the mountains of Nlguabo a short time pre¬
vious. Both commanders mentioned were to move
Immediately, the troops being kept constantly at
work. Tlie sut.c :ss of operations among the Span¬
iards was materially Interfered with by want of a

commissariat, of which there was no semblance. In
the immediate vicinity of Santiago de Cuba so much
tranquillity reigns that the guard has been withdrawn
from Punta Bianca, Puente, San Antonio, Santa
Inus, Caney aud Kenetlcieucia, leaving the former
garQsoned by the artillery.
An English officer of the rank of major, recently

weut from tbla city to Santiago, and, being desirous
to witness the method of campaigning la the island,
accompanied the- Cazadores de Valuiassda, which
recently left that city. He continued witu them for
four days, when, fludmgthe hardships greater than
be cared to endure, he returned. He states that 110
provision whatever was made for the sustenance of
the onicer* aud troops, aud afler tne first thirty six
hours they were foodless. Tno soldiers were com¬
pelled to dig up roots, of whlcu they made a kind of
soup, to preserve them from starvation. Mo enemy
was met with in the four days, or any signs of anr.
Tlie country was very ditlictut to traverse, and a
guide was constantly necessary. On out) dar the
column lost itsoir 111 the wood aud was compelled to
retrauc its steps, loUowiog oact-s its trail unul It
arrived at the encampment ol tue night previous.
He expressed astonishment at the apparent content
or tlie men, who were cheerful under circumstances
which would cause any other troops In the world to
niutluy. lie was treated witn great courtesy by tlie
oinceis, who always ofi'ured lain the ilrst oi what
llttie ihey had.

in thu Camaguoy tho campaign under Paella has
commenced, as mentioned in your correspondence
from Nuevitae. The Journals hero as yet have not
noticed th is. Later inlonnatiou from Uolguin men¬
tions that a lorce 01 600 men, divided in three col¬
umns, .lad gone out irom tnere, operating in the
sectton known as "La Escoela." They had caused
more tnau tiiirty deaths to the enemy, i uil Sao pur-
sons of different a^es and sexes had p/e&euted them¬
selves, as nay the Spanish papers.
From Trinidad we learn that the Segundo Cabo,

General C'arou, had arrived there, aud, as tlie result,
renewed activity was maulfested. Tho Jriiparctai,
or the 24tn, says two strong co.umns. to act in com¬
bination, iiad gone out against the easiny, tno one
commanded by Lieutenant Colonel Laouldaiu and
the other by Commandant Clio, und as usual good
results were promised. Small encounters oy various
detachment* are mentioned, but or no interest.
General Caroo had gone In the direction of Las
Tunas, in Santi Ksplritu, to prepare lor the anarch
or a large body to act in conjunction with Puello m
camaguey. Some women and cbliuren have
l*een brought In by the troops in a state or most
abject misery. "An American lady of intelligence,
long time a resident of Trinidad, speaks in most
moviug terrus or tne sufferings of the poor people
who are compelled to leave their homes in the
country, where they raised their iruits and vege¬
tables, kept a fow domestic animals and a quantity
of small stock and were otiablod to live comlurtatily
and come to the city where they find nothing to dp.
Mo provision 1* marie for their wunis, aud many of
them are actually dying of starvation. Nuj states
that there are full &.<x>i) insurgents in the moun¬
tains of thai jurisdiction upon whom the ope¬
rations of the troops have had no enrct
whatever. They intrench themselves iu tho
rocky, intricate passes, upon eragged emiueuces
reached by almost perpendicular paths, from which
thsy throw dowu h-avr stones and othsr missiles on
their approaching enemy. On one occasion several
bee hives were thrown down ou au advancing
column, whicii caused the greatest disorder.
From Santi Kiplntu the brigadier Goyeneche

makes report of a tour of impaction and prosecu¬
tion of lus irgents through Moron, Clego de Avila
and the eastern part of Sauti Kaptrltu. lie status
that the peop.u are oetter dUposcd than heretofore
and aro anxious lor the return of poaoe.

An active campaign has commenced afluluai the in¬

Tlu lost few trams from
l'uorto l'nucipe brought large numbers of yoops
under the personal command of General Puello,
forming a formidable column of infantry, cavalry
and artillery, as lollowa:.The regiments "La Hey un,"
"La Union," Ca/.adores de Madrid, "Lanccros del
Key" aud four pieces of mountain howitzers, num¬

bering altogether 3,ooo men. These are preceded by
twentj-nve cavalry volunteers from Puerto Principe,
made up o f Spanish taiaiers and landowners, ac¬
quainted with the different roads, who acL as guides.
The column moved out tills morning on the road to
ban Miguel, and it is staled that tue lioueral pro¬
poses to scour the country and oeau out the Insur¬
gents. From San Miguel tie will take the road to
Mbamcu and linalmaro. If the expedition is not

a success it will not oe owing to waut of command¬
ers, as in addition to the Ceneral there are threo
colonels, an indefinite number or majors and a lar^e
and well aimed stair. According to JTiello's last
proclamation no iiuurtor is to ue given, and bloody
work may be anticipated.
The health of this city and Puerto Principe nas

much improved of lste. and the weatner is very hoe
for mifltary operations.

