The message of Governor Bowie, transmitted to
the Leglalature to-day, puts the net funded debt of
the State at $12,602,038 06.

Interest @are received, to the amount of
7,298,413 22, leaving an actoal debt of
464,626 74. The messuge opposes mixed schools,

HISSOURL.

The Governor’s Messnge—Removal of Dis-
abilities=State Finances.

Governor MeClurg In his message calls attention
to the peacefal conditlon of the State, aod in view
of this fact he asks the consideration of the expedi.
ency of removing political disabilities from
those who participaled in the rebellion. He
does not think it mnecessary to amend the
constitotion to effect this, as the con-
stitution now provides that the Leglslature
IGAY remove suco disabllities after January 1, 1871,
He recommends thac this be mwade a question for
discussion in the canvass next [ai. so that canal-
dates for the Legliiture may rum, in part at jeast,
upon this issue. He opposes a convension for the
revislon of the coustitation, but recommends sub-
mitting to the ple the proposition to allow
negroes to voie, and snother umkl.ns out Irom the
aﬁmt\tguan what is known as “‘the double liability
clause,

The debt of the State in 18960 was $3,000,000, The
genersd financlal condition |8 favorable, but the Gor-
eronor urges sirict economy.

Discouraging Reports from
Cuba.

Mismanagement of the Cuban Junta in
New York.

Causo of the Failure of the
Revolution,

The FPrivateer Annan at
Charleston.

Dincouragiog Accounts from the Cuban Pa-
triota—The Seutlments of the President.

There are two sides to the Cuban as well 88 to
@ll othier stories. From o high oMctal source 1 have
to-Uay heard a number of facts, which, If reliable—
and I have every reason to credis them—ihrow s
flood of light upon the real sltustion 1n the “Ever
Faithful Isle.” The facts alluded to are based upon
ofiicial informatton from our agents in various parts
of Cuba, a8 well 4s from private letters received
bere and elsewliers, from parties whose opportunisies
for obtmning accurate knowledge of the progress of
the clvil war are such as to goarantee perfect
reliability. The tnferenco to be drawn from these
despatchen and letters—and 1 state it with regret—
is that the revoiution of the patriots s on its last
lega. “Ihelr forces are reduced to a mere handful of
armed and unarmed men, who are carrying on a pre-
da tory warfare, merely prolonging the struggle in the
forlorn hope that something may yet tarn up to halp
ieir cause, and that then tnelr littie family may be
made the nucieus from whick will gather whe dis-
pirited patriota In every part of the island. The
revolutlonary party, according to my Information,
I8 pow driven ous of every stronghold which
few monoths ago v possessed. I holds not o
single town on the lslana, and 18 compelied to
confine Itself to nttacks upon the Spaniards
along the narrow roads and briale paths. Further,
1 learn that lntercepted letters show that the Junta
itself 14 badly demoralized and distracted by inter-
nal dissensions, which cause all its expensive efforts
10 aid the patriots to eventuale in fallures and dis-
asters. Some of these letters indicate that jealousy
and peity wrangles about precedence and leader-
BEIp are the causoe of shese dissensions. For ln.
stance, one mewber of the Junia writes to s friend
io Cuba that ‘‘Lemus i3 & weak, loemcleas,
ambitious and pompous ofcial, who is &0
infiated ©yY his own importance as to aink
every other consideration on the altar of
vanity and sell-interest.” Another letter calls
Aldams s traitor. Stil anothor describes him as
belug “almply a money bag, stuffed ail of gold, and
without an stom of seose or discretlon.” Nearly
every member of the Junta I8 abused by some one
or other of hia colleagues in the flercest manuer and
churacterized by the vilest epithets, Worse still,
some of the Cuban generals write to sheir friends in
New York that they have no confidenoe in thelr men,
and one of them proposes a surrender to the Uaptain
Geperal. This last fact I am asaurrd 18 beyond
question, although it has been so often dented since
ita frst annocuncement in the pewspapers. Toe
lettar of this dispirited general bas been exnlbited
ot the State Department, and W known to be
genuinsg, but lor obvious reasons will not be made
publto for the present. 3

