
TELEGRAM OPERATORS' STRIKE.
"No Surrender" the Xotto of the Dis¬
affected.Wide Spread of the Con-
tagion.Explanations Fro and
Con.The Oath of the Ope¬

rators' League.

The telegraphers' strike has become a general
thing throughout the whole country, and the lead¬

ing persons In the strike In this city are constantly
receiving despatches trom every quarter. They
neld two meetings yesterttay, at 270 Grand street-
one at ten o'clock In the morning and the other
M half-past three o'clock in the afternoon.
The meeting In the tolternoon was a very
large and enthusiastic affair, there being present not
less than 160 persons, of whom fifteen or twenty
were ladies. As usual, the meeting was dignified
and orderly.

Mr. J. 0. Christy took the cnalr, and, after

railing the meeting to order, Introduced John
W. Browning, of the National Labor Union,
who addressed the meotlng. lie said he re¬

gretted exceedingly the cause of the strike;
but the Western Union Telegraph Company
are attempting to break up what little
opposition now remains to them in this country
by reducing the wages of their employes
twenty-five per cent, thereby enabling them
to reduce their tariff considerably below
that of the other companies. As a laboring man he
was personally interested In the success of any move¬

ment likely in any manner to break down all such

monopolies. lie knew tho strike would not lust
long, for the public will not suffer their interests to
be tampered witn. He had oceu told that every desk
in the malu office was filled full of matter awaiting
transmittal. lie hoped they would accept of no

compromise, for If they stood by one another as they
should, and as they are now doing, the victory would
be theirs beyond a doubt, and It would bo a victory
of laborers over monopolists.

Mr. Alexander Troup, also or the National Labor
Union, said he was there to assist the strikers against
the greatest monopoly In the United States. He said
the Associated Press was in with this monopoly,
and, therefore, the public could not get a fair state¬
ment of >he case. The object of the compauy was
to mluce the salary of every operator in their
employ, the statements ol tuelr officials to the con¬
trary notwithstanding.
Mr. W. L. Ives, a strlklst. on behalf of the Tele¬

graphers' Protective League, thanked the gentlemen
ol the National Labor Union for their kind assurances
of sympathy and oilers or assistance. As far h» pecu¬
niary assistance Is concerned, we nave no need of
It at present, nor do we expect to have, all hands
being, he believed, prepared to fight it out on tin*
line if it takes all winter. The Herald, lie said
(several voices.'That's our paper"), was the only
paper that had set the matter correctly beiore the
public. (Voice."That's so.'')

Colonel Marshall Lekkkrts, Chief Engineer of the
Western Union Telegraph Company, appearing at
the door, was admitted, and, havlng|i>eeiiiintroduced
to the meeting, addressed them for about five
minutes. He said he bad not l»eeu sent
there by the company, but came wholly upon his
own responsibility. He wished to speak to them in
all kindness. He advised a dignified course and
was glad lo know that such had been theirs. The
officers of the company, he assured them, do not
/eel any vlndlctiveness towards them whatever,
although they (the officersi think the operators have
acted somewhat hastilr. ir he could be of anv as¬
sistance to the operators In any way he was at their
service.
a great number of telegrams were received nnd

read from operators in every section of the Union
announcing that the offices of the Western Union
Compauy were almost if not entirely deserted and
closed, aud assuring the strikers hero that they
would stand firm against the un)ust demands of the
coin puny.
The meeting then went Into Bccret session.

l'UK FORMIDABLE NATURE OK T1IE STRIKE.
The number or operators now on strike and those

who refuse to tilt the places of strikers will number
nearly, If not quite, 2,000; in fact it includes nine¬
teen- twentieth of the w hole force employed by the
Western Union Company. The members of the
league did not probably number more than l.fioo
before the strike, but yesterday and the day beiore
their ranks have been filled bv at least &oo, and
those who do not Join refuse to work at otner polncs,
whlob answers every purpose of the league. The
excitement is somewhat subsiding now, und as far
as the opposition lines extend the operators are com¬
pleting their organizations aud preparing for a long
sipga home have gone nome to vtsit their friends,
but most Of lUtrta are «m duty urMlig oomtnitUaa,
tue principal one ol which is their vigilance com¬
mittee.

