Mr. Troap, before the opening of the regular busi¬

ness. bald that they bad present with them to-ul/tit
a committee from ihe leicgraphers' Protective
League 01 the city of New York. It had been asserted
that no reduction of wastes was attempted, but
the Telegraphers' Protective League had abundant
proof that a premeditated attempt had been set on
loot not ouiy to reduce the wages 01 the telegraphers,
but a pcherue was on foot looking to the destruction
of the league Itself. He hailed, therefore, the strike
of tne Telegraphers' Protective League as sounding
tiie death knell of tho ujosg tyrannous monopoly in
the United States. Mr. Troup concluded by Intro¬
ducing to the meeting Mr. ft. W. Pope nod Mr.
liutc'ainson, ot the Telegraphers' Protective League
of New VOIR.
Mr. Yoi'Nu, In welcoming the two gentlemen, said

It was not only the representatives Iroua me differ*
eut trades organizations here whose sympathies were
with their movement, but those of the great mass of
the work tiguieu throughout the country, as well as

many of tne capitalists ana men of property, who
all realized the fact tlat the telegraphers were light¬
ing against one 01 the most glgatttio monopolies
ever allowed to exist in this free country.a mo-
uopoly winch sought to crush a free press. They
knew by sac cxperi nee what the power of this West¬
ern Union Telegraph Company was and how ttiey
had ooen try iok to erasa their employes. But they
also knew that the indepen lent men who compo^d
tne Tclegraocrs* League had not been idle and that
they were marshalling an army today which was
oble to compete wi h the Union Telegraph Company,
li had tieeu customary ior people to denounce ttui
Associated Press also, tint they knew that the Asso¬
ciated Press also groaned under the tyranny of this
monster, in conclusion Mr. Young urged on the
telegraphers to go ou with the strike tliey had un¬
der ake aud ihcy wouio assuredly be successful.

Mr. Pot'B, President of ihe Telegraphers' League,
tlv >11 addressed the meeting, giving a history oi tue
troubles existing between them and the Western
Union Telegraph Company, and stating that the
organisation felt confident and it would be but a lew
days before tins gr^na national strike wauid be a
decided success.

Another Hove in the Albany and Sus¬
quehanna Fir;lxt.Motion to Vacate
Judgment.Ihe Contest to be Car¬

ried to Orleans County.
Auother return to tha charge has bcea made L»y

t'ie attorneys iu t tie employ of the courier und
Cnurcb faction, iu the Albany and Hnsquttluuna
directorship right. This warfare lias grown to be
an intolerable nuisance, a ad can result only in
^talniug the erm'iie of ilie judiciary, cramming the
court calendars and Ailing the colters of the legal
"tilters" who are wo earnestly working for tiie vin¬
dication of justice (Tj and tru-lr fees. It w'lt be re¬
membered that on the last Tnursday in December,
lsow, a decision wa<i rendered by Judge E. Darwin
hmlth, In tiie Supratne Court, in Monroe cou:ny. in
favor of the Ramsey faction, deriding that tne
board headed by J. Pierrepont Morgau and Joseph
H. Ramsey were the duly elected and legal direc¬
tors or tne Albany and Susquenaiina Railroad Com¬
pany, and releriing the matter to Samuel L. iSel-
den, of itoi'iiester, to pass upon the accounts of
tne receiver, and upon a hearing of the
partiej ut Albany to ascertain what would
be a proper extra allowance to be made to
tne Ilarnsey party, and ordering the Church "gang''
to let the "directors," declared to be the duly
elected party, into Immediate power in tlio railroad,
and directing the receiver to transfer to tliem ail the
property ana ftseets In his bauds belonging lo trio
corporation, retaining on;y tne proper adowunco
lor lees.
