Bixty Thouynnd Bewing Women in New
York and Brooklym,

At a recent religions meeting in Plymouth
ehurch, Brooklyn, one of the speakers said
it was eslimated that there were sixty thou-
sand sowing girls In the two cities of New
York and Brooklyn, and that a gantleman con-
nected with the trads expressed the opinion
that the average earnings of these girls did not
exoeed three and a half dollars per woek, with
which they were expected to find bread, lodg-'
ing, dreas and other necessaries of life. The
speaker remarked thal in view of tho tempta-
tions thrown in the way of this clasa of per-

mosal important fleld of labor in view of the
future good morals of the two cities, “‘there

we propose to submit a few observations to the
public, of a practical nature, with reference to
the poor women of New York and Brooklyn and
,vicinity. Btatistics recenily published show
that there is a great scarcity of females in the
Weslern States and Territories, Industrious,
intelligent young ladies, with common school
education, frugal babits and amiable dispo-
sltions, would be welcomed In the States and
Territories of the West, if properly introduced
by responeible members of society, We or-
ganize companies and invest capital to bring
German, Irish, Chinese, English lads and
others from their foreign homes to this coun-
try to people our prairies, til our lands, work
our mines, tannsl our mountains, bridge our
rivers, build our houses and construct our
railroads and canals, Large inducements are
held out to such people to immigrate to the
United States. This is the work of organized
capitalista who scok cheap labor to improve
their Western property. Their purpose is not
so much to improve the human race asto
inereade their wealth. While securing the
Iatter object, which is uppermost with them,
they do not object to any improvement that
their working people may make, Their field
of Iabor is well enough in its way. Their
deaire for gain makes selfishness the prime
object in their enterprise; but they do great
good nevertheless, Improvement of the mind
and hody of the man or woman is the natural
result of emigration and settlement west-
ward. It follows, not as a design of the
action of the emigrant corporation, bat in
gpite of it, as the growth of corhh follows the
planting of the seed in spite of the wishes of
the planter. Emigrant societies, therefore,
are doing a vast amount of practical good to
others, if their prime object ia selfish,

A growing evil among our peopleis a ten-
denocy to centralizalion. There is not that
desire for country life, pure air and water, fer-
flle fields, woody glens, frults and flowers
which ought to exist. There ia no doubt that
many of the sixty thousand sewing girla of
New York and Brooklyn, if there are so many,
gould live in the country and he comfortable,
but, for some frivolons reasonm, they prefer
the storled up city, with scanty clothing and
one meal a day, At the samo time there are
@ very large number of poor girls in both
¢itiea who would gladly go West if they knew
where to go and had the means to get.there.
Here isa fine opportunity for a charitable
emigrant aid society, whose sole object should
be to ascertain where in the West ten, twenty,
fifty or one hundred worthy females can be
employed in a lucrative and respectable busi-
ness, Then forward the required number as
they may apply at the society’s headquarters
.in this eity. Let such a society be organlzed
by.ths‘ wives and daughters of eur wealthy

It cannot be denied that the New Engla
Konsas Emigrant Aid Soclety, organized fh 7
Boston in 1855, though 1ts prime object was
political, accomplished great general good. As
I8 turned out, but for that society (notwith-
'staading the founders of it were politiciapsand |

fand speculators) Kansas would have boeh
made a slave Siate, and thp hardy men and
noble women who were sent Into that Territory
under its ausploes would have remained in the
cities of the North to delve outa comparntively
short and miserablo existance. The Aid Socl-
ety sought out the bast unemployed people for
gettling up a new country, and offered them
Inducements to feave an uncertainty for a cer-
tainty. The great bemefit recelved by tho
emigrants who went In 1855-66 from New
England, New York and Pennsylvania into
Kanass Territory—which then embraced Ne-
braska—and settled s best shown by their pre-
sent record. They are the most wealthy, most
active, and most worthy people in that popu-
lous, growing and now rich country, consist-
Ing of two Siates—Kansas and Nebraska. In
all the branches of industry, science and art, in
morals, literaturo and religion in those States
tho emigrants of 1855-56 are the prominent
leaders,

There is no flold of nusefulness where so much.
immediate good could be dons as the one to
which we refer. To organize such a move-
mont in season for the spring the work should
be begun at once. I will take some time to
correspond with suitable persons in the West-
ern States and Territories to ascertain exactly
where to forward those who desire to go, and
the early spring Is the time to start. Who will
set tho ball In motlon? Lot the wealthy young
Indies of this great melropolis begin, and the
capltalists will respond to their calls.

