universal sheet reiatiug to commercial Interests,
advancing opialous by aud lu what manner our
much reduced commerce may be reeuperated,
none of winch,- In my luimbte opinion, tvro calcu¬
lated to secure no deAabie a ueeeisity, for it is a
necessity, in the mil sense of iho word. Either oar
commerce mum be increased to somcthmii like its
strength previous to the wav at once, or the
prestige and power wo formerly eijovcrt on ths
ocean will be lost to us forever. This i.h a b^kl asuer-
lion, but l thin* 1 can convince nil reasonable and
Ktiuible men that it m a trua one. To this end I
would oaH the attention of intere-tiM persons to
tlio iaot that there are thousand* of Bailors
rrom the quarterdeck to the loreca- tie now
out of employment. These men are the right
arm of the ntuiou lu caso of a foreign
war, as they were the left arm of the nation during
the late rebellion, and the record of the volunteer
eorp* lu pur navy needs no trumpeter or any man's
voice or pen to herald it. These sailors, finding:
their occupation gone In i!u* country, Mek il else¬
where and thousands of them have already sought
and louud eniploymeut in forelim ships, mostly
British, aud iiavejoiued thy natal reserve of that gov¬
ernment, which now numbers over iio.ooo Beatneu.
Thus, for want of commerce, wo are lo*mg our

salinrs, and thereby our Ktrenjfth, and tint advanc¬
ing the naval and commercial interests of other ua-
tioas, to the detriment and disadvantage of our own.
Thta is occasioned by the folly of Oongresa, who laM
to repeal a law maue by our forefathers and suited
to benetlt the country at that time, but now to
vitally injure, if not destroy, toe commerce aud large
Btiipownbig Interests of the nar ion.namely, cont-
pciliug American citizens to build -nips only 111 tlio
l ulled status, and rcluslng to uive a register to
whips purchase*! by Americans wllli American goldIMMN.

I question the am liority or Oongreaa to donate
public, money lu beueiit individuals or companies,
be they shipbuilders, shipowners or any other class

ol inrni. without getting value therefor. 'Hie grant¬
ing of subsidies I mil 111 favor of. for the country getsbuck value for them by way of postage, and we have
the precedence of subsidies froui tne pritieip.il
com nerci.u uatioiia of the world. The idea oi the
public treasury returning to owners oi sinpabuilt lu tuia country so inucu per ion on
their cost, or giving a bonus pro raUi as proposed,
is one that requires much consideration betore Con-
givis conilruis it, as it will lead to many compile i-
tions lu the interests of other manufacturers; aud
no- drawback system, as recommended, is a bad
one, as it opens a wide cii.innci lor fraud, eiube/./.ie-
ment aud rascaiiiy. Now, by building our snips of
the si/.e mentioned abroad will hi no way interior©
witn tue prollts, success or prospects of the Aiueti-
cau shipbuilder, but rtituor Lieuellt bun as well as
the country; lor it will have a tendency to cheapen
labor and material with us and unable him to com¬
pel*: favorably wnu forcigu builders; it will not inter¬
fere with uts building wooden ships or coasting
ve sels, but it will lake some years belore lie can
bund iron onea, owing to tne high price of mate¬
rial aod want of proper lachitics. By buyiug
or building our large snips and steamers in
England employment will be given to our sailors
ami me< names also lo keep them lu repair; lor tuey
will lie strictly as American as if built on our own
snores, and will mid business lor many uien direct ly
and Imiireetly, besides contributing largely to the
public treasury. Eu£)and thought >t no disgrace to
buy aud buud ships in lUU country when alio could
do so cheaper than ai home, 'iho tlrsi cost of a snip
iff notinug compared to tne advantages and bcuciiis
gamed by the nation thatowus tier.
England has long since louud that CK?, and she

