The Brokers Caving In—One Hundred

and Thirty-three Suits Compromised
and Penalties Paid.

The long mooted question &8 to t“ lability of
brokers to pay the tax of one-twentieth of one per
cent on all sales transacted by them had o practival
solution yesterday. The polnt was Oret raised nearly
8 year ago by the then assessor of the Thirty-second
digtrict, when be clatmed that brokers were lable to
A tax for all the sales transacted by them, whether
on their own bebaif or In the interest of others.
Tho matter was submitted to District Attorney
Plerrepont, who wsustained the assessor's view
of the law, @nd on appeal to Comuwissioner
Delane  that oMelal  susinined Mr.  Plerre-
ppont's decision. Under theee circumstances the
broker fraternity bad to make a virtue of
necessity, and yesterday Mr. Webster, ex-assessor,
and Mr. B. W, Andrews, counsel for the brokers,
called at the Districe Attorney’s oflce for the pur
poso of making the ¥ ATTAug 18 to com-
promise one hundred and eighteen suits which had
been commencad soms time ago agalnst recaleitrant
brokers. Although the tax on each may appear
#1oall, the magnitude of the transactions In which
Lhess parties are engaged 1s snch that it 18 estimated
that nearly ten millons of dollars can be anpually
ratsed by a proper enforcement of the law a8 regards
the tax upon the brokerage business,

Mr. Phelps, Assistant United States District Attor-
ney, representing Mr, Plerrepont, recelvea Messra,
Webster and Andrews, The former nameda gentle-
man gatd that 133 brokers had settled the cadcs as
against thetmn, sod that 118 others had expreasod ther
Willinguess Lo comply with the law.
