Mr. Henry L. Dawes, of Massachusetts, chairman

.f the Committee on Appropriations, astonished ills
fellow republicans not less than the democrat* in
tlie House to-day by Ills exposition ot what ne terms
'-the tendency of the administration to profligate
expenditures." The Immediate occasion of me
speech wan the proposition now before the llouseto
transfer the Philadelphia Navr Vara from Its
present site to Lcaguo bland. Mr. Dawes
opposed the bill on the ground, Unit, that
U would talco at least a million out of
the Treasury, and, second, because the bill plves the
Secretary of tUu Navy power to dispose ol the laud
where the yard now stands, and also gives hlrn the
control of the money. Tie broadly hinted that he
would not trust the Secretary of the Navy with any
such power. When he made this announcement
members on both aides of the House pricked up
their ears, eager to hear what might lollow. This,
however, was only the prelude to a general on-
ataught upon ail the member* of the administra¬
tion, with the exception of Attorney General Hoar,
who, said Dawes, "Is the only one who has not
asked for enormous appropriations, and it Is
proposed at lliu other end of the capitol to turn him
.at ot office." This eti pasaant compliment to the
cnidlte Attorney General was received as a good
joke, and created a ripple of laughter on both sides.
As Mr. Dawes warmed up with bis subject the mem¬
bers left their seats and began erowdlng around
Stm whero he stood. The democrats, who seemed
to catoh the first notes of what he said abont ex¬
travagant expenditures in connection (Mil tho
administration, came over from tnetr side of the
ball to the republican side and listened atten¬
tively, and no doubt approvingly, to the
atartiing array of official facts and figures. Dawes
did not speak from memory or vaguely. When he
referred to figures he held iu his hand tho official
estimates furnished the committee by the heads of
departments for appropriations for the iisoal year of
Grant's administration, and he gave dollars and
cents. In about half an hour he had exploded uil
the statements which have been circulated so indus¬
triously in the newspapers and on tho stump about
the economy and retrenchment of the present ad¬
ministration. The appropriations asked for the
navy yards were greater than ever betore. Tho only
hope of retrenchment In the Navy Depart*
ment held out to the country was In the
item of coaL Here, it was said, we would save

$l ,000,000, when the official records showed that the
coal used by the navy last year, under Old Father
Welles, only amounted to $150,000. At this point
the democrats indulged in a laugn at the expense ol
tho iohy Kobsson. The rostmaster General, with
wuoni it is said Dawes is not on tou boar. o» 'terms,
cumo in for his share of ridicule and blame. Crc3-
well's calculation that it cost the government
$6,003,000 a year to maintain tne (ranking privilege
was dissected, and Dawes asserted that if the post¬
age on all tho matter sent members of Congress was
paid it would not amount to $2u0,00<J. This would
allow every member to mail 800 letters every dar id
be year. Dawes' comparison of the estimates of
appropriations asked for during the last year of
Andrew Johnson's administration with those of the
.rat year of the present administration was highly
creditable to the former and decidedly damaging to
tho latter. Several prominent democrats said no
better defence of Andrew Johnson's administration
could have been made than was exhibited to-day in
the comparison of the estimates tor appropriations.
According to the showing of the ehalrman of the
Appropriation Committee, and he is regarded as a
careful man, the estimates of the present ad¬
ministration for the first year excced those of
the last year of Andraw Johnson's amintslration
$40,000,000. This aid not include, he said, the mil¬
lions asked for St. Domingo, for the New York l'ost
Office.he said nothing about the Boston Post Office
and for League Island. The conclusion ol Dawes'
apcech was, the administration and the republican
party had not kept faith with tho people on the
promises of economy and retrenchment through
which they were placed in power. The speech made
a marked effect on the House, and la the general
aabject of conversation in omcial and political
circles to-night. The democrats, as might be ex¬
pected, are delighted w.th it. Judge Woodward
nil it is the best campaign document the demo¬
crats can distribute next fall, and the best theme
for dlscnsslon on the stump.

That he
la a democrat is also stoutly denied. Though he
will not be removed by the President his resigns-
tlon, it la understood, would be accepted.
Hererdy Johnson Anion* Hi. old Confreres.
Reverdy Johnson mado his first appearance in the

Senate to-day since his return from his brief dipio-
matic career In England. The venerable ex-Senator
was warmly greeted by Senators on both sides of
the chamber. Even the ruffled Stunner forgot
the perplexities or the Virginia question and
his severe commentaries on Johnson to welcome
the great constitutional lawyer. The two distin-
fulshed gentlemen engaged In a lengthy conversa¬
tion. There was nothing to show that Rcverdy was
lecturing Snmner lor his unfriendly observations
white the former was striving to settle our Alabama
claims in England.

