Action of the Provisional Government—
Cutlawry of Salnave and His Adhe-
reuts—Salnave's Paper Cur-
rency Anuniled—Whole-
sale Repudiation.

Several decrees have been lssued by the pro-
viglonal government under the Presidency of Nis-
sage sSagel, and dated from Port au Prince, 220 and
18t Deceminr, from which we wake the following
extracts:—

Sylvain Salnave i8 declured an outlaw and a price
of 5,000 plastres set upon his head. The accree of
outlawry also extends to Vi Lubn, Numa Rigand,
Sifra Fortund and twenty-slx more of his ad-
herents.

All paper known under the deacomination of
Salnave, of whatever description, will cease to be
current In the republic. The term of thirsy

days 18 allowed for such bLeing deposited
In the public ireasury, and persons keep!
it in heir wDossession  beyond that  perd
will be prosecuted as counterieliers, The Sainave

notes will be received at the rate of 5000 gourdes
for one plustre at the public tressury and will be
reimbursed by notes on the treasury of the revolu-
tion at the raie of 500 for the plastre. The new cur-
rency will be witharawn from circulation ln three
months from the date of emission. ‘Ihe so-called
Soulougne and Gefrard notes will contlnue to cirea-
Jate on the same basis as those lssued by the revo.
Jubon. The present decree repeals all laws and dis-
positions to the conlrary, especially thoee applying
Lo the withdrawal of the Salnave noses at Port de
Faix, Cape Hayuen and Arcahale.

Temporary revolutlonary tribupals are mnstitoved
in all the seet of the repubiic, All accomplices
m acrime or misderneanor wiill be puniebed with
the same penalties as the autbors of such Acta
unlegs the respective cases be otherwise provide
for by luaw. All acts tending to devadtation, masse~
cre and piilage, in one or more districts, will be pun-
Ished with the penalty of death. All cases of volun-
tary lncendiarism will aiso be puutshed by death,
