THE PZIGHTAL TRAGEDY IN PENNSYLVANIA.

Convicti of Bol and Van Bordenburge
Their Sentence.
[Huntingdon, Pa., (Jan. 21) correspondence Philadel.
s Press

The gtrial of Bohner and Van Bordenburg, the mwr-
derers oI the FPeightal family, wid concinded on
Taesday, und resuited in o verdiet of murdér in toe
firse degree with regard to both prisoners. ‘I'ne ver-
dict was in siriet aceord with the evidencs, which
fxed the terrible crime nnerringly upou toe two mon,

It was understood that the murderers wonid be
sentenced to.lay, and the greatest anxiely was
wmunifested Ly the people geucrally to be present,
Long before the time of opemng the Court & vast
crowd vegan Lo inove towards the court house, and
the room was densely flied when Bohocr and Van
Bordenburg were brought in. His Honor, Jadge
Taylor, soon alterwards arrived, aud p ed st
onre 1o pronouuce the sentence. On bemg usked if
they nad aoything to say why sentence should not
be passed upon them, one of the prisoncrs, Bolnet,
was silent; the other prisoner, Yan Bordenburg, re-
puled that he was not guilty, and knoew notuing of
the murder until he was arrested In Altovns, where
be was intormed of ik :

The Judge then recounted briedy the circumstances
of the murder, and the evidence against tne two
men, calling their attention o the horrible atrocily
of the ¢rime, the justice of the pnmshmeut to be in-
nicsed, and vhe hopelessness of escape [rom i, con-
cluding as ollows:—

And now the sentence of the lnw and of this court is, that
you, the prisonirs at the bar, Gottliel Bolner and Albert Van
Hordapbarg, be taken bebee to the yaii of Huntingdon sounty,
whenee you tnme, and thence to the place of execution, q.m‘
that you there be fmusnd by the neck untl you are dead ; and
may God, in his intinite compassion, bave mercy on your
souis,

The prisoners manifested but little feeling doring
the delivery of the sentence. At its counclusion they
wore removed to the jall, to await tue day of exeus
tlon, to be fixed by the Governor,
