Toe Proposed Removal of the Capital..
The scheme tor the attompted romoval of the
capital was inaugurated yesterday by General
Logan in Congress. Mr. Washburn, who be¬
lieves that the site is better as it is, opposed
the project. The citizens of the national capi¬
tal, however, a little more frightened than
there is any necessity for, waited on President
Grant yesterday and asked him to use his
influence with Congress in .behalf of letting
well enough alone. The President promised
he would and the conference ended.

LITERATURE.

Criticisms of New Books.
Th» Fortirtii Oonohess of the United states.
By William 11. Barnes. Portraits uu steel by
George E. ferine. Two volume*. New York:
George E. Perine.
We doubt if many Intelligent persons,, though they

be as palpably partisan as Mr. Barnes, will place tlie
same high estimate upon the Fortieth Congress as
he does. It certainly must ever occupy a verv prom¬
inent historical position, because or the great ques¬
tions it was called upon to meet, and because it had
the doubtful glory of being the llrst national legisla¬
ture that impeached and tried a President of the
United States. But history must reoord the fact that
In all tho miserable bickerings botweeu the President
and Cougreas in their separate reconstruction poli¬
cies tne amount of true statesmanship exltloited was
lamentably small. There were no men of
great intellectual capacity in the Fnmevh
gress. Meu ot ability were not wautliTtil bitter,
unrelentinjn>arti*aus were numerous; but of clear-
beaded, practical and politic statesmen there were
none. That a settlement was made of the recon¬
struction question is true, but the plau was only stmu
bled upou alter more than one blunder had been
made. Even 10-day we liud thai the plan wan faulty
and insuilleieut. Hud it been conceited in Hie mind
of a statesman no necessity could have ut uen for tue
arbitral/ measures which Congress is now Imposing
upon Georgia at the preseut time. The restoration
ol tne Union was less a consideration than tne per¬
petuation or the power of tue reuuoucan party, liio
President oiunderea and fell; the democrats playedInto tho bands ol the radicals, and thus entailed
upon the South the most humiliating conditions. As
for the republicans, peculiar circumstances, which
will hardly uappeu aualn witutu a century, invested
them with mure man autocratic power, which titer
exercised in a most unscrupulous manner, inus,
far irom agieeiug with Mr. names in his opinion ol
the Fortieth congress, we rather believe that it wl.l
be known to history as having possessed less states¬
manship and more audacious partisanship than any
previous Congress.
But if we cauuot agree with Mr. Barnes In hl»

Views ou the achievements of this Congress we can
award bim the highest praise lor the biugrapnicai
¦ketchfes ol its members, which comprise nearly tne
whole conteuts oi the two volumes, u line nothing
la written condemnatory or any one, aim rainertoo
much unmerited praise is besioweu upon some, the
public careers and private uvea oi uii aie laiturully
and accurately given. The uteri: ry style is excel¬
lent and the steel portraits admirsoie. The lneciiaqi-
cai execution is also goou and the binding neat uud
durable. Wc recommend the volumes for tne sake
of the blograptues referred to. These give the worn

a decided viuue. Most educated persons feel au in¬
terest iu the personal careers ot promineut meu; uud
because oi tue great events that transpired iu I8ti7
and 1868 it is pronabie that biographies of the men
who took active part m them will, tor many years to
pome, pos.-e.is more than the usual interest. Mr.
Barnes' work luiii supplies any demand mat may
txlst lor such sketches.

teresu "Cotuptou Friars" Is concluded. "Curiosi¬
ties of Vision" Is well written, but the subject is
Hardly fresn. In "The Darien Canal Explorations"
we note several inaccuracies whicu indicate that the
writer nas not carcrully studied ins subject, "nooks
and Beading" is the continuation or a series or well
considered papers, which we thiuk far above the or¬
dinary average of magazine literature. "A Ilailway
In Utopia" and "llio Frozen Well at Brandon" are
Interesting- The poetry id this number oi Hours at
Home u good.
Packard's Monthly contains an entertaining no

count of "Alice and Phebe Cary.Their Homes and
Friends." The article on Adah Isaacs Menken, to
Which we referred last month, is concluded. Al¬
though written in au impartial spirit and quite read¬
able, we repeat our conviction that It would have
been better never to have published it. The best
article in this number is one entitled "Shall Ameri¬
can Wives be Childless V' and written by Howard
Glyndon. The subject Is discussed with great deli¬
cacy and in a tuoroughly seustbte manner, li is a
great pity that the tendency of the age gives so
much pertinence to the question. A considerable
part of the magazine is occupicd oy subjects relating
to the lower classes of this metropolis. "What i
Saw and Heard at the Tombs," "Eleanor Kirk
Among the Working Women" and "The Destitute
and OutcaHt Children of New York" are the titles of
the various articles devoted to these people. "The
Man Who Laughs" Is a very unjust attack upon
Victor Hugo's late work, which, In spite of Its ex-
travagances, is one of tne few Actions of the age des¬
tined to live. The remainder of the conteuta, ex¬
cepting the poetry, which is very ordinary, 1airly
sustains thtf reputation or the magazine.

