Air. Beccher on tlie Prodigal Soil.Man Com*
ina unto Himself.The Hood Unolve* ol'
Alea at tbo Funeral* ol' Uoud Men.The
Low and Ulflb Parpoaea of Lille.
Mr. Hotelier selected for his text the Gospel of St.

Lake xv., 17, first clause."And when be caine to
Almsell." ,

He had selected from the exquisite parable of the
Prodigal Son this fragment, necauxe it opened up
some of the profoundest depths of the human heart.
This prodigal appears to have gone through an ex¬
perience in which every passion was made to scin¬
tillate and wont itself out until be otune to the
very dregs at last, and those dregs were poverty,
twggary and hunger. These took tbe place of wild
intoxication uud lower pleasures, and this prodigal
was as wretched as before he had been happy.
When bis true manhood came out, for it seemed
natural to suppose that the bent of his nature was
not towards this profligacy, he cume unto himself.
That history might throw much light upon the
eourse meu are pursuing, and especially toaiaige
class of men who do not indulge in attf of these
excesses. It was important to determine first what
man's manhood was. Men were higher than the
animals, and the reason he was higher was that man
itad reason, auil in two aspects.First, that reason
was in its governing power. In auimala it only
acted occasion ally, but in niau It shone throughout
Ail circles ol Hie, determining its joys, its aims ana
lie ends. By the force of tins reason man was able
to propbec y and to look belore and after.

The next distinguishing characteristic was the
laorai sense of man, lrom which the performances
el our Hie are measured by obligations and standard
of right and wrong that distinguished luui irom the
animals, whoso limitations were conQned to the
sense 01 pleasure and i am. Man bad also a spiritual
nature, wtuch developed the ideas of purity, soil-
denial and supersenuousuess. lie said supei-senu-
ousness rather than supernatural, because lie be¬
lieved that religion was as natural to man as liie
itseu. All men who were oonteuted, therefore, to
remaiu In the development only of their lower
faculties might be truly said to have forsaken him¬
self. -Now every man who was a mechanic, and who
worked the lower laeuliles ol ins naiure only, was
not doing any wrong toiniuseli i>.v being a mechanic,
but the wrong was that he was only a mechanic,.
Jt was the sanio with me lariner and the manner,
or any uiuer handicraft; the trouble waa mat men
were only these! and not these and something more.
Mr. Beocher, alter describing the men who gave

theinseives up to their Iowa- appetites, said that,
there was a great multifi le of lueu wno live below
their true nature, who md not live so low a lite as
that, but whose Uvea were reputable, bat who do
not live except lor some one purpose. Now. if the
young man would write down wuat he really was
going to be, thai winch Was really his
aitn in bfe, ne would Lie ashamed of It.
&ww if he was to leach the doctrine of
total depravity many who heard him would go to
tleep, and others, whose rengiuus education
hau been broader, perhaps, would resist It. "let i
say ail men arc smiui." Is tuere one of you wuo
can sit at the bar oi your own judgment uocou-
demnedf and you excuse yourselves Of saying,
"kiy leeting* carried mo awav." Vou are con¬
strained to admit uiat you have acted irrationally,
and that you do tilings to-day lor winch you win be
sorry to-morrow, u I were to ask me man who
bad not this experienoo to put up his hand, and any
loan were to uo so, you v;ould atl taugh at mm, be¬
cause you would know how laisc that pretention oi
any different experience would oe. The same re¬
mit occurred ir tnc lite was measured by tue moral
sentiment; and if the liie were measured by the
standard oi the spirit and lutluenoes oi tue
heavenly land, it was given up at once,
lor It was no use flunking about mat,
and so the higher you weut the more
dissatisfied with yourself you became. Now, It uid
not matter by w nat theology a man was brought to
himself, so long as he was brought. Men go to
funerals, and wiicu they get to the luueral oi a good
luau, as they go down the steps of the house, they
say, one to the other, "Look here, my dear iriend,
we've oe.n living for money, aud money uin't every¬
thing; no itamT. Are vve ready to die/ It is a
very soieinn thing is death, and we can't take any oi
the money with us.'' 'men as this man goes across
the fulton ferry to New lork, after this funeral, he
resolves to make airesu start; he will tell his wi;e
what he thinks. Wen, as he goes up Fulton street
he meets tirst one iriend and then another and
auoi-uer, and the whin oi the world comes, and wneti
he geis nome lus wite savs, - Was it a good luueral v"
ana lie says "Yes." .. A good many people merer"
"Yes;" aud tinit Is ail he s»ys about it, aud
there's the end of the good impression. A
man goes to a concert and he hears the sweet

