The following extracts from a letter received by a

gentleman in Uunediu, from a friend in the Fejees,
have been hanaed to us (the writer says) for publica¬
tion,.
The Melbourne company are at work surveying

their laud at Suva aud in fue neighborhood. The
natives have given quiet possession, and, aa far us 1
can learn, everything seems going on well. Mr.
Cooke, the manager, is 10 the country, and has been
10 Suva and the lower Uewa, out not .vet ui> the
river, although he talkB of coming up to meet the
planters respecting a sugar mill shortly. Thev also
talk of making a road from Buva 10 ltewa town,
that Is, about twenty miles by river below me. If
they do all thlB and organize some means of getting

a regular supply or foreign labor, Fejee, and this part
of it especially, w.ll make rapid progress and the
Suva will prove a formidable rival to Levuka for the
use of ocean-going vessels. But cousideraolo nu ru¬
bers of people have lately come here, aud it is said a

Cniat many more are on the wing from Melbourne,
f they come beiore proper preparations are
made in the matter of survey und labor.
the latter especially.It will be bad ror
them, und cause, 1 rear, a reaction ugamst Fejee.There are a great many here already wno are with¬
out labor, and they know how helpless the waut
makes them. As to this labor question, small ves¬
sels are still goiug aud coming aud bring back with
them flity or sixty men at a time. '1 hese men are
engaged for three years. Wages run now at tour
notinds a year and the passage money Ave pounds,
with an engagement to send them back again at tae
expiration 01 their agreement. These arrangements
arc made before and attested by the Consui. bo we
hope the mad project of stopping the supply entirelyhas been abandoned, lhev arc heathens and canni¬
bals when tney arrive, and give us a good deal of
trouble to get them Into habits of regular work at
flrw. At the end of three years tney go back with
these habits and the knowledge tuey have gained,
which cannot but do as much good aB years 01
preaching la effecting some degree of civilization
among them.
The government here is a dead loiter, and. for ray

own part, 1 nope It will continue so. i have little
liope oi doing anything with uie natives. They are
Ofthe wrong kind, and I look to the French an the
ftllure probableowners ufFejee.. A petition from the
Germans here to the North German government,
asking them to take possession, has been extensively
signed. Another has Just gone to tut- English gov¬
ernment. The white population and interests win
soon claim some adequate protection. If we could
throw off our allegiance, and flgnt our own oatties,
we might hope b.v policy to hold our own; but whi,e
declining to protect us our respective governments
would soon mverlere if we presumed to try to pro¬
tect ourselves. However, lor the present, 1 am glad
to say all is peace, und we have 110 need of protec¬
tion by force at this moment; but, wuu the number
of white settlers coining in, I fear this cannoi last.
The natural lear it vU excite among the natives
that they are going to be outnuiubereu will ol itself,
in their ignorance, be likely to excite feelings of
hostility.

OB AN BNULIBII PRUTKCTOBATK.WHAT Ql'BEN VIC¬
TORIA WOULD (JAIN.
Subjoined will be found a copy or the memorial

addressed to the British Secretary or State for the
Colonies, by the inhabitants 01 Fejee, towards the
cl03e of 1809, praying either for annexation to Great
Britain or tor the establishment of a protectorate.
Annexed to it is a copy of the document, iu which
the memorialists set forth the reasons which should
operate with the imperial government to comply
with the prayer of their petition:.

MEMORIAL.
To the Right Honorable the Earl Granville, tier

Majesty's Secretary ot State for Colonial Affairs:
Tne memorial or the undersigned, native und

foreign residents or Viti, humbly aiioweth.
That at a puonc meeting held at Levuku. Ovalau,

Viti, on the 14th June instant, to consider the expe¬
diency or memorializing the American or som?
other government, with the object of inducing it to
ttute this group ol islands under its protection and
flag, it was proposed and earned by .a large and
most influential majority. "That tho present condi¬
tion ol Viti renders it imperative upon this commu¬
nity, essentially uritiah, to at once memorialize, in
conjunction with tue dominant chiefs of Viti, the
British government, with tue object ol obtaining for
this group of Islands either annexation to Great
Britain or tiie adjucent colonies, or the establish¬
ment oi a protectorate flag and interest, but par¬
ticularly annexation to the Australian colonies, to
which, by tneir geographical position and undoubted
future importance, they appear destined to be
united.",
May it please your Lordship, therefore, to lay be¬

fore her Majesty's government tue aoooiupauylng
document, which your Lordship's memorialists trust
will move it to an attentive consideration or this
Kccoud invitation to add Viti to other British depen¬
dencies in Australasia.
And your Lordship's memorialists, as In dutybound, will ever pray, Ac.

