FIRES.

Fatal Fire In St. Joseph* Mo..A Gentleman
Burned to Death.One Fireman Killed and
Another (Fatally Injured and Several seri¬
ously Burned.

St. Louis, Mo., Jan. 24, 1870.
Five small business houses in St. Joseph, Mo.,

were burned yesterday morning. William Fowler,
a brother-in-law ol ex-Congressman Loan, who slept

In one of the buildings, was burned to death. While a
number of firemen were trying to iescue his remains
the walls tell m upon them. One of them, named Bias,
was Injured so that he died in three hours. Frank
Hill had his skull iractnred and was burned. He
will probably die. Jules Sldlekumer, Frank Wattes,
William Bonrgusser and Arthur Calmer were all se-
aenously burned and otherwise injured. The pa¬
rents ot Bias live in Buffalo. A negro named Wes¬
ley I*. Fonts was instantly killed. The loss of prop¬
erty by the lire is uot large. *

PRINCE ARTHUR.

His Visit to the Executive Mansion
Yesterday.

Pleasant Interview witb the President and
Mrs. Grant.A Coll at the Senate
Chamber and House of Representa¬
tives.The Prince Auiused hj
a Tilt Between Butler,
Brooks and Morgau.

Washington, Jan, 24, 1870.
Tbc sweet Prince was np bright and early to-day,

according to his valet and otner reliable authorities
The Washington Jenkinses have U that Arthur got
out of bed at precisely flfty-Hvc minutes aud twenty,
two seconus after six o'clock, when he laved his
royal body, had his toilet elaborately arranged,
wrote scyerai letters, aud then look breakfast In
company with Mr. and Mrs. Thornton and Colonel
Elphlnstone. The Jenkinses have left one Important
point undetermined, concerning the matltutlnal
meal. They have not Informed your correspondent
what tie Prince ato, w nether he took coffee or Bor.
deaux, beefsteak or chops, scrambled eggs or baked
bloaters. They even omit to state the color of
the sugar. Your New York Jenkins u far ahead of
the Washington tribe In such matters.

VISIT TO TUB WlllTR HOUSE.
Precisely at noon the Prince, accompanied by Mr.

Thorntou, Lieutenant Colonel Elphlnstone aud Lieu¬
tenants Plckard and Fitzroy, arrived at the Kxecu-
ttve Mansion to present his respectn to the Chler
Magistrate of the United States. About lllly or sixty
men, women and children, Including eight or ten
darkles, had congngitod on the main portico of
the mansion, indulging in sufficient enthusiasm and
curiosity to stand out in the damp air ror fully half
an hour In order to get a glance at the novel party
of human exotics. Ten minutes before the arrival of
the I'rlnce Secretary Fish reached the Executive
Mansion and repaired to the Blue Parlor t j await the
announcement of the royal visitor. At the hour
mentioned Minister Thornton's carriage and a
coupe drove under the w<?,st portloo. The Priace aud
D&rEy flighted and word At ouCe ushered through
the mam door across the vestibule and inalu corri¬
dor into the Blue Parlor. Here Mr. Fish mat Mr.
Thornton, by whom the Prince was presented, to¬
gether with the different members of his suite. The
President, who was busily engaged in transacting
the affairs of the nation In his office, was advised of
the arrival of the visitor, lie Immediately suspended
business, and accompanied by ms secretaries, Gen¬
erals Porter and Babcock, Ceueral Dent and Colonel
Douglas, left his office by the public passage way,
descending to the door below by the public stair¬
case.

RECEPTION BV TnB PRESIDENT.
As the President entered the Blue Parlor the Prince

was presented by Secretary Fish. The President
received the Prince cordially. The latter ex¬
pressed his appreciation of the courtesies that
he had received during his presence lu tne
United States, his interest in everything
he bad seen.in fact he spoke, in elocution, diction
and ideas, such as might be expected of any youth
of twenty of good breeding and liberal education.
The President said no was welcome to the United
States and hoped he would enjoy the visit. After a
lew minutes interchange of civilities the Presldeut
informed the 1'rluce with genuine republican
simplicity and lack ot ceremony that he would be
pleased to present him to Mrs. Uraut. The i'rlnce
was then conducted into the Bed Parlor, where Mrs.
Grant, accompanied by her venerable rather, Mr.
Dent, waa ready to receivo the visitor. The entire
party lollowed.

