POLICE DEMORALIZATION.

Increase of Complaints—An Extra Trial Day—
Beating n Greenhorn—=Collecting Debtas.

Were any further evidence wauting of the rapd
demoralization that I8 taking possession of the po-
lice force and spreading cthrough nearly all precinems
it 18 found 1n the largely Increasing number of com-
plaints aguinst oflcers made belore the Commis-
glonera. Somerody must be (o blame for this—the
Commissioners ln the administration of the depart-
ment, or Wue capialas of the precinots in falling to
exercise proper discipline. Ho rapully bave com-
plainte passed into the chief clerk’s offlce that the
Board has set apart an ¢xtra trial day, aod hereafter
cases will be heard every Monday, Wednesday and
Friday of each week In public, anil cages that it 1s
sought to keep quiet at such time and place as may
be decided upon.

Yesterday Commissioner Bosaworth presided at
trials and heard evidence In about forty-five com-
plaints agalnst oMcers for negiect of duty, violation
of rules, &¢. There were two or three Interesting
charges of improper conauet heand.

Detective McGiboey, of the Third precine!, ap-
peared on complalue of Samuel Lord, of Boston,
Maes. Lord, who is a genteclly dressed man, and
apparently truthml, but lac in sharpness, puis
i o long LUl of grievances. e charged that on
the 218t inslant (Saturday) he entered a rence No.
234 Rroadway and wasawindled out of $150 the
envelope ﬁmw; reported his loss to Captain Ulman,
wno seat Mctibney with bim to recover the money
or arrest all the inmates, On the way to the place
Mcuibney aavised him to listen o no compronilse
unieas Lhe parties would reiand the smonnt; that on
entering he pointed out one of Lha men, Jncii Rouvln-
son, A8 one of the swindlers.
