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A good deal of the fuss and feathers surrounding

the Senatorial conflict was rotnoved to-day by the
action of the senate In executive session. Such of
the nominations as came before tbeui were continued
very harmoniously (as I mentioned that they would
be In my despatch last night), and the Governor
was duly aud officially notified of their continuation.
Dr. Carnochan, Health Officer of the Port, was the
drat on the list. He got a vote of 10 to 13; and
all the others followed without much opposition.
The names or Mr. Miller for Insurance Superinten¬
dent, Mr. Howell for Bank Superintendent and Mr.
McUonlhie for Commissioner of Capitol Police, did
not coma before the Senate for the obvious reason
that the hostility towards these nominess remains
¦till impregnable, and In the case of Mr. Miller
It la not improbable that hla name may
bo finally withdrawn. The opposition to
him oomes principally from Senator 0. F.
Norton, who is rampant and bitter In the extreme
upon this point, aud has lea other Senators with
him. The opposition to Mr. Howell is not so appa
ent. He has been regarded as a competent man and

a good aelecuoa; out tnere aeeius to be a desire mat
none but active uarcy men should have been nomi¬
nated for these otlloes. Party services rather tlisu
capacity seems to be regarded as the tit quali¬
fication; so that Governor Hoffman. in mak¬
ing appointments wlih a view to the public
good and to the *atlsfaciion of the peoolo, mar have
erred grievously in me opinion of the politicians,
which only shows tnat a man cannot always serve
two masters.his conscience am! his party, the
nomination of Mr. Comhil lor Police Commissioner
Is said by some of the Uovernor '.¦> friends to have
been a mistake; but, bo that as it may it is but a
local office anyhow, and except a > a matter of spoil
to the holder thereof, a free is nobody out&ide of Al¬
bany.

Of course there is a good deal or gossip floating

.bout as to the secret action ot me Senate, although.
In fact, there was little secret about It, ior part of
tue proceedings were Known even in New York be¬
fore the doors of the Senate Chamber were opeued.
This surprised some of the senators very much One
of them was disponed to appoint a committee on
keyholes to ascertain bow many of these ornices
there were around the chamber. He evidently did
not know that mere were other leaks than keyholes
through whlck information can leak out.

OTHKK 8 UNATE Kt'SINfcSS.
The Senate had little else of important business be¬

fore them to-aay. They concurred with the Aw.ietn
bly In the resolution demanding from the railroad
companies information as to the amount received
from drawing room cars and sleeping cars, and by
what right they ran these cars at an extra rate
of fare. It "was argued by senator Worden
tliat the companies otten put on the ioad three or
lour ot these cars and only one ordinary passenger
car, tli 'a compelling passengers to pay cue extra
price. Any one who has travelled in this State
Known this to be true. On the Western railroads
you can get nearly, 11 not quite, as good accommo¬
dation in the ordinary cars as we pay an extra price
lor on our roads.

EXTENSION OK LICENSES CURTAILED.
The Senate thought that the extension of tluie for

the payment of licensee, as gummed by Peter
Mitcheil, to the 1st of May, was too long, so they sent
the bill to the Mouse amended to read the 1st of
March. The bill passed in this shape. About sixty
country bills were passed over to the different com¬
mittees to-day, and that embraced -about the whole
business of the House.

AIDING MR. liRRUH'H CHAKITABLE EFFORTS.
Mr. Jacobs has introduced In the Assembly a bill

which provides that each car and wagon on all the
railroads in the Htate carrying live stock of any
kind suail be provided with watertigut troughs
of suitable size, so situated that ail the
creatures may have constant access thereto,
and said trougns shall be filled wltu good water
every twenty-four bourn. The President or chief
officer of the road shall be considered as the party
against whom actions for violations or the above
auction shall be instituted, aud the penalty shall
not be les4 than $otx> nor more than one
year's iinptisonmen. or both, at the discre¬
tion of tue magistrate. The killing and slaughter¬
ing of alt creatures for human food shall
lie concealed irom public view and hearing;
and no child under fourteen years of age snail be
employed m any abattoir or siaugUter-hou«e. Com¬
petent Inspectors of living antniHls destined for
nurnan food snail be apoointed by the Metropolitan
Hoard of Health and by boards or supervisors in
each county. No horse weighing 1,000 pounds or
more shall herealter be made to draw more than
2,000 pounds avoirdupois.

man." Mr. Barton has always taken a deep interest
in tue affairs of Mtaten Island and is now president
01 the Richmond County Agricultural Society, and
also a director ol the New York Central Kaliroad. In
appearance me new Commissioner is Iresh, young
ami hearty, in manner lie is affable and genial, well
calculated to win the uulversal esteem of all his
neighbors, which, we may ado, he enjoys abundant¬
ly on staten Island.

