THE POPE NOT DEAD.

FRANCE.

Lerd Clarendon’s Visit—=The Commercial
Treaty with Englund,
Panis, Jan. 27, 1870,

It 1s announced that Lord Olarencon has arrived
here from London to ascertain for the Engllsh gov-
ernment tite real intention of the Cabinet and Tutle.
res in regard to the treaty of commeérce, which ex-
pires on the 4th of February next.

The Anglo=French Commercinl Treaty=Froe
Trade or Proteciion.

The announcement by cable telegram, as above,
that Eord Ciarendon has personally visited Parls
relative to the renewal or obliteration of the Anglo-
French treaty of commerce after 1ts expiration on
the 4th of February, conveys matter of great impory
to the trade of the world as well ns to the futare re-
lations of the two great countries of the Old World.
In it we have the secret of the dangerous industrial
agitation and trade ‘“strikes” which have just
alarmed France, ss also the ground of the charge
made by President Schnelder in the French Legisia
tive Body to the effect “that Eugiishmen had fo-
mented the strike troubles” at his works at La

THE TREATY.

POLYTECHNIC BRANCH GF THE AMERICAN INSTITUTE.

Last evening the polytechnic branch of the Amerl-
can Iustitute held their regular weekly meeting in
their rooms in Cooper Inatitute. There was & very
Itvely and interesting discussion carried on petween
Mesars. Fiynn, Wyas, Milier and Vanderweyde on the
modus opérandi of tempering steol, Mr. Firan, the

first speaker, sald that the main poiat in tempering

or hardening steel was to do 18 as gumickly, evenly
and uniformly as possible. He expiained the dim-
culiyy of tempering evenly and uniformly a piece
of steel that was qolte small at one end or
edge sod thick st the other. Having tried, he said, all
the chemicals and coinlination of ehemicals that he
had ever heard of as being useful in the art of
tempering he had come o the conciusion that there
waa nothing that anawered the purpose nearly fo
well as slmple.cold waler. It had been the prinel-
pal atudy of many eminent men for years to dis.
cover some chemical or combinstion of chemicals,
gltber sdded to water or of themselves, that would
extract the heat Irom steel fuster than water alone
will do u, but, 88 yet, ali their stady and experi-
menta have proven frultiess. He sald water that
.had been bolled—thus expelling all particles of alr—
was better for hardening purposes than that which
had not been subjected to that process,  Old smiths,
be contenaed, will tell you that oid water—that is,
wiater that nas oeen & long tme m
use—ls . better than new or fresh  water
for hardening. They do not know why; but they do
Kknow that such 13 the fact. The cause, he sald, was
that the constant iminersion of pieces of bot steel

bad beated the water unitl every particle of alr was
expelied, thus allowing the WaLer itself 1o ocome in
closer contuct  with the steel. He bad seen sowe
