Itis thecefore as well, perhaps, to state that
Muscat is the capital city aond seat of government
of the provinee of Oman, whish cousists of a long
strip of country along the southeastern and southern
sbores of Arabia. From the time of Mahomes until
the Afteenth century QAN was part of the Saracen
emptre, Then it wns conquered by the Portuguese
snaer Albuquerque, who heid it [or a céntury and
& half; and after passiog for a short time inlo ibe
bands of the Persians & patriotic shelkh, named
Atmed-abn-Saeed, declared the country indepen.
dent and proclanned hmself Sultan, Toe sover-
ewgnly of Gman has ever since remained 1n hw
family; and uwotil very lately the dynssiy was an
axceptionally good one. Muscat was 1n its zenith
aboul thirty years ago. It could thep boast a pavy
of thirty vessels; and as the Solian furnished con-
woys for the protection of truders against the
pirates, who then infested the waters of the guif,
Muscat became the contre of trade. Tue English
gunboats have, however, now eJectually suppressed
.puocanecring, and a greas deal of commerce which
weed formerly 1o come 1o Moscat now fows direct

‘Tnere are uther features in Muscal slavery of some
interest, and woich speak well for the humanity and
benevolence of the Aravd. plavery here I8 noi even
iu theory absolute, Tue cnaliel, ailhougn he may
be pougnt and soid, has rlghts which wre scknow-
ledgea and wnlch meet with umversal respect. It a
muaster Ul-treats g plave, either lo the spape of ex-
cesslve personal violeuce or uverwork, or ln aoy
uther the bond has the privilege of
bringing the case before tho cadi, and If )t should
appear to the latter shat the master I8 unflt to own
4 pondmun the slave is declared free. And in the
cuse of 8 femule miave the law 18 almoss
equally charitable. No master cuin-
pel bis  slave to  be s concubine, bat
il he permsl In making overtures her
aguinst her inclination shs can go to the cadl and
demnnd as g right 1o be sold w some other owner.
Ju tact, the relations petween master aod slave in
Muscal have very stroug elements of sympathy,
respect and affecilon. Nearly every good Mussal-
man at hs deatn frees his slaves, too, by his will;
ana Ir they have been good servanis he probably
leaves them o stoall legacy. When this fact, together
with the cusiom ol [re¢ing woinen who have borne a
child to & white man, and the legal eguality of child-
ren of pare and mixed blood, Are tAKen nto account,
it wil be enslly crediied thal negroes are not in
Iuscut looked upon &e necessarily & race of slaves,
and that they are &t any rate nol regarded as a ser-
vile race in the same Hgnt taat they 1o be in the
Boutl. Au Arab secs only ln bis siave a victim of
excessively hard luck, and aithough it has pleased
Allah to place so wide a distnction between thewm,
It may also please Ham ol any tune to reverse the
wituation,

Fu fer I bave been apeaking malnly of Seedee
slaved, Abyssinians ure even much better trested,
but only Lecause they are capabls of much more.

Thers Is, however, one barbartty connected witn

Africon siavery in Arabis which caunot be too In-
dignantly condemned, thongh it has so long existeq
and is sancuoned by such high Moslem authority
that it Is not likely to be soon abollshed. I refer to
the inhuman mutilation of boys, 8o a8 to it them
for the fanctions of eunuchs. This mutllation 18
never periormed in Arabia; the Arab 18 too good-
natured and soft-hearted himself to perpeiraie so
terrible a erime; but he has no objecuon to avail-
lug himsell of the product of other men’'s cruelty,
and paying them handsowely for the gulit they have
inenrred.  ‘The operation 18 therefors attempted be.
fore the slave leaves Alrica, snd, although the vie-
uiuns ure geoerally of tender age, ouly ouwe In ten
aurvives, This mortality 18 no doubt partly the re-
guls of the unskilful manner In which the mutilation
fy perforiuen, The value of the eunoch depends to a
great extent npon the measure of healih aod strength
Whicl remains to him,
There are only ihree white residents In Muascat,
Tuuey consist of the Britisa Consul, the Britlah Cou-
aul's clerk und the steamship agent, who 18 also s
well-to do merchant.

