THE BOXD ROBBERY IN HONER, N, X.

Arrest of the llobbers and Recevery of a
Portion ef the Bonds

The Cortland (N, J.) Journal coutains the follow-
Ing account of the bond robbery in Homer, which
caused 80 much excitement in tost -’ village lnst
spring, and of ibe discovery of the gullty parties
and recovery of part of the stolen property:—

It will be recoliected by our readers that in March,
1869, Charles Newton, of Homer, was robbed of
United States bonds and other securinies to the
awount of £14,500, Boon after uhe robbery he caused
tlie arrest of George I, Warner, who bad peen in hig
empioy a8 & hured nan, bul on a0 exawination before
4 agistrate Wurnsr was discharged Yor wani of sul-
cient prool. Bhortly aler Mr. Newton found among
s papers a st ol the numbera of the etolen bonds,
which be sent to wna ‘Treasury Department at Wash-
ingwn, with o request thst If the bonds were re-
turned for redemption, notice nught be given to
mm. [0 & Mopin or two Nr. Newton recelved notice
from the department thiat one of the bonds, of the
wenumination of $1,000, had been pregented 10r re-
demption by & weil knows banking house in New
Yourk city, Mr. Newion calied upon the orm aud
Jearped that the bond had been received from o
broker 10 Albany. On lnguiry of the Albaoy broker
slr, Mewton obtained @ 1uill description ol the purty
of whom the bond had been purchased, who gave s
uamie as J. i1, Keichey, of [touca. Subseguens
fuvestganions couvinced Mr. Newton that tus
WS Al ugsnined name, and that the real name ef
the party selling the bopd was Alired D. Lusk, of
Newurk, Wayue county, in this state, who had been
emiployed by George E. Waraer and s brotoer, Wil -
luun . Worner, w sell the sloen bonds,

AL the last January circult in 1bis county Mr, Kew-
ton procared a warrant sgainst George Warner and
Alfred Lusk tur grand muen)vl. Buerut Browa pro-
ceeded 10 Long Island, ere Waraer then re-
glied, and arrested and brought him to thus
village, where he wos lodged i jail. Deputy
Snenw J, . Barnes proceeded wiuh a4 bench
warrant to Newark, where he found and arrested
Lusk, and be was lkewlse lodged in the Cortl-
land jall. Mr. Lusk 18 & genueman in appearance,
and has nitherto sustained & falr cUATACLErR.  AS Boon
&8 16 wWas arrested he expressed w desire (0 make a
full disclosure of what he xnew conceruing the rob.
bery, aiul accordiugly made a foll statement (0 th:
proseculing offleers of the adair. His sccount ol tue
statement I8 wits:—The pouds were taken Irom Mr,
Newton's house ope evening in idarch by George
Warner while Mr. Newton and hia wife were on a
vigit to & neighbor's, Early tbe next fnorning War-
ner sent hia w.e with the donde to the nouse of s
brother, Wiliam E, Wuraer, in Newark. Un her arri-
val thiere the bonds were delivered by Ler to Wiliam,
who then had an iaterview with Lusk, ending in an
arrangement by which Lusk was Lo sell the vonds,
the proceeds of which weré to be divided equally
between huaself and the Lwo Warners, 1o a day or
two aiter Lusk went 0 Ruchester ana dispoged of
one boud of 600 without aliidulty. He rewrned
to Newars, and, possessing himsell of nbout $7.000
oi the bonds, he weut to Rochester and w0 Ludilo,
where be disposed of these, recelviug in each in-
dtance paywent lo currency. He next took the
balance, except $45600, and proceeded Lo Albany
and wade a pale there, With Lie Bame SUCCess nd be-
fore. From the sileof the bonds he realized over
$14,000, which was divided beiween the tarce as
hau veen agreed upon. ‘the bonds not disposed of
he buried in the earti uear s house (n & glass botile,

On lenrnlug hese saaitional facls Mr, Newtou

procured the arrest ol William E, warner and the
wiie of George Warper, on the charge ol receiving
stolen propeity. A Writ of habeas corpus was sued
out 10 the casc of Wuliam warner, wiho was lukea
pefore Judge Smih, pat afler sy eXRRinULOn he
was held to await she action of the Grand Jury, An
examination was had before Jusuice Hunter in the
cuse of Mirs. Warner, and afier a iull hearlug sho
wias also beid fur trigl.
Mr. Newton, after hearing the disclosure made by
Lusk, immediately proceeded to Newark snd re-
covered his remuiniug bouds—having found thein
i the exace locaton polnied out by Lusk. W also
understand thut Mr. Newton wil probably recover
a portion of the money received irom the salcs of
the stolen vonda,

A Convict Discharged from the State Prison.

The Aubarn Morning News gives the particulars
of & somewhat singular habeas corpus case, AL the
a8t Beplember term of the Cour: of Sessions lor
Jefferson county, heid at Watertown Names A. Cole
was found gulity of robpery und eentenced W the
Btate Prison at Auburn for the term of five years.
He was indicted for robbing & man named Eeth U,
Adams, a farmer residing 1n what county, of B gov-
ernment bond for $500. From the record of the trial it
appears that Cole was apod.er, and during h's tripa
thisough the county usually stop| al Adsms' house
when 1n the neighborhood. crimingi intitacy
grew up between Adams’ wife and Cols, and, accord.
ing to the testupony of Mra, Adama, he used tnis fact
for the purpose of intimidating Ler and compeling
ner to digcluse the whereabouls of the covered bond,
which he knew Adams Lo possess,

Ble testitied that on the 20th of August, 1867, Cole
made one of his accustomed visits to the house, and
in the of her husband; he asked for the
bond; she decuped to give it 1o blm; he told her 1if
ghe did not he would inform her husband of
wiat had transpired between them. She then went
to the place wbere the bond was kept, Wok 1t Irom
thence and laid 1t on & box, from whiich Cole Look it.
He then told her to leave the drawer in which the
bapd bad been kept open and tumble the contents,
fur the purpuse of giving the lmpression what the
pouse Lad peen enstered and the bond stolen in that
way., Hhed so. Having progressed thuos far in
her testimony, the witness Wis seizea witii conval-
plons and continued in wbat state durlog the day,
1hus allonding no opporiunlly [or 8 cross-examina-

tion,

The Court declded that the case muat go on, and
the defendaus’s ¢ declined to introduce any
testimony or make any argument (o bebalf of (g
client, thus wirtaally pernutting n verdiot to be
entered by defanit, By reason of this ruling of wae
jadge the case wus appealed, the judgment reversed
ana a new trial ordered, In the meanthne Col¢ was
in prigon.
