Protection of^American Citizens Abroad.

Naturalized Citizens in BritUb Prisons.
The House Foreign Affairs Committee reported a

resolution to-day calling upon the President for
whatever Information he has relative to the im¬

prisonment of naturalized American citizens by
Great Britain. The resolution is in substauce the
same as that introduced by S. S. Cox early in the
session, the only difference being that it is one purely
.f inquiry and leaves out the questiou of sympathy
with the Fenians entirely. It was reported by
Governor Swann, of Maryland, a member of tbe
committee, who made a short speech wherein
he eulogized the Irish in U113 conniry as
"the pioneers of progress." He denounced
the conduct or Great Britain towards Ire¬
land as oppressive, and expressed the opinion
that under the same circumstances any part of the
Anglo-Saxon race wooid revolt. Governor Swanu
Is not In favor of interfering in the affairs of other
natlons, but he thinks the government of iho United
States should extend protection to its citizens in an
countries. Mr. Wiliard, a new member from Ver¬
mont, who also belongs to the Foreign Ailalrs Com¬
mittee, renounced the Fenians as miscnief makers
and violators of the United States neutrality laws.
He thought their object was to involve the United
States in a war with Great Britain, and that tiiey de¬
served tbe censure rather than the sympathy or
the American people. 8. S. Cox, of New York, took
the same view of the case as Governor swunn. He
understood that the President had some late infor¬
mation on this subject which ought to be given to
the people, and he wanted the resolution adopted.
While in Europe he had seen something of the treat¬
ment of these prisoners, and he could testify to the
cruelty of the British government. While the resolu¬
tion was under debate the morning hour expired
and it went over.

neutral. because It was passed at the solicitation of
one belligerent against the interests of t:ie otuer. An
American citizen cniistinv n lite army 01 France iu
a war witU Ureal Britain Would lu cuse of capture
by the latter, be treated simply as a prisoner 01 war;
but our iuw of IijiS would make Iiiui Jiabio, n lie re¬
turned home, to A penalty of *l.o.;u, becuu-e of ills
enlistment. An American mcrcUant in .New Yotit
might si II sod deliver a vessel to Cuban insurueuts,
receive pav tnereior uud go to Madrid ami mere
enjoy the proceeds ol tnat transaction without the
Spanish government daring to uioiest linn; lint Lie
Could not stay lu his own couatry vvituout under-
goiug a heavy penulty. such was the opera¬
tion of tins unjust, unnecessary ana, as lie
thought, unconstitutional law. Kelernng to tne
Alabama claims, he argueJ we were in no danger of
estab i- iiiny an injurious precedent; lor lie conceded
to ^reai. i>ritain au.l every foreign 1'ower tue rl_'iit
to clothe any other people witu belilgere.it rights
whenever they approve the cause for which such
peopie made war.

category of pirates. If, believiug ail these things of

THE CUBAN SH1L0H.
Details of the Great Victory at

Guaimaro.

PUELLO'S SUCCESS ON THE FIRST DAT

Grand Advance and Victory of the Cubans
on the Second.

The Spanish Army Saved from Annihila¬
tion by a Negro.

Tne steamship Eagle, from Havana the 29th alt,
arrived at this port last night. Bne brings the full
particulars of the battle near Guaimaro, be'ween the
Cubans under Ueneral Jordan and the Spanish
forces led by General Puelio. The favors of the
purser arc acknowledged.
Nlwaleulatlun and Defeat of Puelio.H anlab
Arcouu* Practically Admit* DeiVal.Tbe Cut*
nuiu Maved by a Ne«r«.

Havana, Jan. 29, 1870.
The steamship Barcelona arrived yesterday from

Nuevltus and other ports on the north side, bringing
the anxiously looked lor news ot Puelio. He has
not suppressed the insurrection in the central de¬
partment, and, strange to say, the loyal Journals of
this city do not claim that he has. To use his own
words, he weut "out with the Hag of Castile
gallantly flying as becomes It, from the glories
which it has acquired In all parts of the world, '.

and It has come back drooping in a

very unbecoming manner. To use a homely yet
expressive Illustration "We went In search of wool
and came back shorn." He aunouueed that no

quarter would lie given and thai somebody was

going to be exterminated; that somebody has not
been he, but his troops owe their uak-ty to the
friendly offices of a benighted African.
Here, aside from the most extravauant rumor*,

we have little save through Spanish sources. A pas¬
senger confirms m all of its essential points the
account of your well lulorined correspondent at
Suevitas.
The journals "roar gently as a sucking dove."

