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Arrival of the Secretary of tke Barllngaaie
Mlsaien with the Ratified Treaty.Satisfar»
(Ion of Prince Rung With the Stipulations.
Mr. J. McLeavy Brown, Secretary of tlie Burlln-

game Chinese mission, arrived here to-day, bearing
tbe ratified treaty made with our government. Mr.
Brown came Here via California from China, aud
represents the Cblne.se govorntnent as entirely sat¬
isfied with tbe conduct of tbe Bnrlingame mission
thus far. Mr. Brown sot to Pekm last
October and bad a loug Interview with Prince
Kong, tbe head of the Chinese administration. Prince
Knng welcomed Mr. Krown In the most cordial
manner, made inquiries regarding Mr. Burllngame
and his associate Ministers, read over the American
treaty, and after weighing every article and para¬
graph in tbe most careful manner declared thai It
met bis entire satisfaction. The proper ratification
was pat to the treaty and Mr. Brown was entraBted
with the duty of bearing it to our government.
All tbe stories about unwillingness on the
part of China to accede to tbe terms of
the treaty are pronounced by Mr. Brown
to be entire fabrications. Tbe delay In returning
with the ratified copy was caused by a wish ex-
prcsssed by Mr. Bnrlingame to have the document
retained in China until tho labors of the mission
should bo wound up. so that then be wight return
to China and have tho pleasure of bringing it to
Washington himself. Tins plan was subsequently
changed, it appears that no formal treaties have
been made with England, France of the other
European Powers. Mr. liurlingame lias simply made
agreements with those Powers, settling In a satis¬
factory manner the claim to intercourse in the
internal airalrs of China. All those Powers give
np their extraordmary claims in that regard, and to
have accomplished that much may well be regarded
as a triumph for Chinese diplomacy. Treaties with
European governments of exactly the same
kind as tnat with our government could not
be expected. The conditions are different. We
have here a state of affairs that has
no parallel in Enropc. Tho Chinese are settlers
here, and claim legal lights, which are guaranteed
in the treaty, but nothing of that kiud is required of
Euroue. Mr. Brown did not Heo Secretary Fish to¬
day, but left the treaty witb Mr. J. C. Bancroft
Davis. Mr. Brown will have an interview to-monow
with the Presldpnt and Mr. Fish.
Tbe Xoiuiuatiou of Judge Hour Kcjceted.
In the executive session of tbe senate to-day

tbe nomination of Attorney General Hoar, which
had lain upon tho table some time, was
taken up by unanimous consent, and with
the understanding that a direct vote should
be taken on it. Hoar's friends have fore¬
seen for oome time that nothing was 10
he gained by delay aud they deemed it more pru¬
dent to have action. Hoar, it appears, thought a
reaction had set in in his lavor. and that he had
gained votes which before were against him.
The result to-day shows that he was mis
taken. As Fisk would say, Hoar hath gone
where the woodoine twinctb. Ho was re¬

jected by ten majority in a very turn Senate.
What he.will do u not known, but tbe republican
Senators say If he has any self-respect he will resign
his position In the Cabinet. The vote to-day was
intended as a rebuke lo him and as an evidence or a

want of confidence in bim on the part of tiic domi¬
nant party.

An Unfortunate Nomination.
On Monday last tho Judiciary Committee of the

Senate reported back the nomination or Judge
Fearre for the Judgeship of the Fourth United Statei

regard to hl3 teqifc of service, whether for an hour,
a day, a month or a year or more. Tue bill is im¬

mensely sweeping In its terms, and is intended,
no doubt, to make political capita! for Cobb and

Any
bounty bill is calculated to be popular with the dis¬
banded soldiers of the country, and especially such
a one as this, which taku from the Treasury a sum

except in cases where sucft proceeds are specifically
required by law to be deposited or applied on some
other accounts, or in some other manner; in all
cases taking the usuni certificate or deposit, ior-
wardinir the original by first mail to the secretary
of tho Treasury with a statement of the specirii*
sourco whence the money was derived, and report¬
ing fuich sales and deposit to the proper accounting
officers without delay.

spec,tful and courteous character. Madame Cata-
cazy, wife of tbe Russian Minister, one of the ladies
to whom the President had sent a beautiful bouquet
in tho morning, said, when she met the General at
tho*llnner table last night, "1 thank you, Mr. Presi¬
dent, for tbe charming bouquet you were so kind to
send me. I believed until to-day that you gathered
only laurels, but now 1 sec you can gather otlicr
plants and flowers."

Mr. VV amimuh.n. of Wis., remarked that au appro*
prianon of $l,&i>o,ooo would enable the Secretary ot
the Navy to give tbein sixty days' notice.
Mr. Uanko.Yea, and then they would be thrown

out again. Wo should irive to tuo Secretary of tho
Navy that which be ssks in this caae, and wnen tho
condition ot the navy comes up ror consideration In
tho General Appropriation bill we will have tho
whole subject before us. if the navy Is to be reor¬
ganized, or If it is io lie abolished, or if appropria¬
tions for It are to be Increased or diminished, let

Hall or Bepresentattves to-Blght an address explan¬
atory of the doctrines of tue National Labor Union,
and of the measures proposed by It as nocessary to
restore the labor or the country to Kh legitimate
rights. Tne ball was well tilled. Mr. John llasutre,
ol Missouri, presided.

&lr. Nelson declared that capital and labor as now
organized are or necessity enemies, the profits of
one bciug the loshes or tue other. The remedy tor
this antagonism Li to be round in a (airer distribu¬
tion of profit*; In Impartial taxation, which does
not di -criminate aganiat iabor in favor of capital; tn

a fairer division or the putlio domain, auu not, aa

now, donating nit noun or amen to a fair individuals.
Tbtt tftvlnc away of land to the few debars \he
many of n chance for obtaining what la
really their own, whereby want and vice
arc inflicted upon our communities. Consrresa
has bo power to solL Unrestricted ownership or a
sufficiency of t!.«: soil to every cltucen la an Invitation
cordially tendered and accepted. The poverty of
tho country presses upon ull the wealth that labor
produces and is the nource of all the misfortunes
that beset us. American labor is Btricken wltti
poverty and now po: sedges no respectability tn the
old fctatc* of the Union. In the new States and Ter¬
ritories combinations ot men are engaged purchas¬
ing all the choico i ind.s capital, of courwj, the fur¬
tive enemy o! labor being at the head. The Ameri¬
can laborer, altliougti politically a iree man. la
socially a slave; bis ballot is a bauble instead of a
sceptre; lie n ituu,tod as a single gram
oi u rope ol Hand, a sufficiency oi tne soil
to every cttiz; n :h the preventive of social
svlln ; it prostrates controversy between labor and
capital.
