The price did not fluctuate widely, as the speculative

fere with their plans. It was at first argued that a
steady market In the one was benellcial to the other;
but now It la contended that a lower price for gold
does not mean depression In stocks. At the opening
of business thero was a leaven of yesterday's heavi¬
ness In the market, ana some stocks were wean,
Northwest com non selling as low as 73. From this
point, however, prices took an upward turn, and tho
market became strongly active, especially In the last
half hour of sidewalk dealings. It is hardly neces¬
sary to particularize the specialties, as the range of
fluctuations and the closing prices aro given furthei
on. Rook Island was ' worked" by heavy sales of
"puts" at prices about two per cent below the mar¬
ket. There was the same disposition to bring <jut
new favorlUi, and Terra Haute was the latest object
of speculative attraction.

POLICE TRIALS.

A IIoKtf Drink* Cider.A Dutcliuuui lirvnkut.
Jtouiarkuble Cane iu Hrooklyn.

Commtesloner Manierre yesterday heard evidence
III about (orty complaints against officers.
John A. Marvin, of the Fourth precinct, was ac¬

cused of not patrolling las post (or an hour and five
minutes, and when louud he was coming out or a

liquor stove In Pearl street. The evidence was very
posiilvo, and he will likely be dismissed.
OtUcers John Hogg and llonry McSlierrv, or the

Tenth precinct, were charged with being off
post In a beer saloon In Fsaex street. The rounds¬
man swore lie saw Hogg drink. The proprietor
of the placd testified that he called the
policemen in to quell a row, and that Hogg drank
tt glass of cider. Hogg admitted the drinking and
declared that the roundsman had boasted he had
sufficient lntluencc at headquarters to break all the
Dutchmen of his precinct.
The ease of D. liic.ison, of the Fiftieth (Brooklyn)

precinct, charged with impropor conduct, developed
some singular facts. The complainant was a car
conductor of tlie Court street line, named Joseph
Dalton. The evidenco for the prosocutlon shows
tliut on the tileh t of tue iijth ult. Olaason got on the
car lu citizen's clothes to go up for a doctor for a
tick child. He tendered the conductor (Dalton)
a five dollar bill, which he could not,
change. <ji-ason ihcn told tho conductor
he would not pay him anything and would rlflo.
The conductor pitched tiiiri off the cor and struck
him. Lleason followed tho car, got on, rode to the
end or the route and arrested Dalton, who was taken
to the Forty-eighth precinct station house, where ho
made his complaint before Sergeant Drake, who
Ordered the oillcer to take his prisoner to his ow.i
station house. At the Fiftieth precinct station house
Sergeant Meeks refused to entertain the complaint,
and denounced the oftlcer as two-thirds drunk.
Gleason then insisted upon taking his prisoner
before the inspector and attempted to rearrest him
outside of tnu station house for that purpose.
Sergeant Meel>«, tfho showed much feeling on the
trial, swore that oieason was intoxicated, us did
also Dalton and a conductor named Graham.
Tho defence called eight or ton witnesses, all of

whom swore that they sni'Hed illusion's breath, and
he was perfectly sober, but excited. It also ap¬
peared that he tendered fare to Dalton, and told
film he would ride to the end of his route lor the
change; that Dalton si ruck nun and hurled him into
the mud while the car wa.4 iu motion; lie then fol¬
lowed it, got on, rode to tno end of the route and
arretted htm for assault and battery. The evidenco
of disinterested parties showed that Gleason was
entirely sober. There are four orh°r complaints
against him »rowing out oi this arrest.
