The news pro¬
duced some startling effects in Wall street and led to
a decline la gold and a fall in Blocks. Later in tho
day, upon fuller Intelligence of the character of the
opinion rendered b.v the court, there was a reaction
and the market showed a strong denotation to g&m
the lost ground. In tracing tlio effects of tiie news
|t may be well to record the feeling of the street at
the succesaive uerlods of the day. lu

TUB STOCK MARKET
prices led off with great buoyancy and the bqjtish
movement of the preceding week lasted until after
the second call, about which time the uuvance was
general In all the railways and In most of the mis¬
cellaneous stocks. The Vanderbllt shared had risen
to 06% for Central stock, to U7 for Central scrip and
to 146 for Harlem. A comparison of these prices with
the best of Saturday, and the statement that the ad¬
vance in other shares wa9 in proportion, will give
gome idea of the cbavacer and tone of stocks
berore the telograpa made known the decision of
Chief Justice Chase. \he agent of the brokers lu
Washington seat a brief aud succinct synopsis of its
tenor. At once tne aspect 01 the situation changed.

ways had cancelled the greater portion of their old
bonds by tue issue of new ones were solicitous to
buy back the stocks which in their frlghr they
bad hastened to sell.

thai tuc decision o( the Supreme Court would uave
favorably affccted the State bonds as well as bonded
deous in generals; but the obligation in their case
is not bailed up by the security which accompa¬
nies railway mortgages, and is dependent simply
on the general credit of the States owing the money.

A railway is tangible properly, which may be Hold
(or the roller of the bondholder, but a state Is a
sovereign, and only morally bound to pay her debts.
Hence the decision, In adding one-flfth to ths
indebtedness of the States, aggravates their em¬
barrassment. In the case of trio rich North¬
ern States the decision operates in favor of
higher prices, an It guarantees tho redemption
of the old bonds In coin. The call to-day of ttio
Northern bonds was loo early to reilcct tho effect of
the news, but the Southern list was heavy and In
most Instances declined, the exception being the
Virginias, which have retained the buoyancy de¬
rived irom the readmission of tho Slate. Tho Ten-
ucssccs lu the forenoon were strong and active and
obstinately resisted the decline In the afternoon, but
gave way a half to one per cent.

The only part In it which is of any public import¬

ance is article ten, which reads an lollowa:.
The duty of tnc Committee on Debts and Debtors

shall be to examine, wtieu rc^uiuny requestedby two or more interested members, Into
cases of meriaatile lailures or suspensions,
and report to tho president or necretury
as specdny aa possible tlie debtor's condi¬
tion, liabilities, assets, and the value thereof,
and to recommend such action as is deemed
best for the interest of the creditors. The
committee may employ counsel or assistance
to aid them, the expeu.-:c of w liicu, together with ihe
other necessary expenses attending the examina¬
tion, if not paid by the debtor or his estate, shall be
paid by such of tho creditors as are members ot the
association, the amount to be divided among them
In proportion to then respeotative claims. The com¬
mittee may alio caj.Mj to ou kepi, in a proper book or
books a record 01 the non-payment by auy debtor
or auy indebtedness, or any lacta or circumstances
which may cast a suspicion upon the character or
credit of auy debtor to one or more members of the
association; but if it shall appear mat the debtor is
or good credit, the same sha.l be recorded. Tuo con¬
tents of said books and all proceedings connected
therewith shall only be known to members of the
association.
