Last Ritcs Over the Remains of the
Hlustrious Dead.

Prince Arthur, Minister Thornton, Gover-
nors Claflin and Chamberlain and Other
Prominent Men Present—Interests
ing and Impressive Ceremo-
nies—Address by Robert C.

Pravopy, Mass,, Feb. 8, 1970,
4te final obsequica over the remans of George
Peabody were amended to-day by betwoeen 5,000 and
10,000 peopde, and Lthe order of exerolses substan
tally a8 arranged was carried out, despite the
sevore snow storm thel prevalled throughout the
entire cerviuonled.

The caskes contalning the remains had been
quietly removed as mulnight by the guard of honor
from the I'eadedy Insticute to the South Congrega-
Slonal church; and when the populuce arrived in sue
meraing and during the foremoon to view the re-
maing the funeral decorations in the bunding and on
the fronts of the publie butldiugs and many private
residences on'y met sheir curious gaze. From niuo
until sleven o'clock the dlstinguished paviicipants
ana truops detatled 1o perforu the escort duiy were
oonstantly srriving from ail directions by rall and
privale conveyances. The decoratlons thronghout
the town were general and i remarkably gowd
taste. Theiuterior of the church was appropristely
decoruled and darkeoed, the fow gas jois thut wore
lghted giving a sombre eoct to the scene. The
pulpit, gallerios, organ aua windows wers covired
with bisck, wikh & narrow fringe of white, the kil
vered monogram “*G. " belng plaged at prominect
lntervals.

The coskef, aa I8 lay In front of the pulpit, wos
elaborately strewn wish the cuolcest fowers in the
most exquisite funeral designs. Behiod, oo the
pulpit face, au elegans orosd; on the ceatre of the
casket u mugnllesnt ceowan, and at the head aud
foot lurge sud tasselul bouguels, all entwined with
delicate preen.
