The trial of Leopard Schwun for the murderof
Cornelius Stanl, on the night of the 27th of last No-
vember, waos continued yesterday, in the Essex
County Oyer and Terminer, held atthe Court House,
Newurk, N, J. The andtence chamber wis filled with
a large attendance of oitizens, who maniiested mueh

Interest in tne proceedings. The prisoner
Behwun was in  his  place  alongside Dl
counsell and conducted himself modestly yes

cheerfully throughout the occasion. In conseguence
of most of the witnesses being Germans the inter-
preter, Mr. Dornstasdt, had to be used alnost in-
cessantly, and hence rendercu the taking of testl-
mony rather tedious,

Chnstan Hommel was recalled, He testified that
he suw Stalll and Schwan in handgrips, bul saw no
one use a knife or have & konife; tuat Stahl danced
with one of the servant girls, one Caroline Fischer,
for whom Behwun haa previously manifested a
Ekm"d.
