Spcciul Travel la llie North.The Landlord Hys-
tern anil Agriculture.'The Hrrnld-'a IIctIow
ol Cnu^'a and C'onaequcucca.At Uouniba*
doc.

Donaujiadeb, Jan. 27, 1870.

Fr >m Bangor to a place called Ballyholy, winch Is
about eight miles southward iroia the northern
coast, Uie soil ia of a loir, moorj nature, and la, I
think, badly adapted for either tillage or pasture.
For several miles 11 is a perfect bog on either side,
and the people generally convert It into turf, which
is, I find, their chief article of fuel during the winter.
The bogs, however, though numerous m this county,
are g"nura.iy small, and aro lor the mo.it part con¬
fined to the skirts of the high hills and the moun¬
tains. 1 lie road from Bangor to Ballyholy Is decidedly
the worst I have yet travelled m Ireland, and la
more like n private lane or avenue leading to a far¬
mer's lawn than a public thoroughfare. It Is all up
Ml! and down lull, and Ido not think that a pernh
of It is level ground. It is also newly (Travelled with
large, badly broken stones, and this made our Jour¬
ney over it more unpleasant. Our mode of convey¬
ance was. as usual, "an Irish jaunting car," which
rattled delightfully over mc stones, particularly
when "Larry" took it into his head to let us see how
fast "Peg," as he called his old white mare, was able
to go. The Journey, short as it was, was by no
means a pleasant, one. The driver, however, who
happened to be a Catholic, ctcatcd some amusement
Dy telling us of the attempts made by the Presby¬
terians and Meibodist3 to reclaim him, when
a farmer's boy in the couutry, from t.io errors of
1'opery. "But now," he continued, "I'm known as

an honest man from Belfast to Donaghadee, an' I've
a marc and car of my o<vn, an' I don't caro that
(cracking his whip) for the whole lot of 'em."

After a drive or about eight miles we turned to the
loft, passed through the little village of Granatin,
widen consist* of one long streoc of very poor
houses, and drove on to the eastern shoro of the
county, about two miles south of Donaghadee. For
these two miles our route lay along by the ocean.
We had a most extensive view, not merely of the
county, out of the sea, and we saw the white hlllaof
Scotland shining above the waters, comparatively
near us. The distance between this town and I'ort-
patrlck, In Scotland, is only one and twenty miles. It
is the nearejt Irisn seaport to Scotland, the passage

i to which can t>« made by menu vessels in an hoar
and a half.

DONAOOAPtB.
This is a small, qntet little town on the Irish chan¬

nel, about fifteen miles from Belfast. The town con¬
sists of several streets, which are wide and well kept;
the housAS am u«t and aiean. and ti»er« <vm nam*

very splendid private residences. Tne part of the
town next the shore is built in tho form of a ores¬
cent. and ibis shape, with the neatness and
whiteness 01 the bouses along tbe quays, irives
the piaui a very pleasing appaarance. H occu¬
pies u silo of great uatural beauty, srtnch la,
to hoiuo extent, unproved by an; it exhibits an
appearance ol cieaultut-as and comfort. and possesses
ail ihe advantages or a pleasant watering place.
It has a flno beacn, good lodging nouses, baths and
ether requisites (or tue oomfort and convenience of
visitors, who, 1 may rein ark, come here tn crowds
during the summer months. For a century and a
quarter the haroor baa been a ciuai packet station of
tbe goverumsnt, nud aoout twenty y6ars ago a
magnificent aruilcial harbor was constructed at the
com of a quarter of a million, Oonaghadoe wai the

THIS UDRKODNDINO OOUNTRY.
Through such parrs of Down as 1 have yet travel¬

led, me country presented an appearance or com¬
fort, of Industry, or taste, equal to anything I navo
seen lu Kuxlaud. But 1 am told that the larinlug
classes uro not happy, though their homes present
an appearance of comfort; and tne reason of their
discoutent is, because thoy have no security, aud
arc, thereiorc, coniitloteiy at the mercy of the land¬
lord. They are airaid to speak ont their grievances,
as experience ban <old them what would loiiow in
case tuey had tlio courage to denounce their op¬
pressor*. Oue instance that occurred in tlio neigh¬
borhood of this town will serve to illustrate the
state of servitude to which even the peasantry of
this great agricultural county are reduced.

