Th» Troubles of the Mornionn.
Schisms hostile to the "one man power" of

Brigham Young are breaking out iu Salt Lake
¦ City. These hostile factions attempted the other

evening to get up a city ticket in opposition
to the orthodox ticket ; but the place appointed
for tLe meeting was packed by the faithful to
such an extent that the heretics were crowded
out, and they were served the same way in a
second attempt. But still the schismatics
are increasing, while the Gentiles are squatting
and prospecting all over Utah, and from the
Pacific Railroad they are still coming by every
train. % The mass meeting of the Mormon
women in behalf of polygamy was a shrewd
device of the Prophet, but it was a miserable
mockery ; and his close corporation system of
Mormon co-operative stores will not serve to
keep out tho cheaper goods of the Gentiles.
The harems of the Prophet, of bis twelve
apostles and of his seventy elders, they muBt
all know by this time, cannot much longer be
maintained in Utah. Tho railroad has created
a spirit of mutiny within and a feeling of curi¬
osity and hostility without that may, on a very
short notice, result in unrooting and liberating
the birds.
The Rocky Mountain trappers und miners,

and, more than all, tho camps of reckless ad¬
venturers along tho PaciQc Railway, men and
women, will only need a convenient pretext
for the cleaning out of Brigham'n .seraglio by
and by. Cullom's bill introduce^ into Congress,
with its sweeping pains and penalties of out¬
lawry, fines and imprisonments against Mor¬
mon concubinage, bigamy, or polygamy, or

spiritual wifory, or by whatever name it may
be called, should be taken by the Mormon
ruler as a hint of what is coming. The alter¬
native before him is either to abolish polygamy
or to evacuate Utah ; and from present in¬
dications at Washington before the expiration
of six months he will be called upon in the
prosence of a Territorial military commander
to tako his choice. Congress having abolished
"the twin relic of barbarism," uegro slavery,
and having reconstructed the late slave States,
the turn for that other "twin relic," polyg¬
amy, has now come, and the turn of Utah for
reconstruction. The responsibility is upon
Congress, and the two houses are in the proper
frame of mind for the work, for both are

moving in it.

Tni Paraguayan War. Tho Emperor of
Brazil exhibits a degree of obstinacy in hia
persecution of Lopez not altogether in keeping
with the view of hia Ministers. Count D'Eu,
his man Friday, upholds the views of hiB
august master. Dom Pedro religiously wishes
that Lopez was in his grave, and in order that
he might have the satisfaction of knowing that
the Paraguayan chief was put under the scd
he has employed D'Eu to be the chief under¬
taker. For over four years has his Imperial
Majesty of Brazil endeavored to use up, drive
away or annihilate Lopez, and has most sig¬
nally failed. These exertions have drained
the Brazilian treasury, spread discontent
among the people and demoralized the min¬
istry. Tho Emperor cannot see all this. Lopez
has been too much for him. This has mad¬
dened him to such a degree that ho would not
cow, if he could, make an honorable pcace,
notwithstanding that his subjects desire it.
fluoh are tho beauties of personal government.

Thk Bui. ix Relation to tho election of
Inspectors and eanvasscrs in the city and
county of Now York, introduced by Mr.
Kiernan in the Assembly, is published in full
elsewhere in our columns this morning. It
doea away with two of the evils of republican
misrule. Two inspectors in each district are

¦elective, and the Mayor shall n me a third
from the opposing candidates ot another
political f.oinplexion, making three inapcctors,
who shall also act as the Board of Registry
and Election and shall perform tho duties of
canvassers.

Ooiopmc i' oir Jurisdiction*..In our law
columns to-day will bo found a judgment
delivered by Judge McCunn, of tho Superior
Court.a judgment oa which we cannot com-
want at present, but the righteousness of
wfcioh will commend itaolf to the atUatioa of

all thinking and reflecting men. Tin* Judge
has given it ua bia opinion that the only return
that cun be made to the writ of habeas oorpua
is to produce the body of the prisoner. The
gtacom case is now well known. It is this case
which has called forth the judgment. The
latest judgment, that of Judge McCunn, over¬
rules the judgment of Judge Ingraham. It is
an interesting question and not at all unde¬
serving of attention.

