The Murder In (he Fmibenrs St, IIonore.
Fruin'h Liutbiiuvetn, III* Knife and Victim.
Galignani's tie»smy«r and other Paris Jouraala

contain details of tbe murder oomniltto<l In Paris
011 Friday, January 2 s. It appears that M. Loinbart,
formerly Consul General for Franco lu India, reamed
with his wlf'j at No. 8J Faubourg St. IIouor6. They
had a Belgian footman, naiued Francis Lathauvers.
On the afternoon oi Friday, about half-past Ave
o'clock, he went Into the kuchen, and, adjressiug
the cook, aaid, "Are you Haiisiied wltn mer Do you
believe tuat 1 am a drunkard ?" Tha cook roplieil
mat sue was not Ins ui»stresa, und tmt sue had no
right 10 express any opinion about him. as ho want
away he said, "1 snail now go ana a*x my mt9tress

u she is sutislled wi--ti luy services." What happened
liumeuuie y alter it is difficult to ascertain, out
all the available reports state that Lathau¬
vers rushed into thu room where Madame Loinbart
and her husband, who is parayzod, were siLtiog.
and cut his mistress' throat witu a Knife so despe¬
rately tuat be nearly eevered me head rrora tne body.
M. Lombard was unable, on account ol his tntlrmity.
to gtvo bis who any assistance, but ha alarmed the
bousoiiold by his cries. Tne lady's maid endeavored
to arrest the murderer, and her ue also wounded
dangerously. He then rushed li*:o the room where
the coo it was and attempted to murder tier, but she
resisted Una so strongly that she escaped with some
bovei'o wounds about i.ue iirinsand bauds. The cries
oi the women moused tuo cook oi the Viscountess
de Fiujawes, who, with another domestic, rushed
into tne place wucie me footman was attacking tiio
cook. lie then fall on tne Viscountess' servant, but,
alter a fierce struggle, he was disarmed.

above his calling in intellect and far beyond
an companions m everything peaceable aud friendly.
The cause of this tragedy was the Jealousy which
came irom rival saloons. Lazarus occupying No. u
and Friery No. 14. Frlery wound up his career on
the gallows, and thus '.wo of the tenants of Bar nuui's
property died violent deaths.
Over the museum of Anatomy, one of the worst

resorts In the city lormorly existed, but has now
