The Erie Railroad company vs. Joseph II. Ram¬
sey..Pursuant to adjourainont the motion In ibis
case to pnmsb Joseph Burnsey for contempt and to
have a reference ordered to estimate the umount of
damages sustained by tbo company in couso-
quenco of tbe ullcgcd contempt came up yes¬
terday. The dcience set np was that tne in¬
junction was lmprovkleutly granted and snouid
not oe continued, first, because the injunction
meif rested on inrormntlon and belief, and the
Tacts aliened were denied;' that tbe plaintiff had
not cause ct action to apbo'.d ihe injunction; thattlie suit was in a court or equity in mis district to
restrain further proceedings In ano: her dwtrlct, and
ooo.i a sia e of lacts on wnlch no such action couldbe sustained; aud lastly, the injnnctlou stioud not
be continued in a case wliou the general term of
tins district had deel led that suci an injunction
was abaolntcly void, aud anybody might lawruilydisregard it.
Judgo Barnard, after aomo discussion on the partof couuscl, maue to Uio effect that Joseph U. Ram¬

sey was dec ared guilty of coutcm. t la having dis¬
obeyed the injunction order made on tho 25th ofNovember, loou, by proceeding f.irtner in the action,
wherein Joseph H. Ramsey was plalntlir ami theKilo i ailway Company and others were defendants,and thai, such misjomluct tended t» defeat and im¬
pair the rights and remedies oi the planum, and diu
actually impede snd preju line tho rights aud reme¬

Hue said sue did not wish to pi'e*s
the charge ii sue could set her tire ides. TneJudgo
instructed the officer to go with the prisoner aud
get the dresses, lie did so und then reiurued to the
court witii the prisoner, who was committed to
answer lor the roboery.
About eight o'clock yesterday morning the atten¬

tion ol officers (irennau uud King, of the Eighteenth
precinct, were calied to a man who lay dead on the
sidewalk In Nineteenth street, near avenue B. On
going to the Bpot the oiilccrs louud the man bleeding
from a wouud in tue heart, and a pistol lying ou the
walk beside him. in the crowd tuat soon gathered
was a person who recognized the body ol de¬
ceased as that of Jacob Dordeltmer, a Ger¬
man shoemaker, forty five years of age, who
lived in Houston street, near aveuue C.
Deceased had placed the muzzle of the pistol in his
mouth and discharged it, tho ball passing upwards
and lodging in the brain, causing almost mutant
death. Very little coind lie learned concerning de¬
ceased, and no ono seemed to bu uware oi tuo
motive which prompted lilm to take his life. The
body was taken to tue Morgue and Coroner ltoUius
notified to hold au inquest. During the invest lg.it ion
it Is expected some further light will be thrown ou
the matier.

Yesterday morning detectives Casey and Qulnn.
of the Broadway rijiiad, discovered two well kuowu
"sporting characters" of tho EightU ward, named
Charles Wilson and Edward Hall, promenading
down Broad wav, having in their possession a largo
sized valise, and, surmising tney had been ou a
thieving excursion, arrested thein. I'pou conveying
them to tho station house in Mulberry streoi the
valise was discovered to be no more nor less than

a cleverly arranged machine for '¦lilting" goods
from ihe counters or stores. Tlio vall.se, instead of
opening In the centre, as is customary, was nailed
and securely utiapped up, wliile the end had been
cut ooen and a spring lock placed in the Uuddc,
which opened by a string obtruding from an obscure
place. In ttie inside of the valise wcro louud two
pieces ol silk, valued at $140, which were subse¬
quently found to have been stolen from the store of
Colwcil. Taylor A Co., at the corner of Grand and
Mercer streets. A complaint was preierred against
them by oue of the members of the firm* upon Uiii
prisoners being arraigned before Justice Cox, at Jef¬
ferson Market, to which they pleaded not guilty, but
were held lor examination.

A meeting of the Medical Board of the Eastern
Dispensary, was held yesterday forenoon at eleven
o'clock In the Trustees' Hall, corner of Grand and
Essex street*.

Execution of a Murderer in Now

Brunswick.

Hbtory of the Caw.VcrlHeatlon of the
Old Adage tlial Murlcr Will Oat-Story
of a Wo.uau't* Trust and Man's Per¬
fidy.Evidence Agaiust the Pris¬
oner. 'lis Defence and Conjie-

tioi.. Particulars of the Exe-
cutioL.Jonlcstfion and Ilia-

tory of the Convict.

