TBS SPANIARDS' VICTIM.

THE RECENT BUTCIIEBY IS HAVANA.

Arrival of GreenwalUi'a Remains in New York-
Tin Funeral to Toko Place To-Day.A

Publio Demonstration Prevented.Har¬
rowing Detail* of the Outrage.

The remain* of Isaac Greenwalth, vtewutMW-
limited la tbcvirooto of Havana by a mob of Spanish
volunteers, on tbe Ota inwant, arrived tn this clcv
je<tcruay uiorninsr, on the steamer Bienville. PwH
particulars of the murder of Greeawaltft and tee
wounding ol his companions, Foster and Johnson,
were given in the Ukkald'h Havana correspondence
last Sunday. It will 03 remembered (bat lour young
men named Greenwait h, Foster, Johnson an1 Wells,
who bad just been seat to Bavaua by tbe wholesale
drug Arm of Lanman A Kemp, to be employed in
their branch establishment at that place, while walk-
in* along: the street, shortly after tliolr arrival, were
assaulted br a Spanish volunteer aad horribly muti¬
lated by an intimated mob, which immediately as¬
sembled. Tho only reason assigned for tnls brutal
act was that

THBY HAD OH BLUR CRAVAT3,
which the strangers, Ignorant of the significance of
that color in Cuba, hud iunocuntly worn, as is often¬
times tho c astorn of forclzners tn hot climate*. One
of the party escaped* uninjured, and two, alter re¬
ceiving numerous dangerous bullet and sabre
wounds, were rescued; but Greenwalth, having nr.it
been soot, was kuocked down with a siungshot,
stumped u;>on, stabbed and slautiod la the most
fiendish manner.

EVE WITNESSES HAVK TRfiTIFIBD
under oath that, after the uniortunate Greenwalth
was mortally wouaded, his arms were tied behind
him aud in tula condition be was compelled to
walk to the olllce of police, sustained by the
doimlty of tno crowd around him and followed
by volunteers, shouting "Death to lnsurrccis I"
and yelling like demons. One of these, with
a knife, cut the bands which bound the
uufortuuato muu's arms, then struck lilm a
violent blow in tbe back, which would have
prostiuted a strong man. All along tbe march lio
was beuiea with sucks and bayonets, every vile
coward of which tho crowd was composed having
a fling at mm, until with blood streaming from the
wounds in bis bead and oue In tbe vicinity of bis
heart ho was hustled Into tho olllce of the ccllador,
and fell headlong dead upon the floor, llere the
wretches contiuuod to jeer at and treat with Indig¬
nity the body, which was Anally picked up and
thrown on to a bier which had been brought lor
that purpoao with a thud lUe a side of beef. So
dreadful was this sight that a lady, standing on tbe
housetop opposite, fainted with horror.

and burled naked iu a shallow trench, but on the
foiio.rinii day tue atreuts of Mewra. Lanrnan u
Kempsucceedcd In obtaining tho remains and had
thorn embalmed. Tho clothing of deceased bad been
sioicu by some of the savages who burled him, the
bo ly was tumbled into the "grave," and was not
even stranihtcued out, bat allowed to lay as it fell,
and was thea covered with stones ana earth.
With great difficulty the permission to exhume tho

body was obtained, owing to the fact that eccle¬
siastical law icku ates such matters here.

| The communication lrotn the Commissioners ol
charitics ami Correction dccliuiug to rcccivc into
their hospitals uny more relapsing lever patients
bad stirred up the medicos of the Board or
Health. lhcy ha?c resolved to endeavor to
establish a hospital aud run it under their
owu auspices, and for the purpose of
putting the bait in uiotiou the special meeting was
called on Monday. While It is the duly of the Com-
nnssiouers of Charities and Correction to provide
this hospital accommodation, the doctors or the
Board seek to expend ojj or $00,0 o of public
money for tlio care of the 10J persons now sutlering
from this new lever. At the secret session held on

Monday, when the doctors so strenuously oppo sed
the admiamou of reporars, ieat the bubble would bo
pricked. Judge Boawortu, who is the Lycurgnsol
the Hoard, startled me doctors by informing tnein
tuat they had no authority under the law to es: au-
iisii auy such hospital, ami ho called their attention
to tue lotluwlng clause ia suction sixteen, law of
lbU6:.

Auicrkxns for the Vrencb Army.Volunteer
Oldcera Wanted.

Information from a reliable source has been ro
eeived in turn city that the "Legion Etrangere," in
Algeria, is to be largely augmented, as well as the

"Corps d'Airlque," composed mutiny of the natives
of thai country favorable to the Frcnch cause. The
recent troubles in Africa aud the latent animus of
the people towards French occupation bare induced
the government to recall many or the regiments
there stationed ana substituie corps composed
chiefly of foreigners, who would be less inimi¬
cal to tho natives. It was found by expe¬
rience In Mexico that the Foreign Legion
was not so offensive to the Mexicans us the
French soldiers. No active opeiatlons bavo been
commenced vet in this city, although tho rumor of,a
possibility ot ootuinlutt active military employ,
meut lias spread, and several applications have been
made to the Fiuucb Consul, who has Inraria'ily re¬
turned the aiuwer that he has received no ins. ruc¬
tions on the subject from bis government, lie in¬
formed ino 11 Bita i.o reporter yesterday that

i the military schools or ITancc could furnish ull
tiieoillcers required, but with diplomatic reserve
evaded the question as to the sra:e o' the country
aud disposition or tUo inhabitants towards
I'rcuch occupation. lie said those willing
to emigrato there would be aided and
encouraged by the I'rcuch government, but
it was uncertain wuetbisr military employment
couul be obtulned. Many Americans had gone there
under misrepresentations, but finding no positions
could bo obtained in tue army had devoted their
time and euergies to cotton culture. There are a
number of Americans at present serving in Algiers,
aud it is rumored ilia; the \ lceroy of l.gypt is form¬
ing a corps d'einntfjir*, on which he ina> rely In the
eveut of a war with tho Porte, and that lie preleis
American oiJlcers, who have secu hci vice and are
better acquainted with tho requirements and mode
of modem warfare tuaa any of the European
nations, and besides they are less liable to havo any
affllmtion or sympathies with any o I tho Powers
who may assist tho sultan.
