The Trade "Strike*" and Industrial 0*i
canizalion.Tactic* «f the Parliamentary
Opposition.l'rospeeta of Premier Olllvier.
The Boniipurtr-Nolr Case.'Triiupmuun
Again.

I'Aitis, Feb.«, 1870.
The Cre'izot striko is at an end. If it bad suc¬

ceeded there would have been other strikes through¬
out the country. The government has proofs. A
campaign 1* in course of preparation against the
present (Jifbiuet. The big guuti are ready to opeu
Are and hostilities will soon commence. Several
Journals, especially the reuvte FraneaU and the
Prance, have indicated clearly that a storm Is brew-
lujr. A direct attack against the government was
premeditated when the demand tor permission to
prosecute M. Hocherort was made. The Impossi¬
bility of success by direct attack was demonstrated
ou that occasion and now the Cabin* Is to
be undermined. Kvery assurance will be given
that it is not the intention of the opposition to eie-
ate dittieulues for the present Ministry. M. bupuy
do Lome will "bell the cat'' by making an interpella¬
tion in reierenft to the decrees of the 9th of January
concerning aaiuiU a caution and admissions tern-
voraires. A small committee of the centre droit
will declare that as tho question Is purely one of
economy each member of that party may vote ac-

cordlug to personal desire. Thus the discipline and
unity of the right centre, the principal support of
the Cabinet, will be damaged. An orare du jour
win then be formed, censuring the decrees of the uth
of January, which In reality were illegal, as no Tiny
can be modiilcd except by another law. La France N

designates M. Duvernols as having drawn up the
orare aujour and as being engaged tn obtaining sig¬
natures and promises of support. The Pi'uple Fran-
(/iiin points to M. I.ouvct us tho Minister
w lio mum. be sacrtlleed by the Cabinet.
Should m. Louvet retire it i» probable tuat
>1. lluffet may lollow m consfequcuce of lus partici¬
pation in tue dcure-.-s. This is not ail. it, must bo
borne in unuJ that At. i>aru only accepted oillce ou
tiiecoudnion that M. Buffet shou <i no Iu the Cabi¬
net, uud therefore it ts antii Iputed that trie former
will not rciaiu his portiolio lor twenty-four hours
alter luereureincnr of the latter. The Ministry will
tails lose strength iu the Chambers aud oelore tho
puonc. Should these tactics succeed, the real vic¬
tors will be tnoso who at the time of voting bring
die greatest loroe. The "right" will thus be all-
powerful, and then a Forcade Ministry will take tho
reins oJ government. At any rare, whether as a
leader or as simple iueuii>wr of the Cabinet, the
advent of M. de Forcade la itoiiuetteis not distant.
Two questions of great importance have been

asked in t:ie Corps ije'gisiatif. M. Ksquiros, sup¬
ported by I>1. Cambetta, made an interpellation wita
respect to the presence of ;i,ooj soldiers at Crenzot.
Tuo "ieil" consider that the troops are a restraint
ou the liberty of the workmen and a contravention
of tne law of lsot, which recognizes the right oi
coalition The government, by having sent troop*
to Creuzot lias assured liberty to ail well disposed
workmen. But lor the action of the authorities it
Is certain that those who have now returned to
work would have been intimidated lrom doing so by
the meu ou strike; other strikes had iieeu ordered
by the central Committee at Kerne. The Manifesta¬
tions aud public meetings have not been
interfered with by the government and no blood
has been shed. The second question was in reler-
enco to an act which authorizes the opening
oi a credit of l7.00J,oouf. required by the towu oi
Fans for urgent payments. M. Parry took advan¬
tage oi tho occasion to publish the second volume
ot lua "Couiptes FantMtfanW d'HWUnmill." lit!
declared mat lite floating deot of the town 01 Paris,
whicu iu the month of .February last amounted to
5 i,oou.0'M)f. bad been increased by 21,000,oouf.; that
tiiu budget ex'raorJluary fur tne Ville tie Paris
should be 70,oou,ou0f.; tUat Miu must indispensable
expense-. amount to 70,00t>,oouf.; that l.ooo.ooof. must
be added lor tlio entrepots at lleicy, making lu all
7'J,000,000. To meet this there is a sum or 4l,ouo,iM)or.

