tub pending legislation In Congress upon the
financial situation has thus far wonted Injuriously to
(he real estate interests. Usually tbe market showed
Inclplcnt activity In December, beginning then with
city property, and with an interval of dulness about
tbe penod of tbe holidays blossomed into quite an
anlmatsa condition during the months of January
and February, and reached a perfect fruition about
April or May. Following these traditions last year
In its opening stages of development, it suffered a
fever# bllgnt in March, the result of too much Tore-
ing, and stnoe then, with exceptions in certain
directions, or, to carry ont the figure, exceptional
.pecies, has been in a languidand rather unproduc¬
tive condition. The particular reasons which
brought about the collapse of last spring are per¬
haps too well Known to need repetition, but as they
bare a certain reference to the present, condition of
tbe marcet some

.I them at this time may not be entirely mal-
apropos. From the commencement of the
movement in real estate in December, 18M.
there entered Into the market a large
speculative Interest, and as the season advanced this
Increased until it assumed the proportions of the
wildest excitement on tbe stock Exchange. There
.an be no doubt thai it was stimulated to a great ex*
tent by the fact that the leading Journals of the city,
vnich had for some time given but indifferent and
casual reports of real estate dealings, following in
the wake of the Hkrald, which finding this Interest
crowing again Into prominence, revived Its former
.iaboraU reports of transactions, by the full tran¬
script they gave from day to day of sales, attracted
pubUo attention to the market, and brought in an
army of purchasers who otherwise mtght have re¬
mained unconscious of the opportunities for profita¬
ble Investment whlob real estate on this Island and
In its vicinity afforded. There is no good, however,
without its alloy, and the aetive Inquiry which was
thus brought out, proved an opportunity for

THOUSAND8 OF SPECULATORS
on smalt capital, some of them without any, to
make money by purchasing desirable lots and hold¬
ing them over for ruture sale. This gave rise to the
contract system, which was nothing more than a
bold speculative risk assumed by certain operators
who bought lots at auction .and by paying the auc¬
tioneer's lees, and the requisite deposit, obtained
control of many desirable lots in tbe expectation
that between the time of their purchase and the
time when they would be called on to receive the
deed they would be able to sell again at a fair profit.
This proved, In tne prevailing excitement, In very
many causes, most successful speculative ventures,
and as this success of some ended in increasing the
number or such speculators, and In keeping alive
the excitement, It proved very remunerative for
some months. When It had culminatea, however,
and from the number thus engaged In bulling the
market, bona-Jlde purchasers bad become alarmed
and were holding aloof, holders ef real estate not
appreelatmg the real temper of the market, and, be¬
lieving the falling off In the lpqulry was without
cause, sought to galvanize the growing dormant
fasting of the market lnte renewod excitement by

property not always the most desirable being
offered In large Invoices, and almost unblushtngly
bid up in the interest of the owners, and bought In
with a view to create a fictitious valuation which m
many cases it did not deserve. This did not last
long; and about March came a perfect suspension of
dealings, the real purchasers withdrawing In dis¬
gust at the Peter Funk manner In which auction
dealings wars being conducted. Since then the
market, exoept for certain kinds of suburban pro¬
perty, has been heavy and dull, and during last sum¬
mer and fall, and almost up to this period of the
current winter, transactions, with these exceptions,
have been almost exceptional, and at auction mainly
confined to court sales. It is noticeable, however,
that during this time the market has preserved Its
flrmness, and but tew concessions have been made
by holders in disposing of good located city pro¬
perty.

TBI SEPTEMBER PANIC
was on* strong Influence In maintaining tbe stagna¬
tion in the real estate market which, followed the
culmination of the spring excitement during the
early winter months. In the first place the appre¬
ciation of greenbacks Incident to the rapid and very
considerable falling ofl in the gold premium was
thought to furnish a principal condition, from which
. decline in real estate would follow as a necessary
corrollary. The fear likewise crcated by this unex¬
pected torn In gold values, of a rapid run to specie
payments, aided to repress transactions, which was
stiu further helped even after such a consummation
was proven unlikely by

rENDINS FINANCIAL LEGISLATION
in Congress. Tbe various propositions made to
fund tbe national debt at a lower rate of interest
unsettled real estate values by tbe prospeot afforded
of a transfer of much capital from governments,
which would thus become less profitable as Invest¬
ments. especially to American holders, the decrease
in the Interest at present paid, owing to the deoiine
in gold already scoured, being likewise operative in
the sjtme sense. The conflict between the inflation¬
ists and contractlomsta in Congress, and tne un¬
certainty felt as to their relative strength, like¬
wise introduced another element of disturbance
In the real estate market, as pending the settlement
of a question calculated to exercise so important an
Influence upon all current values, capitalists be¬
came conservative In regard to Investments and In¬
disposed to entsr into engagements the preoise
monetary price of whlcb It wa« difficult to deter¬
mine. The decision of the Supreme Court upon
the

