Chiler Justice Joel Hinman, of Connecticut.
Yesterday forenoon Hon. Joel ilinmasu, Chief Justice
of the Suprems Court of Connecticut, died at his

residence in Cheshire, of pneumonia, at the age of
sixty-elght years.
