GEORGE WASHINGTON.
The McaarlaJ Uny mi Hl» Birth.What It ll

ud How it Is t» be Ob*rred.
There vu a time when people celebrated the

birthdays of their great warriors. There was a

time when they contented themstlvea with com¬

memorating the birth of poets. Bui there was

never a time, until the United States became an

independent nation, that warrior, poet ud states¬
man was honored in the tame degree.

It is one hundred and thirty-eight, years ago since
George Washington was born, lie wan a warrior,
be ww a statesman; yet many people may object
to his being called a poet. And yet he was a poeti¬
cal genius. His many excursions to the West, even
that. fatal one under Oeneral Braddock, showed his
poetical spirit, for be never flagged, never lagged,
but wan always enjoying the hope of future success.
Hope of success la purely poetical, and hence George
Wasiilugton was a poet, tor he never gave up the
hope of success
1 he subject of this sketch was born In tfce year

1732, quite a long time ago. But the man who was
first in peace and first in the hearts of his country¬
men cauuot be forgotten. The man who seemed to
bo providentially looked alter when the Indians
levelled their arrows at him at Fort Duchesne, and
yet could not hit him.this man was at last saved
from the bullets of the English that he may be pre¬
served to save hla country.
Today again the people of America propose to

celebrate the birthday of this man. Many of the
Americans do not understand the importance of the
day. It la not a mere holiday, it is not a day
of' mere rejctc.ug. The day meanB more.
What the Washington of old refused, the
democratic republicans or the present time should
not receive. When at Valley Forge be was offered
a crown, and be declined it. But democratic repub¬
licans of the present day take all the attributes of a
crown if their money can buy them, and they don't
care a "oit" for what the people may say about it.
but no matter; the Americans celebrate the memory
of George Washington, and that alone signifies tliat
they are worttiy Hons of a worthy fattier, and that
tuey will never lorget the teachings of birn who has
been the founder of republicanism, the originator of
tne constitution.

The Anon, ror lnstauce, will
repeat tlie "Frelscnutz" tonight at the Academy of
Music. 1 he Turners will have a grand festival at
their hall on orchard street. Ana at innumerable
ovner places tho birthday of Wasoingion will be
celebrated by the Germans with grand <"vUit.

In a religious poiut of view the celebration of the
dav will be more grand. At lrinity church the
chimes will be rung by Mr. Ayilfle, and at the church
itself ttie services will oe all that a devotee of that
denomination can desire. At all the other churcnes
the pewowuers and casual visitors may have an
opportunity or praising God for giving to the world
a i/ian like Washington. At tac Catholic churches
musses win be said lor the soul of the greatest man
winch America has ever produced, while the athe¬
ists claim uiat Wa-biugtun, a disciple of Jefferson,
wu£ one of their own.

Townr-Tlie Keportn lieccivfil.Any Qaau*
tity ol' Empty Ice liouueu.

There is no use of attempting 10 deny the reports

of the almost total failure ol tno Ice crop ot tUe Hud-
soa river, from whica stream, la ordinary winters,
over 1,000,000 tons are Housed. I have taken soma
pains to get bold ol Information on tbo subject, aud
reports received conOrm previous statements made
In the puuilc prints. At Tivoii then; is not a pani¬
cle of ice stored, even inhabitants not yet bavins
procured euough for their own use. The large ice
house below Ciascoe, and the one north of Maiden
are entirely destitute of any, and even In the
vicinity ol Tivoii the freshet has cleaned out all
the ponds carrying ever^parilcie of ico irom them.
Aiaiul near liarrytowa there arc live ice houws,
two at the lormer place and three on the opposite
side ol tho river. The lirst named two arc owned
bv Mr. D. Ii. M ullord and Mr. Livingston, and are

capable of holding U0,00o tons, 'luere is not a cake
of ice in them. Mr. Jiui/oui in January threw away
500 ions of las', year's ice, intending to stowaway
all new ice. lie now wishes the old Ice was uti. 1 in
his house. The three nouses on the west shore, op¬
posite barrytown, are owned !.> the \V ashiugton and
Knickerbocker Ice companies, and arc empty. The
companies named nave shipped all their tools iroin
these houses to Lake Ciidiiipiaiu, where they intend
siivklng ice and bringing it to market us i;oon an the
canal opens. At Catakill ii. \an bteeabnrgu has
a!-out o,ooo tons of lco housed, sunt the
Knickerbocker Company about 1,600 tons which
is all the ice in mat vicinity. though tlis
bouses there are capable ol' homing loo,ooo tons.
At Athens there are tnree targe houses.one own.d
by the Knickerbocker Company, one by tne Wash¬
ington and one by private parties, and there is not a
pound of ice in either ol ihein. There is also a lurgo
ice honse on Roger's Island, owned by the Washing¬
ton Company, and one at "flraudow's Keach," two
iniles south or Athens, neither ot wuich contains*
particle. At coeyman's the Knickerbocker Company
nave 20,000 tons storoa; out tuat is not a ilea hue.
in the large lee houses owned by tho Knickerbocker
Company at New Baltimore and Coxaackie not a bit
of ice is stored, 'ihene statements aro facts, uot-
wittistauaiog the dls<.ourai;oiiiciit they afford. 1 lie
people in this city are tilling tip their ice houses rioia
pouds, and they are doing the satue tiuuii at Hudson.
To-day the Knickerbocker Company will send hir/e
gansrs of men to Ureen's Lake, two mne-i west of
Athens, where they ex pout to gel £0,000 tout' oi i;ood
Ice.
In fact, so extensive is the failure of t.le tee crop

on the river that considerable diatie^s exists among
the huuarcds of poor tuen who a!wu>« depend tipou
the labor o( getting tno ice housed lor their .support
during the winter. Eariy tn the wint r urocers, dry
goods dealers and others trusted icemen to tho
ainonnt of thousands of dollars, expecting to get
their imy .when the harvesting of the ice crop com¬
menced, but who now say that financially they aro
seriously crippled. The people ot Catsiviii have miod
barns, sheds and cellars wlili ice from the creek.

Narrow Escape..Mr. Charles Bishop, of New
Londou, narrowly escaped L»» intf shot last Thursday
night. He is erecting a carriage house for Hamuel
Dudley, on Church streci. About eleven o'clock,
tno wind being on the Increase, Mr. Wishop got up
and went to the building with the men of bracins it.

The character of the measuie thus brougnt
before Congress la not very clearlr defined
in the telegrams sent to Wall street to¬
day, and aououeaa the public will have
to wait ihe regular and luder news despatches to
the press to obtain accurate intelligence. It seema,
however, that a resolution was suddenly forced to a

vote, by the operation of the previous question, re¬

quiring the Committee on Banking to lortnwltn
report a bill to increase the currency fifty millions.
Dp to this hour It la not known whether an issue of
additional greenbacks or further banking laciuties
are intended oy the resolution, a Senate bill pro¬
viding for forty-Ova millions additional national
bank currency and a redistribution of twenty mil¬
lions irom the North to toe South and West Is now
pending in the House. The eifect of the newa was

prompt iu affecting prices.
UOLD rtrVEHIHU.

In the Gold Room there was a sharp recovery upon
receipt of it. The price had been strong at the
closiug figures or Saturday; but advanced to ll«%
au seon as the telegram was niude public, especially
as one version hod it that the bill had passed both
houses (I) and only awaited the President's signa¬
ture to become a law. The street was distracted
with several tissue sheet reports of the action of
Congress, and as the majority said the fifty millions
was to be in greeubacas the price of gold
ran up a half per cent In anticipation oi
such au expansion of the national currency.
Afterward, on the discovery tnat the resolution was
