A STROKE IN FINANCE.

The NoJoriouw McDonald at Hi* Old Trioks.
A " Kanuck Victimized.The Hawks of
the Metropolis.A Bud Bird Uamed.
The particulars of another shrewd uttemnt at

swindling were brought to light yesterday at the
Filth precinct station house, lu which the notorious
Patriot McDonald figured iu an attempt at cheat¬
ing a uewiy arrived stranger m a maimer similar
to maiy of bis former swindles.
Kany yesterday morning Francis Tniboult and

Joseph i:caudry arrived lu this city from San Fran¬
cisco by tho steamer Henry Chauncey. Both men

are Canadians ami were en. route to Montreal. On
their way along pier No. 42 they were met by a inun
who offered to take ttietn to a ticket office at No. 498
Washington street, where they would bo able
to obtain tickets lor Montreal. The uien
went to the office, whicn proved to be
that of Patrick McDonald, and purchased
their tickets. While in the office Thiboult informed
the man McDonald that Ueaudry had in Disposses¬
sion a dralt payable to Ins (iieauury'a) order for
$2,500 in (.-old pavabieat the hunk ol Aorta America.
McDonald at ouce undertook to assist Heau .ry in
ootainmg ins money, and took hiui to soaii)
office iu nroadway (which Heaudry cannot lo¬
cate) where the paniea at the counter rciused
to cash the dratt. McDonald then took the Stranger
into a saloon, and taking a pen and ink, asked linn
to place Uia name at the buck of his draft, and a*
Ueaudry could not write he allowea him to make
his mark, and himself made the signature. The man
was then taken by his irulcte to another broker's
office, McDonald leaving him on tho sidewalk while
he went in. When McDoua d came out oi the office
he .stated to Beaudry that ne could not have his mo¬
ney until half nast three o'clock or four o'clock,
and, leaving the drait in the office, took his
Intended victim to a liquor siore at '.he coruer of
Canal and Greenwich streets. After waiting in tins
place some time McDonald stated that he must go
to dinner, and requested the two men to wait in the
saloon until he c.tme back. Ueaudry waited some
time,%nd Dually becoming suspicious he lound au
officer ol the Filth precinct, io whom ho related tho
circumstances of his case, and lrom whom lie re¬
ceived advice to proceed to the Leonard street station
and mere relate hi* story.
lleaudry went there and gave a description of the

inau who had taken his drait. aud Captain i'euy at
ouce instructed officer Field to arrest Patrick
McDonald and a man named Teddy Harrigon. Alter
searching Kir ins men lor gome little tunc the officer
finally arrested them as they were coming out
of the before mentioned saloon, at the corner
of (ireenwich and Canal streets. McDonald
resisted the efforts of the officer to arrest huu. btic
was finally overcome and marched to the station
house. At this place lie was searched ami on his
person was found a bag containing $1,6C0 in live
aud tweuty dollar gold pieces, and also a paper
written in Bullish and in French, stamped
with postage stamps and ready tor signature.
This document, wnica was really a Dill of
Bale of the draft lor $1,500, no doubt was to
have been signed by lJeauury; and McDonald,
in.- »a'il, stated to him (Ueaudry) that .'is nayuicni
ol the draft had once been denied its real value was
not mure than that amouut. The document reads
as follows:.

Some two year* ago Ward's intend «ti tbe accne
of a sanguinary carnage la which various nationali¬
ties stooped to conquer, and in stooping most of tuo
warriors had to bend through blood, bow to brick¬
bat*. kiss tbe earth and bit© the dual. Tbe rebellious
spirits then having satisfied their clamorous de¬
mands upon the physical treasures of their rivals
subsided into tltat serene qnlet whlcn was not
disturbed until yesterday. The residents of Ward's
Island did net iwlteve In authority In tbe Idea toat
men should work; they thought »t essentially vul¬
gar.
So tbere was talk on Ward s Island.wild, inflam¬

matory, eloquent, Indignant talk. It vvas oratory
second only to our fathers of the uevoiuuon, and
but little Inferior to tbe grand periods of Sanoora'
speller or tbe snoilme perorations of a Sixth ward
statesman. Tbcy were making history. It was to
be calm deliberation; it was to be an appeal tor jBh-
tice, a patriotic revolt, a glorious victory, a Hadowa
or an Austerlitz, and then the peace of Europe.
What, tnen, was

Mr. Wells, the superintendent, said unto tbe peo¬

Oue would dash down (he avsnns of
indication; another, lashed to fever neat bv the
scourge of madness, made rapid pace along
tbe highway or violence; another leaped
ii:40 in looming wrath over the mountains and va.-
leys of prejudice: and they an contrived, in rushing
B.iecd, to reach the sweet harmony of Babel.
