AU the Indian trilies or the Southwest held a coun¬

cil at "Antelope Hills" in December and agreed to
inaugurate a war of extermination against the
whiten In the sprlug; but their policy has been
changed since then. The Arapalioes, Kiowas, Chey-
.nnes and other Southwestern tribes have been
neaceably Inclined, aud with care on tuo pasf. of the
iroverunient stood order may be maintained.

remain will be held on the North Fork of the Cana¬
dian river on the 2Jth inst., uuuer the ausplcmof
SuDertuteudent iioag, the object of wnlch is to se¬
cure oeace among me tribes hostile to each other.

The Influx of railroad agents begging subsidies

and lands lor rullroaus Is uoing much harm and
endangering the interests of the whiles now settled
tu tnai country. It has become suon a nuisance
that the Cherotees have commenced warning the
whites to leave the Territory, me contemplated
action of making ibese Indians opeu their lauds to
ceueral settlement is opposed by the mass of theTndiaus. Tney claim that it woiilu reduce nine
tenths of them to beggary in live years through tue
trading and cheating propensities oi tue whites. The
more intelligent among them acknowledge that nie
country is too unwieldy lor their use. aud favor
. curtailment of uie reservation to about
one-eighth of its present dimensions, giving
me ineuiuers of the tribe who choose to be¬
come lull and complete citizens the lauds
neiecteu by themselves.say a section to each.the
rest to i>e placed on reservations under the same ar¬
rangement us now. A vast tract of country would
Uiub ue ireed irom the Indian < laiin and thrown
open to settlers, in tins manner, h is claimed, the
tonner pledges of uie government. would be nearer
carried out, and a much neater state ol feeilng
would exist than If the congressional scheme weie
practically instituted.
By many pereous Indian nationality is thought to

beafadacv, ami that no beneiit can be derived lrorn
luterieriiig with ilie district usages ol the diilerent
tribes. General llazun suitus mat the country
throughout Southern Colorado and .New .Mexico is
being rapidly settled, and that oelore another year
jg over every valley along the southern tributaries
of the Arkansas, from Fort h.you t > the mountains,
will lie dotted with colonies similur to those which
passed through here a shor; time since n route lor
the Wet Mountains. lie describes the country west¬
ward aud southwestward of Fort I-yon as capable of
sustaining an iiUuiense population. Ilie whole
country is rich in agricultural and mineral re¬
sources.

Yalds on tbe lteesand tiros ViutrM. Ai to their complaint*,
Vb«y ail artte from their nilsouderstaudlng of tlie treaty ul
»ort Kiev. At yon are lurnrc, an lnulan never forget* any¬thing that is promised lilm; nor can be understand why clr-
cumiUiirea should Interfere with tbe fullilmtnt of the
i>rumi»ei. Now.lt i«|1nie that tbe I'eacc Commlaaloner* at
rort Klce pictured to the lnulan* b pretty liberal view ol
Ihelr Improfed condition under the treaty, and tbe Indlane
come to tue and »»y: "Where are those hoimee you were
Kolui: to build u»? Where are tbe cow», the
.beep. the *c. ? But, above all, where
are the nur» and nmmunitiou we were to have
receivedV Tue planting of corn, ui»o recommended to
them, and which we nrumiaed to asilit them In. bas as yet
made little progress. All the Indians wbom we are
accustomed to cail friendly are very atixloui to farm. Last

uwuitf to tbe want ot laborers ana oxen, very little w»s
doue. And while upon Ibis subject J would recommend that
. strong effort be mado this spring to set aa much land
broken as possflue, to give the Indians a slait in planting,
and while recouimeuulDii I would respectfully advise Ibat a
liberal suppl v Ol trade rules and auimunltlou tie furnislied
Ifce frlendlv Indians tills mmmer. I have no fear uor auy
belief that under any reasonable treatment these Indians
would ever use tbeir arms against the whites.
Since the council at Fort Kice the friendly Indians have