Organization of the Goirernmeiil of the
Metropolis for 1870.

Mayor Hall's Address to the Com¬
mon Council.

An Opening Salnto for the Local
Commissions.

In accordance with law the Board of Aldermen
assembled yesterdav, at noon, tor tlio purpose of
onramzlng for the ensuing year. In the balls and
corridors leading to the rooms In which the City
Fathers were to assemble were crowds of politicians,
policemen and other idlers. The crowd, however,
considering that it was so shortly after New Year's
Day, was quite orderly. When the Chamber was

opened tne crowd thronsred into the lobby, and
awaited with apparent anxiety for the work to be
done by ttio Hoard. The rotund and Jubicund Clerk
of tlie last Hoard, Mr. Joseph .shannon, together
with his efficient and indefatigable dennty, Mr.
FrankTwomey, were in their places, and at noon the
former caued the mombersof ihe Board of Alder-
ipen to order, and then read a communication from
the Mayor certifying the election of the mem¬
bers of the Board for 18T0.

Therefore the clti/.'fiw pen-
em ty iimy also be congratuiitcHl that 'he experience
of Governor Hoffman during nla soveral yeais of
ltcoorderalnp ami Mayoralty will riow become a valu¬
able guide to the Legislature in ttoir expected task or
reorganizing municipal govomiueut upon a oound
conHtituilonul bants.

If. however, any reminder of those Incongruities
should lie needed, let the following Import nut in¬
stances suggest a Hundred otuera of a Ions cata¬
logue:.

ihe streets, both npon an l under tnelr surfaces,
aro controlled by three diflerent sets of officio's,
each of whom iire entirely Independent of the
other. Tho officials who prevent con!la«Tations aro
wiioliy in lepeudeut of other officials who are charged
with proviuon of the uecess.irv water supply, and
lndupcndeut of the force which, during Urea, pre¬
serve order, protect property, and take charge of
proinise«. The ponce are legally independent of the
city ordinances; and the latter are practieallv
disregarded by the police, whose interest It
has be*a to do everything that might,
bring the fl^ti of municipal officials into
disrepute. Heveral sew of officials. who lu theory
are subordinates, .substantially fix their own expen¬
ditures, and levy for those the needful taxes, while
the real heads of government have oecn obliged to
become beggars at our legislative door for the same
objects, and at the .same lime receive the Dlamo of
extravagance tor disbursements whicu they no not
influence. Tnerearc< in tneofflces oftho I'odce, Health.
Fire, Excise and Education BoardR subatautully live
extra County Treasurers, eacli distinct l'rom the
otaer, and financial vouchers atleotlinr city and coun-

t v government are tiled In several diverge offices. The
Common Council go through a ceremony of rnaklnc
(locations to relieve charitable institutes iron assess¬
ments, or flxtug salaries, of authorizing leases and
of voting moneys to hospitals and eleemosynary
asylums, ouly t" llnd their action, of ltseir, lo be of
110' avail, and that ttye Legislature must yanction
what they have done.
These and similar incongruities rendered It impos¬

sible lor our coustitueut-s 10 justly hold any one
political partv or group of officials dlrectiv responsi¬
ble for alleged municipal abuses. It has been qoite

a habit lor our officials, whenever they were criti¬
cised, to mutually condemn each other. Hut now
that one partv controls {fin lie State offices and both
branche of tho layflsfalure. and is in position to ob¬
tain control iSTso of all the muuletpal de-

i uaia^iPlfts. Tospouslblllty for alleged abuses cannot
flS escaped by that Partv after dno opportunity shall
have been afforded it lor homogeneous reorganiza¬
tion of local (roferftmenf.
What particular plan of centring municipal re-

sponsiDllitv mav be agreed upon by ihe Legislature
It is no' advisable to here aiiiiwpate, nor practically
useful for in now to dueling, rue views of tho Mayor
and Common Council will, perhaps, be more oppor¬
tunely expre ssod in some memorial to the Legisla¬
ture, IS lit when tutu central responsibility shall
have been defined, it must perform its duty
eltlelently and economically, or the party which
controls it aud the men wno wield it must and should
be dtspioccd.
Anv plan shonld provide that all officials (except

Judges) who are paid ont of tne city or county trea¬
sury should he crouped under appropriate depart¬
ments or the eitv or coauly government, end that
tliev should hold their appointment from a uniform
source. Then the rights of iocal government will
have been restored.
Probably the Mayor will bo compelled to practi¬

In this
contingency It will become indispensable thai, lie
should exercise a command in regard to the police,
who constitute the means of enforcing that disci¬
pline.