Al the State Depariment the fallure of the Cubans
18 conmldered to be aue to the IneMeclency and
blandering of the Junta. At an early stage of the
revolution Sellor Lemus, In an interview with
Seoretary Fish, wns informea that the Cubans
might purchess from our government sli the
armsthey could pay for; further, that they might
ship such arms as merchandise to any place In the
world in American ships, ana would be protected
from gearch by our government in any place except
within the marine jurisdiction of Spamn. “You may
buy s many arms 28 you choose, and you may ship
them as you would sugar or cotton, and we wul
protect you," sald Secretary Fish., “But when yon
get  ioto Cuban or Spanlsh waters,” added
he, ‘"you must 1look out for yourselves,
There you will have to take the consequences,
But on mo amccount will we permlt yon
to organlze an expedition within our tecritory.
You may send passengers to Cubs, but you must
oot put arms in thetr hands, nor send them away
from here as regularly orgamzod forcas, You have
our sympathy, We would gladly see you win, but
you must reinember we have a duty to_perform In
executing our neutrality laws.” [nstead of taking
thus advice strictly the Cubans uot ounly bought
arms, but organized armed expedilions and sent
them away from our sahores. The whole number of
men thus sent or sought to be sent would not amount
to ono full regiment, it 18 estimatod, so tha’ thoy
could not have coulributed much to the cause, even
had they all succeeded In making o sale landing.

Seocretary Fish thinks the Cuban Juuts in this re-
apect evideuced thelr lack ol sound judgment and
busiuess g t. By atlewmpting to send away
organlzed expoditions they forced our governmant
Into an stutude of hostllity w the patriows. The
sdminisiration felt constrained to enforce the neo-
trality iaws against its aympathies and feelingy, ana
the result has been that nearly all the expeditioys
have been crushed by our ollicials. Secretary Fish
18 of the opinfon that the Cubans have not ssnt away
asingle cargo of arms unaccompanied by organized
companies of filibusters. He also slates that both
the President and hunsell were as anxious to sign
& proclamation in favor of too Cubans as the
latter were desirous tliat one should be issued;
but ha declares that the reckless management of the
Juots deprived them of the opportunity of doing so.
At one time the rebellion seemed to be galning
strength rapldly, and a proclamation was actually
drawn up and ready to be signed by the Prealdent,
but disaster after dlsaster fullowed, and the Preai-
dent was reluctantly compelled to withuold bis sig-
nature to the proclamation.

The fact that such & large army was senc from
Spain to suppress the rebelllon is explalned upon
the theory that cholers, yeliow fever and general
slckness did more to klil off the Spaniaids than the
Cuban bullets and sabres,

The Cuban Privateer Annle.

The Spanish Mipister has notified the State De-
pariment thal the sleamer Annle, & Cuban privateer,
croseed the bar off Charlesion harbor yesterday
about noon and anchored of Fort Bumter, with a
portion of the crew of the sornet on board. 7The
Secretary of State immediately motifled the Navy De-
partment. A revemue cutter, with the United Btates
Marsnal on board, has been ordered down to the
suspected steamer.

Murder of Friendly Indians by the Sioux of
Ducotah Territory.
WasmiNgron, Jan, 6, 1870,

Governor Barbank, of Dacotah Territory, forwards
%o the Indlan Ofice & report suuouncing the kliling,
November 3, of threo Arickarees, two women and
one man, and the wounding of a young girl, by the
Sloux, supposed to belong to tho Grand river agency.
The party had been gathering fuel slx milea above
the village aud were floaving down the river on a
buffale boat, when tney were fred upon from
the bank by & larg® wWar ¥y of Sioux. Aiter
kiling the Indians the party tired the prairie at

The Excise Repeal Bill to Come Up on
Tuesday—Delay in the Appointment
of Metropolitan Officials—Re-
cess of Both Houses
Until Tuesday.

Assembly, auo was deieated because of his lacking &
few days of the age necessary tor elgibility to a seat,
From the start he showed bimself n warm partisan
ol Louls Napoieon, whose didature for the oMoe
of Presldent received Lia active and enthusisitic
support. Un the 10th of January following he was
rewarded for mis devotlon to the interesis of the
newly elected chiefl of the Bite by his
appointment as Préfet of the Ardiche, al-
trough Was then less than twenty-six
{:nru old. In this capacity all his energles were

ot Lo the successfal achievement of the coup
d'¢{al, and after the establishmeut of the emplre he
was furthar rewarded with the position of Secreiary
General to the Mintster of the Interior and of Agri-
culture and Commerce.