About the middle ot December Superintendent (Jumble, de¬
siring to readjust th« compensation of the employes at San
jKranclsco according to the value of their services, gave no
tlue to two operators that niter January 1 their salaries
would be reduced from $11H) to ."fclifi :i niontb, and to a tlilr
tnat hi* salary would be increased from ji'lOO to $12U a

m uitli, making an increase In tlie aggregate compensation
of the three or ten dollars a month. Acting on these notice*,

u In supposed, tne operator* at San Krancnco muted 111 pre¬
senting a schedule of salaries which thay asked to have
adopted. In thia schedule the two salaries which Mr. (iam-
b.e bad proposed to reduce remained aa lie; ore, and an in¬
crease or fmr others was asked for.

Mr. Mumt'ord so far assented to the schedule :i* to make
tin reduction of salaries, and allowed a portion o/ the pro¬
posed Increase. Ilo al the same time informed the operators
mat the force In the olice was larger than was Justified by the
diminished business, the cumber of messages being less than
unial and the receipts lighter. The operators themselves ad
raltted that more men were employed than nasatrictly neces¬
sary. To bring the torce thus Into harmony with the wants
of the business two men were dismissed, but thev
were not the men whose salutes Mr. (iamblu had
lu the hrst 1 stance proposed to reduce. The salaries
< f those men remained unchanged, although one of
ti ese was dlsm ssed arte' the i eduction of the force
above mentioned. A fourth man' refused to work at the
schedule price, although tt was ten dollars a month higher
than be had ever teiorc received. Out of this state of things
the strike arose.
The Tacts thus explained fully support Mr. Mtimforil's

De¬
ceased was very poor, and had been living on trie
chanty of a poor iriend, but was too proud spirited
to continue to live in that manner, and accordingly
bung himself In his room.

Deceased was attempting to
jump ou the front platform of the car, when he fell
on the track and was run over. The evidence
showed the occurrence to have been accidental, and
the jury rendered a verdict to that effect.

Yesterday it was ascertained from Commissioner
Manlcrre that the Board does not intend to take any
action regarding the Abdallah mare rattle in tbe
Eighteenth precinct. He states that if some or the
aggrieved parties will come forward and make un
aitidavit to ihe facts as represented the Board will
put Nicholson on trial; that until this is done they
will take no action, and will not notice newspaper
revelatlonH nor anonymous communication!! or any
kind. Neither will they instruct Captain Cameron
to make investigations ou the subject.

A REPUBLICAN PLUG HISS.
The Twenty-second and Twenty-third
Street Factions A urn in at Each Other's
Throats. ' 4 Roof " Andrews and
Charley Spencer Pitching1 In.
The "Blue ('oats" Expel

the Belligerents.

One of the most disgraceful political rumpuses
thai ever soiled the character of tne metropolis took
place last night at the republican headquarters,
In Twenty-second street, where the disorganized
and smashed up pieces of the party hitherto known
as the republican party met for the purpose of trying
to heal old sores and organize a general committee,
to consist or 159 memoers.
Long before seven o'clock a large crowd of per¬

sons had assembled on the sidewalks and in the
halls of ibe building in which tin; meeting was to be
held, and lt_could be easily gathered Irom certain
remarks that a "plug muss" iof the worst kind
wai on the eve of occurring as soon as tne

clashing forces entered the room. To describe
now the room was entered would be an
arluous undertaking, lor every one that could went
ir. si in if headforemost and many tumbling one over
tie oUier.