The Comumnissionors of Charities and Cor-
rectien.

The abstract which we published last week
of the annnal report of the Commissioners
of Churities and Correction affords gralifying
evidenco that their work has been well and
faithfully done. The large sum of 1,476,000
wlich they have expended during the year in
charity and improvements, and the estimato
of %1,220,765 for expenses during 1870,
might at flrst suggest a suspicion of official
waslefulness here aa elsewhere. But the sus-
pivion must be dismissed as soon as we con-
gider the immense demands of our crowded
metropolis, with all its destitution and crime,
upon the funds at the disposg! of the Q_qy%ﬁ.
sioners, aud how much has already heen dons
and still remains to be done by them. Many
of the intitution® 6f the islands and in the
cily have been enlarged and improved.
A new lunatic asylum is in course of con-
struction on Ward’s Island, and will pro-
bably be completed in June or July. It is
urgently needed ; for there are now at least
fourteen hundred male and female paticnis
packed together in the illy-arranged bedlam
on Blackwell's Island, and two hundred in the
lower tier of cells at the Workhouse, while the
number of theae unfortunates is continually
increasing., The Infants’ Hospital, on Ward’s
Island, is rapidly approaching completion,
Five hundred foundlings are npw crowded in
the old building, which cannot suitably accom-
modate them, although their present condition
is reported to be comparatively healthy, At
this hospifal during the month of November a
successful experiment was made In feeding a
number of bottle-fed babes with an artificial
food—Neatle's broad-and-milk flonr—which 1s
commended as worthy of being introduced into
all the foundling hospitals of the country.
The Inebriate Asylum, on Ward's Island, con-
tains at present three bundred inmates, one
hundred of whom are non-paying patients. It
has been in operation for two years, and is
admitted to be a failure by all but the physi-
cian, who may not orr, however, in cherishing
hopea that it will yet prove successful.

But the most justifiable source of the pride
with which the Commissioners may look on
their labors of the past year is to be found in
the complete success of the schoolship Mer-
cury, the pioneer in their laudable experiment
to rescue from poverty and vice and convert
into good and thoroughly trained sailors the
costaway street gaming of New York. No
legs than three hundred lads who have been
picked up in the streeta are now on hoard of
this vessel. Now that Congress and the peos
ple are awaking to the vital importance of
restoring our merchant marine to its former
enviable position and of increasing the effi-
clency of our navy, the prospective value of
such a nursery of “‘able seamen” ag the school-
ship Mergury cannol he too highly estimated.
Thirty-five thousand dollars were paid for the
Mercury, and an additional appropriation of
forty thonsand doMars for alterations and im-

. provemants during the ensuing year hus been

asked for by the Commissioners. If they had
done nothing else but launch this schoolship
they would have richly merited publie appro-
bation,

A Home wor ConsuMmprives.—We have
hefore spoken of the noble charities of New
York. We have now to notice an excellent
institution—eomething of a novelty in chari-
ties—which iz situated in Tremont, Westches-
ter county. It is called ‘A House of Rest for
Consumptives,” and is an Episcopal institu-
tion, under the direction of Mr. Henry J.
Cammann, Miss Boyle taking care of the hausa
and attending to the patients. It is literally a
home where consumptives may rest, where
their dread disease may receive the wisest and
most thorough treatment, and where, if“the
disease is incurable, the patient may receive
tender and kindly care until death.