gives protection io all property owned by lltr sub-
jeets. aud thereby ner revenues are largely Increascti.
No shipbuilder with us need Hatter iiuuseil that our
commerce will be recuperated or his naudiworK at
the present rate of labor and imnerial. No, not
even with the aid of the government; for Ameri¬
can merchants will not pay liny or even
Unity per cent more for a ship built
in this country than lie can build her for in anothei ;
he can limi better use lor his money; but give him a
fair deal, and even less than equul advantages, lie
will use 1)0' n his money and energy to stimulate aud
recover the ouce proud position oi our liag lu all
pans of the world. Let our goveruiueut give Ame¬
ricans the right and liberty to spend their money
where they please and proiect their property with
the Hag and tne whole nation will be benefited
thereby. Hut the poltcv ol our government appearsto favor a few already wealthy manufacturers, who
do not exceed two hundred thousand in number, to
mo injury and detriment ol the remaining thirty-nine
or tony millions or me narioif.
With irce registry, iron ships and sailors' rights,

our commerce win soon increase and strengthen,and again dot tue ocean aud show the Stars and
Strioes throughout liio world as of yore.

HKWBMG ON THE HIDSOT.

Its KuninrM J'rospct-tn.Approaching Couiplc-
tion ot tlio RokIuii, Hartford anil Eric flail-
road.Krle Freight to be Sent via Minbiii'i
to New York. '

Work is proceeding vigorously oil the Boston,
Hartford and Erie Railroad, which la to strike the
Hudson at Klshklll, opposite Newbury. HytlieQrst
of^eptember or October next the cure will bo run
through from Hostoniothe Hudson river, connect¬
ing with tlio Erie Railway ut Newburg. Applica-
ilou id to be made to the Legislature of Massachu¬
setts for additional ftid to carry on me work, the
Kinds of the company being about exhausted; and

it 1* confidently anticipated that the application will
be successful. The works of the company at Dea-
nlng's Point, opposite Newburg, are to be
of a most extensive character. Tho Hudson
river terminus of the road is a tongue of land over
ono hundred acres In extent, situated between Mat-
teawau ores* auJ tho Hudson river. The track Is
to be laid on piles across the mouth or the crcek,
about a quarter of a mile in width, to the point,
thence on a pier nearly 1,000 feet In length to deep
wuier In the Hudson, tho "flits," as the shoal water
extending out from the shore is termed, beinir
about a ilftii of a mile In width. It Is expected
that on the completion of me ronri an immense
amount of freighting will b<! done from Its Hudson
river terminus, uud the freighters and boat bu id-
ers of Newburg are making tneir preparations
accordingly. A company has been lormed with
i-jo.ooo capl'ai stock to build a sectional dock, on
which work lnw already commenced. one of tne
ireighlug companies has nurchosod and wtil run a
urnpcller between Newburg and New York next
season. Auotlier will ruu three barges between the
same points. The works of the Worcester (Mass.)
Taper M.iotiinery Company are to be removed to
Newburg forthwith, m consequence of tho pros¬
pective completion of tho H >Hton. Hartford aud Krle
Uuliroal, and the ensuing Importance to be thus given
to NewUim as a railroad centre. An immense union
depot is 10 be built at this place lor tue accommo¬
dation of the Krle and the Hoslon, Hartford
atul Eri" companies, whose roads aro so hooii
to be brought together. On every hand are
seen the indications of an anticipated Increase
in the business of the place, in the
war of preparations lor it. Already lias a large
¦iiae of the trade of Dutchess county been centred
ai Newburg, by means ol the Dutchess and Columola
itanioad. and with toe completion of a througR road
to Boston will come a large iucre.ise in lie material
wealth and prosperity of tun eitv. The subscrip¬
tions to the stock of the New burjr an I Midland Rail¬
road.to run from tins city to iwtddletown.have
reached the miiii of $00.00 1. A railroad I* «Uj pro¬
jected to Kingston, which, wiien completed, will,
with the Newourg aud New York It.ulroal form a