Keeeption of Prince Arthur.
The formal reception by the English Minister to

Prince Arthur will be given on Thursday, the 27th
Inst., at the new Masonic Temple. Mr. Thornton
has engaged the entire sccond floor of the building,
Including the banqueting hail and parlors for the pur¬
pose.

Progress of the Chinese Embassy In Earopr.
Tbrougn a private letter fro Berlin, dated Decem¬

ber 27, i960, your correspondent has obtained some
Interesting little facts respecting the progress of the
Chinese Embassy. The writer of the letter referred
to is In a position to Know ail about the matter, and
his statements are entitled to the most implicit reli¬
ance. lie writes that there la not one word of
truth In the late rumors that the Chinese gov¬
ernment had become dissatisfied with the
action of the Kurilngame mission. On the contrary,
he adds, "the mission never enjoyed the confidence
of the Chinese government more than at present."
Further oa be asserts that the very latest despatch
received by Mr. Burilngame from the Chinese gov¬
ernment commences with these words:.
What you have done shows that you possess

activity, ability, accuracy and discretion. You have
really deserved well of China and are highly appre¬ciated bj Prince Kung.
The writer also states:.
Mr. J. McLcavy Brown is now on his way via.California with the ratified treaty. You will have

learned most of tucse facte by telegraph, and of the

The Mission goes to Russia in January. Mr. Bur-
ilugiuiie does not desire to appear in print to
reply to all of tue invenuons of the enemy,
mostly id ohiua. Among those foreigners whose
views have been repudiated by their own
countries, it was a great thing for the old force
party to get liuss Browne to tarn upon his country;but General Grant has dona for him and nobly putthe country right. . . . Mr. Brown (not Ross)
will be in Washington when this reaches you, or
noon after.

flswral Soaks*
The following paragraph has been going the.rounds

of the American press:.
It is known, says the Pans Libert*. December 17,that about a year ago Russia ordered 200,000 rifles

or a new pattern from American manors. General
Manns nas been charged from tne United States to
deliver these arms to the czar. The General has ac¬
complished his mission, and returns to America
with a new order for 700,000 rifles.
Since uenerai Banks' return to the United states

he was shown the above statement and pronounced
It wholly Untrue so far m he was concerned. He
observed that the Paris Llbertt bad probably mis¬
taken his name for that of General Berdan, who has
large negotiations with the Russian government
for the manufacture or arms, but for none belonging
to our government and nothing approaching the
extent ki number to that named m the paragraph
quoted.
The assertion of the Libert* is absurd on the face

of it. It illustrates how deficient foreign Journalists
are In knowledge of our institutions. If "American
makers," outside of the government, had a contract
to mako 200,000 rifles of a new patternffor a foreign
government not at war with us or any power
friendly to us, it woulu not require the consent or
interference of the United States to deliver them.
On the contrary, when the United States sells arms
to a foreign government the raie is to deliver them,
after inspection, to an authorized agent of that
government at one of the principal ports. The
United States is not in the habit of sending agentB
abroad charged with the delivery o^ such arms; if
she was, an ordnance officer of the War Department
would be directed to perform the duty, and not one
or the people's representatives who holds the high
official and independent position of chairman or tho
Committee on Foreiarn Affairs ol the United States
House of Representatives.
On the occasion of the recent purchase by Turkey

of a large lot of old Enfield rifle muskets and Spring¬
field rifle muskets (260,000) from the United states
they were delivered in Now York to an ordnance
officer of the Turkish army, sent by the Turkish War
Minister to this country for the purpose, it is quite
likely that jlie fact of the sale of these arms to Tur¬
key aud the operations of General Berdan in St.
Petersburg with his rifle, misled and muddled tho
writer in the Paris Llbc-rid in regard to the mis¬
sion of General Banks to Europe, and especially to
Russia.