San Francisco, Jan. 22, 1870.
The United States ship Jamestown, seventy-seven

days from the Feejee Islands, via the Mulgrave and
Dunham Islands, which she sighted, but had no
communication with, brlnors the following intelli¬
gence:.
English settle. are arriving at the Feelce Islands

In large numbers from Australia and Now Zealand,
to engage tn the raising of Sea Island cotton, which
is said to yield from tho highly productive soli of the
islands fabulous returns. The population of tbe
Islands baa Increased in three years from 400 to
1,800. A petition has been extensively signed by the
islanders requesting the United States governmentto assume the protectorate over the entire group,consisting of 154 islands, slxty-flve of which are in*
habited. The petition has been forwarded to Wash¬
ington. Great Britain had previously refused to add
Feejee to her colonial possessions. There are about
fifty American residents on the Islands. The James¬
town was saluted by orders of King Tbackamoon,and all on board were kindly received by the
tslandere. Much public business was accomplished,
and the Jamestown sailed on ber return voyage on
November A, No Amenoan vessels were La oort at
Lbs tsiaada.

Omaha, Jan. 22, 1870.
The Santa Pe Post of to-day publishes a correspon¬

dence from Fort Stanton, mating that Lieutenant
Cashing bad just returned from a severe Indian
campaign, In which his command had killed several
Iudlans and capturcd a large number of cattle and
other stock and property. Lieutenant Yealon, one
of the officers of the expedition, was severelywounded, but will recover.

A report from Las Oruces, to the same paper, gives
intelligence that Indians had stolen a large herd of
mules from a rauche near that village; mat great
excitement had been caused In that vicinity owing
to the llnding lu the possession of the Inuiaus on tno
government reservation ef a lot ofjewelry, which had
belonged to a Mexican woman who bad been re¬
cently murdered, Tho citizens or Las OnUM, at a
public meeting, had passed resolutions asking for
the removal of Lieutenant Brew, the agent of the
Apaches. They allege that be is incompetent ana a
drunkard.

Arrival of Admiral Farragut and the J1oni-
torn Allauionoutob at:«l Terror ut Port¬
land.

Portland, Jan. 22, 1870.
Admiral Farragut arrived here to-day to take

charge of the naval portion of the l'eabody obsequies.
He was accompanied only by his wife arid private
secretary. The party wore received by the Portland
committee and escorted to apartments at the Fal¬
mouth House. The Admiral remained quiet in bis
rooms during the day, as he uaa not fully recovered
from the effects of his recent scvero illness. Mrs.
Farragut during the afternoon drove out to Fort
Preble to visit, her son (Lieutenant Farrayrut, of the
Third United States artillery), who is stationed at that
post. Rear Admiral II. K. Thatcher, Commodore

Commaaloatloa from General Terry te Presi¬
dent Urant. IM«ht ef > Military Commander
*. Unseat Member* of (he Legislature for
DbquallUcution Under the Fourteenth
Amendment-The Administration to Hnpport
Oeaeral Terry la Reornautxlu« the Leal*>
latnre.

Washington, Jan. 22, 1870.
The communication from General Terry to Presi¬

dent Grant about Georgia matters covers twenty-
flve pa«ea of manuscript and la said to be a very
able artiument. General Terry, who is a lawyer,
reviews In Ms communication tbe whole subject of
reconstruction, analyzing tbe powers and duties of
military commauders under tbe various laws and
arriving by a long tiam of argument to two very
important conclusions, as follows:.First, tbat as

military commander be Is vested with full power to
unseat all members of tbe Legislature who are dis-
qualiiled from holding office by reason of the restric¬
tive provisions of the fourteenth amendment of the
constitution; second, tbat as a necessary sequence
of the above be has the right to award seats as
members or the Legislature to such parties as may
have received the highest number of votes next to
those unseated by reason of disqualification. General
Terry sustains the llrst point by the argument tuat
the intent of tho law Bhould always be taken Into
consideration, and that tnere can bo no question
that the object of the framers of reconstruction
legislation and of tbe fourteenth amendmeiit was to
exclude from holding office all persons who, having
sworn to support the United States constitution and
having held office under that constitution, subse¬
quently took arms against my; gof}rSB?Hl CT
m Aid and comfort to the enemy. If
the military commander entrusted with the
duty of reconstruction is denied the power
of exclud ing rebels from participating In
reorganizing the States when suoh rebels are by the
constitution forbidden, unless relieved of their dis¬
abilities, then, in the opinion of General Terry, tne
fourteenth amendment must be inoperative and the
reconstruction legislation become a dead letter.
General Terry goes still further and holds that, as to
ttie exercise of ills uowcr of excluding disqualified
members, It makes no difference whether such mem¬
bers have taken the required oath or not. If they
took tlio oath falsely, then, surely, that could not,
tnaKO tliein any better emitted to nold office than
bciore the act of perjury. As to the second point, to
wit, that lie luts full power to award seals
to such persons as received the next high¬
est number or votes. General terry contends that
tt is nn absurd Interpretation of the law to
deny it. All persons who were m fact disqualified
under tbe fourteenth amendment, aud received
votes for office could not be sworn In legally; the
votes cast for them were entirely void; no amount
of swoaring could make them valid afterwards. A
disqualified candidate under the fourteenth amend¬
ment, he cousiJered, could not be elected leaaliy
any more than an idiot, a non-rosldent, a duellist or
any member 01 uny other class in the hat of dis¬
qualified.