Mr. needier pictured very vividly me preacner
Who, without notes, now aud tnen pieaeued to a
man. more eloquently tunu anything use in the
world, in the liie aud the nickering death of a loved
Child. At that hour what was all the surr und-
lugs of home, wnat was wealth, wuat were
the newly garnered {lowers oy the side of ihe pale,
sickiy lace that was going away r Man came to hiui-
seu in these moments, auu all tue joy oi Ins liie went
out when tuat little me went out, and the man came
to see how immeasurable aud how vast the iove was
mat was within mm. All that was to tell man oi
the gloiious possibilities that were within lilin since
the beginning of a glorious reformation within
his soul. How were meu to get this 1 By the mrtu-
enee of the spirit of (tod upon their hearts. Weil,
there was no harm in your thlnaing you can do
without it; but u you will develop your own man¬
hood, tue oest that is witnm you, you will soon see
how weak you are, and that true humanity oi soul
thai win cause you to seek tor (iod, lor nis help, und
lor liis strength, and lor ills guidance and to say to
the shepnerd aud Bishop oi|your souls, .Our
Father.-'

Tlie Modern Device* of Matan Aenintfl Chris*
tinnUy.A Voice from the Ilitaalista.Ser¬
mon by Kcv. Dr. F. C, Ewer.
More the New Y#rlt branch of the American

Church Union Rev. Dr. F.»C. Ewer preached a sermon
Ja.il veiling at Zion cliurcii, taking for liis text II Co-
niiCuaus, u., 11. "Leal Hatan should get an advan¬
tage of un; lor we are not ignorant of ills devices."
Xh«- great content of time, said tlie reverend speaker,
i» me struggle between tfuian and Chrlyt lor the
beart, intellect ami will of immortal men. All other
contests on earth cltacr merge into tills, as skir¬
mishes of the great Wattle, or, If they have no con¬
nection with it, sink into inmgntllcance beiore It.
The long contmuanco and the desperate character
of the struggle argue tue immense power of .Satan,
and the diversity of the enginery which rrora age to
ago bo uses against the Kingdom of GoJ be}peak
bla almost exhaust less lngemilLy. ilia mcMt
dangerous and most damaging attack* arc
always occult, uuly ones lias lie made on
any large scale an assault from witliout on the
kingdom of God. 1 allude to the attempt, in the lirst
two centuries, to crush out Christianity byljioociy
persecution*, But over since that time his main
efforts have been in secret. Discovered and ex¬
posed ia one effort he betakes himself to another.
The hietorj of his doings tor the past one thousand six
hundred years is only a consecutive story oi attempts
bo to beguile the friends of God, as to wield them,
unwittingly to themselves, ngalnvt the very cause of
Christ, wiucfit in an honest heart, they are s irlvtug
to advance. It is a lioiu plant a plan calculated, if
puccttuslul, to work more serious auiiiugo thuu any
other. His daring in adopting it and his Ingenuity
in carrying it out are pretermit oral. From ilie third
lo the seven tu century, inclusive, he was subtly at
work ou the intellect of man. By Its means, and in

a number of ways marvellous for their variety, no
attempted to drown tne truth in an i*oean ol here¬
tics. Failing in this he abandoned the intellect of
limn and inspired ills ambition, slowly Hie I'apacy,
thnr mother ot evlis, inside aud ouisule the Church,
rose to accomplish iu untold harm. But besides ail
this the credulity of man was open to his
tO'icft. In tne cowl of a Dominican monk
fta'an studied and wroto at tlie midnight
lamp; he said prayers; anon lie preached in the
w.iitc gabardine of a Cistercian, lie nuoted and
laid great stress on au Incidental expression of HU
Augustine, winch that father nail alterwarda re¬

lucted, and iu out wuy ami anotuer uo beguiled
\x*»au tufope, iroui tue twetfJii to lUeeixteeuiU