CAUSES AND I'BOFITS OF THE MOVEMENT.
The memorialists humbly show that in tho year

»8&y the cession ol the Viti Islands to Great Britain
was proposed and offered by tho united chiors and
landowners of Viti, and Colonel saiythe was com¬
missioned by his Grace the Duke of Newcastle to
proceed hither and report npon the capabilities or
the group, and the expediency of her Majesty's gov¬
ernment accepting the oner.
The principal reasons at that tlmo urged for ac¬

cepting the sovereignty of Viti were:.
Fir$t That the group would prove a good atatloo for mail

steamer* running between I'artama an<l Sydney.
Scfurul That tlioy would oiler a supply or ooiton.
And In conjunction with the first reason that

their position was Important to the national power
and security in Hie l'acitic ocean.
The result or the commission appeared to estab¬

lish the impolicy of annexing tne islauds.
nrrt.Viti Ilea about 1,9U0 mires uortli of Auckland, New

Zealand, and about l,SM) miles northeast ot' Sydney, or, In
other words, within six days' passage from the lirjt and nine
days' passage from tho last named port, by auy ordinary
steamer of the present day.
Seanul.The island of vui Levu possesses an area of nearly

4,U00 square miles, being nearly as large as Jamaica. It is
superior to that Island In possessing good harbors and
anchorages round Its coasts, and many rivers, one of which
is navigable for more tliun lilty miles from I'.s mouth. To
oil er another comparison, It is six times as large as Mauri-
llui*
Third.The second island in size Is V.uiua Lovu, with an

area of nearly 3, (Ml) square miles. The Island also enjoys the
advantages or good hat bora.

The third Island Is Tavhinl, of an area of about
lTOs'iuare miles.

120 square miles. There are mauy other line lslaiids, as will
be seen by a reference to the accompanying chart; but (bvio
Harped are the most important.

Francisco aud Sydney. These rapid mall vessels need not
enter tbc group, nor run any unusual risks In navigation. A
good light established npon the south side of Ougciv Island
would u« necessary only, and the course to Uoloa thcnce, as
shown by the chart, Is e.ear and open.

Being m the direui !<uo or route oetwoeu San
Francisco aud Sydney there Is nu reason to believe
/no Hiiuerior attraction or greater security being
enjoyed by the neighboring mat Viti will
,ie chosen as the end-spot, more particular.1" a# there
alicady exists here a scttletucnt-of British subjCru
and a valuable and increasing tralllc with the colo¬
nics. In Viti rumors have already been heard of
annexation by other Powers than Britain, and both
natives and settlers, mutually tired ot the present
state of things, are prepared to accept the protection
of almost any ouc oi the great l'owers that will
Interest itself for their weliare. in 18S» the question
asked by the government of Colonel Sn.ytlie was,
"Whether or not Viti ought to bo Ati<l;d to the
numerous colonial possessions or Great Britain
from tue same motives of ordinary expedi¬
ency which direct the general national policy r"
The reply, as stated in the preface, was in the
negative. Opara, now in the possession or the
French, was recommentlcd ns a coaliug station. Tne
quantity ol cotton grown at Viti was oousiuereJ un¬
likely to exceed lnsiguidcance and, dually, it was
concluded any civilized Power that might make itself
responsible for the government of Viti must be pre¬
pared to Incur a large and immediate expenditure,
with the possibility oeforc ions of finding ltsell in¬
volved m native wars, and possibly disputes with
other civilized Powers.

single cruising ship would snillce lor all the wants
ol tue islands; coral reefs and the hearty good will
ol the natives would do the rest.
An accouipau)ing chart will explain to your Lord¬

ship the present possessions ol tue settlers, or as
many of iliem as have been registered at her Maj¬
esty's Consulate; but many tracts of Ijwd are now
being offered to British suojects by native chiefs,
who are awake to the advantages oi having wmte
settlers near them, not only lor tho Kane of their
trade, but aiso lor the protection tliey ail'ord 1 torn
foreign aggression.