INTURVtBW WITH MBS. GRANT.
The Prince and Mrs. Grant entered into a lively

conversation. The Prince stood directly in front of
Mrs. Grant, tie held til* hut in his left hand, wUicii
was crossed behind his back during the entire con¬
versation. For a princo he seemed to be a little
nervous at Orst, but after a while got along famously.
Mrs. Grant kept the Prince engaged In an animated
conversation ror some ten or fiiteen minutes, and
during this time the President stood by her side,
occasionally adding a word. General Porter en¬

gaged Mr. Thornton, the British Miulster; General
Babcock, Lieutenant Colouel Hlphlustone; General
Dent, Lieutenant Pickard, and Colonel Doug.as,
Lieutenant Fitzroy.
The President made no extra embellishment or his

wardrobe. He wore a Irock coat, vest and panta¬
loons, of plain olack, such as he usually wears in
his office, and bad the appearance of one who had
Just left his labors for a moment to Inter-
Aange passiag civilities. Mrs. Grant wore a
plain black silk. The Prtnce was attired in a
black frock coat, gray cashmere pantaloofis ana
patent leather shoes. He wore bis coat closely
buttoned. Upon an Immaculate shirt bosom he dis¬
played several diamond studs and around his neck
a brown silk scarf.
The conversation lasted twenty minutes when the

party withdrew through the Blue Parlor and i hence
Into the vestibule where the Prince was assisted to
his overcoat by the President's valet. The President
accompanied the Prince to the door of the parlor;
Secretary Fish escorted him into tne vestibule. Alter
the departure of the royal visitor the President re¬
turned to his office and resumed lils duties us If
nothing had happened. Mr. Fish remained a few
minutes in consultation when, having departed, a
score of American full fledged sovereigns were ad¬
mitted in iu the executive presence. The Prince and
party drove from the Executive Mansion hack to the
residence of Mr. Thornton where they indulged la a
luncu.

VISIT TO THE CAPITOL.
jffier I'llop tne Prince, Mr. Thornton and suite,

sgaia iOok carriages and proceeded directly to tho
Capliol. Tub >arty arproached by the east front of
the Senate wing of tho building and entered through
the main portico. They proceeded at once to the
diplomatic gallery. The Prince and Mr. Thornton
occupied the front seats and the rest of the party
the rear. At this time Senator Howe was reading
bis views on the Currency bill recently reported
from the Senate Committee on Finances. About
naif of the Senators wore absent. Shortly after tho
Prince reached the diplomatic gallery Senator
Cameron Joined the party uud was Introduced by
Mr. Thornton. Senator Cameron extended an invi¬
tation to the party to taice seats upon tho floor of the
Chamber. The Prince stated that be would be most
happy to accept the Invitation some other time
during his stay in the Capitol, but as he understood
Mr. Butler and Mr. Bingham were to speak in the
House of Representatives, lie was anxious to hear
them. During ins v lsit to England several years ago
senator Cameron was Invited to the House of Lords
uud was given a seat at the foot of the throne, watch

Is considered a great honor in monarchical countries.
Senator Cameron desired to reciprocate this courtesy
by an invitation to tne floor of the Senate. Tho party
remained but a few minutes lu the Senate when
tney iett for the House of Representatives.

The marble staircases and the Rotunda were

much admired by tne Prince, und us he walked iroru
one wing to the other his attention appeared to oe
constantly arrested by the busy public passing to
and rro with au air oi business and anxiety over the
atfairs of legislation. Finally the Prince arrived at
the House, of Representatives. lie eauie in lor a
field day. Several but things were to be up and the
Prince had hear J oi it, und, like thousands oi others,
anticipated a rare Parliamentary treat. The nai¬
leries were crowded and tue floor of tho hail was
lull. Nearly evory seat was occupied. Tue unusual
throng was occamoued partly by the expected visit
or the Prince and partly oecause a great debate on
tho Virginia bill, wltu an inevitable nit between
the two great "B.'s" was anticipated, it was
after two o'clock when Farnswortti moved to pro¬
ceed to business 011 tho Speaker's table, with a view
or getting at tue Virginia bill. Ho did not accom¬
plish bis object, Inasmuch as some democrat ob¬
jected to takiug the bill up out 01 its regular order,
uud it was buried under a mass of executive docu¬
ments, which it took considerable time to dispose of.