Superintendent of Banking Department.
IUN1BL 0. UOWKJ.L, Of STKUSBN.

This gentleman, whose name the Governor thought
fit to send to the Senate for the important position
of Superintendent of the state Banking Depart¬
ment, is not prominently known as what la called an
active politician, ar.hough he nas been all his iiie a
stanch ana consistent democrat, * ills life was
passed almost from boyhood in the ways and intri¬
cacies oi ilnance. For the last thirty years he has
been connected with the Steuben County Bank at
Batn, his native towu, of wmcu he is now president.
He commenced at an early age in tue ranks or its
employes, and served iu turn as cashier aud after¬
wards as teller. For some time past lie has tlilea the
post oi president with great energy. He Is a man of
vast experience in the banking business, and enjoys
a reputai.on without equal ior probity and
force ot character, it was lor these qualifica¬
tions that Coventor Hoirmau selected nun to
superintend the Banitlux Department, aud not
because of any political -or personal reasons, for Mi.
Howell lather atiluated with the Horatio Seymour
Interests in the pari. v. The t.overuor knew, what
every one acquainted with Mr. iloweh's history was
welt assured of, that he possessed exactly the
capacity lor the position to which he has, with such
excellent Judgment, been appointed.
Mr. Daniel C. Howell was ooru in the town of

Bath, Steuben county, just illty-two years ago. He
still possesses all the vigor requisite ior a long,
active nie. ue is a hale aud hearty bachelor, the
fascinations of the fair sex having never weaned
Hun from the greater charms, to liiin, ot the ledger,
the banKiug desk and the counting room, in his
native countv there are lew men so highly regarded
as Mr. Howeil, and, indeed, we tnigiu sat thai lie
enjoys the same lavor throughout <ne enure State.
As he never took a prominent part as
a politician he never lieid iior sought a
public oiilce before. Indeed, we believe he did not
seek i he present one, but was rather urged by his
lneuds to accept tue piace, lor wnich there were
many applicants, prominent among thcui an ex-
member of Assembly from Brooklyn an<l President
or the Mechanics and Traders' liauic of Ureenpouit,
who sat for that district during the last session of tue
Legislature.Mr. Hewitt C. Tower, who had some
strong democratic recommendations. The appoint¬
ment of Mr. Howell, however, will no doubt give
general satisfaction aud aitords another instance of
the cure for the public interests which has directed
Governor Hodman in all his State appointments.

Muperlntendont of Insurance.
OKOBOK W. MIX.L8K, OP MONftOK.

Mr. George W. Miller, the uew Superintendent
of insurance, Is a gentleman who ha* attained" hut
present position by a laborious ana successrai devo¬
tion to democratic principles. Since 1840 a success-
lui lawyer, he Uas in the city of Rochester built up a

reputation that places turn among the leaders of
tne bar of Western New York, During the past
ten years every effort has been made to
persuade him to desert his profession and
accept nominations upon onr ticket, but, true to
himself auu proud of lus profession, he at all times
refused; whenever tne party warned assistance then
he was ready to tbrow aside the duties of ius office
and go hand and heart into the struggle, liis vigor¬
ous and eloquent language has mauy times during
the uark times of the past ten yeais given hope to
the desponding ana strength to the discouraged,
and in recognition or this i>osition be was seiectea
in 18(57 to propose the name ol our present Kxecu-
tive before the nominating convention. How well
he did this the unanimous approval of his colleagues
indicated. Kroai the date of that convention until
the close of election day Mr. Miller neither rested
nor shrank lruiu the severest labor, and to his
energy as much as to any one persou may be attri¬
butes the enthusiasm that stirred the rural demo¬
cracy to the success of latw.