Mnscat wos In former times celebrated as a
land of song and festivity ana pleasure; but it 18
now groauing under lawa of ultra-Puritanical strice
ness.  About s year ago, in A manner which will be
more particularly described In a subsequent part of
this letter, Azan-bin-Ghes, the present Sultan or
Imsum, ascended the throno, Azan Is at the head
of the Abadee sect of Mussulmans, who are dis.
tingulshed Ly the gloomy ascaciclsm of thelr life
and the flerce intolerance of their speculative opin-
iong. Muscat as & city ls merely clay In the hands
of the potter. All the fighting of the country 1a done
by the Bedouin or wild Arabs, or by the tribes
that are not pomadio, snd are nevertheless scarcely
wholly husbandmen; tripes that tiil the ground,
but manage, notwithstanding, to keep themselvea
in the Labis of warfare by an occastonal rald npon
thelr peirhhora. And as Muscat does an inflnit-
esimal ahare of the country’a fighting she has equaily
Uttle 10 4xy a3 to the manner io which the coun-
try shall be governed. Each master ghe hias enjoyed
has taken the privilege of diotating what she shall
belleve in the way of religion, and how the life of
her inhaditanta shall be ordered. But never beforp
haa she gighed ander 8o heavy a ruler as now., Jus
imagine thie alsgust of mtown Arab, whose chibongne
or long vipe used to be consiantly in Dls month
trom “early morn till dewy eve,' when he 13 per-
emptorily forbidden to uss tobacco in any form.
And yet such 18 vhe prosent law in Muscat and it la
rigldly enforced. Every night numberless, ablguit-
ous, unbribable spies prowl about the city, like “the
pestilence that walketh in darkness,” in scarch
of offenders, Woe to the unfortiunate wight whose
guilt is aiscovered! For him there shall be, Orat, a
Bleepleas nighs 1n the fort, followed by arralgnment
belors 4 long-bearded old bigot, who acts as chiel
moolial, or prieat, and wiose name is Kuleylee.

I8 successor; the Tigut to do so devoives ab his
death npon the family, or rather tribe, Lo which he
belougs, 1t 18 not by any means necessary even that
the eldest son, or even aoy son, of ine lale ruler
Blhiould be ¢l : in fact, Ireq Iy the brother of
the Sultan I8 app 1 in pref to his Aon.
Taking these things luw conmideration it will be peen
that Thoweynee was not wbolly unressonable un dls-
Pullng bes father's will.

Tnoweynee was not 8 very good ruier, but helet
things aione, and they did mot go very far wroug
until the Britlsh Remwiens in she FPersian Gulf put his
fuger m Lue pla.  loowaynoe, besudes the Sultan of
Zanuzibar, had yet a tnird brother, named Thoorkee,
who had been in his father's lifetime Governor of
Sohar. And as he was a very good sort o governor
and popular with g subjects, he would have kept
his command bot that he wag Induced, by a safe
condangt, signed by s British Consul (one of the
Resudent’'s subordinates), w come down and con-
jer wicth g brother Tooweynes at some lictle
place on the coust hen nhe arrived there
the Consul suddenly revoked the safe conduct, and
Thoorkee was made & prisoner. The ent,
however, dismissed toe Congtl who had thus brought
disgrace on the British name, and waraed Thowey-
uve that the death of Thoorkee in prison would have
most disastrous results; but the release of Thoorkeo
was not aemanded, as (he Resident deemea the ac-
tiog of the Consnl binaing, though It had been clearly
An oot of treachery.

But Thoorkes successfully made up the quarrel
with his brother, and even enfoyed a tnilitary com-
mand under lm, and e d I ective service,
He was not, however, allowed 10 resume command
of Sohar, In 1565 ous of the Sultan's namod
felim, who hind peen previously suspected of trea-
won, suddenly murdered nis faiber, Thoweynee, ns
BOINE #AY, DY cutlng nia3 throat, whlle others allege
tnay deach was causcd by potson. Sellm had no
more valid right to the throne than Thoorkee, and
the Bricsn KReswdent refused (o récognize him,
taough, st the same Sume, he would not declare
i favor of Tnoorkee. After o while, as the
parricide wag g0 unpopular that it was evident he
conld not loug remain at the nead of the govern-
wmeni, Thoorkes wad indaced by Lis friends o head
a revolulion, The British Iegident, however, inter-
ferea just us he was on the polot of acnieving suc-
ocas, and warned hun that the British having by
thia time delermined to recognize Selim, he was ru-
gaged In o hopeless enterprise.  Thoorkee then
negolnated, througi the ltesldent, a peace with his
nephew, and reiired to wnother poiot on the coust.

A yenr later, the uapopuiarity of Seiim being yes
maore manifest, Thoorkee again headed g révolution.
This ume he Look possession of Muttarah, and his
guccess wad 80 certmin that Selln offered to hand
over to bun balf his dominlons—Selim 1o have tho
the southern ball and Tboorkee the northern half;

THE PARKS OF BROOKLYN.

Their Cost and Progress—Aunual Report
of the Park Commissioners.

* TYesterday afternoon the annnal report of the Park
Comieissioners of Brooklyn was submitted to the
Common Counetl, It I8 a very lengihy document,
covering thirty-#ix pages of foolscap. The report
commences by alluding to the awards made for the
recent acquisition of land to the western angle of
Prospect Park, amounung to $1,705,248, whlch, it is
held, wzs the result of & Iair examinatlon of the
claims of the partles interested. After congratulat-
ing the public upon the improvements in Brooklyn,
past and prospective, the question of sssceaments L3
diacnssed,

On reierence to the assegsment rols of the olty
property they fnd that since Lhe commencement of
aclive operations there has been added to the tax
Nst the large amount of $77,282,410, the Hoard
of Assessors having fele themselves justified by
itd very obvious lncrease in adding twenty-five per
cent for the year 1866, The amount of such pro-
porty 18 now $190,084,110, while in the rural dis-
tricts it is $11,608,93, making tho total anount now
standing on the assossors’ books $204,433,043; $32,-
B20,060 of tols money has arisen in the wards imme-
alately sarrounding the Park, inclading the town of
Fistbush, thereby increasing the clty’s income nearly
$1,008,000,