They da not acknowledge a defeat and thejr do not
claim a victory. While tuere is no other news of
importance, no prominence In place or type Is given
to tins. In its edition of last evening Ui iTeum
said not a word of tins and In the morning not much
more. Only the Omrio has any thing like a con¬

nected statement. It claimB to have had a corres¬

pondent with J'u 'llo's force, not connected with it. it
has letters from Puerto Prtnelpo and Nuevitas, but
prefers to give this. It ureters to believe it, loo,
rather than the rumors In circulation. 1 translate
the extracts of Ihe correspondence published. It is
of date the 20th, at Nuevitas:.
Yesterday arternoon we retained to tins place

after an expedition of twenty-eight, na.vs to iiuat-.
maro. It is impossible tor me to give you to-da.v a
detailed accoutil of the hardships we have passed
through, and 1 must limit myself to telling you that
out ot the iweniy-elght days of absence not more
than seven passed without being under fire of the
enemy, iiui the llrst day ot the year was tho most
horrible of the war. At the point called La Miua de
Juan Kodriguez oe.weeu i.ualmaro and Palo Q»ic-
niado. We came upon an intrcnchment winch 1
juaged to be J£>o metres long ami perieetly con¬
structed. Helium ihih over 2,000 insurgents awaked us
with one piece of artillery, with which they flred live
snots.three with grape and two shells.which, with

a concentrate ! lire of musketry, vexed ( mortijli-aron )
us for a long time. We did not hesitate to attack
the entrenchment., which we took and burned and
encamped at that place. On the following day we
returned to a larui called Arroyo Honda, where we
stopped flfieen days to succor our wounded, arrang¬
ing Bireictiers, searching for horses and until we
found five carts which were hidden iu the
woods and widen aided us to recommence
our march. Wnlle at the farm we obtained
some knowledge ot the losses of our enemies from
an official paper of theirs we took, which p oeod it
*t mm), and which seems small to me, judging irom
the number of grape snot, grenades aud balls we
llred at them l have seen the ground they left, and
nearly one-ualf a kilometre of .ho road upon which
they retired is so discolored with blood that the
original hue of the soil cannot be ascertained.
Colonel Asiillar attacked in front wltn Ills half
brigade (cavalry), and Colonel Suauces on the right
flank; at which tlcrce attack the rebels disbanded,
leaving on tho ground a lew dead, a small number
of arms aud tho rammers of the cannon.
We have buffered many hardships, ami for mmy

days eaten meat without salt and having but tew
I vegetables, as t hoy were very scarce. All the ottleers

ami soldiers have shown themselves product of
their generous olooil and have manifested thai abne¬
gation so propel In inu«e who wear the honorable
uniform of the Spanish army.
From the original it is evident this correspondence

is not given in full, but only sach parts of it as suit
the editor, its inconsistencies are patent ami need
not be commented opon.
The atfalr of tne lAtronchm ent and the subsequent

withdrawal of the Spaniards is explained by an
officer arrived here, who states that this was the
first of two inlrcnchmenu which had been con¬
structed on the road over which they were march¬
ing; that tho insurgents abandoned the first, alter
inflicting heavy loss on tho troops, taking with them
their wounded and their cannon. Their object was
to draw tho Spaniards on to the second
position, which was much more formidable, and
from which some would have escaped. Of this
Pueilo was informed by a negro, and at once com¬
menced his rctrogade movement. Prom the sains
source 1 learn that the hidden fire of the Insurgents
had a most demoralizing effect on the troops, who
could hardly be kept in line, but were constantly en.
deavortng to skulk Into the woods ui avoid the
bullets of the Insurgents. The Moctezuma brought
120 wounded, Incluuing Colonel Aroaz, of the regi¬
ment La Keyna, and Cotonel Marin, of the artillery.
The latter is expected to die.
From facts which are constantly coming to light

In one way and another it Is evident that the re¬

ported losses of the Spaniards are less than the
reality, and that I'uello and his column met with an
overwhelming and most disastrous defeat. Also that
the Insurgents' loss was insignificant, as they were
scarcely seen by the Spaniards, nave on the lsi,
when their works protected them. This is the state¬
ment of an officer.

The loss among the officers In killed and wounded

was very great. Of the seventeen, in the regi¬
ment "La Hcyua" but three escaped unhurt; the
regiment "Chiclano" lost two; the marine regiment
two, and the cavalry one killed and one wouuded.
These are reported, but there Is knowu to be more,
the enure uuuiber being estimated as high of thirty-
six. Both omccrs aud soldlcra are eloquent over the
hardships which they endured and wmcb were, no
doubt, very great. They were without salt for their
beer, aud much of the Unie without vegetables. They
speak in the highest terms oi the gallantry of th
Insurgents, whose fighting qualities astonished
many who had been led to believe them a net of
arrant cowards. A colonel relates that in a band to
haud encounter lie lost some or uie insignia of rank
from his sleeve and all or nis overcoat. A part of .
volunteer regiment from Puerto I'rinclpe formed

very cowardly manner, screening tuemselres in

It Is Nta e4 that the Marcano re¬
cently captured and brought to Santiago is neither
of the brothers or that name, generals in the lnsur>
rccttonary forces, but the father, an old man seventy-
two years of age, who was not eugaged in the insur¬
rection. The Leyha mentioned in Hie same connec¬
tion is the one reported killed bv Colonel Anrll at tha
opening of the war, or his brother. Don Federico
(Iras, chief of stair to Cavada. recently captured
and shot by Cirbo ln ClenfucgoH, was olTered hia
life on the betrayal of his compairiois. in addition
all possible ltiAueucca were brougUi to bear upon
him, but In vain, lie responded that he had entered
this war lor the liberty and independence of Ins
country with a full knowledge ol its risks, and thai
having been captured he wan willing to suffer.