UMMiMM.
A'landtord was standing on the road engaged in

conversation with ujiue person or other, wueu oue
ot his tenants passed by. Tbe latter had proceeded
a perch or two wueu tue landlord called him, aud
asked him the reason he did not raise ins
hat In passing, and why be wan so dlsre-
spectiult Tue man, wuo now took his hat
In ins hand aud reiuaiued uncovered during the con¬
versation, euduavoied to excuse himself by sayiug
tuut he thought his worship was engaged jn tam¬
ing to the stranger." But ilns excuse was, 1 need
scarcely say, iusuillcieut to acquit mm In the eyes
ol tuo territorial lord, who communicated there
and then to Ins astonished sort the lacttuat "were
he agam to negiect uls duty ha would be ovtoted
forthwith."
Wow, 1 do not suppose that there are many land¬

lords in Ulster capaoie of mis act of petty tyranuy;
out, men. it must be reineiuo"i'Od mat tuey have me
power ol doing so il thoy will, if oue landlord be
good and respect tne tenant right, and also the leei-
mgs of Uls tenants, his successor mav oo a tyrant and
may respect neither. The tenant, tuereiore, isentirelv
depending on tue will of me landlord, aad it is of
tins uusaiisiaotory state ol things mat he complains:
but be computing in secret. As long as both landlord
aud tenant coutluue to sutnd in most relative posi¬
tions, me oue n-a taskmaster and the otheru a slave,
ihe laiier must uccossaniy be so, because he
has not the power to exercise his own free will. The
will ol the landlord is to him a law against which he
lias no appeal, i ho d that so long as a tenant is
uuabie to reluse his vote to the landlord, and ret use
it regardless of cousequouccs, he is iu a condiuou of
seridom which should not be tolerated under a tree
government. 1 am strongly inclined to mink that
the landlords of Ulster, ml id as tney usual .y are,
have earned their autuority a li.tle too far. The
people, who are not (unless when they receive great
provocation) much inclined to grumbl-, are, X Hud,
cireuiatmn iu a quiet wavt but nevertheless some¬
what extensively, documents expres-dve ol their
feelings wun regard to laudloru tyranny. One ol
those documents, entitled "i'he Farmers' Cate-
cuism," came Into my bauds a few days aijo, which,

1 think, represents very iudy aud fairly the position
aud the opinions ot tho peasantry, it says that the
landlord and the ageut promise aud vow thro*
things in tne name oi every Irish tenaut:."X'irst,
that he should renounce ail the comlorts of life:
secondly, that he snouid be a hewer of wood aud
drawer of water, aud thirdly, that he should be a
slave for them all the days oi his life."
The articles ol the tenants' belief are as follows:.

"I believe mat Uod'w no respecter of persons, that
He is king ol kings and lord or lords, aud tnat lie
created ail thiugs for the itood of man, and that
every man should enjoy the iruits of his tabor: for
tho laborer is worthy of ins hire, i also believe that 1
(to not enjoy the fruits ol my labor, for X am com¬
pelled to give it to men who reap where they do not
sow and gather where they nave not strewn, wno
are better kuown in tue banqueting halt, tue foreign
club house or ou the betting ueid than in the school ol
industry or among their honest, careworn tenantry,
save when tne cora is ripe. I also bolievo that 1 am
not able to pay. my rent lioni the produce of my
farm* and that the pomp and vanity ol those men,
who, like birds oi passage, leave wbon they get the
last gralu of corn.men who live in case aud indo¬
lence, rolling about in purple and line linen and
faring sumptuously every day on the toil and sweat
ol their leliow creatures and revelling on the bread
of idleness.have reached Its highest climax, and
that it is full time tney should be brought to know
and feel Unit the stalwart farmers are tue bone aud
sluew of the land, aud that thoy will no longer en¬
dure or submit to the burdens heaped on them by a
class of extravagant landlords who are the onief
cause of the grievances of thus country. X behove in
the fall or rents, the lowenug or taxes, the sup¬
pression ol erime and tus emancipation of all

The opinions contained In this extract are, I feel
certain, the opinions ol the farmiug c.asses tnrougu-
out the country.

THE DEATH PENALTY.

Execution In Virginia of Alexander Gard¬
ner, a Negro, for Complicity in Double
Murder and AtMm.Atrocious and

Kriital Nature of the Crime.
Speech on the Scafluld.