The PreM on the New Charter.
There is no scarcity of advice. Every paper

in the city seems to know exactly whut is
wanted to make our city government perfect,
and uo two agree as to what our real necessi¬
ties arc. Nothing can be more dissimilar than
the programmes sketched out by the several
papers. As it is not possible to enact all their
plans as it is not even possible to know
which is the best.we still incline to favor the
enactment of the Charter that is now pro¬
jected in the Legislature. We do not believe,
however, that this is a perfect Charter. We
do not believe it is the boat Charter that
moderately honest and capablo mi;n could
make. But we are sure that it cannot mako
our ctiy government any worse than it is, and
we are reasonably certain that it will make it
a great deal belter. It seems also to be tho
only change that it is possible to get just now.
For those reasons, therefore because we cau

get this Charter, and becauao it may mako
our government better than it is.
we favor it rather than any one of the
thousand impractical projects of improvement
that may be conjured up in every brain, but
that can never become law. Moreover, there
are somo positive points of advantage in Mr.
Frear's bill. It gives a definite responsibility
and a political machinery that will fill the
Board of Aldermen with respectable men. If
it fails the democratic party will be to blame
for the failure, and the people will hold them
to their accountability. In the enormous cant
and clamor about honesty made by the repub¬
lican press it must not be forgotten that it was
under republican administration that the terri¬
ble abuses we suffer from were foisted upon ua.
We do not believe the democrats will do worse,
and if they do as badly the people will not
forgei it. We are in favor of the Charter be¬
fore the Legislature because it is a change,
but we would not object to any pruning that
would not change ita main principle of giviug
the governuieut of this city to the peoplo that
live here.
COLLECTING TAXKS ON IjONG ISLAND..

People must resist abuse of authority, and so

furnish cases for the cohrts to decide. There
la no other plan to get at the right. We are

glad to see, therefore, that Borne citizena on

Long Island have commenced suit against tax
collectors for transcending their powers. In
one case it is charged that the collector, iu
levying tor the satisfaction of a tax of fifty
dollars, seized five thousand dollars' worth of
property. Judges in such cases will presume
somewhat in favor of the collector, as he goes
at least in the name of the law ; but between
fifty dollars and five thousand there is plenty
of room for such presumption, and for punish¬
ing also an unwarrantable and oppressive act.

Description of Ihe New Hteamer HeraUl.
MlrritorioiiN Point* of Construction.

[From the New York Times, Feb. 12.]
Tlie new Hteamer Herald lias certain principles in¬

troduced lu her mouel which will render an account
or her dimensions and construction, as wen as the
results of the trials, which took place a
lew days since, unusually interesting to
those laminar with the science of naval
ar-hltccturu. The ve»sel was designed and
modelled by Isaac Newton. She was constructed
with the view or attaining high spocd under steam,
without impairing the accommodations or sea-going
qualities.
The following arc tne chief particulars and dimen¬

sions of the hull and machinery;.The bull is of
wood, copper fastened; the planking, Inside
celling and keelsons are of Georgia pina. The
length between perpendiculars is 05 feet 2
inches; tne breadth of beam extreme is 15 feet
10K inches, and tne deptn of hold amidships is
eight fee i two inches, i ho general appearance of
the vessel is unusually symmetrical, and althouRii
the lines are very fine, the weights are so skilfully
adjusted in relation to the displacement that not
only is ste.m machinery of large power for the hull
easily carried, but the cabin and other accommoda¬
tions are unusually commodious tor a steamer of
this character.
The model was planned on the theory that the re¬

sistance to a plane surlace moving through a fluid
is in proportion to the size of the anglo which the
surface presents to the direction of motion, and also
that a fluid is lorced away irom such a plane in a
direction perpendicular to it. This, of course, does
not take into account tne fnctlonal resistance,
which vanes according to the extent and the smooth¬
ness of the immersed portion of the hull. The engine
is of the form known as tne "inverted cylinder"
type. The cylinder is nineteen inches in diameter
and the length of the stroke seventeen incnes.
The cranKs and shafts are of wrought iron, the

cranks hored out and keysd on the shaiM, the crank
pin being mado of cast steel. The valve sear con¬
sists of a "link'' movement constructed with certain
peculiarities and with an independent ' cut off" ad¬
justable at will while the engine is lu motion. The
condensation of the steam is effected by a surface
condenser, so arranged that the exhaust steam is
condensed and pumped back again inio the boiler
in the form of tresli water. The cooling
water is circulated through this condenser by
means of an independent pump, which
is double acting, the piston being niue Inches in
diameter and the stroke lllteen inches. The boiler
is of the horizontal tubular type, with the tubes
returning above tne furnaces. It contains about
two square feet of heating surface. Ii is constructed
and stayed for a working pressure of ninety-live
pounds to the square inch. Tue screw propeller has
lour blades. its diameter is 5 feet in inches aud the
terminal pitch 11 leet a Inches; the angle formed by
the blade-> decreases li out tho axis to the circum¬
ference in tne proportion which experiment
teaches will produce tue maximum propelling
eiilciency.
On the trial a speed of twelve knots, or nearly