Sr. Jodn, N. B., Feb. 16, 1870.
On the 14th of September lust human remains

were discovered near Hie Ulack river road, twelve
miles Iroui St. JoDu. On ihe following day Coroner
Karl vis. ted the spot and lound tbe skull ol an adult,
Willi a Dullet Hole in tlie luit Ride; also llie remains
.r a female aud cniiu's clothing lylog near. An In¬
vestigation commenced, wuich lasted from Reptcm-
ter It] to October 2. lnqul-les were made for nve
days. At length one Hubert Warden, a coacbma.i,
wns found, who stated taat he remembored urlvitiz
a Mr. Manroo auJ a Mia. Clark from Lordly 'b liruus-
wlu House to tbe Black river road lu October. I8U8.
llioy professed to bo goiug to Colllus', uud left
liim on the road, about half a mile beyond
Bunker's, to whicii ho returned. They, however,
soon alierwarJs returned to UunKerM, not llndintr
tbe persons they wanted at '.lotnc, as Munroe stand,
aud be drove them back to town, taking Mrs. Dark
ou ibis occasion to Mr. lake's boarding bouse. Oi
Hie following Saturday tbe same coachman, at the
request oi Munroe, drovo t»io sauie parties to the
Hume place. Un both occasions Mrs. Clark was ac¬
companied by her intle girl. on Hie sccond occanlon
Hie woman und child did not return, the last ttiat
Warden saw of Uiein umher tlie woman was carry-
nig ino child in her arms ou one side of the road,
Munroe was waiklnsc on the oluer, aud ail seemed
proceeding towards Collin's. Alter leaving iliein
and coming tack to Hunker's Munroe io!d Warden
that tlio woman bad none to the people whotn Bins
wanted to see and lound mem at bome. Munroe was
about three-quarters or au hour absent. Warden
was ready to take aluner when Munroe camc back,
but ho hurried him awar wituout dinner, taking a
gliiss of brandy himself aud paying the bill. Mun¬
roe was aweathig wucn he came back und remarked
taat it was a hard walk.

'1 he coachman was takcu out to the place which
he bad uoscilbed as that where he left the panics on
both occua.ons, ami without knowing where the re¬
mains wero tound he pointed out a place on the
ll.ack nver road, nearly opposite the spot where the
remains of the woman and child were found. John
Warden subsequently identified Jonn A. Munroe as
the person he had driven to Ulack river road,
lie also tentitled to having, by Munrot's
order, seen to the despatch oi Mrs. Clark's trunk on
Mouday morning. Munroe, who wus on the floats
that morning. informed him that the lady bail come
in and lie, Warden, got ilitlleld t> tase dnvn the
trunks, Munroe paying lilm for so doing, clicking It
and sending It otf.

AKHB-T OP MUNROK.
These an J other facta having led to the arrest of

John A.i Munroe, the pruoner, In hid intercourse
with various officials, furnisned mmc important ad¬
ditional links In the cualn of evidence. lie identi-
lied Mrs. Clark as Ha rati Margaret Vali, of Car.eton.
and mentioned some facts connected with bis early
intimacy with her, t.ie sale of tier property, their
trip to llostoii together, tueir return to su John, her
taking up he quarters at LorJly's, the second trip
10 tho Ulack river road as 3etallel by Word?n, her
goiug to ?e»i her friends, her return on Monday ana
11 s ><eei ntr iter oiT, having bireiv time to snake lianas
with her auer becing 10 iier tickets aud trunks.