one or the keenest Italians lu the Vatican. whJ
offered his drawing uooin to the bishops for tliclr
meetings, in order to discuss matters previous to
going to the Vatican. The offer was gratefully
accepted, but inein hnren found out that the com¬
plainant inouslguor had some three or four holes
bored in tne wall for the purpose oi hearing
what they said. The discovery astonished them.
Some Indulged in "dormer." others lu "olitzenall
were lndiguant, but put ou as pleasant a counte¬
nance as possible to thank him and take leave of
him. ihero has been a good deal of fun over this
matter; the German hierarchy don't care much
about it, but thoy think that Mooslgaeur X is

anything but a gentleman.
l'asquln has had a good hit on Antonelll. ire Is

represented with a crown on his head and sceptre in
hand, saying to some parties who carried sacks of
money, "i/uo<l vat (Xnari-s opsnri;" to some bishops
and priests, whose arm# were filled with rosaries
and devotional things, lie says, pointing to Plus IX.,
who is standing ou a cloud, "Quod eat. Dei Deo,"
The crafty Secretary or State is looking out
for his relatives, and seeius to take great
pleasure in advancing their fortune. He
is building a fine house for them
near 'Irajans column. Tljey havefau excellent one
already on the Quirinal. Hut the last speculation
made in Koine or lu tUc Pontifical States in some
years was made by u rolaf.ive of tne Cardinal a lew
weeks ago. He bought all the trees on each side or
the road lrom Vellctn to Terraclna Tor tirteen cents
each, and sold them a week afterwards, as he
bought them, for five Uro eacti, masing something
like $35,000 by the transaction. This was a pure
matter or business, just as if a citizen of Chicago
bought lo.ooo bushels of wheat at seventy-live cents
ond sold it for ninety, or a speculator or Forkopolia
aou hog* at ten dollars and soid them for fourteen
dollars. There are people here wno shako their
heads and don't lite it because they have not made
$3i,o00 tiieiuseives. It seems, after all, that ibe
thirst [or gold can rage as tierccly in the bosom of a
cardinal or a cardinal's nepnew a? in that or anv
other man.

Cardinal Antoneilt has a great regard for the
Jesuits, bur he don't like them to come too near bun
lie admires them at a distance and takes pleasure ui
douig so.

A few years ago Bishop Dupanloup delivered a

speech In the Sapienza in this city and warmly ad¬
vocated me personal Infallibility of the l ope. lie
baa been twitted lately with his former speech,
and has answered all. Tempera muUimur. ri mm
nmtamur in illis. The other dav lie gave
the usua> answerto one of those bishops "who imagine
tiier aiv inspired by the Holy spirit, but the friend
oi infallibility persisted in bis argument and became
rather tiresome. Bishop Oupaulouu is one of the
most amiable men ol France, but the best or us arc
liable to lose our equilibrium when bored. The oon-
versatlou grew warm, and the blood or Felix was
up a littie, when he replied, * Monsdgneur, wise men
change tnelr opinions; roois never do." The rrleud
of infallibility failed to answer thts pointed remark
put on as kind a smile as possible and picked uu his
broad-urimiiied hat ami left.
one of those sudden and painful accidents which

plunge the brightest and Happiest homes into the
midst of indescribable and poignant grief occurred
on the iuth ir.st., a short distance beyond
Forta Salara, at a place called Fiiomarino. Mr.
Hartmau Kuhu. u uanve. and when at
home a resident, of Philadelphia, died this
morning from a fall from his horse on the above
date while practising lence jumping.

A rumor has been carreat that tue petition of

the bishops favorable to the Infallibility dogma, 410
in number, bud beeu presented to tbe Pope; but 1
did not credit it at trie time, and I have smcc ascer¬
tained Its incorrectness. From what I learn trom
trustworthy sources, not more than 380 signatures
have bceu obtained to the pro-JnfalliblUty pottula-
tum. Against it 16- bishops have signed tncir names,
In the proportion of forty-six Frcnch, thirty-live
Germain and Austrtaus, fourteen Hungarians, twen¬
ty-nine Americans, nineteen Orientals, fifteen Ital¬
ians, three Kngilsh and two Portuguese, Calculating
the non-stguataries at about 200 we can divide the
Council luto two nearly equal parts, the larger 0f
which comprises ttie most ardent partisans or the
personal infallibility doctrine, and the smaller thoso
who are as ardently opposed to It and those who
are loo indifferent about It or too fearful of offend¬
ing the sovereign Pontiff, to put tbelr hands to any
document, either for or against the proposed dogma.
1 know of oisDops. supposed to belong to the enlight¬
ened portion or the episcopacy, who have plainly ex¬
pressed their Intention ot supporting the proposition
If it shouliwever be otllclally presented to the consid¬
eration of the Council, "not that we consider the defi¬
nition of the dogma of The Pope's personal Infalli¬
bility at all opporiuue, but tnat cannot boar to
grieve the venerable old man who has set his heart
upon it."
The schemata, or propositions elaborated by the