VALIDITY OF THB LEGAL TENDER ACT
was thought to introduce a new element of depress¬
ing influence Into real estate in its effect upon old
mortgages, but a careful inquiry among real estate
men show* that there are but few ol these ante¬
dated to 1862 outstanding while It has generally
been accepted that renewals sinoe then will be re -

garded as legal tender contracts.
THB PRESENT CONDITION OF THB MARKET,

notwithstanding these adverse Influences to
activity, offers, however, every enoouragement for
.n animated and buoyant season. Conversing with
parties who, from their position in the very centre of
tbe trade and who can be safely considered without
bias for really auctioneers.we confess we derive
much of onr Information from them.having no
special interest in either a strong or weak market,
the offerings In either case being abont equal, we
have asked
"What do yon consider are the prospccts of the

real estate market this season ?"
"Well," we have been answered, "from the latest

observations we think the Indications are for an ac¬
tive market this spring.1'
There la certainly very much less excitement now

than there waa this time last year, but ihen that
was exceptional and unhealthy. Real estate now,
having recovered from the feverish excitement 01
tne speculative fever of that interval, has assumed a
firm basis, Good property can command to-day a
fair price, and one profitable to the present offerer.
There may be Instances wnere undue prices were
paid, which cannot now be realised, but there is
very little property on this island now offered at
anything like a sacrifice, or eveu a concession, and
holders, Ir they cannot obtain the price tliey de¬
mand. are not willing to sell.
This explains, as far as our observation troes, the

precise condition of the real estate market at the
present time.

in noting comparative sales of property it should
be borne in mind that localities on the island are
aubject to constant changes; hence where a depre¬
ciation is apparent there may be influences at work
tnat afford a sufficient solution, from their af¬
fecting tbe desirability of the " property,
to produce a decline m Its value; but
taklnc the Island as a whole its appreciation Is
without interruption during the last twelve months
and as progressive to-day as ever. We noted not
long since me sale of a house and lot on Fifth ave¬
nue for $120,000. It Is quite possible If that proper-
ty be sold again within live years it may not bring
so muoh. Why? We have already stated our
opinion that this avenue as a fashionable quarter Is
doomed. If the proposed

through Washington square and tutnee through

Lanrena sftee? and West Broadway to Greenwich
street and the Battery be carried out, its use as a
business street, already commenced. la a uecea-
sary sequence, and houaes for which very large
prices have been paid aa private residences mar fall
to realize paat figures aa buitineM sites in the enrlv
stages of tbla enange. Tins, however, oould not
with any propriety be regarded aa showing a decline
In real estate. These transitions inevitably entail
transitory depreciations, but with the growing com¬
merce and business of New York involve no loaa to
strong holders.

In an artiole In September we poluced out tho
course 01 the fashionable movement up town aud
selected Fifty-seventh street as its turning polut from
Finh avenue.westward towards trie Boulevard. We
then pointed out a block or new buildings on the
north side of Fifty-sevonthstreet, near Ninth avenue,
built lu the grandest style of our fashionable modern
architecture aud finished lu the most elaborate pala¬
tial manner, as evidencing iho talth which property
owners uuon this Hue held In our predictions. From
a recent examination of this locality.which is just
below

THE (IRANI) CIKCLK,
and may be considered us the nucleus or the new
rasuiotiable quarter, three or four at least of the
houses wo had reference to are not exceeded in mag¬
nificent e>un*mble by any in ihe city, and give the block
an aristocratic appearance already not surpassed by
any on Fifth avenue.we ilnd our expectations re¬
alized much earlier than wo anticipated, since our
remarks last fall were written four houses have
been finished on the south side of Fifty-eighth
street, and the foundations are uow being prepared
for ten adjoining and for five or six on the opposite
side. On Fifty-seventh street, which, being a wide
street, is the more attractive, foundations are being
sunk for Ave more adjoining those noticed previ¬
ously, aud for five more on the aame street
same side, weat of Ninth avouue. it may be noted
in connection with our prevloua prophecies re¬
specting this street that it is whollv without im¬
provements deserving of that name, and as lou here
.re held at suoh high flgurei first clasa buildings
are insured, as none others can be made to Day