used all the ui'-ans they could to Induce the hoetll e Moux to
come in aud bury the bate bet. Many of them have given
away ail their horses and (,'oods to tin* hostile Jndianu iu try¬
ing to conciliate them, and now the friendly chieie tell nie
thev have given the matter up ; that they can do nothing with
tlieir wild relations, auU that a.11 they <ie*ire Is to keep thiMi
bauds together, to Irar n to farm and to krep away from tue
bostiie Sioux entirely. To encourage tiiese trleudiy >U)'.u In
every pos«ible way is of course very Important.
They amount to eiunt or ten thousand souls, and it tue
hostile Sioux must finally be put dowa by force .of »m»,
which appears inevitable, the vatue of keeping the frieudly
ones quiet cannot be overestimated.

This is s petiUoQ of Mrs. Bon esteel, to review a peii-
tlou of the f< 1stnet Court 011 a claim bj itie assignee
that sue beta 1,146 shares of slock in a Nicotsou
Faveuieut Company that belonged to her Husband.
The proceeding against her was by petition in a sum¬

mary way, by the assignee, to compel her to show
cause why tins block should not be transferred to
him. The stock is said to ue of the value of $;to,0oo.
we have heretofore held tnat the suit by the uh-
tlgnee against a third person to recover assets
claimed to belong to ihe bankrupt should tie
commenced by a bill in equity, or suit at
law. under the third c'anse of the second
aertlon ot the Bankrupt act. In that cuss
we direct that tne petition and answers be amended
and fstaud lor till and answer. In that case, how¬
ever, tue proceedings lud not extended beyond
those pleadings. An application is now made In
tnu case to revise tne decision in the court below on
petition, which, if the proceedings are to be regarded
as lounded on a bill in equity, could not be enter-
talued, as the remedy in such a case could onij be
by appeal uuder toe eighth section of the act. As
we haw not reformed the proceedings in this case,
as was done m the ca>e referred to. and as the
practice has been heretofore very much unsettled,
and to hold now in the case that the remedy is by
appeal aud not by petition, the time tor appeal
having beeu passed, would preclude all rebel, we
tnmk it will be best and lu furtherance or justice to
all parties concerned to set aside tne order or decree
oi the court, as lounded on irregular proceedings,
wan leave lor the petitioner, (he assignee, to file a
bill in the usual way against Mrs. Boneswei, without
costs to eitner party.

.lulltis Knopf aud Abraham Hosenbeim, indicted
for becoming sureties on a bogus tobacco manufac¬
turer's bond, were arraigned, and pleaded not
guilty, and were remanded ror trial.
Frederick Bauer, indicted lor doing a lottery busi¬

ness without ija.vment of special tax, failing to
appear lor trial, oils recognizance was declared for-
feited.

tion, and should be produced as the best evidence,
l lie defence also moved that Mr. Fieiss be allowed
to make a sworn statement, simply in reference to
the whereabouts of the books, citing as a Drecedeut
the fact thai in me Blalsdell and Kcket distillery case
Judge Biatchiord had allowed Dr. Blaisdell to tes-
tuy relatively to the whereabouts of the b >oks ot the
distillery.

The February term of the Court of General Ses¬

sions of the Peace of this county, just terminated,
has been <ir longer duration than usual, aud the dis¬
posal ol criminal cases unprecedented. The term
commenced on the 7ill of February aud adjourned
on the 4th of March, the court having been twenty-
one days in session, frequently late in the after¬
noon, to dispose of the cases on trial. John