Inspector Walling and a large detachment of police
under lils command took possession of the room
and landing sod peremptorily refused admission to
tin ruporters. as lie said he had Instructions from
no bit; guns'' of the Assembly not to permit any
'i iih' I auung them takin' notes." After waiting
lo-sotrie time, however, listening to the howlmgs
of fie contestants inside, the Hekald reporter
in winged to be lifted lu ou the shoulders of a popu¬
lar w4ve, which made a rush against tlio door aud
wtrriqd it by storm.

itit situation insliio presented the most boisterous
ai.t dlsgraceiul aspect to the spectator. Across the
body of the large hall was drawu a solid phalanx of
"wt il-cluiibed' policemen, all ready to go in at a
moment's notice, while on either side of this line of

, utiuarcatlun wa<t the twenty-second struct branch,
and tiie Twenty-third street branch, with "Kool"'
Abiir'ws. of tue latter, aud Charley Spencer, of the
former, howliug and shouting at each other like
wo.Tes.

it appeared on inquiry that the Twenty second
street men had attempted to organize the meeting
under tne chairmiuubp of General John Cochraue,
but the Twenty-third street men carried i lie plat¬
form by storm, hustled the gallant General off of it
a m almost off his pins, and were In turn hustled
back to the end of tno room, where they organized
themselves for war, offensive and defensive, unucr
the leadership of Thomas P. Asteu.

'J'lie Twmty.sflcond street men also organised,under Ira (>. Miner and Mr. William II. Decamp,chairman of the committee of twelve, appointed at
tUc ijtalv convention to decWo »rho should serve ou

the general committee, v&i about to read tbe re¬
port, when several members from tbe Twenty-third
street aide of tbe house got up and objected in a
moat boisterous muuuer, claiming that there were
several contested seats and the committee of twelve
bad no right to decide tbe question over tbe heads
of the general body.

This fling regularly opened the siege, which It
would be tedioua as well a* idle to lollow. Huillce
It to nay that auoh a low and disgraceful exhibition
haa hardly ever occurred in tliia city. Roof An-
drewa apoke against Charley Speucer, Charley Spen¬
cer apoke agalttHt Roof Andrews; everybody then
proceeded to apeak at the aame tune, until at length,
there not being the slightest prospect of a coalition,
both partiea were ignounnlously ejected from the
premises by t!ie police.

THE BROOKLYN ELECTION FRAUDS.

A Li volj Tilt Yesterday in the Court of

Sessions, Brooklyn, Between tbe Bis-
trict Attorney und the Prisoners'
Counsel . The Cases Trans¬

ferred to the Court of
Oyer and Terminer.

The room of the Court of sessions, Brooklyn, was

densely crowded yesterday by as motley a gathering
of politicians aa ever added poison to the atuios-
phero of a court room. The small fry, aa a matter
of course, predominated, in point of numbers, and
the big bug* were on hand in full force with their
most extensive diamonds glittering from their
cleanest sbirt bosom and their delicate- (?) Angers.
over a full half hour elapBed irom the time tbe

room was thrown open until the Judges took their
seats, and during that time the audience discussed
In low tones the merits of the cases that were to be
tried. In some instances bets were made on toe
result of the trials and the money put up.
When Judge Troy, accompanied by Justices John¬

son and Voorhies, came in, the District Attorney
said he was ready to commence the trial or the cases

set down for arraignment to-day, and he had sum-

moned some witnesses, but he understood that the
counsel for the defence liad a motion to make in the
matter.
Mr. Brltton, tne counsel for the prisoners, then

rose and said:.When 1 undertook the defence of
these cases I expected to appear before a jury lairly
empanelled, and before a court fairly adminis¬
tered, and 1 did not doubt but that would be the
case if they were tried In this court. But I
do not propose to try these cases before a
reform club or any other political body. What
tdeus the District Attorney may have by seeking to
transfer the trial of these cases to such an associa¬
tion 1 do not know. Hut the District Attorney has
taken occasion to say, under such circumstances
as we have indicated and to such a hotly, certain
things relating to these cases in which he has made
two statements.