It is not improper to state, in this connection, that
the principal object of General Banks' recent trip to
Europe was to visit Uls family In Germany,where Mrs.
Banks has been residing for some lime, aud where
the three children are attending school. During his
sojourn abroad the Geueral, who Is a close student of
men and things, made It his business to observe the
workings of the different governments where he
went. Being a representative American and occu¬
pying the Important official position named above,
he was welcomed and politely treated by the states¬
men of Great Britain, France, Prussia, Russia, and
other countries.
While In Paris General Banks had two Interviews

with the Emperor of the French, at the latter's re¬
quest. Beyond a desire on the part of the Emperor
to meet his guest and converse upon general topics
the only matter of official public Importance dis¬
cussed was that of the postal service between Prance
aud the United States, which lias since resulted, by
the order of the Emperor, in beneficial results to both
countries. It was so understood be/ore Geueral
Bunks left Paris.
While in Berlin the General was the guest of Mr.

Bancroft and Mr. Rurllngame, tho American and
Chinese Ministers. The King or Prussia being absent
Premier Bismarck wrb not wanting in courteous
attentions.
At St. Petersburg General Banks was presented

bv United States Minister Curtln to the Czar, who at
once received him cordially and invited him to accept

a position on his personal staff aud review forty thou¬
sand of the Imperial Guard, a spectacle of unequalled
military splendor. The imperial Guard is composed
of the i- lite of tho Russian army, and is officered by
the most skillful and gullant heroes In the Empe¬
ror's service. Few foreiguers are ever paid so high

a complimeut by the Czar as he exusndwi to uenorai
Bauks.
On his way to Europe General Banks passed

directly through England, and upon his return he
remained but three days, each of which he spent I11
London. While there he was visited by Lord Claren¬
don, who made the trip to London on purpose.
General llankB expressed his regret that he was not
able also to meet Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Bright and
other British statesmen, tint duty to his constituents
in Congress compelled him to hasten home.
On the whole the "Little Iron Man" of Massachu¬

setts, as Ills friends called him when he was Gover¬
nor, returns to the land of his nativity greatly im¬
proved In health, deeply impressed with what he
saw and heard, but firm iu the opinion that there ex¬
ists nowhere else on the earth a government so well
based on liberal and just ideas, so stroug and secure,
and no people so great and free, as tne government
and people or the United States. More of our states¬
men ought to go abroad. It will do them good. Let
them follow the example of General Banks before
they start, and learn to speak, read and write the
French language, and thoy will not regret it when
they are travelling abroad. But for the fact that
General Bank speaks French with freedom he would
not have been Invited to two Interviews by Napoleon,
the last one of which was of two hours' duration.

Removal of Political Disabilities.
The Committee on Reconstruction to-day discussed

the question of the general removal of political dis¬
abilities, and from what took place it is supposed a
bill for that purpose win be brought before the com¬
mittee at the next meeting.

The New Governor of Utah.
General Shaffer, the new Governor of Utah, having

recovered from his recent severe illness, has ar¬
rived in this city, and ox pect* to take his departure
for his remote station in a lev days, bio nomination
naving been confirmed.

Watering Indiana Wbinkey.
A telegram was received by tbe Commissioner ol

Internal Revenue this morning from Collector Hill,
at Columbus. fad., stating that Hipp A Leonard's
warehouse was about being submerged by tbe Obio
river, and inquiring wbat should be done wltu the
spirits stored therein. The Commissioner has in¬
structed the Collector to take any steps necessary
to secure the safety of the property.

The Van Wyck Contested Election llur.
The Committee on Elections to-day agreed upon a

report in the contested case of Van Wyck against
Greene, giving tbe former tbe scat.

HiMriet Attorney for Missouri.
The President sent to the Senate to-day the nomi¬

nation of Cneuter H. Kruin, to be United states
Attorney for the Eastern Distrtct of Missouri.

Taxee on Interest and Dividend*.
Commissioner Ueiano decides that the tax Im¬

posed upon dividends, undistributed sums, Ac., by
section 120 of the Internal Revenue law, upon divi¬
dends, interest, coupons, amounts used lor construc¬
tion, Ac., by section 122, and upon salaries by sec¬
tion 123, did not expire on the 31st till., but should
hereafter be withheld and paid as heretofore.

duced from fifteen to six cents, and in addition to
said fee the regular rate of postage, as now fixed by
law. be continued.

r/urd.That li would be expedient to establish .

thorough registration eervioe wstween the lame Post
Offices, either by me means or a combination lock,
or ueaied pouch, thus avoidlug Ute giving ol imme¬
diate receipt*.
tourUi.we recommend the adoption of a more

secure envelope tur transmitting registered letters.

That we are or opinion that the present system or

uniform compensation to the camera' service is in¬
equitable, aud we recommend a division or letter
carrier oiuces into three classes, to wit:.First class,
to consist of cities having a population ol loo.ooo or
upward; second class, cities navliig a population of
60,000 and upward to 100,000; third class, cities hav¬
ing a popouiation of 60,000 or less.