Isaac baton, of Clay township, died on Christmas
day ai. the advanced age of ninety-live years. Mr.
Eaton was born in Louoon county, Yu., In the event¬
ful yar of 1776, but was raised in Maryland, in the
vicinity of Anlieiam and South Mountain.a locality
made historic by the event* of the late rebellion.
On thu breaking out or the second war with ureal
Britain Isaac Eaton, then nearly twenty live yearsold, enlisted and served during the war. being
at Washington when that place was cap¬
tured aud near the Capitol buildla^* burned by ihe
British. Mr. Eaton in nts younger days was a man
ol great strength, possessed with a lithe, wiry body,
unuer median si/.e, and m the numerous personal
encounters quite common at that early day became
quite famous for having never met his match."
In the war of 1812 Eaton served with the Virginia
militia, under the command of General Mason, a
Virginian, born in the same county wltli Eatjn,
about twelve ytfars his juuior, and the most popular
man In the urmy. It is more tnan probaole that
military discipline was very lax in those tunes, and
one day, at a general review. Mason rode up and
down the lines, proclaiming that he had a man in his
command who could whip anything in the wnoio
army. This challenge, several times repetted,
was at last responded by to a period friant or a
retlow rrotu a Pennsylvania regiment. wno came
stalking down the lines and asked General Mason to
bring out his man. The Oeueral ordered Eaton out
of tho ranks. He was eyed by the PouiHylvanian
with about as much acorn as Goliath was supposed
to have looked upon liavid. Word was given to be¬
gin tho battle, and there, before the whole American
army, formed In hollow square, the two meu stripped
to the waist aud engaged in combat; but. in less
time than it takes to tell It, Eatou lifted his Hercu¬
lean opponent from the ground, and. twirling him
over with apparently as much ease, aa a dandy would
a canc, held mm up before the whole army In this
Inverted position, until the giant Pcunsjlvauiau
begged for quarter. At unothr.r lime, in Kentucky.
Eaton was forced to accept a challenge la light, and
on tho first encounter throw hu» opponent, lo the
ground wtttt such forca <u to break nearly all his

THE GOLD RING.

Gould and FIsk Before the Congressional
Gold Investigation Committee.Gould
Acquits the Presidentand Secretary

Boutirell of AU Knowledge of
the King.Flak Says That
Corbin Assured Him of

s Grant's Complicity.

Washington, Jan. 22, X8T0.
The (lold Investigating Committee rammed their

session to-day. There waa a full attendance In an¬

ticipation of the examination of Jim Klsk, Jr., and
Juy Gould. At ten o'clock tiould appeared before
the comunUee. Ills testimony was carefully con-
Hldered and delivered with the force ol one who
deeply studies what he has to say. The only
point In tiould's testimony wax a very de¬
cided declaration that he considered that all
efforts to link the name of the {'resident or
the Secretary of the Treasury with the transactions
incident to the gold panic of September were mall-
clous fabrications; that ho believed that neither of
those olllccrs knew what was going on iu Wall
street.

It wus two o'clock before l ink was sent for. Tho
Prince of Erie made his appearance with that air of
confidence which indicated that he knew his part
and would glvo U to the committee without tuucly
coaxiug in the way of^ interiotrauiui^ flfij manner
wfe Jueouy th* reverse of tiouid's. *'V§'
on to say that the beginning of the com¬
bination with a view to a large specu¬
lation was the embarrassed condition of
the Krie road, tho necessity of largo amounts of
money and the desire to do a large fall trade in
bringing the crops of the West to market. The road
was out of everything and was losing money. He
saw a chance of making a raise out of gold, as he hau
mode up his mind that no gold would come from
the government and It would be safe
to go in. In making up his mind ho was
supported by tiould, who had assured lum
that he had investigated the theories about
the President, as related by tiorbln. tiould then
gave l'lsk a letter to tiorbln, so that he could meet
lum aud have a talk with him. The particular de¬
sire was to get early lniormatlon. Corblu made a

I'hunin went luto
the house, whilo Ftsk's brother-in-law waited in
the carriage. Corbln delivered to Chapin a sealed
letter, the content* ol which were not known, as Fisk
states, to either hlinselt or Could.