century, latQ » t*U«f In wltqftuad fnd spread cre¬
dence in Ifc&t levafe and U»urd minit leu. He
wrote ralM decretals, ne tmefpotatw! ttm Father*, lie
corrupted uiauuera, unable to destroy doctrine be
pohuted It, be sold indulgences, he tore the East
from ibe west, rent the Went in twain aud brought
on tbe violent reaction ol the Continental italifrma¬
cron (*o called) with all lie attendant evil*. Hie men
who were tne agenu in building up all tbeae eviu
were mainly honest and sincere. Mcholaa 1. aud
Leo IX. and Gregory VII. una other*, who, acting
upon tbe evideuce of tbose false decretal*, arguedfor, prayed lor and enlarged tue powers of me
Papacy, were honest, however deceived. Luther
and » ui viii and fccoiampadiiis were honest. Indued,ail along lor V'w Stan's course exhibits to
us the lact that his plan has beeu bo to beguile and
deceive sincere men tnat tbey themselvesshall do bis
real work against tne very cause they are striving to
advance anu do it the more vigorously and elVectuallyin that tuoy tumk Uiey are working lor that cau.se.Weaietolook for him where tho guileless would
least expect to tlud aim. 11 Catholicity herself was
Hot proof aguiust wiles what unarms has Protestant¬
ism that It in exempt f If ijatun wishes that manyshould lull away from Christian truth he need ouiy
seu't them to the wrong place lor it and he lias ac¬
complished bis purpose. Nine out of ten think they
can nud ibe truth m the liib.e, aud especially In tliu
New Testament. The speaker then gave a short his¬
tory of tne oripin of the several nooks or the New
Teniuiueul, claiming that they were written to con*
llnu lho:>o already instructed. While uon-Cailio-
liclty, Inspired by the subtle genius "Irom below,"
has given ibe Bible to the world to flnd the truth for
uscli. In tin*, through the agency of sincere but
deluded rnau, butau has accomplished what the .New
Testament warned us against. the Hcnptuies were
ihe ru e of taub lor the Church, bu: were never in¬
tended to be a rule ol fuitti for the individual,
sa'uu, through modem rrotestaniisui, nia-o
It impossible for the bible 10 yield up to
indlvuiuai private Judirtnent any absolute and
fixed laith, as it was recognized in aneleut
apostulic and post ap<>sioiic time*. Now there
is uo distinction left between truth and heresy, atul
tne latter lias oeeii rendered lmpossiole, uu impor¬
tant ^tamc result. Tbe present system of i'roies-
tam worship, closing uliurcues, except oil two occas¬
ions one day in seven, aud reducing sermons to
popular harangues on tftl'tenng generalities tends to
destroy Christian truth and vis e piace to the religion
oi owe uiorau j. Tina h what, >aiuii would like to
accomplish. lu demonstrating this assertion the
speaker stated ihat for the last three hundred years
it was erroneously taught that atlendane." at church
was tor personal inuivuiual edihtuiiou aud devo¬
tion. tins obliterated the public recognition aud
honor of Almighty <iod irom popular consciousness.
The libraries open to the individual the very cream
of all pulpit euoru lor tne pastisoo years aud thou¬
sands claim to-day mat they can worship Uod as well
at home or in the woods us at ctinrch withl ess weari¬
ness. tiut of 37,uoo, < w in this couutiy only about
1;;.uuo,uuj, less than one-tuifd, pretend to any form
of Cbrlstianiy. This is the result of the luoieru
Protestant sy^em or personal edltlcaiion and devo¬
tion by whicii Satan succeeded in a very damaging
attack on l liristiauity used.
Now the speaker came to the ilcfcuce of ritual¬

ism. it meaning Hie incantation of tiod, a llturgic
worship, with its sacraments and rorin*; a spiritual
worsnip, clotuod in a lair oodiiy iraiueworK. A
simply spiritual worship, as opposed to ritualistic
comforts only with a purely rpuituul <iod, winch is
the uod oi rationalism, while tne Uod ol Chnstiauity
is liod incarnate. I'uieiy spiritual worship is luoon-
sistent with tue lact oi a Uod incarnate, who Is still
piesent on eartn in the euetiarist aud wiiowoika
uirough tbe otuer sacraments. Tuoeudol purely
gplrituai worship is LabeUiauwm, tniianauisui aud
infidelity, j lie reasons for a Uttorglc, formal and
visible wor- hip run down into incarnation Itself. It
cannot bo torn out of Christianity without injuring
mat cur anal truth that Christ had become mau and
opposition to it and its vuncd lorms is inspired byHatan, who tnay bo found at work wncre least of all
suspected, evon under a Christian d!«gulse.