State Assessors.
OHOKGR MUCH, OP UBEIKR.

Uecrge Beach, of Catskill, one of the newly ap¬
pointed State Assessors, sat lor the past two years
in the State Senate from the district, a position
whtcn he also filled in the years 1864-06. He Is a
democrat of the most emphatic and Impregna¬
ble kind. An earnest and bold debater, as he
Is, he proved tne terror or his republican adversaries
In the Senate when ho rose to speak upon a party
question. Even the lion-hearted Folger felt uncom¬
fortable when the tall form of Beach, clad in a semi-
military coat, always buttoned at the throat, caught
the eye of the Lieuteuant Governor, ills seat being
in,the rear of the senate Chamber he generally,
while speaking, if he had much to say, perambu¬
lated up and down the aisle behind his chair. With
his hands behind his liack, and his eyes usually cast
upon the floor, rarely even looking towards the
President's chair, except at Intervals when some
fresh spirit would arouse him, he kept his even, slow
pace back and forth, more as if he were meditating
on some deep subject than addressing a legislative
body. If not a brilliant senator Beach was a pecu¬
liar orator. He was seldom vehement, and always
more argumentative than impassioned, but be was
always sirong in his great calmness, and seldom
failed to hold the attention as well as te command
the respect of the Senate by the forcefet nis tacts. His
continuation on the very day ol his appointment
to his present office proves in what regard he was
heia by nis late colleagues. Mr. Beach is a man Just
passing middle life, oi tall frame, keen eye and a
countenance generally more forcible than intellect¬
ual. Iu habits he is social and irlendly, kind uni¬
versally to ail and much beloved. He is a resident
of Catskill, where he owns considerable property.
Those who journey on the Hudson, whether by rail
or river, cannot fall to observe a large and attrac¬
tive building standing out prominently on a little
btutr close by the village and steamboat landing of
Catskill. That is Prospect Park Hotel, recently
erected by senator Beach and his brother and a few
other gentlemen. His long experience as a poli¬
tician eminently qualifies him tor his uew position
as State Assessor.

CUAULES W. LAWRENCE.
This gentleman, appointed State Assessor from

this city, belongs to the old Knickerbocker family
of this name so long and honorably known in this
city, and whose eonnectlon with our city politics
and government is intimately and ludlssoiubly inter¬
woven In our municipal history. He held the same
position, it will be remembered, under Governor
Seymour, and was reappointed by Governor Fenton,
but hla name was withdrawn before commit up for
confirmation.
Mr. Lawrence was once elected Alderman or

this olty, a position oe held one term, and the
duties of which he discharged with marked zeal,
ability and fidelity. The subject of taxes and assess¬
ments he may be said to have made the great
specialty of his life. Aside from bis experience
as State Assessor he ban been engaged aa clerk for
fifteen years in the Corporation Counsel's office and
Comptroller's office, elirbt years of this time having
been the confidential clerk of the Comptroller. The
bulk of the valuable material contained in the book
on "The Taxes and Assessments of New York,"
published by his brother, Abraham R. Lawrence, Jr.,
were furnished bv him. He is thoroughly convers¬
ant with this subject.none in our city more so. To
his Intimate knowledge of every minute detail bear¬
ing directly and remotely upon the subject of taxa¬
tion and assessment, one of the most intricate and
vexatious problems connected with our modern
municipal financial system, he brings an official re¬
cord for integrity, lowing above any other coiwd-
eratlon his admirable fitness lor the place. ^

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The Flight and Capture of Salnave and
All His Followers.

Bloody Encounter Between the Foroes of
Cabral and the Ex*Preiident

Nine Members of Kalnsre's Ministry Shot Djwu
in (he Presence of Their Chief.

Trial and Summary Execution of
Salnave.