On the question of bonndaries they could mnot
gallsfy themselves that the land which they had
taken was all that was necessary, and, least of all,
that the ground east of Flatbush avenne, in conse-
fnuence of its feolated and disjointed character, conld
bo made to harmonize in any tolerable degree with
tbe flue park land on the other side. They conse-
quent!y proceeded to mature a planfor the extenslon
of the Park In a directlon in which land was cheaper
and fortunately better adapted to park purposes,
while it took nothing from our own faxable pro-
perty. Their reporton shis plan was printed and
extensively circulated, and met with a hearty ap-
proval. Being satiefled with tho favorable expres-
glon of the publlc thus obiained, the Commirsloners
applied to the Legisiature rfor the additional terri-
tory required, at the same tlme ssking for authority
to sell so much of the land on the east side of Flat-
bugh avenue as was nof embraced tn the plan, in
order that they might haye means to pay for what
they proposed Lo annex on the other side. They ob-
tained & portion of tha land required, but, much to
their regret, they were refused the Aty acres which
{hey most desired. They wers also refused permls-
glon to sell, though It had received the approval of

the Senste, and 1s belleved (o have influenced that
Loy inmtna passage of a bill ror Park extension,
ansed the sae aay.

» The Commissioners are conyinced of the propriety,
in consequenca of the extended fnancis! obliga-
tlons of she city, of making & fresh disposition of
the land on the sust side of the avenoe, tn order that
it may be sold under their direction, in a way whish
will not only benells the Park by giving it proper ap-
proaches from the north aond east, but will at the
same time add largely to the value of property wa
e vicinmy,

During the past season the Commilssloners have
pushed forward the work of construction upon all
thie parks under thelr control with as much rapidity
as practicable. The whole area under treatment
thus 14r is 5562 acres in Progpeci Purk aud 30 acres in
Waahlogton Park—255 ncres of the former park con-
sisting of woodland, shruobery and meadows with
Intervening roads, walks, &c., compicie. The Onest
drive extends over a space of five mites in lengeh,
and the bridle paths ars of an equal distance, with
four aaditional miles lu p 0,

Tompking Park bas been recently piaced under
t he control of the Buard, but no provision lias been
made for its improvement. They trust vhat anthos
rity will be given them by the present Legislature
to raise money sumcient 1o perfect the park in o
style corresponding with whe small parks of this
clty. Taeparade ground s now in completc order;

Labor and Capial Hand in Hand—Steps Tor
wards the Formation of a Boot and Shoe
Board of Trade—Views of Prominent
Manufacturers and Jobbers.

An adjonrned meeting of boot and shoo mang-
facturers and jobLers was held yesterday afternovls
at the Astor House, he sttendance clauning to re-
present $30,000,000 of trade annually, Mr. Stephet
Hyat occupled the chair, and Mr. G, F. Andersom
filled the part of secretary. After the minutes of
the meeting held on the 17th nit, had been read
reports of committees were called on, and that o
permanent organization furnished an elaborate res
view of the question of estaslishing an organization
for tbe protection of the interesta of the wrads, 1m
which it says:—"The manufaciure oud sale of
boots and ehoes Im New York city and
vicinity require the use of many million dollarg
of caplital, employs the untiring
sagacity aua labor of thousands ot persons of alj
ages and both sexes, and the scops of the tradé
reaches throughout the Western Continent.™d
Here follows & dissertation on the hazards of trade
under which jobbers especlally suffer, and tho qoes-
tion of the mamufacturcrs compating with thoss of
the East s ably discussed. In conunuation it sarsi<s
“This trade should follow In the steps of many
others, and, like them, form a trade union, whereby
its varied interests can be g0 divided up that each
separate intcrest will have allotted to It watohfal
and vigllant guardiana.’ It floally recommends
that permanent and sultable quarters be chosen.
Tne document was signed by Messrs. Richards, Big-
ealow, Trasg, Powell, Dittman, St. Joln, EIlitL,
Brint, and Powers.

A long ana warm debate followed the reading éf
this document, the questions of credit and how ta
ascertain the standing of members belng fully digs
cussed, when the constitution was sobmitied and
sccepted. Its oliel poiuks of interest ara:—Object of
the assoclation, to piomote the general wellare of
the trade by affording facilities for frequent meeting
pnd exchangoe of views sod for general co-operatiof,
Blanding committees—six are provuded for, vigi-e
Finance, Arbitrauion, Debis and Dentors, lnsurnncey
Transportation and Laboer. The duly of the Cowm=
mirtee on Debta and Deblors shpll be 10 ex-
amine, when requested by two or more in-
terested members, Into cases of mercantiie
fallures and sospensions, dnd to tha
resident or secretary as speedily a3 possibie the
ebtor's condition, liabllitles, asaets, &c. ‘The com~-
mirtee may alko kesp a pook asa record of -
payment by any deotor of any indebiedness
any lacls or circumstances wDich Iay cast  Sis-
jclon upon the chnaragter or credit of any debton.