New Kent Court Housb, Vi., Feb. 11, 1870.
Alexander Gardner, a negro, one of the notorious

New Kent murderers, in tbe presence of quite a
erowa paid the penalty or bis terrible crime on tbe
scaffold to-day. Nearly tiro years has elapsed since
one of the most sanguinary tragedies on record
startled and horrified the peaceable and law-abid¬
ing citizens or tbis county. Lewis Kennedy and
Alexander Gardner, negroes, murdered John Baker
and Mrs. Julia Stewart.
At a plaoe called Pegg*a I'olnt, just above tbe port

or West Point, at tbe bend or tbe Pamunlcy river,
lived a Mrs. iuila Stewart, a wldoW, tbe proprietress
or a small plantation and tbe reported possessor of

a considerable amount or money in specie and
greenbacks. K csldlng with her, in the capacity or
overseer or manager, was a man named John Maker,

a hair Indian and negro, who also lived in criminal
Intimacy with ber, and he, too, was known to have a

large amount or money or uis own. In the same
neighborhood In 1807, a negro named Alexander
Gardner lived, wbo was frequently employed by
Baker to work on the plantation. About this time
there appeared In the violnlty another negro, named
Lewis Kennedy, hailing rrom North Carolina, who
also obtained employment from Baker, and these
make tbe principal parties to the tragedy. Mrs.
Stewart, whose maiden name was ilockady, was

good looking, or very preposaossluu inanu- rs, and
came or a most respectable ramiiy; but report says
she had been, slnco ber marriage, a woman of loose
morals. Her husband died about ton years since,
uod shortly afterwards John Baker, tbe hati-breed
Indian, became a frequent visitor at ber house, and
from the ract that ho was seen coming and going at
tbe most unseasonable hours, she was regarded by
people in the neighborhood as his mistress. So no¬
torious had this became at the dose ot the war that
it railed to excite any surprise, and as ir It was no

longer an objcct to conceal their Illicit intimacy,
Baker, at tho urgent request ot tbe lady, took up his
resldtuioe with iter. In this double capacity or
manager and paramour llaker continued to live
with Mrs. Stewart; but It was not long before they
disagreed, quarrelled and even blows resulted
from their dlsseiiBlona.

BAKKR'S ItIPTORT
Is one entirely peculiar to the South, resulting from
the "peculiar Institution." lie had always been
noted as a quiet, orderly and industrious colored
man. and during tho era or slavery, notwithstand¬
ing toe prejudice entertained against lree colored
persons, lie merited by his exemplary oonduct tlie
title ot the most respectable tree person In tho
county. By his industry be had always
nitirte a comfortable subsistence. and be
even became tbe owner ot a little property.
Ho ne years prior to the war be became enamored
or a blaoK maiden, lor wborn be proiessed tbe great-
ett devotlou, and to whom be made proposals of
marriage; but owing to the laws and custoihs then
governing tbis community.wedlock between lieu
mill colored persons being forbidden.his nonorable
desires were tru*irated. Thev could uot ue united
under the cruel laws ot tlie country. But tUey were
at ibis time

which led Gardner to participate in the terrible
crime lor which he died to-day. Kveryoody iu the
neighborhood, more particularly those in the cm
pioyment of Messrs. .Stewart A Baker, were cogni¬
zant or the faci Unit a large amount of money was
concealed In the bouse; but until Gardner was dis¬
missed trom the service of both nobody ever enter¬
tained any design upon it. Gardner had for a length
of time neglected his work, got in aeot to Baker,
and bad, it is said, commuted several robberies, one
among the latter being the theft of a gun and
other articles irom the house of Mrs. Stewart during
tho absence or Baker at Vorktown, who, upou his
return, at once discharged Gardner and warned mm
oir the place. This robtiery sj alarmed Baker
when ho heard It tuat his tlrst Impulse Was to see if
tnu money was safe, and he flew to the secret police,
where he lound the tieasuie untoucued. Fearing a
second attempt he ineu placed the money in glass
jars, took tliem with huu out of tlie house, and, H is
supposed, buried tnein ill the woods; tor, to ilie
present, no ciue lias bcou obtained as to their where-
itoouts. Tills dUcuargc ot (iarduer is one of (lie
mam causes which originated in tns crime; but in