fourteen statute miles, was eas.ly oiainu.ned. Tim
spead was ascertained by running over a known dis¬
tance. Hie nr.ni ier of revolutions ol the screw was
131 per minute; pressure oi a:e.irn on the boiler,
seventy-lour ;tounds per square inch, aud the cut-off
was so adjusted that the mean pressure on the piston
was forty-live pounds. Hence 136 horse power was
developed by the online.
Now, in order to torm an accurate estimate of the

relative excellence ol the model, it Is simply neces¬
sary to compare the power exerted with the speed
attained, ihis is done lv the ordinary rule, wiucn
consists of multiplying tne area, in square feet, of
the greatest immersed section oy the cuoe of the
speed, aud dividing this amount by the horses
power the result is a number which gives
the relauve excellence of tne model. As ths
immersed section of the Herald Is sixty
square leet, the speed twelve knots and the
power 1..3 horses, the number Is "87. It is
believed that this is the hlghebt number on record
for a vessel ol the Herald's small dimensions, and it
proves tue accuracy of the principles on which the
model was designed. But twelve knots is by no
means tne maximum spued attainable. This ? peed

The Winnipeg New Nation of Jauuarv us gives the

proceedings ol ilia Convention of English aud Frcnch
delegates whicn assembled on the 25th, at Upper
Fort Garry, to consider the overtures of Mr. Donald
Smith, tlio Canadian commissioner. Nothing was
done ou the first day, the delegates not having all
arrived. On the third day the convention was ready
for business. Sealed papers were opened, when It
was found that Canada was disposed to do Justice to
the Red Kiver men; also that communication with
the nome government being dimoult Mr.
Smith was to act in accordance with his
own private judgment. Mr. .smith being ad¬
mitted to a hearing confirmed the lmprcssiou
tliat the Canadian government was disposed to
grant mem ail the privileges accorded to any of the
citizens. Mr. Reille, in it wurm speech, acknow¬
ledged Ms allegiance to the queen, denying unit, ne
was a Canadian subject. Ho asked Mr. rirnith to
explicitly state wneiner ne was Willing to'graui
what was asked in the Kin of Rights of Deceuibur.
Mr. Smith replied that he could not stale from
memory its provisions, and asked to look at it and
consider it. A uew Hill of Righis|was suggested,
and, on motion of Mr. Reille, a committee, consist¬
ing of three English aud three French, was ap¬
pointed, to uioet on the 2Hth of January, and draw
up a BUI or Klghta in accordance Willi the wishes of
tiie Deoplu. Mr. Reille was chosen one of the com¬
mittee. Ho was evidently the master spirit of the
Convention. Private advices state that If any
changes are made in tue bill they win be on tne
side of atronger guarantees for the rights of the
people.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE.

The Ballot in tbo lined* of the Mormon

THE INDIANS.

Troop* Ordered Co Protect Frontier Settle-
meats.General Harney's Indian Policy.

Chicago. Feb. 12, 1670.
The following military despatch was received at

Lloutcnant General Sheridan'a headquarters to¬
day:.
General Scbofleld, commanding the Department of

tbe Missouri, has ordered three companies of cav¬
alry from Forts Hooker and Hays to protect the
frontier settlements.

A letter from General Harney, of Kansas, to Gen¬
eral Schofleld, dated February 8, says:--Bands of
hostile Indiana are again roaming off a little
to the wost of our frontier settlements,
which are now at tbe mere/ of tbe
miscreants. Will yon please send some troops
to the frontiers and urge upon the President the
adoption of the Indian policy we talked of lust sum¬
mer, namely, of forcing them to dismount aud dis¬
arm upon tneir reservations and holding tliem turns
by military power? No other plan will give ttecurilr
to citizens or civilization to the Indians, and the
sooner It is adopted the belter for all concerned.

thoir disability.

OHIO.

Ursoliationa of the Ciuelunatl Chamber of
Commerce on the Tariff l;a«rt.(ireit Uoll-
gtoue Revival.

Cincinnati, Feb. 12, 1870.
The Chamber of Commerce of this city to-day

unanimously adopted resolutions declaring that the
financial condition ot the country require such a su¬

pervision of tne tariff by the present Congresi as will
realize the largest revenue In the least burdensome
manner to the manutacturlng interests requiring it;
that a tariff to foster monopolies and^ive special ad¬
vantages to a comparatively small number of per¬
sons is oppreslve and unjust to the great body of the
people, and will not be tolerated by any political
party when the people are enlight ened as to its ope¬
rations; that the tariff bill lately presented by the
Committee Of Ways mid Means is not such as *s de¬