TlIK KVIPKNCU.
The facts or Munroe having vist'ed tho woman

called ra. Ciark at the noteis, Mrs. Lordly proust-
lngsirongy agaiust ins doing so while Mrs. ciar<
was staying at tier nouse, 01 Muuroc's intlmacv with
Mia* Vail, of her having borne a child to hiui known
as Klia May Munroe, ol bis oeing witn her occasion¬
ally after the hirtu 01 toe child, 01 her having sold her
property and gealng for it the sum of *<>oo, of Miss
sail stating that she had given the money to Mun¬
roe an I bean? in the riaoit of receiving several s.uail
sums from him. were tostiiled to by various wit¬
ness's in the preliminary Investigations. The va¬
rious pans ol the clotning lound w in tue ie:n iinsoi
trie woman and child were Identified as those wiac.i
had belonged to harnh M. Vail and child, Her sister.
Mrs. Crear, idend ed an embroidered skirt made for
Miss Vail, under Mrs. Crear's inspection, a id vari¬
ous other articles, both as regards materials. trim-
inlugaud work in ansliip. Portion* of the dress or
tlie child were also ideatided by her and otuor wit¬
nesses: also beads given to the child bv a liuie girl
when she was at Mrs. Lakes, and above* a l a lime
truss made or lead sewed up in cotton, which it was
prov d had been used in connexion with a disease
to wlacti tun child was suoje.-t. These several lacts
wero considered very remartub!o and very com¬
plete, but itiey were not an. Mrs. Crear believed
herself able to identliy the hair ol her s<ster ay part
of the remains with hair, which had b.:e i very
aoundanl, as several witnesses testlilod havnu been
worn in a particular manner. Sh:also idem ifle la
tooth of her sister, wuich projected m a peculiar
manner.
Meanwhile the trunk of Sarah Margaret Vail,

uncalled lor and witn a check No. 70S, was found in
the oiilco of the International steamship Company,
lloston. It was sent back to St. John in charge of
the officers or the company. Moth the trunk and its
contents were particularly Identified in detail oyneveral witnesses as that of Mrs. Clark, otherwise
Miss Vad. l he recovery of the trunk caused quite a
sensation. Its con tents Included a photograph ot
John A. Munroe. It wa* also proved that the tiuuk
had been opened by tho United .States Customs
officers on the voyage, no one appearing to navy
charge of it when It was being forwaraeJ in the
New England Iroin St. John.

A long array of witnesses was produced to prove
that no persons answering to r.ne description oi M rs.
Clarke or Miss Vail and child had been seen at or
near Mack river on Saturday, tne .list of October
(liallowK en), on the following .Sunday or Monday
morning. No nuoh persons had been at Collins' or
lu any or the other nouses around black river. The
last that had beeu seen of them, so far as miy evi¬
dence could be found, was when W arden saw the
woman carrying her child, sue walking on the one
side of the road and Munroe on the other, on tne
place beyond Hunker's, already mo frequentlyalluded to. The evidence already detailed and
additional testimony were produoed at tho
trial. The prosecution dwj.i oa the com-
p.etoness of the chain of evidence against
the prisoner. They claimed that he had virtually
made himself accountable lor her sale keeping until
the Monday thai she was alleged to have been seen
oil by him on the New England. They dwen on the
relations existing between Munroe and Sarah Mar¬
garet Vail nnd her child, proved to have been mur¬
dered beyond any doubt, and they ask the jury, on a
calm review of the lacts, to find the prisoner guniy
of tue murder of Miss Vail.

MUNKOK'U DIFEtffR.
Tho defence was conducted by Mr. Thomson with

extraordinary ability, particularly as regards ills ap¬
peal to the jury. He produced evidence as to tuo
good character of Munroe, nis ability as an archi¬
tect, and the great Improbability ot his committing
such u crime. A faint attempt was alio made to
ptovc that tho alleged deceased and nor cm. J did ac¬
tually leave St. John by the New England on
Monday, tho 2d of November, lio trie I to excite
doubts us to tuo righteousness of capital punish-
incut; be made an onslaught on the criminal pro¬
cedure of England and the deceptive character of
circumstantial evidence; he pointed to the good
character of Munroe, his flourishing business aud
the absence of any motives smiicicut to lead him to
uerpetrate such a crime, and without once referring
to tue Wltnes.U who professed to prove that M.ss
Vail and her child went away by the New England,
lie concluded with an appeal to mercy, durmg the
delivery or which member* of the jury aud many
persons of all ranks were uuuoio to restrain tucrn-
selves from weeping.

8BMTKKCEI) TO OBATH.
The trial lasted tea days. Tne prisoner was found

gulttr and sentenced to Ixi hanged on February 15.
l as jury recommended him to the nuroy of tho
Crown, chiefly because several or them were op¬
posed to capital punLsfunent; but the Crown would
not interfere even ou the petition of a large number
ot tho people of the province.

1IKIIAVI0K or TI1K OOMVICT.
Though apparently penitent it was not antU two

days before execution tnat the clergy were con¬
vinced ol ins sincerity, lie admonished his father
and brother on taking a last farewed, and was per-
loctiv composed during the night previous to the