preparatory commissions for the coastJuration oi me
Council in tbe category oi discipline, are lar more
numerous than those already discussed In the cat¬
egory of faith, 'the iorraer are lortj-oue and tne lat¬
ter eighteen. Tnese eighteen propositions Having
been rejected by the general congregations arc now
being remodelled by ino Deputation ot Faith, which
Is a sort of committee oi twnuty-four Fathers elected
by the Council for this special duty. They win soon
be presented in u hew form to the geuoral congre¬
gation, and ir rejected a second tuns the government
party and thu Popo mraself must oe considered as
having encountered a most undeniable tUuco. In
tbe discussion of the propositions in the category of
UmuiDlme the passion* aud interest* of the wrUoie

ecclesiastical »><>dy are emrased In a most positive
injiiner, ana therefore wo are not surprised at the
energy witu wmch the Arcublshopa of Paris ami
Smyrna ami (lie Ulsbop ot Orleans outered into tte
debate upiiu thu two first ao/ieniata in the caieicorr
rotating u> tho duties of blslnps ami tb» discipline
or Hie il«rg>. Monseigiieur iHipanloup's oration, the
Ur«t liu nos delivered yet lu the Couucll Hall, pro¬
duced an excitement and interest whicu surpassed
those taken 111 any preceding speeon during tue «e»-
hiou, excepting always the harangue oi that elo¬
quent and vehement l.atlniBt, Monselgneur Mrass-
niaior, Idsiiop of iio9nin.
Thu Hungarian pi elates certainly hare the ad¬

vantage over other bishops that the Latin language,
which ih Oe rtyurui in the Conclliory discussions. Li
almost tholr nstmal tongue, but, unfortunately tor
the cause oi lnlailability. it Is not used by them lu
its favor, as may be convincingly deduced from the
fact that of the fifteen Hungarian prelates attending
the t 'ouncU at Home all but oue, that one being the
Primate of Hungary, have signed tho antl-lnfaili-
bility voxtulatum.
The discussions In the categories of religious or¬

ders aud orietilai churches and missions are not ex¬
pected to be nearly ao prolonged or important as
mow. 'n th» categories of laith aud dtacliillue. The
Individual luiCI'dan 01 monastic institutions, and the
thrilling iiuediug vl "to be o» potto be" l"at will
affect some superannuated congregations, none vol
vital for thu a ">rn votaries comprised in such con¬
fraternities, will not excite tho parliamentary pas¬
sions ot the Council at large, aud, with a lew trifl.ng
concessions, thu Orieutal bishops and the wandering
missionaries wuo act as pioneers 01 the propaoatula
line in thfc far hast will return to their respective
fields of action not dissatisfied with the results of
tue Kcumenlcal council. Out the zeal 01 some fer¬
vent partisans of the Holy Bee will bring before the
Ecumenical Council propositions tending to benefit
the temporal couditiori or the I'apal government lor
t.ue consideration of which the bishops summoned
to Horns ad sunoUum will not have been at
all prepared. I allude especially to the project
of Mgr. Merinlllod, auxiliary blsaop of Go-
neva, lor alleviating the lluuuciai difficulties of
his Holiness, by promoting on a much vaster
scale thau at present the pocunlary contriou-
tions of the Catholic world known as the
oitoloM .San I k tro, or Peter's penes. The inflnence
If uot the authority of the Kcumenlcal Couucll will
bo iuvoted to effect this desirable result, and in
order tuat the sums collected may be equivalent to
the emergencies of the I'apal government, the auxi¬
liary bwnop has applied for un exact statement of
Its ordinary rovsnue and outlay to M. 1'lleurcux, the
French Quancial commissary, who has been lor the
last thieo months in K»me acting as mediator be¬
tween the Italian and I'apal govcruments for tho
final settlement of some outstanding differences ro-
spcctiug the transfer of ths X'ontiflcai debt and the
payment of dividends in arruar, Ac. M. i'Heoreux
has promised to supply a copy of the i'apal budget
as calculated for the piesent year, 1870. This is sup¬
porting the Chair ot Peter with Lmaterial as well as
moral means, and much as spiritual infallibility may
increase Hie prestige or the sovereign Pontiff abroad,
financial infallibility will bo far more useful to him
at home.