TDK BOL'LBVAKD LOTS,
respecting which there was so much excitement
last year, derive an additional value this year from
the completion of tne sewers upon the several cross
streets north oftho point last mentioned. iTnis utiie
most important Improvement lu respect to theso
lots In their present condition, as it obviates the
only obstacle existing to immediate building im¬
provements. At present, as a consequence of tne
season, this neighborhood, where no paving has
yet been done, la very unattractive, but with a short
season of dry weather will offer far more evidences
of desirability than last year. We cannot conceive
of any but weak holders.and with the present pie-
mora of money here offering eagerly on real estate
not even they.consenting to sell these lota, after the
progress made in the Urand Drive itself and adja-
cent streets, at anything like a concession.

I OBNBRAL CITY PROPKRTY
is unmistakably firm, except, as has been said be-
lore, in ccrtaln localities where the changes of
business have produce! such an undecided inquiry
aa to create a reeling or uneasiness among owuers,
who, regarding only present appearances, aro-afraid
to trust the future. On

Till hast sini
the success which has attended the blasting or tne
rocks at Hell Uate has made owners sanguine or
future high realizations, and but little properly is
offering, in fact, taking the whole market,

but little city property is okkkhino
thns far, although the Inquiry la considerable and
gives every indication*ot an active market. It mum
ue noted, however, as a prominent feature of tne
market lor city property that tuere is

at work to Induce a belief in the decline of real
estate here. A clique having the command of con¬
siderable funds belonging to savings institutions
aud feeling the certainty of tho increaae of property
on this Island, are anxious to purchase heavily, and
are exerting considerable influence to create the
Idea thut property has gone down. They are not
ludtsposeu to Invest at present figures, but would
liko to buy cheaper if thoy could, in regard to
suburban property there is not much to note yet.

BROOkLYN RKAL ESTATE
u Arm, but as yet Inactive. A lot on the aontneast
corner of Fnlton and Vanberbilt avenues, which was
purchased in 1HM for (it.ooo sold this week for
$l8,ooo, but a depreciation as great as this advance
can also be shown In various localities. The com-
ineucement of operations on the Brooklyn Bridge
has greatly increased the confidence of capitalists,
and Inquiries have bean more frequent during the
past ten days than for the previous three months.
a number of Prospect Park tots are to be sold on
Wednesday, February aa. These win be followed
bv sales almost every day during the montha of
March and April.

ii Inactive at the present time, but aA there are
many projects now betore the Legislature likely to
affect this locality we reserve u for another article.

STATKN ISLAND
has thus far found its greatest drawback from the
Imperfect communication existing between it aud
this city, bat we learn from late sources that this is
to be remedied. Thus lu relation to the passage of
the bay it is proposed that powerful boats should
leave the Battery and proceed to a point ou the
island lutarmediate between New Brighton and
Qilfcrantine; here they will connect wltli the horse-
car track, oue branch of which will proceed along
the north shore and the other in the opposite direc¬
tion. The terminua of the horse-car track on the
north shore is Pauius Hook, irom which point* and
from Port Richmond It is designed to bridge tne
bay to the Jersey shore, oue bridge extending irom
the latter place to Bergen Point and another from
the former to Elizabeth. These will render the
island leas Isolated aud more attractive; for ou the
Jersey side passengers will proceed to New York by
the Jersey Central Railroad.
Nothing depopulates a locality inoro than slug¬gish travel, and nothing Insures populoasness more

tuan an easy aud rapid nieaus of trauait; aud u is to
the lack of public spirit,- or vigor and of enterprise
lu the property owners of the island thai every lot
of land Is not now of the value of the present acre.
Wo learn likewise that the present ferry companyhave been making great Improvements in their