of noted and desperate criminals were David Deuuan

The stock market at the opening was weak and in-

c.inert to go off in apanlo with the deciiue In gold,
Northwestern falling to 71%, Central scrip 10 #2%,
Heading to 90%, aud St. Paul to 02. But here the
bull cliques, who were already heavily loaded with
stocks, rushed In, and by a bold aud desperate
movement carried the whole list up between one
aud two per cent, putting prices to-night where they
were mgn: before last when the cliqnus essayed the
second grand advance in the bull campaign for tne
spring and summer of 1870. Tuey labored
like beavers all day aud had their agents constantly
at work stimulating the market whenever it flagged
or whenever it showed signs of following the mag¬
netic example of gold. To "cut loose from gold"
was one main oojcct of their efforts, aud in running
stocks counter to the course ot the precious metal
ihey have certaluly executed a very difficult thing.
Wuen gold became weak and stocks wavered they
sent their emissaries into tno Cold Uooin and
steadied or strengthened the premium until other
operators cauie to their assistance, 'i he sellers to¬
day were principally the regular "bear" operators,
ihe buyers were the "bull" cliques only. The
public were never so little interested iu the market,
outsiders are too apprehensive of a "break" to take
hold with tne "bah" cliques, llence the de*pera:e
energy of ihe latter, to whom tne future brings life
or deuth.fortunes or bankruptcy. It will be ob-
served, however, that the best prices and the
heaviest dealings were for and in the stocks
which arc the immediate objects of the
cliques' solicitude. The rest of tne list was dull
and prices comparatively less active. The whole
situation was made to appear buoyant by tho extra*
ordinary attention oestowed on the salient features,
such as Kock Island, Northwest, Lake Shore, New
York Central and, in tho miscellaneous list, Pacific
Mall. It is only fair to give the clique view of the
situation and their reasons for making so brilliant
a fight on the "bull" side. It Is evident Uiat other
prices are not falling with that of gold, because
those prices arc regulated by other influences, such
as the abundance of paper money in the country,
the tariff, taxation and the like. Hence, with gold
at par, there is a bottom price for stocks which
canuot be far from present figures. But
to determine these bottom prices, with the
depressing influence of lower gold on the one aide
and the inflating influence of more abundant money
on the other, would require powers of divination
greater even than those of an actuary In lue assur¬
ance or an average adjuster In marine risks. The
point is dimly misty in the obscurity of these ques-
tlons. The Cliques are fighting stocks up, because
stocks naturally tond to go up In an easy money
market, auu they argue tnat for every one per cent
gold goes down at least two millions of curreucy Is
set free from carrying gold. Should gold go to par
two hundred millions of a commodity which Is now
merchandise, like cotton or produce, and which
ties up two hundred and twenty-five mil¬
lions of currency, would then become cur¬

rency and really inflate the circulation by adding
its volume to the circulating medium. Gold, for
carrying which luterent is now paid,would then com¬
mand interest Itself. Instead of only eight hundred
mil'Ions of paper set off against two hundred mil¬
lions of golu aud six hundred million* of general
wealth (Including stocks, bonds, Ac.), the rSgivie of
gold at par would give us a thousand millions of
money against six hundred millions of general pro¬
perty. The very gold which, on account of its pre¬
mium, was an object of value and a rival to stocks
and merchandise, would, by being added to the
stream of money, enhance the stiuie stocks and
merchandise. It should, moreover, be borne in
mind that the great inflation in England in tho be¬
ginning of the century, when the South Soa
and like bubbles were floated upon the public,
and when shares rose to fabulous prices, was
(he sequence of the return to specie payments, tho
country beiug flooded with paper monex,the volume
01 the circulation being increased by tne restoration
of coin to currency. It was when the government
commenced contracting the paper money that the
reaction began which ended with the great financial
and commercial crash of 1826. Thus It will be seen
there are two sets of theorists In the market. The
"bulls" look for higher prices. Tne "bears" expect
a nr.'.ml smash as gold goes to par, and that stocks
wi 1 be included therein, l'ne following table or
highest and lowest prices of the day will exhibit the
results ot the movement in stocks quite obviously.
Owing to uu oversight yesterday a misstatement
occurred in the comparative prices of New York
Central stock aud scrip, which was remedied to
some extent, however, in the record of closing street
prices:.