District Attorney Morris. 1 expect that the Court
will hear me in reply.
Judge Troy.1 would prefer not to have this court

turned into an arena for settling mutters wuich
transpired outside the court and with which it has
noiniug to do. Turning to Mr. Brltton he said. 1
tuink your remarks relative to tue doings of tbe
District Attorney outside tlio court are not In place
here, and the Court lias nothing to say or do wit h
those matters which occurred outside of the court,
and I do not propose to pass upon the propriety or
impropriety of the actions of the District Attorney
outside of this court.
Mr. Brltton. 1 have moved all these cases, except

nine, which 1 now hold in my hand, to me Court ol
oyer and Terminer, at great personal inconvenience
to myself. 'J hey would ail have been so moved but
that the pile of papers necessary for the moving of
the cases was so great that it was impossible to do
it In the time allotted. 1 give notice now mat 1 shall be
ready on p.ny and ad occasions, from Tuesday morn¬
ing next, as long as this Court of Oyer aud Terminer
may sit, to try the cases, and snail be prepared to
meet him and submit the grounds of my defence,
and shall askithe District Attorney, If he is not now.
to he ready at that uuie to try these cases. As there
are only nine of these cases left I shall now move
that the Court transfer them to the Court of oyer
and Terminer; and with regard to my motive lor
transierring them, 1 can only say that my clients on
consultation, and 101° reasous best known to them¬
selves, thought that it would be desirable to transfer
their cases to -that court. They Uo not intend any
disrespect whatever to this court. an<l do not in¬
tend to express any waul ol conlldence la its impar¬
tiality or Justice.
judge Troy.The Court cannot perceive any disre¬

spect in the motion made by the counsel, lor persons
charged with crime have the right to be tried in any
court which they mav select. That is a legal right
all persons have, and when a man couies into this
court aud says that he cannot have a lair and impar¬
tial trial wc have always moved, or ourowu accord,
that his case should be transferred into some other
court-
Mr. Morns. I do not propose to say anything in

Justification of my course out-tide of Litis court, f
ant able to take cure of this elsewnere. 1 cau excuse
the counsel lor bringing those matters into this
case, it is part or the business of this transaction to
attempt to try the District Attorney. 1 shall be ready
to meet the counsel on all points arising in the t as e,
and 1 think 1 know tnat 1 am responsible to this
Court for my conduct in court and to tbe citizens at
large lor my conduct elsewhere. I will answer to tne
citizens and not to the counsel. Ou Friday morning
I was ready to proceed with these cases. I have
been anxious to bring them to a speedy trial. The
counsel then suggested that he bad not had any timo
to prepare himself to rntet the legal questions in the
case. Ue had, ne said, devoted ills evenings to the
preparation aud study or the matter, and said if the
cases were put over until tins morning he would be
prepared In this court to make a motion 10 quash,
or else to interpose such a pica or ahatemeut as ap
peared necessary.

Mr. Britton interrupted the District Attorney and
said:."f did not say that 1 would be ready to try
them in this court."

Mr. Morris.It was said that if the motion was
overruled they would be ready to proceed with the
trials.
Judge Troy. 1 ao not know if It was said "In this

court."
Mr. Morris.I subpu-nacd witnesses to proceed to

the trial or this r ise tills morning. Yesterday for
the tlrst tune 1 learned that ou the very day the
counsel made this statement to the Court that orders
were made 111 some of these cases removing them to
the Oyer and Terminer for trial. These orders were
not tiled in the County Clerk's office until yesterday,
ami 1 buvc never got the slightest inlormation irom
the counsel that it was hLs intention to remove these
cases to tnat court for trial. 1 understand the
whole of this proceeding from the negiunlng to tbo
eud, and I will state this, that In the orders trans¬
ferring the cases to the Oyer and Termi¬
ner there is 110 intimation that the parties
lear they will uot have a fair trial In
this court. I ilnd no fault with the tatting of these
cases out of this court, but I liud fault with the man¬
ner in which it was done. The cases have been re-
moved out of this court, and of course 1 cannot pro¬
ceed to trial, and have nothing further to say.

THE LOGAN TRAGEDY,
Death of Logan No. 2 at Bellevue

Hospital Last Night.

Dying Confession.Denial of any Connec¬
tion with or Knowledge of the Mur¬

der of Rogers.Farther Testi¬
mony in the Case of the

Shooting of Logan.

At an early hour last evening Jim Logan, bettei
Known as No. 2, who was shot by Jerry Dunn, in

Houston street, on Tuesday night, showed signs of
early dissolution, lie was surrounded by his Imme¬
diate friends, to whom he stated he felt hts end was

near. The physician was called, who announced to

the dying man that he could not live the night out.
Under these circumstances Coroner Flynn was sum¬
moned, whon Logan signed the following:.