J nat carriers appointed to the cities of the first
clast; should be compensated at $soo wuenaupoiuten,
aud at tne expiration of six mouths' service should
be compensated at »«>«), aud at the expiration or the
next succeeding nix months' service ahoald be com¬
pensated at 91,000.
That carriers appointed to the cities designated aa

"second class" should be compeusated at tue rate ol
|7iw when appointed, and at tne expiration of six
months' service should oe compensated at tne rate
or $800, and at the expiration of the next suc¬
ceeding six months service should be compensated
at the rate tir $900 per annum.
That earners appointed to cities designated aa

"third class" should be compensated at tiie rate or
$600 when appointed, and at the expiration or six
montha service should Ik; compensated at the rate
of $700, aud at the expiration of the next succeed¬
ing six months' service should bo compensated at
$800 per annum. It is further submitted that car¬
riers designated for appointment in "second" and
"third class cities" mar oe euipioyod at stations in
the suburbs of large cities ou tue recommendation
of the postmaster of said large city.
We submit that the result ol our experience justi¬

fies the endorsement ol the carrier system as being
preierabie to any exlstiug service ror general mail
delivery in the large cities. That we recommend
legislation providing that no letter carrier shall be
removed from oilice except upon specnlc charges or
mihueuavioi, incompetency and detection in the
violation of the foetal lawn.

In our judgment it is advisable to use horses in
connection with the free delivery service in the
suourbau districts.

THB NBW YORK AND BOSTON OFFICKS.
That we have carefully examined the plans and

desigus lor tuu New York aud Boston Post offices,
as submitted by hupervisirur Architect A. It. Mulleit,
and commend the same as being thoroughly adapted
to the want* or the department In the respective
cities, and we ieel tuat the eany completion of said
buildings is demanded by the exigencies of the
postal service.

STRKCT LKTTIH ROXEH.
That we coudemu the street letter box now fur-

nlsbed the department under the contract known as
the ..Stroug Patent," ami we would respectfully
recommend the adoption ol a street tetter box about
one aud a hall leet 111 length, about six inches
In depth and twelve inches in wldtu,
with an openmg at the top sufficiently
large to rcccive newspapers and magazines,
the openings or receptacles specially protected
from tue weather with u curved ton to curry off the
wuter, and a door 111 the side or front, with side
flanges to take the matter from, and thut the hours
for collection be distinctly shown upon tne outside
of the nox. Upon the request of the postmaterat
any office the aforesaid described box should be
turaisned irrta an aperture lor the recelvai ol letters
only.

We have careiuliy examined the specimens or

the new series of postage stamps as suinbinitied by
the Tuird Assistant Postmaster General, snu heartily
approve 01 the steps taken by the department to
provide tnis series, wnlcli, in our opimou is more 111
accordauco with our nationul character and in
better taste than the stamp now used.

tention to tne proceedings. The Secre¬
tary of the Navy could sell the property to
auy personal or political friend on auy terms he
chost, aud could apply the proceeds to such pur¬
poses as he pleased on League island, tie did not
see why, in regard to League Maud, the represen¬
tatives of the people should be relieved of the duty
of appropriating that money from tune to time, lie
ku«w fail well that tue navy yard had to be re¬
moved iroin Philadelphia, and he assnmed that ulti¬
mately it would go to League Island. That was a
fixed fact; bat other tnings were fixed facts, also,
aud one of them was that the passage of this bill

(involved an immediate expenditure, independent of
the three millions, of more than a 11111-
lion dollars. The engineer's report to the
Secretary of the .Navy three years ago
snowed that in order to make League Inland
high enough above linrh water mart to be beyornt
the encroachmen in ol the tide, lh? whole area or lour
hundred acres would have to be rai.-ri Between nine
and ten feet. Thin would require Tour and a halt
millions cubic yards ol earth, and no one would pr*
tend that that would cost less Mian Oliy cent.** a
yard, making ai. aggregate of two and a quarter
milnona. Not a shop could be transferred to League
Island until tne surface was raised, unless tney
wanted to have the navy yard earned to sea. lie
knew that an estimate 01 eight hundred thousand
dollars had been prepared at the Navy Depart¬
ment for Le^fftie Island to follow this bin,.
He asked the House to consider whether there
was an absolute necessity for undertaking this
work at this ume. Was toe Treasury in sum
abundant lunds as to uudertake itr It became Urn
representatives of the people to answer that ques¬
tion.