CHINCH OF THE MESSIAH.
Uuitni-inulsui nurt TrinlmrlanUm Compared.

sermon by ltev. (jcorgv It. nepvrortli.
Tho Church ol tlie Messiah, corner of Thirty-fourth

street ana Park avenue, was filled yesterday morn¬
ing by the usual largo ami fashionable congrega¬
tion. Rev. George H. Hepworth, th3 pastor,
preached. His subject was "Unltarlanism and Trim-
tariauism Compared," a doctrinal subject, but, m
his manner of treating It and the eloquent hoauty
of his comparisons, bereic of the ordinary dogmas of
sermons of tills clas3. lie took for his text St.
MuUhew xix., 17."Why oiliest thou me good ? There
is none good but one, and that Is Hod." After men¬

tioning the circumstances under which theso words
were uttered he proceede.ljto announce the teachings
embodied In the same. Ouu party In the dialogue
wax an inquirer aud the otucr was a teacher. What
could the young man understand hut this, that God
was not standing before iiitn; that God was in heav¬
en; that he, Jesus Christ, who wad speaking,
differed in personality from God; that God was su¬
preme and good, and that there was none other
good but Him ? For himself he was willing to take
Jesus Christ as his teacher. He made no mistake
with regard to himself. He could not miscall him¬
self. Hid he not by the words he used
toward the young man Imply the difference
between (<od and himself V Ol course he did. lie
approached atopic, pursuant to tueir request, ol tne
utmost importance, It was a matter of larger im¬
port than taey could dream. If this conception of
tlod was my«tlc they wottlu find li difficult to go to
him as a son to a father for what they warned. It
was of the utmost importance that everybody should
have well assured views and llrnil> set notions of
<;od. He had such perfectly defined ideas of God
that, sinful and imperiect as nc was, he could
come to him as in childhood days he would
throw his arms about tne neck of his
mother. Ills mother was in heaven, and
so was God. In large commercial centres fashum
rules in religious makers as in otuer things. Trin i-
tnriauisra was the modern fashion. How was It
with Unitarlanlsm ? It was not the modern fashion¬
able religion, but it was the oldest thcoloxy iu the
world. It was as old as creation. .Moses was a
I'ntiurlan, ana spent his lire teaching the Jews in
tue wilderness that there was bnt uue God, whom
aioue they could serve. David was a Lunarian, and
Ills songs breathe this belief, So was it with uii the
old prophets. Tttey worshipped with one worship;
they looked with our eye-<. aud they recognized
i.od as the grand centre of creation. In the sacred
Scriptures mo equivalent of Trinity docs not occur,
wnne that oi the unity of God occurs over three
hundred times. All denominations.the itoman
UtttDoUc, old Greek Church and uil eld Church
legends.agree that the Scriptures do not assert Trin-
itarianis'ti. llow was it then, that in the nineteenth
century the doctrine of TrinitarUulsm has becomoso
prevalent i1 it was claimed to be louuded on tho .New
Testament, lie referred tv the different Gospe.s of
the >cw Testament and claimed tnat Matthew,
Mark, Luke and St. John were all Unitarians. All
tne Apostles when t hey went to Athens, to Kthlopia
und cisewnere preached God lie unit. Why aid
they ao it? BccauseJe.su ? Christ told them repeat¬
edly to do so. He tokl them that lie could do
notnlug unless the Father helped mm. Language
can be twisted very stron ly, hut the Apostles did
not twist If. They told what they meant and they
meant what they said. Prom this point he traced
the continued teaching of the same doctrine by ihc
early Christian lathers, aim farther that up lo the