Port ait Pbinci, Jan. 18, 1870.
After his flight from toe palace on December 10

Salnave, rollowed by moat of those who had fought
with him, made for Turgeau and Petlon Vine, where
he was joined by Klford and a strong detaohment of
pickets. Prom there he Issued orders to all his
chiefs to rail/ round him, and Vll Lubin joined htm
on the same night. On the 20th, before daylight, tie
set oat with all hts force, and, passing through
Frore, went on to Diny, where he halted. At night¬
fall he arrived at Gautler, where be received pro¬
visions, ammunition and a small Held piece, which
were sent to hlin from other parts. Here also his
suite was augmented by numbers of men, women

and children, whom be bad told that all who re¬

mained behind would be massacred by the revolu¬
tionary troops. On arriving at Llmon he round
such precautions taken that he at once beat a re¬

treat and retired to Pond Verrettes.
On tue 27th a strong force, under General /amor,

were sent to pursue salnave and his gang. On per¬
ceiving the enemy's approach the ex-President did
his utmost to unite hut men, but in vain, and conse¬

quently he took, the road to Barahona. However,
General Benjamin had cut off all retreat, and on

January 8 balnave and his troops tried to lorco a

passage In the neighborhood of Atises-4-Pltre. A
bloody encounter took place at Cuaba between Hal-
nave's followers and General Cabral's forces, tn
which the former lost loo killed and numerous
wounded. The losses of General Cabral's men are

reported as three dead and twenty-two wounded.
The result was the capture of Balnave and ail his

lollowera on the loth. The prisoners were con¬
ducted to Salina, from whence General Cabral
Informed the government of the Important event.
Here Salnave and Alfred Delva, St. Lucieu Emman¬
uel, I'lysse Jean Marie, J. Baptism Krrle and P.
Paul St. Jean were conducted to Fond Havette and
delivered into the hands of the authorities.

KNTBY INTO TUB CITT,
U was expected that the prisoners would be

brought into the city early in the day, but it was
one o'clock on the 15th when the beating of drums

ganounced the approach of the heavy ferce of non¬

descript cavalry and infantry forming the guard.
The delay was occasioned by the execution, of nine
members of Salnave's Ministry on the road leading
to the city early in the morning. They were shot
down one by one in the presence of the captured
President. The savages could scarcely be re¬
strained from disposing of Salnave in the same

way during the march, In spite of positive orders to

bring him in alive. The force of cavaJrv
and Infantry, armed with Spencer, Enfleid,
and Henry rifles, was something over three thou-

I sand, and was commanded by General Breese Lock
art and another hero of the same stamp. Salnave
was not tied to his horse and had bis limbs free.
His left arm was in a sling in consequence of the
wounds he had reeeived in the skirmish which re¬
sulted in his capture. It is rumored that a loaded
pistol was placed in the bolster or his saddle, so that
If he desired to save his executioners trouble he
could do bo; but although the statement is made by
parties who should know, it is so unlike what the
revolutionists would do that it should be taken
cum oratto talis. Despite the pain of
his wounds and the knowledge that be was

going to his death the plucky president bore hlmseir
manfully. A vast crowd lined the streets through
which the procession passed, and bad swelled to
fnlly 8,000 people when opposite the United States
Consulate in Grand Kue. Consul Bassett had pre¬
viously taken into his house the wife and children or
the unfortunate President, anu also a number of
others, who were afraid to remain in their own
homes. These looked out upon the cortege and saw
Salnave hustled along toward the Tribune or Court
House, and jeered at by the excited blacks.

TBI TRIAL AND HRNTENCK OF 8AI.NAVR.
The following is an extract from the official jour¬

nal of the republic of llayti, respecting the trial and
execution of ex-Prcsldent Salnave:.
At three o'clock P. M. on Saturday, January 16,

the Revolutionary Tribunal of ttio District of Tort
au Prince assembled m extraordinary session. un¬
der the presidency of General P. Lorquet, agisted
by D. Prezeare, Vice President, two judges and tiie
Public Accuser, for the uurpose oi trying by 1vain
Salnave, ex- Treatdene of Hayti. Immense crowdB
thronged tlie court, which was guarded by the entire
garrison and the National Guard of Port au Prince.
Ou being questioned by the President of the Coun¬

cil, tne accused declared himself to be Sylvain Hal-
nave, ex-President of Hayti. forty-three years of agep
born at Cape Haltien ana dotnlclied at Port au
Prince. On the question being put to him whether
lie had chosen any person to conduct his defence,
he replied mat he wished for the assistance of
MM. Valctn and Lavaud. orders were then given to
call in the two counsellors, and the audleuce was sus¬
pended for a time.
M. Lavaud declined to defend the accused, upon