Stewart a
place, and in direct violation of itakoi's orders lie
continued tiiu visits to Hie woman. Metwecu these
two tlie most disgraceful scenes took piace: tUey
quarrelled jand fought, and frequently made nigiit
hideous wKu .veils, curse* uud .creams. Kennedy,
whoa wua aavu,;e and vmlous, used to beat
tue womau la a Irlghtiui mauuer, and it
became sueh a nuisance in the neighborhood
thai Maker again ordered Kennedy and the woman
both to leave ms promises. Hut imperative order
was at length complied witti, but Kennedy Itad in¬
wardly sworn vengeance against tits persecutor.
Kennedy tliea went to reside wiui Gardner, about
two allied distant troin Mrs. Hte wart's, and the mat¬
ter was nearly forgotten until tie met Maker at a
store sometime afterwards, wiien lie seized iilin, en-
deavorod to drag iiliu from the bouse, and would
liave beaten him severely but lor the interposition
of a constable, who put an end to the difficulty. Ken¬
nedy then said to Maker, "I'll km you If it lakes me
live years." This all occurred some time previous to
September, 18tw, and from that ti ne the two vil¬
lains had resolved upou the double tragedy and
other crimes they auerwanls committed. Once
tney dodged the steps of Maker to the city of Rich¬
mond lor too purpose of murdering him, but au
opportunity did uot once present useif to carry
their purpose into execution. This was about one
month previous to the commission of the deed.
About tins time the relations of Maker and Mrs.
Stewart were jy no means pleasant or agreeable;
they bad quarrelled and foughtand Baser uad again
fallen in love.this time with an Indian maiden of
the Clierokoe trioe, who nave lived on tue Famunitey
from time immemorial.

The assassias tiieu
rnled the pockets of their victim; but instead of
finding a large amount, as they supposed, they were
only rewarded by tlie discovery of ten ceuts m cop¬
pers. Had their appetite lor piunder ocen appeased
in tno lirst instance tney might, have retired without
sleeping their murderous hands in the blood of
anotuer victim; but tins disappointment trenzica
them, and tnev became still more bloodthirsty. In¬
tent on plunder they at once left the dead body
or Maker, and went direct to tue house
o( Mrs. Stewart, who tiicy knew to be
alone, and here the Incarnate fiends perpetrated a
horror which lor atrocity arid barbarity has no equal
lu the unuais of crime. Without any ceremony mey
entered and demanded of the woman the place where
the money was hidden. She told them she did not
know where Maker Iran hid*lt. This, which was me
truth, the scoundrels did not believe, and they
threatcued her with instant death If sue did not at
once reveal the whcrcabou s of the money. Seeing
they were determined the woman bogged and im¬
plored mercy, and assured them If she knew she
would at once ted thorn ait about It.
Vram a ooufeaaion auuaoauenU* made tu Qardnof

\t appear* that Kennedy. who ts a watch for tM
an-h-ileud himself, men overpowered and ravished
trtie uulorionate woman; and having satisfied til
brutal passtnus. he took one of (ho Ore dog* or irons
from the tire place, with which he struct; her oo the
head, crushing in her skull aud Killing bur almostinstantly. Plunder came next, but tuo wretchesfound nothing but souio brown flour, sugar a id
cuireo, which they carried off. Uut matingdeiectlon, they cut open a bed tick, took
from it the hi raw with which it wai
tilled, and igniting tins, set lire to the bouse,
which was soon enveloped In flames. Having done
this much to destroy the evidences of their guilt, the
murderers then, carrying with them their boot/,
retraced their steps to the body of their flrat victim,
which they earned ton wiiarlou uiu riverside aud
threw it in, fastening the barrel or the broken muaket
to It. One of them descended to the water, sunk
the body and auchorca it, by sticking the masfcet
barrel <leep into the bottom of the river. Peeling
assured that there was no means by whloti they
could be discovered tho murderers sullenly walked
home.sauly disappointed in their expectations of a
few hours before. To this day tho money has never
been discovered. The secret of its plaoo of dopoait
wait buried with ilaker. The