It is almost time to speak of the approaching In¬
ternational Exhibition oi Catholic Art and Industry,
which is to be held next mouth in the Convent of the
Carthusians in the Thermit' cf Diocletian. m« ad¬
ministration of the Paris and Marseilles ltailway
aud of tho Imperial steamers to Civita Vecchla have
grained a reduction of thirty-three per ceut on tho
freight of all articles destined for this exhibition and
fifty per cent for exhibitors off their passage fare.
Many objects have already arrived front various
parts of tho old aud New World. It 1s said that tno
richest sacred utensils of the Slxtine treasury will
be exhibited. Roman industry, especially in the
gold and jewelry department, will be represented by
souie masterpieces, in the book department bibilo-
manlsts will auuitre two volumes of the "Codex
Vatlcanus," one or which is on parchment, anu tho
J'uter Nosier, expressly composed lor the ExhUjt-
tlon In 25o languages. with ISO different characters
and aoo vignettes, in a Hlble and red and black
breviary, also the resources of the Propaganda Poly¬
glot Typography have deen developed to tue utmost,
as well as in the rich parchment, gold and colored
binding, for which Home is so celebrated.
A great many complaints have beeu mado abont

thu diittcuity of obtaining correct information con¬
cerning thu Council discussion*, on the oue hand,
aud the ditiicuitv of keening them secret on the
other. I trust mat 1 have kept your readers sup¬
plied with the earliest lutelllgence possible, as I
uavo occasionally seen the news details sent In my
ordinary letters to the Hrkalp tolegraphed four or
live days afterwards as something just discovered.
It has always been a great object with the Kcumenl¬
cal Fathers to keep ttieir deliberations secret, aud
the cardinal Legate l)e Luca recently reproved the
Hishops for not beiug so silent to the general public
as they ought.
Hope Paul ill.'a Secretary to the Council of Trent,

Angelo Massaiel/t, gave a similar reproof to (do
1'atners of that assembly, which is preserved in the
acts of that celebrated Council, exhorting them, lor
the honor and esteem or the sacred Couucll, and to

avoid ihe scandal that might arise,''not to divulge
the acts and decrees of tho Council outside its pale,
even to their own immediate families.

Yon will remember me title I sent you nearly a

week, ago or the new Schemata distributed 10 the
lathers aud what I have since added to the informa¬
tion J then gave, perhaps you would nice to nee
what 18 at last said on this matter in ottlcial quar¬
tern. ..The seeond Schema relating to matter* of
faith treats of the constitution oi the Church an the
first treated of Uod." jlty tills last phrase a reference
is intended to rationalism, science, Jtc., which are
supposed to be opposed and deroiratory to Qod.)
'.lms second Schema nas already oeeu distributed
to the Fathers of the Council, aud it Is most pro¬
bable that us soon a* the disousslon or it Is com¬
menced the grand point of the infallibility of tbe
Pope will be established." This, you will perceive,
completely tallies with rnv statement that under tne
.schema which concerns the constitution and rights
oi the Church, those of the I'ope.Oe KwiuinoI'mUt-
rur.wiii be brought forward for discussion.