boats, and propose to run the Josephine, which la
being fitted with new boilers, to connect with the
Staten island Railroad, and a boat each half hour to
the first landing. Tills will afford an accommoda¬
tion long needed, and one which, If luruished be¬
fore, would have much increased the dlvldead-pay-
lug capacity of the company.
»Yhe late operations of the Quarantine ring are
exoiung a good deai of attention down there. The
claim set up by Werner to fifty reet or Arietta street
having been disallowed by the Court, a petition is
now being circulated which, we learn, haa been
signed, under a misapprehension of the tacts we are
forced to believe, to luduce a reconsideration of the
question at issue. The trustees of Caatleton deserve
oredit tor the stand they have taken in this matter
to preserve the rights of the residents, insured to
them by long use. The stories told of the original
sale 01 this property by the Quarantine ofllcers
ought to have be*n suniotent to indue* all the
other property owners to strengthen the hands of
the local autnorlite* rather thun oppose them in
their opposition to thla gigantic swindle. We further
learu tnat Swinburne haa put in a personal appear¬

The retrograde movement 111 the gold market la
no part of tUe original plan of the majority of ope¬
rators who Initiated a general bull campaign in toe
beginning oi the year, aa aoon as It waa poeitlveU
evident that a period ot easy money waa at hand.
When they took uoid of stocks they alio
took hold or gotd, and both were pushed
with great vigor. Of the result in the
stock market we have already had proof in
the general advance of ten to twenty-Ave percent
in the leadiug active speculative favorites. Gold,
however, was not so responsive, and moved very
sluggishly. It twice touched the vicinity of 123%
after lu original decline to 119%, but beyond that
point the cliques found It uphill work of a hard
character, au<l they consequently abandoned the
eiTort. The market has since been In the hands of the
smaller (peculators aud of the brokers who live by
the trifling fractional fluctuations in the premium.
There have been intermediate movements of greater
or lesser degreo based on the Cuban matter
and the action of Congress, but the larger
operators have given their attention elsewhere.
During the week which has Just closed they again
visited the Gold Room, but this time with opposite
tactics. It may seem curious that they did not
originally begin a "bear" movement, but in the then
uncertainty of the European markets, and without
data to suggest tbe extent of our Imports in the
opening spring business, they hesitated to do so,
.specially aa a speculation on the "bear" side of
gold 1s extremely dangerous and requires a thorough
canvassing beforehand of the political and commer¬
cial situation. A foreign war, the death of Napoleon
or many another oontlngency would "Jump" the
premium to the utter ruin of the "shorts." When,
however, it was discovered that tbe prospect in
Kurope was as peaceful as could reasonably be
looked for; that the accumulation of capital was
leading to a decrease In the interest rate on tbe
Continent; that our imports were beginning to de¬
cline under the demoralization of last Septomber's
panic (this week tbey are only about 63 per cent of
those in lsew); that the leading foreign bankers were
pressing their bills on the market; and that our ex¬
ports of cotton were f«r In advance of those of last
year, their attention was directed to the tiold Koom
as the field for a "bear" campaign. That they have
enlisted in the work with all their capital and
enthusiasm seems evident rrom their unloading all
the stocks which they had been carrying since New
Years. The success of the double movement has so

'far been rather gratifying. Moreover, the plan pro-
misus to afford the cue for the speculative opera¬
tions or the spring and summer.

In assisting to
a knowledge of tbe situation it may be Interesting
to know that the prominent clique houses were heavy
lenders or money on Friday and Saturday. On the
latter day the rate on call waa quoted four to five
percent on ail kinds of collaterals. The Southern
.State stocks have been active in the new Tennessees
and the North Carollnas, both of which declined, aud
were steady in the general list.

TIJ B BANK ITATBMENT.
The weekly statement of the associated banks,

though continuing to show a loss in logal tenders,
owing to the proceas of forcing redemptions on the
country banks, is much moro favorable than was ex¬

pected by the street, although the changes are not of
great moment. Then Is a total loss in reserve of
about two and a quarter millions, but as the liabili¬
ties are reduced a million by the decrease in de¬
posits tbe loss in tbe surplus over the legal reserve
is Just two millions. Tbe discrepancy between the
small loss in specie and the customs payments
of the week is not so readily accounted for, unless
upon tbe hypothesis that the decline in gold has
brought out a great deal of coin heretofore stored
away up town and out of town, and which ia now
sold to realise tbe premium, the specie finding its
way over tbe counters of tbe bullion dealers and
into bank.