I, James Logan, believing that I am about to die
tnls uiglit, and haviug uo hopes of recovery from
the Injuries 1 have received, do hereby declare that
the charge which was made against me last year of
murdering Mr. Charles M. Rogers on the 3ist day of
December. 1868, in Twelfth street, was false, and
that 1 am entirely Innocent. 1 did not know the
party who committed the deed, nor have I anyknowledge whatever of it.

of the tragedy, Carrie Smith and J. W. Cook.

TESTIMONY OK MINNIK WILSON.
Minnie Wilson sworn, says. l reside at No. 144

Bleecker street; on Wednesday morning, January 5,
1870, about two o'clock, 1 was standing In West
Houston street, In Iront ol nouse No. 27; I saw
James Logan (tne man who was shot) walking up
and down tue sidewalk with some man in lront
or No. 26; 1 Heard him say that as soon as these men
came out he would mash them; i stood there for
fifteen or twenty minutes; during that time Logan
also stood in front ol the house; at that moment a
friend of mine. John W. Cook, came along; 1 spoke
and asked him where he was going, and he 9aid he
wu KouiR down to the cake sliop, at No. 26, to get
something to eat; I cautioned him not to go down
there or there would be a fight; while we were
spealtlug three men came out from the cake shop:
Logan ut tins time was standing near the bouse or
commons; on seeing the men come up he went over
and asked them why the? wanted him; they asked
mm ..Who?" lie then said he could whip the man
who spoke to him, or all three of them, and
threw hm hands up while thus exclaiming;
1 am sure that the man who stood in the
centre of the three shot at Logan; he ran up
the street towards Merccr street, shouting that
he was shot and wanted to be taken to the doctor's;
ilte man who shot Logan turned around and went
toward Greene street; a police officer came up and
caught him; he said to the officer, "lam not the
man," when the officer let him go; 1 seized him oy
the collar aud cried out, "1 have him;" my friend,
Mr. Cook, cautioned me to let linn go or perhaps he
would shoot roe; l let him go and he went toward
Greene street.

TKST1MONY OP JOU.V W. COOK.
John W. Cook, sworn, says:.1 reside at 32 West

Houston street; I am a partner m an oystersaloon ut
the above place: on Wednesday morning, January 6,
about two o'clock, I was about entering
the basement of No. 25 East Houston
street to havo something to eat: Minnie
Wilson came up and addressed me and asked where
I was going; 1 replied that I was going down to the
cake shop to have something to eat; she cautioned
me not to go down, as in all probability there would
be a muss down there; l aaked why. and she pointed
to Logan, who was walking up and down In rront of
No. 26, saylug, "Do you see chut man, there?" 1 said
"Yes:" she said "he is goiug to have a fight, and
that 1 had not better go down there, as the house
might be pulled:" white speaking to Minnie Wilson
1 saw Carrie Smith come across the street und
speak to Logan; after speaking to him a minute or
two she went toward* Broadway: in three or lour
minutes alter this three men came up out of
the saloon; Logan went up to them and asked them
why they Insulted him; one of the men asked
"Who?" JjOgau said, "You, and i can lick you;" the
man said, "Lickwhoi" Logan then said, "Ail three
of you at the same time," spreading his hands out
at tiie instant; the man who stood in the centre of
the three men drew his hand from his pocket and
shot Logan; he Btood close to him at the time, about
two feet; Logan fell back staggering, but soon after¬
wards went up towards Mercer street, crying out,
'-Oh, I am shot I" the two men who stood with the
man who shot him also went towards Mercer street;
the man who shot Logan turned right around on
hiB heel, his hands in his pockets; after he had
gone about twolvn feet an officer came up and
put his hand on his shoulders he looked ut the
officer and said, "1 am not the man;" some person
then cried out, "He is down in the baaernent;" the
officer then let go of him; the man then went towards
Greene street: Minnie Wilson ran and caught him
by the collar of his coat and cued out, ' Here be is,
1 have got lum;" 1 went up to her and told her to
let loose of htm and to keep still or he might shoot
lier; she let him loose aud he passed between us
towards Greene street; 1 afterwards went down in
the basement of Mo. 26 to have something to eat:
while iu tneie 1 was arrested and Minnie Wilson; 1
do uot know cither of the men engaged in the affair.