> ear :i60 the word trinity was not used m any creed
in its modern use. Since then the synods nave de-
Uued aud amplnked the dogma. Could they believe
ma', that winch, realty and absolutely was one could
be three or could three be one 1 l ne merest sciuiol-
boy knows oetier. If this was applied to anything
else we should laugh at it. liecau.se it was applied
to religion men accepted it, not us logic but as a
birtid faith. Alter enlarging on this point

at considerable length he reverted to tne teachings
of Christ bearing upon this point. These were mys¬
terious bearings, but take tne whole book arid they
would arrive at no oilier c inclusion itiun that Jesus
Christ was not tiod, aud that lie never cialuiod such
high aud sovereign personality, lie would not ad¬
vance it as an argument, out lie started back at the
idea of God cotning to this earth and being treated
as Jesus Christ was. Spit in God's ia< e, thrust u
spear lu God's side.the idea was absurd and re¬
volting. Altogether, he aimed to show in the first
place that Fnitartantstn was the oldest theology in the
world; in the second place, that Triniurianism was
absurd and contrary to nil human reason, and
thirdly, that Fmtariuuisni Was the only doctrine that
gave satisfaction to the wants and longings of the
liuuian soul.

A numerous congregation assembled yesterday

forenoon at the New Jerusalem church (Swedenbor-
glaui in Fast Thiny-firth street, between Fourth and
Lexington avenues. After the usual morning ser¬
vice itev. Chauucej Giles gave notice that the sub¬
scription books tor the expense fund of tlie church
were open, that ou Friday evening next a

meeting of the society will be held for the
reception of new members, and that tlie
ladms or the society are preparing for a lair
and lcstival for the bene lit of the church,
to bo held next February. The reverend gentleman
also annouueed that as the question of the apostolic
succession was exciting great interest in the churches
of all denominations, intensified at present by the
meeting of the Kcunieuical Council, he would on
next Sunday give the Now Jerusalem interpretation

the keyH of the kingdom of heaven/' Ac..uponwhich, said the speaker, the Komau catholics base
their pretensions to apostolic succession.

One with no pure and e'ovaied dtieo
tioiiM.no asuirauons after a heavenly life, wituuo
Knowledge or concern tor spiritual truth, lives in
this valley and Is part of it; ho is like a vast swamp,
breeding reptile* and insects ana poisonous mala¬
rias; or a Handy, dry plain, monotonous ill aspect,
stale ! with heat, witu no fresh spring*, nor cooling
winds irotn tbe mountains, whence all our strength
and refreshing cornea. The bones are tbe most solid
auu the least sensitive parts of the oodv, what
dogmatic or merely doctrinal truth in to in<i spiritual
mind made alive by the love of the Lord and man.
liones represent the intellectual nature of man, aud
dry bonea mao's intellectual nacure before It lias
iiecom* informed and Imoued with divine truth.
What a picture these dead dry bones are of man's
Uite lec.tuui nuture while ho lives in the valley of
spiritual death What would li/.ekiel hud were ho
to come ami search ourown hearts.In our ohurchea,
iu our society y in the liclit of heaven what arc
these beings who populate our otty, rush along our
streets m mad haste, crowd our marts, llii our
ortloea, ply our trades, dwell in our houses 1 Skele¬
tons; no spiritual llesli covers them; no heart of
love to (iod and man beats within theiu; no
brains to think ot spiritual truth: 110 eyes
to see the loveliness and glory of heavenly
lifo; they are skeletons, adorned with silks, as¬

suming airs, claiming homage, tossing their heads
proudiy, adormug the sepulchres they can their
houses. wearlug diamonds on ties Ideas lingers aud
ornaments ou skeleton arras, gathering in halls of
pleasure, leasting upon the dust, drinking the poison
ol heil aud culling it the elixir or life. Ihey dance
gaily tne dance ol' death. These gay, proud am¬

bitious, lordly men anu women are 11; ilicir graves.
How many ol onr churches are filled with suctt
skeletons; how eiefrautty ihoy are dressed; how
devoutly tucy Dcnd the knee; how they praise their
poiisii, their beauty of foim and grace of tne dry
bones thrown to iticin by the priest, who, perhaps,
is himself a sKclelon. These dry bouoa mnst i*» vivi-
tled i>v the bream of divine life. 1 his comes when u
man ueguia to obey the words of the Lord; when he
begins to do wnal the hunt commanded. Tne
words of the Lord are the luws of spiritual Ine, and
by obeying theui man puts turnse it into right rela¬
tions with the source 01 life, follow I. ig out litis
argument the reverend speaker closed by saying
that tnus the valioy ol dry bones would become an
exceeding great army ot living inen, ready to do
battle for truth aud heaven agmuit evil uud falsity
in ourselves, in our families, iu society aud in ttio
Church.