which the President of the Court designated M.
Jair, of the Jacmel bar, who then took hid
place by the side of M. P. it. Vaietn. Salnave con-
lerred with his counsel for a brief period, when the
proceedings of the court were resumed. The act of
accusation against the prisoner was then react, and
the President informed him that he should hear the
charges preferred against him.
M. Caomie Nau then rose and recounted the vari¬

ous crimes on which the accusation was based. The
recital commenced from the date of the fall of
Geffrard, when Salnave was recalled from exile to
co-operate with the provisional government then
estaollshed. His Aral acts bad been to hunt up and
kill au his former adversaries. Afterwards, when
e.ected nrat magistrate of the State, notwithstanding
the remonstrances of the National Assembly, he had
caused General L. Mouias to be thrown into the
dungeons of cape Haytien and strangledMuring the
night. On the members of the Assembly giving utter¬
ance to their indignation the whole canailta of Port
au Prince were let loose upon them. On
the 14th of October, 1M7, considerable consternation
was caused at the election to the Chambers of per¬
sons of known bad conduct, many of whom had
escaped from the State prisons, and who in turn
were appointed to military rank, thereby profaning
the representation of tne nation. On the 22d of
April, 1868, salnave tore the constitution, which he
had sworn to a few months previous." Then hiB ca¬
reer became that or delirium, and nis followers par¬
took of his fury. By him tne country had been dis¬
graced both at home and abroad, ruined ana devas¬
tated. On the lt>th of last month ne had ordered
four of his lieutenants, whom he held in prison (or
some time, to be strangled. He had also declared
that if the Cacos took the city of Port au Prince they
snould tind it reduced to ashes. In consequence,
theretore, Sylvain Salnave, ex-President ol llayvi,
stood accused of high treason, devastation, incendi¬
arism, pillage by force of arms, and assassination.
crimes punishable, according to articles 44, 40, 74,
241, 247, and a«l of the Penal Code.
In reply the accused declared himself "not guilty"

of the acta charged against him. MM. Valcln and
Jair then presented the ex- President's delence, and
pleaded on behalf of their client, maintaining that
salnavu was not guilty of the crimes attributed to
him. After an hour's deliberation the session was
resumed and the President delivered tne sentence.
In the name oi the republic.

It had been proved that the accused had violated
the conatitutlon by proclaiming himself Dictator and
President lor lile. when lie had only been elected
lor the term of four years. He liad insulted the
representation ot the nation by nis acts of October
14, I8fl7. (Here followed a recapitulation of the
various assassinations committed by bis orders.) it
thereiore resulted that Sylvain Salnave was guilty of
the crimes ot nigh treason, devastation, incendiar¬
ism, pillage by force ol arms and assassination, and
was tnerefore sentenced to suffer the penalty of
death.

___
THX EXECUTION-

When the result of the trial had been announced a

rush was made to the place of execution, and a

great crowd speedily filled the approaches to the
ruins or the palace, where it was said the prisoner
would be despatched. The revolutionists amused
themselves, while waiting ror the denouement, in
yelling, "Fife la constitution /" and "A bas SaU
nare /" and there was so much crowding and vio¬
lence that the troops had enough to do to keep a
.pace «lear before the pillars. When at length the
head of the column of soldiers guarding the prisoner
emerged into the square from tne tribunal shouts

nut the air tod the infuriated Macks swayed back-
ward* and forwards in the violence of their anger.
It was a few minutes before sunset. The rosy tint*
of the sun slant!us from the sea threw a golden ra¬
diance oa the ruins and lightened the upturned fsoes
of the bloodthirsty crowd. A few soldiers stood br
the pillars and held ropes In their bauds with which
to bind the prisoner to the stake already driven inio
the ground for the purpose. There was no time lost by
the officers having the execution in charge. Placed
against the stake, with his back to the atill smoulder¬
ing ruins ol the palace and looking toward
the sea, Halnave was speedily bound by the arms
and permitted to (raze for a moment on the deter¬
mined faces of the soldiery and the maddened popu¬
lace. Then a detachment or infantry, thirty strong,
were drawn up within twenty yards of the doomed
man and the order was given to load.