did not Immediately take place. On the Sunday
morning following the commission of the crimes
Mrs. Stewart's house was a muss of smoking debris,
the chimney being the only standing monument ot
the edifice. The cnarred bones of a human being,
proven afterwards by medical testimony to be those
of a woman, were discovered in the ruins, and (his
gave rise to tho belief that ilaker had murdered Ui»
woman, fired tho house und fled, aa it was known
tliey nad not been on very amicable terms ior some
time pasL Soon, however, this suspicion was dis¬
pelled by the rauie but convincing evidence
of Baker's murdered body, which, as Boon as the tide
went out, was iound anchored to the bottom of tM
river. Traces of the flour and other articles of plun¬
der the murderers had carried off were on U«
ground, und two detcctivcs lrout Richmond were not
long m bringing guilt home to the proper partus.
They followed the clue of ttouroii (he ground, and
this leu theiu to the house of Gardner and Kennedy:
both of whom were at once arrested. A chain oi
circumstantial evidence the most conclusive was
established, and the murderers were committed for
trial, lu aoout six weeks utter their in¬
carceration in jail liarauer run the gaunt
let of the guard at the Jail and. though
tired at and wounded, made good ins oscape
lUto the woods, aud once there he succeasiuiiy
oiuded pursuit. For nearly two months he continued
ut largo until a gentleman who had been living hers
recognized him hanging ubout a farm somo three or
lour miles from lUchiunnd. As in ciuty bound he
went to Uardner to arrest him, and calltug him by
his name demanded ins surrender, when Oardoer
tied, ile then fired upon linn, wounding
linn in the Itnee, after which he was
easily capturcd and couveyed back to his
lormer quarters at the Jail litre. Escape No. 3 was
ouected by Kennedy a lew days beioro the trial ot
both wu to take place, tu November lust. Tins no¬
torious und desperate criminal is still at large, and
has thus tar cheated Hie scaffold out of -its dues, not¬
withstanding tuat a large reward is ofilered lor his
arrest by Governor Walker. It is supposed Ken¬
nedy returned to North Carolina, where he boasted
while here of having killed a white man. lie bur¬
rowed through the loundati >n 01 the Jail and got on*
during the night. Gardner was in the saino ceil, but
the aperture made was not large enough to admit of
his body passing through, aud he baa to stand

alone. Evidence substantially as the narrativw
above was elicited, aud tne jury, after a short ab¬
sence, returned to tne court room with a verdict
or "Uuilty of murder in tue brat degree." In pass-
lug the neuience of the extreme penalty of the law
the Judge asked the accused if ne had anything ta
say why the sentence oi death should not be pro-
uounced upon linn, to which he replied,
"1 would like to go to de Penitentiary
aa long as I lib, if dat will please tbe gemman." His
Honor (hen made a very impressive address, and
sentenced the prisoner to be banged by the neck
until dead, at the place of executiou, on the 7th or
January, lstsn. The condemued received his sen-
teucc with coolness and composure, not seeming to
fuily appreciate his awful position. He was re¬
moved to the jail, aud *f .cr a lew days made tho

CONFESSION.
The fir*t part of the vf»r leos 1 lived with John Baker:

Near tbe Iki September oi the saiuo year 1 moved to and
lived lu llie house with Lewis Kennedy, l'revioua to movingthere J.ntvJa bad a dliliciiii/ with baker, and avowed to b*
revenged when au opportunity ollerud. In a short time
afier I moved to Kenuedy's ne proposed that I should p*
company hi id to kill Halter. I finally consented to go with
him, but he was to commit the murder. The day was hnally
ayrrod on, and w«' started late In the afternoon. He took
one road and 1 another, lie ei peeled to bad Baker a Uie
barn, but If not there, to gn the house and murder hloa
and Mrs. Stewart in the house. He met Baker near the
woods and shot him. I beard Ilaker say, "Ob Lord, I'm
killed." 1 ran to tho spot and found Baker dead 'and Ken¬
nedy with a broken muaket In bis hand, lie said ha broke
tt « musket orer linker's bead when he cried out. Remained
with the body and Lewis went to tbe house. He said, when
he returned, that he threw Mrs. Stewag down, ravlahed bar
aa long as he wished and then murdered her with a lire Iron,
after which be robbed the house and set it on Are. He re¬
turned with Hour, bacon and other thing*. Lewis said he
only got tuu coppers lu money. We then carried tb* body te
tbe whast", threw It In the river, with the broken muaket tied
to It. The rainrod was nnue. 1 lent it to Lewi*. U* at¬
tempted to reload his muaket, hut did not on account of Ba¬
ker's cries.

i his, it Is supposed, wits made with bope of ob¬
taining a commutation of his nc.itenoo to imprison¬
ment ior life, as some of the statemeuts are regarded
palpably false; but ti riding it railed, uardner, wbo
was more shrewd than people generally supposed,
began to piay lusaue, aud succeeded so tar as to
have a medical commission appointed by tienora!
Catiby to examine iilui, and this occasioned m
respite of thirty d&y», which expired to¬
day. Two urmv surgeons and a private
physician thoroughly tested his mental condition,
and pronounced turn perfectly sane. A petition
asking the uovernor lo commute uls sentence was
then gotten up aud iorwarded to Kichtnoud, out blfl
Excellency firmly re! used to interfere with tbo
course oi the law, as he saw no extenuating circum¬
stance lu tue case, lip to last night, and even this
morning, the condemned Had some bopea of a
comminution of his sentence, or at least a respite,
but Ins last nope disappeared with toe notification or
the deputy sneriff, Mr. Brooks, that nis time was
near at baud.he must die to-day. The wretched
man received thcuniiouuccmeut with the name cool,

n ess aud demeanor tuat had previously characterized
him.