Nor do we regard as less reprehensible the opin¬

>'otviA.l'ba proposed 'mod* of Implied definition, though

an Indirect one, would seem to be remarkable (or strength us
well an fr.r simplicity; lor it Is t.earei aod perhaps more
romprehenslvs than any formal and explicit dednltlou would
be; lor the latter would afl'ord theologians many opportuni¬
ties for rarllung; it would be perpetually dlsputeu among
tbem wheu and under what circumstances the Kouun I'on-
tlll should be considered to have addressed the LhrlU.an
wond and to hava pronouuead au infallible decision. All
those questions would still remala undecided, even among
the most ploiia advocates of Papal infallibility, which have
hitherto been agitated, concerning the private and the public
character 01 the i'onutl', when he speaks, concerning the true
signification of speaking ex rat/intra and concerning wual

things appertain to faith ami morale. Indeed, nuestious of
this kind would perhaps, be agitated mora violently than ever,
and wiudi, ue the victims of (till greater contention. a
Fittu.

i'onttll with the Inrallibilt'y or tba Church ltaoif, and exQibits
It as the logical sequence and corollary of his primacy, so

that it Is aa potent and Is contained within tht same limits aa

the infallibility of tha Cbureh and that same primacy; and
wbat are the principles of tha primordial faith of the Church
are already su'liciently ascertained and determined. Whereas
a formal definition on this heed would havo a retrospective
action over all past centurtos, would open up the cutire tield
of ecclesiastical history and the whole succession of bulls to
the cavils of theologians and to the recriminations of Impious
heretics against the Kou.au i'onttll, at present almost al-
laved.
Hy our proposed definition no causa will be given either to

thooloulaus or to the faithful to doubt or cavil respecting the
commands and decrees ot the Holy l'ontitl, by whose most
wiae counsel, while hu feuda tbo lumos as well as the sheep,
all matteis are iovlugly, reverently and tiluUy left to be
decided.

I must reserve till to-morrow any comments on
this docutnuui. If it U w bu apog«n u; as it compro¬
mise It Is suoU as 1 cannot coumvo Dr. Manning,
for insiauoe, and such an lie, accepting. It menu,
liowcvor, the praise of great dcsterity.

lie. Dolliiitfor on Pupal Inf.iiillji!i<y.
Dr. l)ol linger has wr.ti.en an "open letter" in an¬

swer to the lllsUops' petition tfor tlie acciaritilou of

papal infallibility. The following is au abstract of
Dr. Dolllitiier's manifesto:.
The limuops, no nays, are signing an adrtresi In

which rCo i'ope m tmgouirhi on the part of tne coun¬
cil. to declare unuseif infallible. lUl M to aur.

"one hundred and eighty nullum* 9t human belt* »
are henceforth to be forced, by paiu or excomiiiuta -

cation. reiusai oi the sacraments and everia»Uii*
damnation, to believe and to profess that which to*
Church hitherto baa not believed, not taught." For
It cannot bo said tnat even those wuo bare
hitherto held the papal infallibility to be
a luot havo believed lu it. A catholic can
only believe that which hs is told and taught by the
Church as a divinely revealed thing. oh a thing ap¬
pertaining to the substance of the Uoctrlue of saiva-
tion, us a thing beyond ail aud every doubt, and the
refusal 10 accept which Implies disobedience to be
punished by exclusion from thoooinmumty. But in
reality there is not a slnglo human creature who
ever believed in It in this way, even as oue would be¬
lieve in cod or the Trinity. The proclamation of turn
dogma, therefore, winch, at the very best, has oeen
agreed to by some, jUi« huma ua, as a thing ot proba¬
bility, would mean nothing less than an alteration
In the lauh and doctrine of the chuich, such as has
never beeu heard of ever ainee Christianity was first
founded. The whole foundation of tne church,
In fact, would thereby be alloc toJ. in¬
stead of, as hitherto has beou the case,
a Cathoiio being able to say, I b»llove a
certain thing, because the Church of all tunes bears
witness to it.that Church unto which belongs the
promise that it HhaiI ever remain in the possession
of trutu.he will noncefortn have to put, instead of
that c&urch, which compasses ail tune and all
space, a single Individual.the Pope to wit. lie will
have to say, i believe this or that, because the uiial-
iiole Pope teaches It. And why is lie infallible F
Because he says so himself. That several hundred
bishops.whatever their number.have decreed in
Home, In 1870, that the I'ope 1* lnialilble matters
very littlo. Inasmuch as all bishops and every
Counoil are subject to error without the help
of the Pope. Their testimony ha* only as tnticli
value as no who is alone exempt irom error
pleases to place upon it; and only inasmuch as he
approves this, their resolution, is ihore uny validity
iu it. Aud thus moving lu a vicious circle, the
whole matter resolves itself Into cue Pope's own
testimony of himself. True, some 1.840 years ago
some oue higher has said, "If 1 tubtify to inysell my
testimony Is not to be believed."
Dr. Doliluger next eaters into four special con¬