TESTIMONY OF CAKK1E SMITH.
Carrie Smith, sworn, says:.l reside at No. 16 East

Houston street; James Logan lias lived with me otT
and on for the past ten months; on tne morning of
January 6, 1870, between the hours of one and two
o'clock, 1 and Logan went into the .saloon ol No. 26
West Houston street to have something to eat; Logan
was a utile intoxicated; there were three men sitting
at a table wuen we went In; we sat down at the
table on the same side; as soon as wo sat down the
men commenced crying out "Pimp," "Lover;" 1 was
speaking to some girl named Jennie; they also began
to speak to her; this made Logan think that they were
speaking to us; I left soon afterwards and returned
again in ten minutes; 1 found Logan outside the
house, near the House of Commons, speaking to
another man; 1 asked him to come home; he said he
would follow me in a few minutes; 1 left and weut
up towards Broadway ; 1 heard the report of a pistol
and went back; I found Logan against the house;
the officer was with hull; he said he was shot and
the officer took him to the station house; l followed
him and was detained there at the Ltghth precinct
station bouse.
At the conclusion of the examination Minnie Wil¬

son was released on giving $6oo ball, Stepnen A.
Tobln, of 27 South street, becoming her bondsman.
Cook and the woman Smith were remanded to the
House of Detention, they having no mends in court
to become responsible for their future appearance.
Alderman Muri ay was present ut the Investigation
aud watchcd the proceedings with much interest.

A Transaction by Wall Street Brokers.One
Hundred and Fifteen l'honsuud Dollars In¬
volved.The mayor of Hudson City One or

ilia Accused.
Yesterday afternoon Benjamin F. Sawyer, Mayor

of Hudson City? Samuel Hopes and J. J. Bowmun
were arraigned before Justice Leuwith, at Jefferson
Market, od the charge of false pretence and obtain¬

ing a large sum In bonds by misrepresentations.
Ihe affidavit was made on the 2om of December,
by Cornelius W. Campbell, 40G West Forty-seventh
street, a broker m Wall street, who alleges that on
Octobers Hamuuel Hopes, accompanied by Benja¬
min F. Sawyer, called at deponent's place of busi¬
ness. 60 Broad street, and represented that he could
make from four to live thousand dollars commission
by allowing them to use his name to eifect a
loan of $.:o.ooo upon $110,000 North Carolina
railroad bonds. Shortly alter Kopcs called
again with a paper which, he said, was
drawn up by Mr. Sawyer; that it was
only a form, and requested deponent to sigu It. He
signed this aud also another paper, neither of which
he had read; at the same time Hopes represented
that he was in a great hurry, us Mr. A. A. Shepherd
was waitiug for him aud wanted one of the papers.
Since then deponeut loams that one or the papers
is an agreement or a stipulation to hold In trust
$116,000 worth of North Carolina railroad bonds, aud
to return the same and not dispose of them; that
the other paper was an order lor the delivery
of the bonds to some person who deponent
h:is ascertained to be A. A. Shepherd; that
Benjamin F. Sawyer. Samuel Hopes and J. J. Bow¬
man conspired together to cheat and defraud the
owners and holders of the said bonds out of the
same by virtue or the order so signed, and did sell
the same and convert the proceeds or such sale to
their own use, except a small portlou which they
have been compelled to pay one Colonel Llttlefleid,
the former holder thereof; that for the purpose of
luduclng the holders of said bonds to piacc the same
in trust In deponent's a&uds the s.tld Sawyer,
Hopes and Bowman represented deponeut to be a
man of large means uud having large sums of money
to loan, all of which statement* axe false, fraudulent
and untrue.

Yesterday a preliminary examination was had.
when Mr. Campbell was placed on the stand and
testified to the details of the transaction. A further
hearing is sot for to-morrow.