CHU1KH OF TrIE HATiVHY.
iiCetiire by Uev. tailiec Wm. livercit.

"Nszareih nnd Camel."
At the ltoman Catholic Church ol the Nativity,

Second avenue and Second street, the Rev. Win.
Everett delivered a very Interesting account of his
travels through Hie Holy Land. Prefacing Ms lec¬
ture with a general survey of the Holy Land,
its biblical history, Us general characteristics,
and trie large number of pilgrims visiting it
yearly, ho gave a very elaborate description of Naza¬
reth. Nazareth is in a valley about one mlie long,
ruunlng cast and west, and only one quarter of a
mile broad, and is shut in» by fifteen hills. The
houses are irregularly 1 a:et, bnntof stone, com¬
fortable ana substantial in appearance, Tho streets
are irregular and iu tne most wretched condition,
the morn noticeable as ttie people there seemed io
bo of a more intelligent class man the ottier dwollcrs
in t no land. At the further end of the village ih the

tliui in Palestine, Their dress Is also gra eiul, con¬
sisting of drawers, u close fitting jacket
and a long white veil. For ornament
tliey wear a string of silver coins, around
the head and chlu, uumy of widen are very
heavy and valuable, lie next described the various
objects of interest m the place, tno elnsf of which Is
the Latin convent, containing lie "Most Holy
Place," then the ' Shrine ol the Annunciation " a
chapel m tne puico where once stood tne workshop
of Joseph, and tiie chapel ol the V.Meusa Chnstl," or
table ot Christ, a solid roeVr, projecting three feet
above tiio surface of the ground, twelve ieec
long and eight leet wide, on whicu it is said Christ
often ate tils food before ho entered on nis mission.
Derailing the many reflections incident to a visit to
Nazareth, the reverend gentleman ttien proceeded
to give an account of < armel, celebrated as contain¬
ing tho convent of the Carmelite*. Here, it is
claimed, a religious community lias dwelt ever since
thedajsof the prophet Llijiiri, ulne hundred years
before Die Christian era. The Carmelites nave
dwelt here, almost without taterrumion, lor two
thousand seven Hundred years. At tno intro¬
duction of the (Gospel tliey became Christians;
at the time of the Clusadea they changed tne Greek
liturgy. wfHcli they had been using, fnr ttie Roman.
The old convent was blown up by the Turks in lSil,
alter it had been used as a hospital by Napoleon.
Five years afc.-r this a lay brother ol the community
obtained permission to rebuild me edifice, lie began
without a penny, went aronnu coiie :tinsr money,
and at the cud o| fourteen years iiad the happiness
of seeing the present massive bunding erected, at a
cost oi one hundred thousand dollars in gold; every
cent of which lie raised hiuiseli.
Lid space permit a more detailed description of

the many places of interest would be given.
Throughout tne lecture was Inter.-'peivcd with iince
dotes and remarks, many ol w men provoked it
smile, from tue felicituus manner in whica nicy
were related. A large sura was realized iroin the
lecture, which was given lor the benefit of the poor
ol the parish.

Lecture of Kcv. Dr. D. Kinltorr On (lie Scv.
vnlli Reitolnlliin ol' I lie liubbitiicnl Confer¬
ence. i'ho Hebrew Language in tlie Synii-
goiuc.
Rev. Dr. Eluliorn continued his lecture on tue

Conference, at the Temple Adath Jesuraa, beiore a

largo and intelligent audience. It is deplorable, the
lecturer said, that tho resoluilou requires to be fur¬
ther explained. The prayer book in use 111 the tem¬
ple contains more Hebrew than what was ever re¬

quired by the Talmud, as tho latter requires that
prayers should be recited in tiic vernacular. The
Hebrew language was used la the synagogue, not so
much 011 account of its sacrednoss, and while it was
formerly understood by ttio large majority, but be¬
cause the sjnngoglcal worship was urrang.al
in imitation of tne temple service. Prayers
were recited mornings (fthachrlth). Additional
service (Mussaf), and evenings (Minehah;. As
in the temple the priest represented tfic people and
worshipped in their name, so later tne public