? profound silence now leti upon the place; tlie
blacks gaped open-mouthed and with glistening
eyes as the soldiers rammed down the charges In
their pieces and came to the carry. It was expected
that Hainave would sar something beiore it was too
late, out he uttered never a worn, but laced tliu exe¬
cutioners with unflinching e.vu.n and ileteruniiefl
mien. His Hps moved once when the order wus given
to make read r, but It wus evident that tie did not lu-
lend to speak. The soldiers brought up tlieir pieces
slowly and not all together; mauy of tiiem were
clearly more uervous than was 8ainav>e, aud would
doubtless have preferred to t>e shoouug at some
other darky. Finally the word was given, the
smoke cleared awav and tne wretched prisoner was
seen to be plerceu in several places, out still alive.
He had leaned over a little 011 his left side, as if to
avoid the shot, but struggled to right nimseif again.
When it was seen thai tie was not dead a howl went
up from the multitude, and the outcers cursed the
bungling soldiers in unmeasured terms. The musketa
were quickly loaded again. The order to Are was
shouted by tne officer In command, and a volume of
smoke flew into the faces of the spectators. When
it had cleared away bainave wits no more. Riddled
lu every part of his body by the outlets of the sol-
dters, his head drooped on his breast, his shattered
arms hung lUtlessly by his side aud the warm blood
flowed from hia numerous wounds in uoplooa
streams.
The crowd immediately began to move away, and

then some soldiers came up witu a cart, drawn by
two donkeys, and threw* tne mangled body into tu
Half an hour later ail that was mortal of tne unlor-
tunate S&lnave was thrown carelessly into a nolo
dug lor Its reception, In an open s»>ace about tlireo-

v quarters ot a mile outside aud north of the city of
foci au Prince.

Secretary of tbe Treasury has transmitted to that
body the report of Captain Charles Bryant, late
special agent of tbe Treasury Department, on the
resources and Inhabitants of Alaska. The report la
very long and elaborate, giving the result of his per¬
sonal examination of large portions of the Ter¬
ritory, including all of the principal islands.
He expresses no opinion as to the actual
value of the Territory: but describes mihutely its
characteristics and resources, glring prominence
especially to the forests and fisheries, which, he
thinks, may be made the basis of profitable busi¬
ness. Considerable space Is devoted to showing that
the natives possess a capacity for labor that will
make them, under the direction or a more intelligent
race, a valuable auxiliary in clearing the forests
and in aiding In all other departments of service in¬
cidental to life in a new country. Alter giving an
interesting account of the banns of the fur seals on
the islands ot St. Paul and St. George. Captain
Bryant makes the following recommendations in
regard to tbe preservation 01 tne seals aud the pro¬
tection of the natives in their rights, without in¬
curring great expense to the government:.
Tbe seals can be preserved only by placing It In the Inter¬

ests of the natives to guard them a* the source whence their
support la to be derived; and It li trident, on the other hand,
that U deprived of tbe benefits of the ieal fisheries they would
bare no weans of subsistence. * * . I am of ounlnlon,
therefore, that the belt mothod of securing the deilreil ob¬
jects is to give to one responsible company the right of pur-cbaslug on the Islands, at proper prices according to their
marlcei value, a slated number of akins, say, for the present,
li/0,viHI annually. In return for which privilege said company
shall give security for the payment of a proper tax to the
government and to provide for the natives by the sale of

foods at reasonable tixed prices, or bv the gratuitous distri¬
bution ot supplies when necessary, and also to care for tha

stele and maintain schools on the isuutds for ihe education of
the children.
The report estimates the number of male seals on

the island of St. Paul at loo.oou. and of the females
1,000,000. The value or their sglns in London is said
to be three or four dollars each.
in a supplementary report uated January 10, 1870.