THE SOAFFOLD
was a rudely erected, but substantial structure, con¬
sisting oi a square platform, ten by ten reet, sup¬
ported by upriguts aud surmounted by a gallows,
rue plattorm was ubout eight leet nigh, with a trap
door in the centre, ami the crossbeam of the (tallows
was six feet six inches a novo mis, giving a clean
tall ot six leet if oesirable. A prop supported tbe
trap door, ami this knocked from underneath caused
its fall. There is no jailyatd here, ami, in couse-
uuence. the scaffold Was erected on the edge of m
strip of woods not far from the Court ilouse, l>iu
effectually hidden iroui view. Uarduer spout tue
ttieau.it portion oi bis

I.A.ST MOHN'ING
on earth receiving friends, taking a last fare weU
and occasionally praying. About eleven u colored
preacuei entered tne cell of Uie condemned man,
and remained with bun until taken out, affording
him all the religious convolution in bm power, and
exhorting hiiu to repentance. Gardner endeavored
to pray, out ho excited was he that every attempt t»
compose biinsell tailed, and in tnis way the morning
passed.
Under the supervision of Captain Brooks, the

Sheriff inn ex-lederal officer), all (be final
preliminaries for the execution were com¬
pleted. Eight armed guards wore In at¬
tendance to eniorce tlio decree of the
law. inesewere stationed round the Jail, keeping
back the crowd and otherwise preserving order
during the morning; hut many scenes, a mockery
of the condemned man's position, were enacted on
the court bouse green, in irout oi the full. The
greatest hilarity prevailed among the attending
crowd, wno laughed, Jolted and enguaed In varioua
games, the sound of the sport reacuiug the con¬
demned in hit cell, diverting bis attention from tbm
religious Bcrvif.e» in wbich he was engaged.
At anout half-past twoive o'clock uie Sheriff en¬

tered the cell oi the condemned, pinioned mm by the
arms and tne solemn procession to the scaffold wan
formed. With tiie fatal noose dangling from bis
neck lac condemned burrouudod by the guard, with
the colored preacher at his Hide marched firmly
across a common to the scaffold followed by the
torong of people, I named he amended the steps t»
the platform and the rope was made fast to tne
beam above. The .sheriff then read m a loud and
Ciour voice the death sentence of the court,
and the subsequent respite of Governor Walker
aiuid a breathless silence. Ail this time the con¬
demned appeared com posed, and wlieu asked If ha
batl anything to Fuy he hesitated, but at lenglb.
alter taking a quiet survey oi the gallows, be turned
to the crowd, many oi whom were giggling and
laughing, particularly the colored females, and
said:."Von are ail here 10-day to .see me hanged,
i don't kno;v wuether l'iu gwme lo heaven or t«
lieli." (daughter aiuonu tuo negro women.) "Ves,
you

'

may all laugh at poor me now
ou dis scailold ; nut de debit* la belt
are laughing at yon now." (Voice or a woman,
. oh yes; you will eat de K<?eso what iceds 011 our
grabes, you will,") l am gwiue to die. Some people
used to tie friends of iiiuic when 1 w as free; but t
had no irieuds now. bey say 1 killed John Hatter,
and dal 1 killed I'uss George (.»irs. Stewart); butt
ill ink God, I can now nay dat 1 am innocent. No
one was implicated in the murder but Kennedy aud
myeell."
Tins concluded his speech, which several womsn

responded to wltu Jeers and seemingly rierislv#
laughter. A black shroud was men placed
over the condemned, after winch a rambling
sermon was delivered by uie preacher, followed by 14

liyiuu, in wbicti several oi tne cro.vd joined.all tills
promising tue tortures of the unfortunate wretch,
'i he othceis then look leave of tue condemned, the
cap was placed over his head and at twelve minute*
pa"t one tho drop felt wfcli a heavy thud, and all that
was eartnlv of Alexander Gardner was suspended tn
mid-air. The tail was about five feet; be never
struggled, and after hanging twenty -four minutes
lire was declared exttuct by the attending puysi-
cians, L»rs. Len Slater and 1. C. Williams. Ine body
was then placed in a noftlu and lowered Into agravo