siderations to wlucu the address gives rise.
The llr.it is that itlimits tho Pope's infallibility to

those of hta decrees aud emanations wuich aro
addressed to the enure bouv of the faltiifut.the
whole Catholic Church In fact; irom winch it
would follow taat the l'ope, whenever he
addressed single persons, corporations, or par¬
ticular churches, has always been subject
to error. Considering that tor twelve or thirteen
centuries the I'opes have always addressed their
teachings on some point or otiicr to particular per¬
sons or blsuops of certain countries, and therefore
did not lulill the one condltlou which alone could
have maue them luiailibie, u is to be leareu that all
these emanations, up lo me last 6no years or so,
were erroneous, ana would nave to bo abrogated.
Nor did the Popes themselves know ot their infalli¬
bility ail that time. It was in 1M:( that Joliaan
llessel, the Louvam theologian, firs: broached the
theory, from bun Bellarnune took it, supporting
U with the testimony of the Istdoriau decretals,
which are forged, and those or St. Cyril, which aro
» liction. Indeed it would only have cost the Popes
Uie addition oi a lew words to that elicet at the top
oi their addresses it they bad believed lu their ln-
lailimlity. Hut in truth they never dreamed of it.
becoudiy, the framers of the petition Hay that which

la not lu asserting that, according to the general
una constant tradition ot the Churcu the judgineuts
of the Pope are unalterable. Toe contrary ot this is
patent to all eyes. The Church has always tlrst ex-
ainiued the dogmatic utterances oi the Popes, uud
then either agreed to theui or rejected them, as was
done by the flfth council ip 6t>:i aud by me sixth lu
ail. Nor is it, thirdly, correct, when the bishops talK
of the second Council of Lyons (1274) having ac¬

cepted, with the assent or both creeks
aud Latins, the doctrine that disputes in
the matter of faith must be decided by the
Judgment of the Pope. Neither Greeks nor Latins
said this; but the fope Clement IV., wno sent tins
formula to tue Kmperor Michael Falieologue as a
condition of his being admitted into tne communion
or the Church. The unfortunate Michael, sorely
pressed by his Latin roes, nau no alternative but to
accept tor himself a lormuia which alone could en¬
sure him the peace he so much needed; but in his
own palace he repudiated the notion of It, his
clergy irom the outset protested against it, and the
nation simply rejected It en bloc, as tor the oishops
assembled at the Council tney never even had au op¬
portunity oi giving an opinion on the subject of this
lormuia.

'l tie next argument of Dr. Dollinger is still more
trenchant. It simply charges the lathers of the ad¬
dress with forgery, or, what is much the same thing,
mutilation or their quotations. Tne decree of the
Florentine Council, adduced by them in proor or
uueir assertion, has been clipped. A certain pas¬
sage, which reads "according to the inaiiDcr in
wuich it is contained both In the acts and tne holy
canons of the Kcumenical Councils," lias been sup¬
pressed. And it was this very sentence upon which
everything hinged. The Pope aud the Caromals had
demanded that tne words, "accoruiug to (he sayiugs
of tho saints," should os put lu the definition or the
Pope's primacy, but the tirecks know lull well
wnat things there might be read out of
or forged into, the "saints" thus vaguely
made authoritative on that point, aud rejected it
point blank.nay, declared tnat they wouid leave
the Synod without having done a single thiug if
that sentence, which pointed to the testimony oi the
seven Kcumenical councils preceding the l'orged
Istdorlan uccretals, were leit out. And not long
before that lilshop ltessarlon had declared, in the
name of all the Creeks, that the Pope was less .than
the Council, und. wierelorc, fallible.