l eaner was delegated, m imitation, and as long as
he understood the prayers it was immaterial whether
the others understood them. He would not cast a
reflection oil the devotion ol the father, but to tncm.
Even if the meauing of the word ,\as hidden tho
language ol ttie heart was lervent. At the mention
of lie word Jerusalem their whole being was moved

i >y longing, pain and hope, and their battle cry.
. Hear, o Israel," ascended irom the depths ot their

souls up to heaven. Hut to us Him spirit is lost and
only the dead letter remained.a volume of prayers
without soul, without the power ol eie>aiiou. Organ
and choir cannot illi mis void; they cannot conso.e
the aillici«d nor Ileal the heart: ore nor satisiy those
who seek <Jod. The retention or a language wntcu
is unintelligible to the mswsesj Das also this disad¬
vantage, that It covers up the untruthfulness ol thai
which (he woishloper ajks of nod, and tins h oneof
the reasons that tins resolution meets so mac a op¬
position. Tne holy language is to veil the incon¬
gruities and the absurdity ol antiquated ideas.
What a diflePfcuce between tue day oi atonement in
former days and now? Formerly a restless look at
the thick loiios th it iiad to bo g'iDe tiuoughon r hat
day; frequent piomeria -s to wmle away tno time.
The introductory to tne day of days was a denial of
future vows set into soul-captivating meiody.
Now it has become a day that shlues to us
in its lull majesty, on which tne current of
dcvotiou vogues uninterruptedly from morn tin eve,
and on winch our souls soar heavenwards. Tne
unity of Israel is not destroyed wnere tne unity of
Uod is proclaimed lu the ancient sounds where the
sanctliication catches the ear ot the Israelite, there
never was a uuilorm ritual. The Rabbis honor aud
lovo the Hebrew language as much as any, and ex¬
pressed It so: but If its retention as the language of
prayer would preserve it there could not much a
general Iguorauco thereof prevail as Is tlm case in
the present day. It must be taught in tne scuooi-
rooiu. and in mis the reformers are not behind the
orthodox. Not Uie word but the spirit conveys
sanctity to tne prayer: the living must speak to the
Ever living in the language oi the living.'

The San Luis Revolution.The Revolution¬
ary Flan m Proclaimed bjr the Lead-
era.Boldness of the Xeaaures.
Agn'rre's Decision.The Gov¬
ernment liaising' Troops.
The National Guard.

Mexico City, Jan. 7, 1870.
The condition or affairs in San Luis la generally

acknowledged to bave grown very acriooa since our

lut, wuerem It wh mentioned that most or the
troops or the Tliird division, with their generals,
bad pronounced against the State government and
captured and imprisoned the Governor and Legis¬
lature. in tbe revolutionary plan first promulgated
by General Aguirre no denouncement was made
against the leaeral government; but as the laticr
has taken active measures to put down this move¬
ment, a new proclamation was issued against tbe
general government to which the former seem to
have been but a stepping stone. Hy this most cun¬

ning and artful management, there appears con¬

fronting tbe Government a large force of thoroughly
drilled troop*, as well oUlcered, arm"d and equipped,
probably, as any In tae republio. With all tbe artil¬
lery of the division m their possession, money in
their bauds ana no enemy near, it would appear
that it will cost the government tronble to restore
the normal condition of alTulrs.
General Roclta is in llio Verde, but la unable to ad¬

vance upon San Luis. General Equi na was ordered
to take up bis Hue of marcb for that place, but a

body of troops was despatched against him and he
was compelled to retreat to Queretaro. The follow¬
ing 1.4 an extract or the political revolutionary plan
of these pronunciados, proclaimed on the :wtb of
or December, to which are signed tbe names of
Generals Aguirre, 1'e lro Martinez, Manuel Laranaga
and all the oRlcers oi their commands; that Juurez
lias noted contrary to the constitution and during
eleven years has rendered no account to tue peonle,
out has trodd«n upon their institutions; that one of
the flrst duties of the lorces of a republic is to de¬
fend tne principles ana rights of the people and not

blindly make themselves liugruments to sustain
slavery. These aro the usual attacks which are made
upon the administration, all of which are cal¬
culated to excite the passions of the troops and lead
weak-minded patriots to believe that iliey should
distinguish themselves by joining tue rebellion. In
consideration of these things they propose:
First.To refuse to recognize the Executive.
necorul- To recognize Congress, provldea it ac¬

cepts lite plnn ol the revolutionists and agrees never
to do wrong any more.
Third.There must be immediately anew shuttle

and deal.
In other words, a new election. In order that the

outs may get in. State sovereignty must be pro¬
claimed. The general government must i>e removed
to some mor* central point ot the republic. Govor-
nora of states can retain tuoir positions by snbacrin-
lug to the plan, which latier can be cnangeu to suit
circumstances. The puouc acot Incurred by i no
carrying out of the plan, will oe the first to bo paid.