Captain Bryant shows that the statements of special
agent Wicker in regard to the number or skins
taken during the past year, in alleged violation of
the law were, erroneous and fouuded on false esti¬
mates. It is also stated that General Geonre H.
Thomas, when lie subsequently visited the Islands,
not only endorsed the action of the military oiilcers
In charge, but advised them to allow a still larger
number to be taken, as ttie natives complained to
him that their supply oi iood was iusunicient for
their comfortable support..
The report concludes as follows:.
It is further stated by Mr. Wicker that a revenue of #500,Of*

may be annually derived from tbe seal lisheries; but he dona
not make it clear how this may be accomplished at the

f resent time, when, according to the best authorities, only
(lO.Oiio skins should be annually taken, which are worth in
market not more than $S 60 each. Whether Mr. Wicker haa
charged grave misdemeanora upon honest officers and ei-
oflicers of the government, through malice or Ignorance, I do
not know; but feeling a consciousness of having falihfu.ly
performed my duty Ia Alaska, and believing that Lieuten¬
ants Barnes and Henderson, the officers in charge of tne
Islands, have been unjustly accused, I have deemed It my
duty to submit tbe faots as above stated.

High Life Invaded.Another Shooting Affair.
[From tbe Providence Herald, Jan. 37.]

Last evening, about six o'clock, that portion of oar
city in the vicinity of Broad and Byron streets was
thrown into the wildest excitement by the report
that a shooting affair had oconrred in tbe street be¬
tween two women, and that the affair had culmina¬
ted in the wounding of one and tbe arrest of the
other.
Tbe real circumstances of tbe case seem to be

these:.A Mrs. Meroier, who resides at No. 328
Broad street, was returning from market about

a quarter before six o'clock, and when entering
the gate at ber residence was intercepted by a
woman dressed in black, who, without speak¬
ing, suddenly drew a revolver from her muff
and tired. At tbe same moment Mrs. Meroier
threw up her band, and the bullet passed through
one of ner Angers. The assailant then made an¬
other attempt to fire, but was seized by Mrs. Mer-
cler, who struggled desperately with her, being
dragged from the yara into the street. Mrs. Mer¬
oier's son appear! nit on the scene at this juncture,
he seized the would-oe murderess and forced her to
givo up the weapon. Mrs. Mercler, who was in a
state of intense excitement, fainted, and In the con¬
fusion the woman walked down Broad street. A
few minutes later she was arrested by officers Stone
and Balrd and conducted to the Central police sta-
Uun, where she still remains.
Her name is Mrs. sutcitfTe, formerly or this city,

but now residing in Manchester, N. II., where
her husband Is engage^ lu one or the depart¬
ments oi the calico works And now (or
the cause. Mrs. Sutcllffe alleges that Mcs.
Mercier has endeavored to alienate tne affec¬
tions or her (Mrs. HutcllfTsj husband from their
proper domain and appropriate them to herselt;
that she had by those attempts disturbed the peace
or her family, and that her husband had been guilty
or using violence toward her at various times, caused
indirectly by the lntluunce of Mrs. Mercier. On one
occasion her husband horsewhipped her in the open
atreet for expostulating with him about his conduct.
Things went so tar at litfit that she commenced a suit
agalnt Mrs. Mercier on the grouud or endeavoring to
seduce her husband from his proper allegiance, aud,
on the other hand, Mrs. Mercier entered a cross suit
for defamation of character, Ihus the matter stood a
year ago. at which time the Sutciitfesleit Providence
and went to Manchester. Mrs. sutcllffe claims tbat
nor husoand had received letters from Mrs. Mercier
within the last few months, urging him to move to
Providence aud leave his wife behind. A lew days
since Mrs. Sutcliffe came to Provldcnce to be preseut
at a trial of one of tbe cases referred to, und. having
worked herself up to a pitch of frenzy, made up bert

' mind to Kill ner enemy. She accordingly deliberately
purchased the pistol, had it loaded, aud last evening
determined to put an end to all uncertainties. Wha
followed we have narrated above.
When she arrived at the station after her arrest

she declared that she was sorry she bad succeeded
no better, or. in her own words, she "wished it
might have been worse." From her talk and ap¬
pearance one might suppose that she was suffering
frem temporary iuaanity, which Is probably tbe case.
She was furnished with an excellent room and every
accommodation for ber individual oomiortlast night,
and it is more than probable that she wui he dls-
c&vgod thu morning.