Abraham Uartholomams, has been at the bottom or
tnis mutilation on the part ol the lmaliibilists.a
falsification which has actually be?n recotved by
authority In sc/iool books aud religious compen-
diuius, thotigii it was very energetically protested
against aoo years ago by the Arcublshop or fans, d.
Morca, himself.
Next, Dr. Dollinger enters upon the virulent lan¬

guage used by the concocters of tne address against
those who do not hold the Florentine Council to
have beeu an ecumenical oao.tlJitcuei4are aou eru-
besounl" is their phrase; the facts being that this
Council was called together to counteract that or
Basle, where certain reforms of ihecnurcii bad been
proposed which the Curia did not particularly care
for, and no one cauie to attend it except about Ufty
Italians.nine-tenths of the then Cathouc world, Ger¬
many, ricaudtuaviu, Poland, lioheiiua, Prance. Hos¬
tile, Portugal, Ac., hoidiug entirely aloof from the
meeting, tor six months they had to wait bctore even
those Italians could be brought togetiier. The Creeks
w ho attended it came under abject pressure, They
aud tlielr Kmperor were ou the verge oi ruin. The
Pope bad promised them money, stupe, soldiers,
besides paying their expenses botti at Ferrara and
Florence, and the fact was that he just fed them
according to their greater or less pliability. It was
absolute starvation tuat caused them to sign certain
articles which they repudiated the moment they
arrived In their native country aud had food of their
own again. Nor were the contemporaries blind to
that fact. And long beiore the French K evolution
this Synod was rejected as spurious by France, und
Cardinal Guise when ne said tins openly at Trent did
not meet with so much as oue single word of con¬
tradiction.
As lo Hie rest of the Address Dr. Dlltnger deals

summarily witli it. He lorelbly exposes tne loeole-
ucH.-i shown by us assertion iliac iu tne abstract it
would uot have been absolutely necessary to pro¬
claim tin* new dogma, but that "uavlng ^ot iuio a
fix" the bishops now are forced to do so. the
Jesuits have Tor a certain number ot yearn past
strained every nerve to get this dogma passed. Tuey
founded a special society lor it,; they liavo kept up
an incessant agitation lor it in all Lurope;
tuey have absolutely pointed out tills dogma
both tn the Civilaa and the many other organ*
at their disposal as the one thin/ tor watca tue
Council was called together. It would. 01 course,
sajs Dr. Dollinger, in concluding his forcible pro¬
test, have been the duty ol ail tnose who maintain
a different opinion to hoid their peace lu awe and
trembling, and let tuc Jesuits have their own way.
Unfortunately, this has not come to pi^ss. Some
men have actually dared to look into the uiguruent-t
brought forward, and have impudently exposed
tneir lallacy ano the mischief that lurks in tneui.
Nothing, thereiore, remains lo tne Church, as in
Koine represented, but to wipe out mis tiomblo mis¬
deed by a new dogma, according to which all cate¬
chisms and all religious books Hitherto u->ed as
guides to the fuiturui will have to be amended and
altered.

IT the petition 1* an echo of the pastoral an:l fare¬
well sermon or our own Dr. Manning, this most
daring, learned and eloquent counterblast reminds
us loicibly of the laueuag* aud lore of

A FAHBiLY FEUD IN LOUISIANA.
General St. John I.idtlell Killed by Colonel

llnirlrs Jouet and Ilia Two Hon*.

By the arrival of tho New Orleans aud Camden
pacitet at our levee iast evening the sad intelligence,
is brought tts of the kimng of General st.

met his untimely death.
General Ltddeil was on his wav irom his planta¬

tion near Trinity, to visit his daughter at \\ est liuton
Kouire. As tne bout touched the bank at Garrett's
Landing, one mile above Jones', tho two \o in^
Joneses came on board, and when they discovered
that General hmdcli was ou board at unco loll, re¬

mounted their horses aud galloped Uowu to their
house below.
After tue steamer leK Garrett's she next stopped

at Jones' to tatte on cotton. At this juncture co.ouel
Joues and his two sons came on board, lully armed,
and went up lino tho cabin. General hidden win

sitting at the tabio eating dinuer as they en¬

tered, but attempted to rise from his scat
as they approached. At this instant two shout
were d.scharged at hun, ono by Coiouel Joues and
tlie otoer by one ol the aons both supposed to have
takeu etiect lu his oreast. He fell, but wU.ie in ttio
act. o< faii.ng drew hia revolver aud shot once ut

Coiouel Jo.ies, who was retreatiun out oi inu pantry
gangway, the bah from Genera! hiddell's plsioi k-Ji;
lug in the ceding over nis head. i'liO sous ol Joues
fired Hevcrai siuiis ut General l.iddell after he had
laden, some oi which took rifted. General i.uidell
did iiutspeak, and expired almost Immediately.