j iicsu are some oi the changes wluuh arc to regen¬
erate Mexico, make lue and property sale and uer
people industrious, develop their wealth, resusci¬
tate her commerce, build up tne haciendas, now
lulling Into ruins because their owners caunot
cultivate them at a profit, bulla her railroads, and
placc her on a pa;- with tire leading nations of tbe
earth. It is understood that the revolutionists pro¬
pose to send a >orce 10 take possesrion ol Zacaio.as
aud anoiner to attack Generul Equlluz. Aguirre
had addressed a circular to various members of
Congress urging them to take steps in ills lavor and
to secure the acceptance oi the plan by Congress a id
trie Supreme Court of Justice in order lo save
bloodshed, cautioning them to consider that civil
war may lie avoided in this manner, whic.i otuer-
wise will surely rend the republic.

ihe pronunciados have need various methods of
raising money. At the mint they helped tnemseives
to 1^0 oars oi sliver belonging to the English Aiming
Company of "t'atorce," wuich tuey immediately una
coined. In audition to me forced loan which
Aguirre bad upon the people he has decreed that
ail property should pay In advance one-third of their
taxes lor lue next year. Alter allowing ins "oidiers
to help themselves to all horses, mules, to rob houses

of Inoffensive citizens, *c., he has demanded one-
third oi ail licenses aud imposed a tax irom
six to teu dollars on a thousand
ou all landed property. It is notlceauie
tiiftt at. tne tiiuo of the promulgation of the ssoond
piuu mere were seveial oillcers who w«re not pre¬
pared to go so far as to pronounce against ihe gene¬
ral government, ami reiused to sign it. Tor mis
lour oillcers and ssverai sergeants wero thrown into
prison. At a later ii~v *7.oi»o wore being distributed
among the troops; liicv refused to receive any of tlio
money, saying tnat they preferred imprisonment to
disgrace.

Last January stocks were
just In the first stages of that remarkable inflation
whicn collapsed with the gold "comer " Money Is
as easy now as It was then.more bo, in faet.but
the transactions in stocks are on a diminished scale.
The cliques have had a less impressiona¬
ble maricet to work upon this year and
have fulled to stimulate the old enthusiasm. Con¬
sidering the obstacle thus presented their success in
the "bull" movement which is their programme ror
the spring months has not been indilterent. 1'rtces
advance almost insensibly or rather very slowly,
but they steadily climo from week to wee*. A re¬

trospect of prices for the past month will show that
despite the intermediate dutuoss ami spasmodic
declines in shares the general course of the market
is upward. Daring the week there has been corftld-
erable activity in l.'ock Island, which fluctuated ne-
twecn a 108%, the street being treated to a sen¬
sation in the shape o( a discovery that two millions
of new stock had been issued In the summer, for the

non-registration of winch the name ol Hock Island
was struq^ from the list at the Stuck Exchange and

Hock Island lias been a loot bail among
the speculators, who, knowing the attraction It pos¬
sesses as the short connecting link between tne
Pacific Hallway and all the various railway >mea of
the East, havo been able to operate upon the public
confidence. Hock island, like Erie, is among tne great
railways or the country, but like it has unfortunately
fallen Into speculative control. The railway list was

in general active and the week closed upoua marked
improvement lu their prices. The feature of the
ensuing week promises to be a struggle lu Northwest,
of which Daniel Drew is reported largely short,
whlio Commodore Vunilcrbilt is said to have been
buying it ever since Scpteubei. Now, as the
veteran Commodore has an old score to Bettle witn

the ex-president of Eric, and has been patiently
biding his time lor revenge and watching for an op¬
portunity to entrap his old adversary, the street
looks lor an interesting contest in too immediate
future between the two giants of Wall street.
